The 68th, Annual Assembly of the Diocese of the Armenian Church of America was held
on May 1-2,1970, at the Holy Trinity Church in Cheltenham, Pennsylvania.

- There were present 130 clerical and lay delegates out of a total of 153.

The Prlmateg Archblshop Torkom Manoogian, then read his Annual Message to the
Assembly., He outllned the activitles of the past year in the Diocese.

Article 7 of the ByaLaws was amended so that 18 years was the new age for
membership in the church with full voting rights. However, to be eligible for office
in a Parish it still requlred a person to reach the age of 21, -
