‘moves to a new home the priest is called upon for home v1s1tatlon‘

‘In the U, S. A. it is a 1ittle different then the old country, where the priest
visits regularly at least twice to the parishioners home., We said regularly, because
the parishioners and the prlest live in the same nelghborhood' the church lives in
the nelghborhood. .

We, as the pastor in the name of the church v131ted thls year also to our
parishioners homes for: 1. Home Blessing and .2, Home Visitation,

1. Home Blessing is the greatest occasion twice in a year to receive the Blessings of
the church®es respresentative, as you have gone to the housc of God, likewise the
priest comes and visits your home. You might feel proud and religiously uplifted to
pray, standing next to your parish priest, and your children. Why not?

2. Home Visitation, if it is done consclentlously by the pastor and a willingness of
perseverance from an educated chrlstian point of v1ew, harmony and perfection can be
achleved as an 1deal parlsh. -

Humanly speaklng we trled as the pastor representlng the splrltual leadership
visiting homes and making telephone calls whenever it was possible,

This past year there were 17 Homes Blessed by us, and we made numerous home
vi51tatlons. : : .

Our Parish Council embarked this year on a ideal Home Visitation. If, the idea
of member-adding "to our Church membership) works, for the sake of Worship and Churecl
attendance, it will be a perfect job implimented by our Parish Couneil. But, we have
around 142 dues paying members, not counting children, under 18 years old, and our
Church sometimes looks, as if we have only 30, or 40 faithful in the communlty.

5. That the proposal for the rotation of the clergy be’ submitted to a committee for
futher study and to present 1ts findings to the 1972 Assembly. -

6. That a committee be activated for the purpose of studying the status of the Armen-
ian Church Youth Organization, and to submit its findings to - the 1972 Assembly.: ‘

7+ That the next Diocesan Assembly will be held in St, Peter s Church of Troy,N. Y.
on May 5y 657y 1972. :
