PASTORAL REPORT Yo
AND MESSAGE
- 1978 -
Dear Parishionmers,

With the grace of God, another year has passed in our community life with
some noteworthly accomplishments.

How gratifying it is to review the fruitful harvest of a year's endeavors
and to welcome the challenge and demands of the year ahead of us.

With the close of 1978, I have completed my sixth year as Pastor of St.
Gregory of Narek Armenian Church of Cleveland, Ohio.

The year 1978 marked in my experience the most challenging year. I started
the year in a very undesirable atmosphere awaiting any day for a letter from the
Primate with the announcement of my removal from my position as Pastor which was
demanded by the then existing Parish Council without any consultation with me.

Things were changed greatly after the election and ratification of the new
Parish Council (installed April 16, 1978), headed by Mr. Jack Hacherian as Chair-
man who worked untiringly during his term of office to straighten things out and
to rectify the situation.

Eventually, I was happy when the Parish Council, after thorough evaluation,
unanimously approved my pastoral performance for 1978 with complete confidence
in the future and with continued support for 1979.

The relationship between Pastor and Parish Council was harmonious and the
1978 was marked with tremendous strides in every direction, be it in the financial
realm or in religious realm. Consequently, we can only say that a healthier cli-
mate is prevailing throughout the community now, which is undoubtedly conducive
for constructive work.

Although this necessitated much harder work on my part but I didn't mind
it at all. I hope only that this harmony will be continued with the new Parish
Council for the good of all concerned.

Herewith I submit to our Parish Assembly a brief resume of my pastoral
activities and accomplishments for the year 1978:

WORSHTP

HOLY BADARAK was celebrated every Sunday throughout the year with few
exceptions, whenever Pastor's attendance elsewhere absolutely necessitated his
absence from the Parish. Also for a couple of times, Badarak was not performed
when the snow blizzard was too severe which made transportation impossible and
the entire city was paralized during one of the worst winters that we experienced.
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PASTOR'S ANNUAL REPORT (Contd.)

ALL MAJOR FEAST DAYS were observed with great solemmity. Special cere-
monies and rituals were performed with great care, remaining true to our
precious traditions and heritage.

Pastor tried to finish the Sunday Church Services by 12:15 p.m. as it
was requested by the Parish Council.

HOKEHANKIST Services were conducted throughout the year in response of
requests and also General Hokehankists were performed on commemorative and

memorial occasions specially on Merelotz Days of five Major Feast Days.

CHURCH PULPIT

In conj;%Eion with Holy Badarak, sermons were preached every Sunday.
Great care was employed to develop the sermons on Special Themes according
to the nature of the Church seasons and feast days with contemporary issues.
The sermons were mostly in English with 10-15 minutes duration, as it was
requested by the Parish Council.

SACRAMENTS AND RITES

Sacraments and rites consist of BAPTISM AND CONFIRMATION, WEDDING, and
FUNERAL. These Church Services were carried with utmost care in every respect.

In 1978, in our Parish Registry, there were altogether 14 Sacraments and
Rites registered according to the following:

BAPTISM AND CONFIRMATION

One (1) was performed in our Parish; one (1) in St. Petersburg, Florida,
and three (3) in Satellite Beach, Florida: and one (1) in Toronto, Canada,
amounting to six (6).

WEDDINGS

Two (2) Weddings were performed in our Parish. I participated in two (2)
more weddings, on special invitation at St. John's Armenian Church of Detroit.

I also participated, by special invitation, in a wedding which was performed
in a Roman Catholic Church in Middleburg Heights, Ohio - the groom was Armenian.

I have also blessed one (1) ENGAGEMENT.
FUNERALS

I performed six (6) Funerals of which one (1) was in Florida. I also parti-
cipated in one (1) funeral service, on special request, at St. John's Armenian
Church of Detroit.
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PASTOR'S ANNUAL REPORT (Contd.)

PARTSH VISITATIONS

With the cooperation of Parish Council, a detailed visitation program was
initiated this year: Mrs. Lucy Mirakian, assisted by Mrs. Sandra Aurslanian
made all the contacts and the necessary appointments for the Pastor to visit
parishioners.

Since the middle of June, during a six-months period, when this program
was initiated, many parishioners were contacted and 35 homes were visited.

Also special visitations were paid to prospective members with the assis-
tance of Dr. K. K. Goekjian and Kevork Arslanian who accompanied the Pastor
for home visitations.

Besides the above visitations, which were carried on a regular basis, the
Pastor also visited parishioners on many different occasions (family dinners,

sympathy calls, social gatherings, etc.)

SICK CALLS AT HOSPITALS

The Pastor, whenever he hears about the hospitalization of any Armenian
in any hospital, always makes the necessary arrangements to visit the patients.

Glancing through my diary, I have made 33 hospital calls throughout the
year.

PARISH ORGANIZATIONS

The Parish Assembly was convened on February 12, 1978, presided by the
Pastor to review the activities of 1977, to approve the proposed budget for
1978, to conduct partial election of the Parish Council (which was reduced to
9 from 11, according to the mandate of the 1977 Parish Assembly) and other
Standing Committees, (Nominating Committee, Auditing Committee).

The Pastor presided over all the meetings of the Parish Council which met
fortnightly, every other Monday. The Pastor in conjunction with the chairman
attended the day to day affairs of the Parish.

The Pastor gave guidance to the auxiliary organizations and attended their
meetings whenever his time permitted. The organizations functioned quite effi-
ciently and fulfilled their duties toward the Parish.

Our Parish Auxiliary Organizations are: Ladies' Auxiliary, Armenian Women's

Guild, ACYOA, Church Choir and the Church Sunday School.

BUILDING COMMITTEE

Beside the regular activities of our Auxiliary Organizations, we had under
Parish Council, The Building Committee, with the sole responsibility of making
payments of the Hall mortgages on a five-year program. With a Mortgage Burning
Celebration (June 18), the Building Committee closed its books by the end of the
‘year and dissolved itself with an official letter to the Parish Council. ‘

SOFTBALL TEAM

This is another activity under the sponsorship of our Church, which is
organized during the summers for our Armenian youth in the community, for
the last three years; mainly because of Mrs. Mary Arslanian's determination,
the program is continuing. For the third consecutive year, the Armenian
Team won the championship.

PARISH ADMINISTRATION

Pastor maintained the Church office work, prepared certificates, made
all the official contacts with the Primate and Diocese, wrote all the official
letters, implemented Diocesan circulars and Primates directives. The Pastor
wrote all the Parish circulars and prepared all the fliers for Church activities.
Also he compiled the Annual Report Booklet for 1978.

CHURCH PUBLICATION - PAROS

The Paros is an important facet of our parish work. It is the official
Newsletter of St. Gregory of Narek Armenian Church of Cleveland, Ohio.

This year, the Pastor undertook the editorship and total responsibility of
its publication. It was published on a monthly basis, ten issues a year, exclud-
ing the summer months of July and August. Tt was sent to a church mailing list
of approximately 300, which includes the Churches of our Diocese and also several
are sent abroad.

Its foremost function is to record the church activities, the parish life,
church celebrations, Organizations' reports, church donations, community affairs
and Registry of Sacraments and Rites as historical accounts. A parish paper, in
addition to covering the varied social, cultural and religious activities of the
parish, serves also for educational purposes as an extension of church's teach-
ing mission, but this is on a minor scale since Diocesan publications fill this
role in greater capacity. A parish paper should also include important Diocesan
news, on national (Armenian) level, since our Diocese is the center and head of
all parishes throughout North America and Canada as part of the Armenian Apostolic
Church which is a Hierarchical National Church with her ancient Holy See of
Etchmiadzin in Armenia.

The Church being the focal point of the Armenian life, is interested also
with the achievements of Armenians who are in the news media for recognition of
their various outstanding performances.

Paros is the only link of communication between the church and the community
members and, as such, its role is of great importance. The Pastor, as the spiri-
tual leader of the community and as the head of the church, in conjunction with
the Parish Council, is the sole responsible authority of the church publication.

Since the Pastor assumed the total responsibility of the publication, he
is involved in every facet of it. Every effort is made to present topics of
interest to our community in addition to current and timely news pertaining to
our parish.
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PASTOR'S ANNUAL REPORT (Contd.)

During 1978, the foremat of the Paros was greatly changed making it more
attractive, both in its content and its artistic layout.

OUT-OF-TOWN ENGAGEMENTS AND FLORIDA MISSTION

The Pastor was guest celebrant and preacher at Holy Trinity Church, Toronto,
Canada upon official invitation by the Parish Council on Sunday, August 6th.

The Pastor took his annual vacation during the holiday season of Christmas
and New Year, and went to Florida with his family, where it turned out to be a
working vacation for him with two Badaraks on the East and West Coasts, Melbourne
and St. Petersburg (Saturday, December 30 and Sunday, December 31), with three
(3) Baptisms and Confirmations in Satellite Beach and one (1) Funeral in the
Tampa area.

On other occasions, the Pastor participated in Weddings and Funeral services
at St. John's Armenian Church of Detroit, upon requests.

DIOCESAN ASSEMBLY AND CLERGYMEN'S CONFERENCE

The Pastor attended the Diocesan Assembly hosted by St. John's Armenian
Church, Southfield, Michigan, together with our Diocesan delegates and Parish
Council Chairman, (Thursday - Sunday, May 4 - 7).

The 76th Annual Diocesan Assembly was celebrating the 80th Anniversary of
the establishment of the Diocese of the Armenian Church of America and the 10th
Anniversary of the consecration of St. Vartan Cathedral.

The Pastor also attended the Clergymen's Conference and Retreat, which is
held annually in conjunction with the Diocesan Assembly. The Conference took
place at St. Paul of the Cross Retreat House in Detroit, Michigan (Tuesday -
Thursday, May 2 - 4).

GUEST CLERGYMAN AND DEVELOPMENT OF THE ISSUE OF PASTORAL CHANGE

Fr. Haygazoun Melkonian, an American born and newly ordained celibate priest
from Jerusalem was invited by the Parish Council to celebrate and preach on
August 6th in our Church to replace the Pastor when the latter was invited by
the Toronto parish to help them while their own Pastor had resigned.

Fr. Haygazoun was the clergyman with whom the former Parish Council was
negotiating to bring him to Cleveland as a permanent parish priest, and the
new Parish Council was simply giving the opportunity to the parishioners to
meet the candidate for parish priesthood.

Following the invitation, it became evident that the Parish Council did
not want to conclude any arrangement for pastoral change initiated by the
former Parish Council.

PASTORAL ACTIVITIES (OUTSIDE PARISH)

Throughout the year, the Pastor has many opportunities for varied acti-
vities, social or academic, during his travels outside his parish.

SUBJECT: Report of the 76th Diocesan Assembly

The above assembly was conducted in Detroit, Michigan on May 4-6, 1978.
All meetings, workshops and social functions were held on the premises of
St. John's Armenian Church of Greater Detroit. This report is written to
highlight the more important aspects of the assembly.

ELECTION OF PRIMATE

His Grace the Most Reverend Archbishop Torkom Manoogian was re-elected for
a four-year term.

BY-LAW CHANGES TO CONSTITUTION (EFFECTIVE IMMEDIATELY)

1. Parish Council chairmen may not have alternates to the diocesan assembly.

2. Parish nominating committees must present a slate at the annual parish
assemblies for officers of the day, and the number of nominees must be
twice the vacancies.

BY-LAW CHANGES TO CONSTITUTION (MUST BE APPROVED A SECOND TIME AT NEXT
DIOCESAN ASSEMBLY)

Parish nominating committees may serve a maximum of two (2) consecutive terms.

PROPOSALS - APPROVED

1. The annual statement of income and expenditures of the general fund and
the annual budget be correlated and reflect each other's line item format.

2. No candidate to any election to be held at the diocesan assembly is
allowed to wear or distribute campaign material.

3. The diocesan assembly will consider only those resolutions as formally
proposed that have been duly adopted by a parish assembly or by a parish
council.

4. A Cathedral Council Committee be formed and be responsible for all activities

in the St. Vartan Cathedral and Diocesan Center which do not relate
directly to the office of the Primate. In addition, the Council will be
responsible for providing for the financial needs of the Cathedral and
Center.

BUDGET

The proposed 1978 budget is $632,000 operating plus $150,000 cathedral
mortgage payments totaling $782,000.




ASSESSMENTS

Lengthy discussions, as always, took place in an effort to minimize the
financial support required to the diocese by local parishes. Although the
St. Gregory of Narek resolution for the diocese to make special note to
small parishes in the way of assessments did not formally pass, it was,
however, acknowledged by both the Primate and diocesan council and your
delegates were given full assurance that every consideration will be given

to small parishes. As a matter of information, assessment is weighted
as follows:

60% - number of parish membership

25% - gross plate collections
5% - number of clergy
5% - number of sacraments

5% - number of delegates

At this writing, your delegates are still unaware what our assessment will
be for the coming year. There are 42 parishes in our diocese and 21 of
them have a higher assessment that we have in Cleveland, thus our assessment
is in the middle.

FUND RAISING

1. Cathedral Building Fund - mortgage balance is $689,943 as of 12-31-77.
2. Endowment Fund - Assets as of 12-31-77, $1,395,319.

3. Diocesan Council has initiated three programs to raise $250,000 during
1978 with money to be used as follows:

$150,000 for Cathedral morgage payment
$ 32,000 for 1977 deficit
$ 68,000 for 1978 operating expenses

The money will come from a 1979 Mercedes Benz raffle ($75,000), Pacesetter
Campaign $1,000 donors ($125,000) and various other fund-raising projects
($50,000) .

CHURCH MEMBERSHIP CRUSADE

The Diocesan Council is embarking on an ambitious program to increase membership
within the diocese. It is their goal to bring 5,000 new dues-paying members. The
effort will be with the aid of clergy, diocesan delegates and parish councils.
Visitations and publicity will be part of the program.




UNITY

The Diocesan Council, with the approval of the Catholicos, is embarking
on a permanent agreement to celebrate Martyrs' Day on a continuing basis
with all of our brethren commencing with the year 1979. This arrangement
will become a part of our constitution and there are three other
proposals that are currently being considered.

CLERGY

There continues to be a shortage of clergy within the diocese.
St. Nerses Seminary currently has eight students, however, for the
year 1979, no new candidates have been interviewed.

CLERGY STIPEND AND INSURANCE

The Diocesan Council will continue to forward a schedule of minimum
stipend requirements. The Council has acknowledged that the cost of
clergy insurance is fast becoming a major money problem for the parishes.
It has been decided to reduce the extent of medical coverage which will
result in reduced premiums.

WORKSHOPS

Workshops/meetings were held for the following organizations: Council
for Religious Education, Armenian Language School, Women's Guild and
ACYOA.

The next assembly will be held on the first weekend of May, 1979 in the

Meramac Valley (Massachusetts) with three churches joining together
to act as host.

ARTICLE 6 OF DINCESAN BY-LAWS

Every member of the Parish, 18 years of age or over, shall pay to his or
her church an annual due, the amount of which shall be determined by the
Diocesan Assembly. Such amount may be increased, but not decreased, by
the Parish Assembly. Dues are payable in advance on January 1 of each year.

ARTICLE 7 OF DIOCESAN BY-LAWS

Members in good standing of a Parish Church, who are 18 years of age or
over, may participate in the assemblies of the same Parish and may vote,
provided that at least six months have elapsed since the date of their
registration as members of the parish and their dues have been paid. They
may be eligible for office one year after becoming members provided they
have attained the age of 21.
