PASTOR'S ANNUAL REPORT 
(FOR THE YEAR OF 1977) 

Presented to the Annual Parish Assembly 

JANUARY 29, 1977 

At the Armenian Cultural Building 

Dear Parishioners: 

The year 1977 marks my fifth year as pastor of this parish,which of 
course is a significant milestone in the service of the church. · 

I present to you a brief resume of my pastoral activities for the year 
of 1977. I intend to be brief and to the point since during the year, through 
11 Paros 11 , I had the opportunity to present my various activities in a more 
specific way. 

WORSHIP: 
Holy Badarak was celebrated every Sunday throughout the year with the 

following exceptions when pastor's attendance to different meetings necessitated 
his absence from the parish: 

Diocesan Assembly in Providence (May 8); Choir Convention in Toronto, 
:. Canada (November lJ). Also one Sunday in December because of inclement weather 

we were not able to perform Badarak,but instead we performed worship service for 
a handful of worshipers (December 11). Also,two consecutive Sundays we did not 
have Badarak because of my annual vacation (December 25, 1977 and January 1,1978). 

Twice I had the opportunity to celebrate Divine Liturgy and deliver sermon 
elsewhere. By special invitation I conducted Divine Liturgy at Holy Trinity 
Armenian Church in Toronto (June 5); I conducted Divine Liturgy in.St.Petersburg, 
Florida in an Episcopal Church, while vacationing there, which was sponsored by 
an organization known as the Armenian-American Society of the Suncoast (December 25). 

During my absence on June 5, a guest clergyman, Fr. Michael Euttero from 
Detroit, Michigan replaced me, conducting services and delivering sermon in our 
church. 

Major feast days were observed with great solemnity and special ceremonies 
and rituals were performed with special care whenever our liturgical traditions 
demanded. 

Hokehankist services were conducted throughout the year to satisfy every 
individual's request, as well as General Hokehankists were performed on 
commemorative and memorial occasions and in response to Diocesan directives. 

In conjuction with Divine Liturgy, mention should be made also about sermons 
which were delivered every Sunday; special care was given to the church pulpit, 
having in mind the spiritual edification of our faithful people, using more often 
English language to reach greater number of people,specially having in mind our 
younger generation. 
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SACRAMENTS AND RITES 

These services consist of Christening, Wedding and Funeral. 

For this year we recorded in our Parish Registry the following services 
with a total number of 11..

Christenings were 6, of which 2 were Adult Baptism and Confinnation. 

Funerals were 7, of which 1 was out of town in (Phoenix, Arizona), a 
former parishioner of ours. 

As. for Weddings, this year wedding bells did not ring in our church and 
so no. weddings were recorded .in our Pari.sh Registry. 

Besides the above, the pastor participated or conducted out-of~town 
services on invitation. 

PARISH ADMINISTRATION: 

Parish Assembly was convened on February 6, 1977 and was presided by 
the pastor to review the activities of the year 1976, to approve the projected 
budget. for 1977 and to conduct partial elections of the Parish Council,.the 
standing COmmittees of the parish such as the Nominating Committee and the 
Diocesan Delegates for a term of four years. · · 

Pastor attended and presided over all. the meeti'ngs of.the Parish Council 
which met every other week on Mondays. Parish Council under the chairmanship of 
Bob Bagdasarian conducted the day to day affairs· of the parish; unfortunately 
however some of the planned projects, such as the modernization of pastor's 
o{fice were not carried out and after five year~ still remains unfulfilled. 

Pastor attended and gave guidance to the Auxiliary Organizations' meetings 
whenever his time permitted. The two main organizations of· the parish are women · 
organizations, one is known as The Armenian Women's Guild, whose members are 
relatively younger and the other is known as The Ladies Auxilia~, whose members 
are seniors. 

Sunday Church School and The Choir, two important organs of the parish, 
function quite efficiently and fulfil their task in providing respectively 
Christian education to our youngesters and Badarak singing to our faithful 
church comers. 

The Armenian School is a function of AGBU in our parish and under the 
impetus of the AGBU Executive Committee, the Armenian language is being taught 
to those who are interested. 
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~ 'is another important facet. of our parish work, since it is 
our official church paper. The pastor devotes much time seeing to it 
that all the important activities of the parish are covered; the pastor 
himself prepares the Armenian section of the parish paper writing, typing 
and setting the paper. Unfortunately, some of our experiences with the 
present printer is very disappointing, since the paper does not appear 
on time,despite the fact that the deadline on our part is always honored. 
We hope that the situation will improve one day somewhat and somehow. 

It was a proud moment for our parish again this year when our soft ball 
team,under'the sponsorship af our Church won the championship victory once 
more for the second consecutive year.· 

MEMORABLE ACTIVITIES: 

The various celebrations and commemorations that took place in the 
course of the year were the memorable events of our parish. Vartanantz Day 
celebration (Feb. lJ); Commemoration of Women's Saints Day on Lenten 
Michink Day· (March 16); Family Night by the Armenian Women 1 s Guild (April 15); 
Armenian Martyrs Day program (April 24); Armenian Khunjouyk by the Armenian 
Women 1s Guild (October 1-2); Annual Church picnic (July J); and many coffee 
hours throughout the year which created good fellowship. 

Separate mention should be made for the following which were significant 
with their impact in our community: 

"Communicating What We Believe11 a two day workshop CRE sponsored 
(March 7-8); Two separate T.V. telecasts on the Armenian Genocide with 
discussion following (April 24 & July 24); Peoples and CUltures organization's 
visit to our church and special program presented to them on various facets 
of the Armenian history, culture and artifacts (June 12). 

Our participation in Ethnic Food Festival in down town mall, under the 
auspices of the City of Cleveland (July 26-29). 

Recognition Banquet with Archbishop Sion as guest of our Church as 
celebrant, preacher and later main speaker at the Banquet (October 2J). 

The pastor was involved in one way or another in all the above mentioned 
events,giving leadership wherever it was needed. 

The pastor conducted all the pastoral official correspondence and 
contacts, maintained office work in all its aspects, published Christmas and 
Easter special bulletins and discharged many other works singlehandedly, 
without any part-time or voluntary secretarial help. 

Besides the above activities such as Church services, perforn1ances. of 
Sacraments and rites which were carried with utmost care, and attending parish 
affairs and maintaining office work, the pastor also conscientiously perfonned 
other pastoral duties such as sick calls, syrr.pathy calls, family visitations 
and also at the same time promoting public relations in civic and inter-church 
relationships. 
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ACADEMIC ACCOMPLISHMENTS: 

During 1977 the pastor had three separate educational 
opportunities by special invitations and scholarship and earned 
three academic Certific_ates by his participation, as follows: 

Men's Leadership Training Course in Columbus, Ohio (Apr. 5-7) 

Billy Graham School of Evangelism in South Bend, Indiana (May 10-13) 

Billy Graham School of Evangelism in Cincinnati, Ohio (Oct.24-28). 

MAJOR DEVELOFMENTS IN CCJ.JING YEAR: 

We look forward in the year of 1978 for three major developments 
in our parish. One of them is the formation of an ACYOA Chapter in 
Cleveland, since its seeds were sown during the latter part of 1977; 
secondly, the·burning of the mortgage of our church hall since the mortgage 
has been paid off, which was $80,000.00 when I first arrived here as pastor 
five years ago; and the third is the expansion of our present building 
facilities with adequate room for storage and attached two-car garage; 
this latter must be considered as a natural growth once the debt is paid off. 

WHAT OOES THE FUTURE HOLD? 

With all the achievements that we realized for the past five years, 
we humbly acknowledge the many shortcomings of our parish. The greatest 
shortcoming is the lack of voluntary work participation in church-related 
functions by a greater number of parishioners. 

The future is in God's hands; however on the other hand, a lot depends 
on the vision and wisdom of our lay leaders. God only helps when we diligently 
do our share and conduct ourselves according to His holy will, otherwise we 
cannot hope for a bright future, solely depending on our own means. Men always 
need God's help and God unfailingly helps those who employ their earnest · 
prayers and hard work. 

On our part we will unceasingly pray for the stability of our ancient· 
venerable Apostolic Church of Armenia, we will continue to serve her with our 
utmost capabilities, confident that God will give the necessary strength and 
the Holy Spirit will impart His Inspiration to do His work as ministers of His 
Kingdom, established by His Son Jesus Christ as an extension of His Incarnation. • 

Let us hope for ~he best.; but let us not forget meanwhile to work 
and pray for it.
