ADDENDUM - 1981 DUES PAYING MEMBERS
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MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL PARISH ASSEMBLY
'ST. GREGORY OF NAREK ARMENIAN CHURCH
CLEVELAND, OHIO

Sunday, February 22, 1981

The Annual Parish Assembly of St. Gregory of Narek Armenian Church was called to order
at 1:36 p.m., Sunday, February 22, 1981. Following the invocation by Father Diran,
Alan Borazanian, Chairman of the Parish Council, welcomed the parishioners and ex-
pressed appreciation to those in attendance.

Florence Karoghlanian, Treasurer of the Parish Council, then proceeded with the roll
call of dues-paying members. The total number of eligible voting members present was
42, which was subsequently increased to 44 due to late arrivals. Since over one-third
of the 118 dues-paying members were present, this constituted a quorum in accordance
with the By-laws of our Diocese.

Thelma Bagdasarian of the Nominating Committee presented the names for election of
the Assembly Chairman and Secretary. Ballots for the election were distributed. The
parishioners were advised that Anne Abdalian, a candidate for Assembly Secretary, was
absent due to illness and, therefore, her name was eliminated. There were no nomina-
tions from the floor. The results of the secret ballot vote were as follows:

Chairman - Ralph Chakerian (25)
Richard Aurslanian (18)

Secretary - Alice Hacherian (40)

At this point, Jack Hacherian made a motion, which was seconded by Sam Mirakian, that
we dispense with the reading of the minutes of the last Parish Assembly which are in-
cluded in the Annual Parish Report. This motion was passed unanimously. Jack Hacher-
ian also made a motion to accept the minutes as written. This motion was seconded by
David Andonian and also unanimously passed.

A motion was then made by Thelma Bagdasarian that the Election, Item 12 on the Agenda,
be the next order of business. Nat Mirakian seconded the motion, which passed. Jennies
Kapoudjian made a motion that at future Annual Parish Assemblies, election of Parish
Council members as well as the various committee members be held immediately following
election of Chairman and Secretary of the Day. This motion was seconded by Thelma
Bagdasarian and unanimously passed. ;

The meeting was then turned over to Kevork Arslanian and Thelma Bagdasarian of the
Nominating Committee who distributed a specially prepared ballot for Parish Council
members, Diocesan Delegates, Nominating Committee and Auditing Committee, which
greatly facilitated the voting. In addition to the names on the ballot, Jack Hacher-
ian and Jennie Kapoudjian were nominated for the Auditing Committee. Their names
were added to the ballot.

The five outgoing members of the Parish Council are Nat Arslanian, Meshac Aurslanian,
Alan Borazanian, Armand Kazaros (deceased) and George Sakian. Three Parish Council
members are to be elected inasmuch as Parish Council membership was reduced from 9 to
7 at last year's Parish Assembly. Ralph Chakerian praised the Nominating Committee
for doing an outstanding job in preparing the slate of candidates.

The Chairman asked if there were any questions or comments on the published reports
of the Pastor and Parish Council. Florence Goekjian asked if the Long-Range Planning
Committee is part of the Parish Council; and requested status of the Ladies' Auxili-
ary project to refinish the doors to the entrance of the Church. Alan Borazanian ad-
vised that the Long-Range Planning Committee is a part of the Parish Council. David
Andonian said that the delay in the completion of the Ladies' Auxiliary project was
his fault and that he would be willing to go over the details of the drawings, etc.,
with the Ladies' Auxiliary at an early date.

A recommendation was made by Jack Hacherian that when the Primate visits Cleveland,
the heads of all Church organizations should be invited to meetings or gatherings so
that the entire parish is represented. Parish Council Chairman felt this was a valid
recommendation and would be followed in the future. ‘

The Financial Report was the next order of business. The Chairman, who previously
served as Treasurer of the Council, commented on the excellent report submitted by
Florence Karoghlanian, Treasurer.

Sam Mirakian requested the status of the property located on Payne Avenue. Alan
Borazanian advised that a number of problems had been encountered with this property,
including a fire, but that a tentative settlement was being negotiated and a decision
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will soon be reached. He also advised that approximately $40,000 should be realized
from the sale of this property. Alan Borazanian and the Parish Council were compli-
mented for consummating the sale which included a great many time-consuming details.

Nat Mirakian made a motion that we accept the Financial Report submitted by Parish
Council. Sue Mirakian seconded the motion which was unanimously passed.

Next on the agenda was the Proposed Budget for 1981. A question was raised as to the
increased expenditure for Paros printing. The increase was due to additional wages
being paid for secretarial help, as well as .increased costs for printing, postage, etc.
Also questioned was the proposed income of $25,000 from Cultural Hall rental. The
Treasurer advised that the rental charge had been increased from last year.

Alan Borazanian then presented the Parish Council's proposal that dues be increased
from $52.00 to $76.00 per year. He explained that $24.00 for each due-paying member
is required by the Diocese and it was felt that the remaining $52.00 should be re-
tained in our treasury. After considerable discussion on this subject, a motion was
made' by David Andonian, seconded by Jennie Kapoudjian, that Parish Council's proposal
to increase dues to $76.00 be accepted. The motion was passed by majority vote.

A motion was then made by Ann Karayan that any adult, 18 to 21 years of age, pay only
the minimum requirement to be considered a dues-paying member. This was seconded by
David Andonian and also passed by majority vote.

The Parish Council emphasized that dues must be paid by December 31 inasmuch as a list
of names must be submitted to the Diocese and we are assessed for the total number sub-
mitted. Father Diran stated that the community will be informed of the changes affect-
ing the amount and payment of dues.

Jack Hacherian made a motion, seconded by Martha Hacherian, that the Proposed Budget
for 1981 be accepted as submitted. This was unanimously passed.

Reports of the Church auxiliary organizations then followed:

(a) Ladies' Auxiliary - No discussion.
(b) Women's Guild - No discussion.
(c) ACYOA (Seniors) - Thelma Bagdasarian requested clarification concerning

expense for Christmas tree which was included on both
the Senior and Junior ACYOA reports. Lisa Aurslanian,
Chairman, Junior Group, stated that it was in error and
will be adjusted in their respective Treasurer's reports.

(d) ACYOA (Juniors) — Jack Hacherian, Youth Director, stated that one of the
problems for the Juniors is the lack of support by par-
ents to bring the children to meetings and other acti-
vities, and he asked that parents be more supportive
in the future. At this point, Lisa Aurslanian thanked
both Mr. and Mrs. Jack Hacherian for their efforts and
toal support during the past year.

(e) Church Choir - No discussion.

(f) Church Sunday School - No discussion.
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The Diocesan Delegate's Report was brought up for discussion. Kevork Arslanian did
not attend the last Diocesan Assembly but did comment on the fact that Canada will
become a separate diocese. This should alleviate a major responsibility for our
Primate insofar as the size of our diocese is concerned.

Florence Karoghlanian commented that it is not always practical or convenient for
the Primate to visit our parish annually. She suggested that when the Primate is
not available for an annual visit, that a representative from the Diocese visit
Cleveland. Father Diran advised that visits may be possible by Diocesan representa-
tives in our area.

As old business, Jennie Kapoudjian asked about the status of the Senior Citizens Proj-
ect. David Andonian reported that nothing concrete had been done on the project since
the last Parish Assembly. He said that due to present high interest rates, it was not
feasible to pursue the project at this time.

Jack Hacherian made a motion that we hold a special Parish Meeting before June 1, 1981,
so that the Long-Range Planning Committee report could be reviewed and priorities estab-
lished. Motion was seconded by Jennie Kapoudjian and passed by majority vote.

The Chairman then asked the Assembly for new business. Alan Borazanian stated a pro-
posal by the Parish Council that we eliminate the use of taper candles during requiem
services due to the wax buildup on the pews and floor of the Church. After some dis-
cussion, the proposal was modified with the suggestion that candles be distributed
only to members of the family requesting requiem services. Mention of this change will
be made by Father Diran at Church services and in the Paros before the proposed proce-
dure is adopted.

Alan also advised the Assembly that Father Diran has proposed to the Primate that after
ten years' assignment to our parish (end of October 1982), he would like to retire or
be reassigned. Parish Council has written to the Primate and has formed a search com-
mittee to locate a replacement by the end of 1982. The search committee is comprised
of Father Diran, David Andonian, Kevork Arslanian, Nat Arslanian, Armen Asadourian,

Bob Bagdasarian and Florence Karoghlanian. The ultimate decision will be made by our
Primate.

Parish Council is planning to move the Martyré Monument to a more suitable site on
our grounds. Kevork Arslanian is currently consulting with Kotecki Monuments regard-
ing this project. Carlos Bozoklian will be contacted inasmuch as he offered his as-
sistance.

Another announcement was that the Parish Council is presently having a permanent brick
and stone sign built for placement in front of the Church in memory of Garbis Balderian.’
Completion is expected by the end of April with dedication probably taking place early
in June.

Alan Borazanian was pleased to announce that Nat Arslanian and Armen Asadourian of the
Parish Council have agreed to undertake the co-chairmenship of the Bazaar this year.
Nat and Armen feel this is a very worthwhile project froma financial standpoint and
also for getting people in the community involved. The general consensus was that the
project should be undertaken; however, the final decision was postponed until the co-
chairmen have an opportunity to contact persons in the community regarding their in-
terest and participation on Bazaar committees.
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Following the announcements by the Parish Council Chairman, Ralph Chakerian inquired
about any constitutional changes or resolutions which our Diocesan Delegates should
submit at the Diocesan Assembly. The following changes were proposed:

(1) Section 14.B . . . . . The Nominating Committee shall prepare lists
of candidates, double the number of vacancies, where possible, for
the election of the Parish Council, Auditing Committee . . . . .

(Constitutional change: underscored portion to be added)

(2) That the Diocesan Calendar be mailed in sufficient time to be re-
ceived before the new year begins.

(Resolution)

Ara Bagdasarian commented on Father Diran's remarks in the Epilogue portion of the
Pastor's Annual Report, namely, general apathy prevailing throughout the community.
Ara felt that more people should get involved in the community, and that we should
concentrate on ways and means to bring our younger parishioners into church and
church-related activities. He thought it might be a good idea to approach our youth
and ask them what they want. Ann Karayan, Church School Superintendent, advised
that there are several church-related activities in which the youth can get involved.
Ralph Chakerian suggested a committee be selected to look into this and make sug-
gestions to the Parish Council to improve this situation. Alan Borazanian stated
that the Parish Council is well aware of the problem.

Following the conclusion of the above business, Father Diran delivered a brief Pas-

. tor's message. He commented on the remarks in the Epilogue, which generated much
discussion among those present. Father Diran felt it was a good suggestion that a
committee be formed to look into the problem of church participation, primarily in-
sofar as attendance at church services is concerned.

The meeting was adjourned at 6:10 p.m., following the closing prayer, benedication
and Hayr Mer.

Dear Parishioners:

By the grace of God, we have completed another calendar year in our church life.
With the close of 1981, I have concluded my ninth year of service to the community of
Cleveland and by the end of October 1982, my 10th year of service will be concluded as
pastor of St. Gregory of Narek Armenian Church. Ten years of service is a significant
milestone in any kind of service in anyone's life. I have alreadv notified some time
ago, our Diocesan Primate to relieve me from my present duties as pastor of St. Gregory
of Narek Armenian Church, after completing my 10th year at the end of October. Our Parish
Council is also aware of my intention. This will probably be my last year with you in
this parish. But life goes on and the work of the Church will go on for years to come.
Let us therefore unite all of us under the banner of our Mother Church and work together
harmoniously for the sake of our beloved church and for the glory of God. We should spare
nothing within our means and we should do whatever we can for the good of our Church to
keep her alive. Remember, whatever we do for our Church, in the last analysis, the benefit
that is derived from our service is doubled - one for the betterment of our parish and
the second for the enrichment of our spiritual life.

The Annual Parish Assembly gives us an opportunity to review the past year's activi-
ties in retrospect, and in the light of fair analysis, evaluate ourselves and set out the
new year with realistic objectives. Herewith, I submit to our Parish Assembly, my annual

report of my pastoral activities and my involvement in the community life during the course
of 1981.

PARTSH ADMINISTRATION

The Annual Parish Assembly met on Sunday, February 22, 1981, to review the activities
of the calendar year of 1980. The new Parish Council elected its new Tivan on April 6th
following the ratification of the election by the Primate and Diocesan Council and took
office officially after the Installation Ceremony which took place on May 10th in the churc

WORSHIP AND HOLIDAY OBSERVANCES

Holy Badarak was celebrated and sermon was delivered on Sundays by the pastor through-
out the year with some exceptions. There was no Badarak on Sunday, Mav 3rd because of the
Diocesan Assembly. During the summer months of June (after June 7th), July and August,
because of our pastor's surgery and convalescence, we had no Badarak, with the exception
of two Sundays - on July 12th, Fr. Arsen Barsamian of Richmond, Virginia, was our guest
celebrant and on August 16th, on the major Feast of Assumption, our pastor officiated at
the Church services. Beginning with Sunday, September 6th, our regular Sunday services
vere resumed. There was no Badarak ilso on the last Sunday of the year, December 27th, as
vell as the first Sunday of the New Year, January 3, 1982, because of the pastor's vacation
Interestingly, the weather conditions during the winter of 1981 were not that severe, and
1ence we were not compelled to cancel Church Services on any Sunday during the winter month
1s was the case with other years. Our Diocesan Primate, Archbishop Torkom Manoogian's
7isit to our parish and celebration of Divine Liturgy with the sermon delivered by his Grac
»n Sunday, November 8th, together with the Ordination ceremony for choir members and

icolytes was a memorable occasion. Also, Instructed Divine Liturgy was presented on Sunday
)ecember 6th.
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PASTOR'S ANNUAL REPORT (Cont.)

Major Feast Days were celebrated with solemmity: on such days, special ceremonies and
rituals were conducted according to instructions of our Ritual Book and Calendar Book.
Also Armenian National-Ecclesiastical holidays were observed with a dinner and appropriate
artistic programs; accordingly, Vartanantz Day (usually in February); Armenian Martyr's
Day (April) and Armenian Cultural Day (October) are annual events in our parish. Also
every year during Lent, on the day of Meechink, we observe the Armenian Women Saints'

Day with Lenten Supper, Church Service and program. Christmas Eve Candlelight Service was
again observed this year which was conducted on the night of December 24th.

Coffee Hours hosted by different organizations and families provided good fellowship
to the faithful throughout the year on many occasions.

REQUIEM SERVICES were conducted throughout the year whenever the occasion arose.
Special and general Hokehankist Services were conducted invariably on commemorative occa-
sions and individual requests were always complied with.

CHURCH PULPIT was under the constant care of the pastor, as an integral part of our
worship services. The sermons were delivered in English. Church seasons, National-Eccle-
siastical Holidays, Biblical events, gospel and Epistle lessons, as well contemporary
issues provided the themes of the sermons.

PARTICIPANTS IN CHURCH SERVICES are our Choir members, organist, altar servers,
acolytes and deacons who are all dedicated people and are to be commended also for their
quality performance. The loss of our Choirmaster, Armen Kazaros, a year ago, left a big
void behind us. However, our Choir members have conducted themselves very well with the
absence of a choir director,.and deserve our deep appreciation. Our organist, Anita
Arpajian, temporarily performed the duties of choir master in addition to her own duties
as organist.

The Ordination Ceremony of Church servers, acolytes, as well as the blessing of veils
of our female cholr members by our Primate, Archbishop Torkom on Sunday, November 8th was
truly a big event for our church. With the augmented membership, our Choir achieved a
greater capacity which was never attained before. The newcomers are our Sunday School
students who graduated into the Choir. During the fall season, Deacon Serop Demirjian
arrived from Jerusalem to join his brother, Deacon Hagop who together now live at our
Parish house and assist the pastor on Sundays. Two of our altar servers, Haig Arpajian
and Krikor Ghazarian, were promoted for their loyal service during the Ordination ceremony
and are now stole-bearers in our Church.

SACRAMENTS & RITES

In the year 1981, the total number of sacraments and rites that were duly recorded
in our Parish Registry were 11 according to the following account:

WEDDINGS: 3

One of these weddings was performed at Fairchild College Chapel of Oberlin University
in Oberlin, Ohio. Also, in addition to the weddings, one couple received Blessing of
Marriage.

BAPTISM & CONFIRMATION: 3
Of these three, one was an Adult Baptism in preparation of marriage in our church,
and another one was performed in Ortonville, Michigan.

FUNERAL: 5 ‘
One of the funerals was conducted by Fr. Haig Donigian, Assistant Pastor of St. John's
Armenian Church, Detroit, Michigan, during Fr. Diran's convalescence.

Beside those mentioned above, the pastor furthermore, conducted or participated in
the performance of 3 Weddings and .. Funeral at St. John's Armenian Church, Detrcit, Michi-
gan by official invitation of the parties involved. In addition, pastor was also guest
preacher at Holy Trinity Armenian Church, Boston, Massachusetts on Sunday, May 3rd during
the Diocesan Assembly weekend.

PASTORAL CALLS were carried out as needed. Pastor visited homes and participated in .
family gatherings whenever invited. He made sick calls at hospitals whenever notified.
In emergency cases, pastor made the calls at the expected time. He conducted conferences
for wedding preparations or for counseling purposes. Pastor and Parish Council are aware
of the importance of pastoral visits; however, it is also important that parishioners feel
free to call or to invite their pastor and make him feel that he is welcome. In this re-
gard, parish council tried to make full use of telephone contacts; lists were prepared and
pastor contacted parishioners by telephone with each person on the list on a regular basis
for the last several months to make the parishioners feel that they were very much in the
thoughts of the church. |

ADMINISTRATIVE WORK was carried oqut by the pastor conscientiously. The pastor con-
ducted the day by day affairs of the church, the office work, prepared certificates, kept
the records of the Parish Registry, maintained the official contacts with the Diocese,
conducted the correspondence, implemented Diocesan directives, prepared the parish cir-
culars or fliers, prepared special bulletins (Christmas, Easter) and completed the Annual
Reports Book in time for the Annual Church Assembly.

PAROS, is the monthly news booklet of our church which is prepared by the Pastor as
the Editor of the publication on a professional basis, with different attractive covers
for each issue. Pastor spends a great deal of time on it doing the entire process of the
multifaceted project; he gathers and writes all the items and articles, arranges them,
sets and pastes the pages, takes them to the printer, then picks them up and eventually
takes them to the post office for mailing. As it is obvious, this is a very time-consuming
process. Fortunately, Mrs. Mary Arslanian, our part-time Church secretary is of great help
in coordinating, typing, addressographing and preparing them for mailing. We deeply appre-
ciate her invaluable service in this regard.

Paros is considered the voice of the church and repository of historical record of the
community. Pastor is convinced of the valuable service that a church paper can render and
for this reason, he does not spare his time to make it as attractive as possible for a
quality production. It is a labor of love more than anything else. The professional work-
manship of Jet Printing Company further insures the fine quality of the paper. We are in-

debted to many of our people for their occasional compliments and monitory contributions
towards Paros which makes our burden easier to bear.

Considering, however, the continueously rising printing costs, the pastor and parish
council eventually were forced to adopt certain measures for economic reasons. Beginning
with the new year of 1982, a new format for PAROS is being devised; the size of the paper
will be a more standard one to facilitate the offset printing, the number of pages will be
reduced, though they are larger than the previous size and therefore, have a potentiality
of accommodating more material. There will be no cover with a different grade of paper
for each issue and it will be published bi-monthly, six issues for the year. We will con-
tinue to strive for excellence which was our motto in the past and will continue to be so.
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PASTOR'S ANNUAL REPORT (Cont.)

To offset the cost of printing and mailing, the parish council authorized the forma-
tion of a committee headed by Mr. Nat Arslanian to prepare a Directory of Professional and
Business Services with sponsorship for the publication. The Directory was eventually com-—
piled and will accompany every issue of PAROS for the entire year. I am happy to add that
the response was enthusiastic and the project was a complete success.

PASTOR'S ACTIVITIES

Pastor, in addition to the routine duties of his office, had many occasions through-
out the year for outside of the parish and out-of-town activities. He participated in
the Annual Clergy Conference where he served as vice-chairman. (April 28-29, Espousal
Conference Center and Retreat house, Waltham, Massachusetts) He also participated in offi-
cial capacity as clergy delegate at the 79th Diocesan Assembly together with Mrs. Florence
Goekjian, our diocesan delegate in Boston area, hosted by St. James Armenian Church of
Watertown. (April 30 - May 3, 1981) Pastor was also involved in some important activities
and official functions. The opportunities which were arisen throughout the year for varied
activities were all used for public relations and educational self-improvement. He did
not miss opportunities which were presented and participated in events, conferences, semi-
nars, institutes, Bible studies, exhibits, recitals, concerts, receptions, etc.

EPILOGUE

This perhaps will constitute as my last Annual Report. For the last nine years, I
have presented once a year my Annual Reports to our Annual Assemblies. We went through a
lot and we experienced, at times, ups and downs. During the last nine year period, I feel
that the Church rendered productive service on many fronts and realized many accomplish-
ments, sometimes despite adverse conditions. With a very swift glance over the last nine
years, we are able to testify to the fact that we had some noteworthy accomplishments which
were achieved during my pastorate and under my direct or indirect involvement but always
- with my encouragements.

Nine years ago, when I assumed the spiritual leadership of this parish, the picture
that was presented at that time, was discouraging and dismal; we had a mortgage of $80,000
on the Cultural building and we were suffering because of the lack of solid church organiza-
tions. There was no Choir, no organist; the ACYOA was non-existing; Sunday Church School
was left without leadership; the Paros was left without any editorial staff and was exist-
ing in name only. Today the picture is completely changed. The Church mortgage was wiped
out entirely within a few years and in the meantime, no other debts were incurred. Today,
our Church can be proud with our Choir which never has been this size since the Church was
built. Today, we have two ACYODA groups, Seniors and Juniors. Today, Sunday Church School
is functioning quite normally under the able leadership of dedicated persons headed by Mrs.
Anna Karayan as superintendent. Today, the '"Paros' is a respectable Church publication.

Beside the above accomplishments, our Church has been in a position to sponsor for the
last six years, a softball team comprised of Armenian youth who have won championships con-
secutively every year, winning a total of 11 trophies. Mrs. Mary Arslanian is responsible
for its formation and continues to coordinate the team every vear. Our Church was also in
a position to sponsor young people from our parish for the Deacon's Training Program at the

Summer Religious conferences.
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PASTOR'S ANNUAL REPORT (Cont.)

Reminiscing back, we can recall some great programs and memorable events in our com-
munity sponsored by our church, such as, to mention a few: 10th Anniversary Celebration
of our Church, having as our guest the Choir of the Cultural Societv of Bolsetzis from
Detroit who sang the Gomidas version of the Badarak in four voices in our Church; the
Bicentennial Program at Cleveland Main Library; the 60th Anniversary of the Armenian Geno-
cide with community-wide commemoration; Vahan Tekeyan Centennial Observance; two success-
ful drives for Lebanese Armenians; several Church Bazaars with Armenian cultural exhibits:
participation in downtown All Nations' Festivals and many others.

The Church should continue to grow vigorously. Our Church should be a living and
viable organ in every respect. However, unfortunately, we are experiencing some diffi-
culties during recent years; we are on dangerous ground considering the lack of Church
attendance, lack of participation in the Church affairs and lack of volunteers in Church
work. Undoubtedly, the Church will continue to spread her blessings for the coming years
because that is her nature to do so, However, with greater participation in our programs
with more frequent Church attendance and wholehearted support of our parishioners, cer-
tainly far greater accomplishments can be achieved and the total community will be bene-

fited. On the other hand, lack of active participation will produce anemia and subse-
quently the church will eventually lose her vitality.

In view of the above observations, the future of the Armenian Church in Cleveland
seems to be critical. This calls for, on our part, to take some immediate measures to
face the challenge. One major new project, I believe, will be to organize a Men's Society
to tap the manpower in our community as the counterpart of the Women's Guild. This mafor
task should be dealt with during the current year and by the end of the vear, the Men's
Society should come into existence as a new vital auxiliary organization.

We should continue doing God's work in this world without any discouragement. Every-
time we deny our wholehearted support to our Church, we obstract God's channels of bless-
ings into our lives personally and community-wide. May God help us in doing His work
while we have time to live in this world.

"Lord, may Thy loving favor rest upon us, and prosper all the work we undertake."

It has been proven that we have a nucleus of stalwart workers as mentioned
in the above listing of accomplishments. We are also assured that by past
experience there are others outside of this nucleus.

Everyone must be reached, grouped as a family unit and asked to various
tasks.

We are confident when the approach is made to all our organizations and
its members, we can rely on their thoughts and support towards continued
success which our community deserves.

1981 DIOCESAN DELEGATE'S REPORT

The 79th Annual Assembly of the Eastern Diocese of the Armenian Church was held at
St. James Church in Watertown, Massachusetts from April 30 to May 2, 1981, with the Pri-
mate, Archbishop Torkom Manoogian, presiding.

In his address to the Assembly, the Primate emphasized the need to restore the
canonical unity of the Armenian Church, saying that the problem is not a question to two
"sides" since there are not two Armenian Churches, but one of ecclesiastical discipline.

He also stated that finances have become an over-riding concern. Trying to keep up
with dramatically rising costs has relegated the sacred and service missions of the Church
to a secondary position behind the need to maintain the necessary physical facilities.
Until the Diocese can assume these burdens, Archbishop Torkom recommended that parishes
allocate funds in their own budgets for the training of choir directors, organists and
deacons as they are needed, and even help with the recruitment of priest candidates.

Judge Vincent Gurahian of the Westchester, New York parish was elected Assembly
Chairman and conducted all the meetings in English.

Of seventeen proposed Amendments to the By-Laws,.four were carried for the first time.
They were concerned with delineating the duties of the nominating and auditing committees,

the constitution of a quorum and the regular and timely payments of dues and special Dio-
cesan assessments.

It was voted to retain the present seven-member Unity Committee to resume and con-
tinue Unity discussions with the Prelacy, without let-up, until an agreement acceptable
to the Diocesan Assembly has been reached.

The vote also passed that a five-member committee be appointed by June 15, 1981 to
organize a Department of Clergy Recruitment. $10,N00 was allocated for this purpose.

In her report to the Assembly, Mrs. Louise Simon, Diocesan Council Treasurer, in-
formed the delegates that while revenues have increased, they have not kept up with rising
costs. In order to balance the 1981 budget, a Primate's Campaign to raise $155,0NN will
be conducted.

At the closing meeting, the Assembly paid special tribute to two out—-going members

of the Diocesan Council, Judge John Najarian and Mr. Crosby Goshgarian, for their long
and devoted service.

The offer of Holy Resurrection Church of New Britain, Connecticut to host the 1982
Diocesan Assembly was gratefully received by the delegates.

During the 1981 session, Cleveland delegate Florence Goekjian (Mrs. Kegham K.) was
elected to the Budget Committee. )

RULES AND REGULATIONS GOVERNING CHURCH MEMBERS
IN GOOD STANDING X

RULES AND REGULATIONS CONCERNING
CHURCH MEMBERSHIP

“All persons who have been baptized and confirmed in the Armenian Church, who
accept its doctrine, canons and rites, and who fulfill their obligations to the church and
community, shall be members in' good standing of the Parish Church and shall constitute
the Parish Assembly”.

“Every Member of the Parish, 21 years of age or over, shall pay the church an annual
due’.

“Members in good standing of a Parish Church, who are twenty-one years of age or
over, may participate in the assemblies of the same parish and may vote. provided that at
least six months have elapsed since the date of their registration as members of the Parish
and their dues have been paid. They may be eligible for office one year after becoming
members”.

“*‘Members who fail to pay their dues for one or more years, automatically forfeit their
right to vote at Parish Assemblies, or to hold elective office within the Parish. Such
members may reinstate these rights by payment of their dues in arrears for at least the
previous two years”'.

Articles 5, 6, 7 and 8 respectively
BY-LAWS OF THE ARMENIAN CHURCH OF AMERICA

RULES AND REGULATIONS GOVERNING
PARISH ASSEMBLY

“The agenda of the Parish Assembly shall be prepared by the Parish Priest and the
Parish Council. Other matters of new business may be added by majority vote of the
‘Parish Assembly™.

““At Parish Assemblies the presence of a minimum of one-third of the eligible voting
membership or fifty members shall constitute a quorum. Decisions shall be rendered by
majority vote of members present and voting’".

“In a Parish Assembly each member shall be entitled to one vote which is not
transferable and must be cast in person.™
