By 
secret ballot voting , the following was the result of the election : 
Nazar Mirakian ~ 41 votes ; George Sakian (incumbent) - 34 votes ; John 
Borazanian- 32 votes; Helen Atkian- 23 votes; Eileen Hacherian- 7 
votes ; Kevork Arslanian - 4 votes. Accordingly, the t h ree new members 
elected to the Parish Council with majority votes are : Nazar Mirakian, 
George Sakian, and John Borazanian. 

We respectfully submit to Your Grace, the result of this election and 
hope for their early ratification.
