ST. GREGORY OF NAREK ARMENIAN CHURCH
CLEVELAND, OHIO

Sunday, February 27, 1983

The Annual Parish Assembly of St. Gregory of Narek Armenian Church of Cleveland
was called to order at 1:25 p.m., Sunday, February 27, 1983, at the Cultural Hall, pre-
sided by Rev. Fr. Diran Papazian, Pastor of the Church. Following the Invocation by Fr.
Diran, the Chalrman of the Parish Council, Robert Bagdasarian, welcomed the parishioners.

A roll call of dues-paying members was taken by Florence Karoghlanian, Treasurer of
the Parish Council. Forty-eight (48) members were present out of a total membership of
101 eligible voting members. A motion was made and passed unanimously that the number
in attendance would constitute a quorum.

The meeting was then turned over to the Nominating Committee comprised of Lucille
Andonian, Sue Mirakian and Louise Ohanian. Sue Mirakian presented the names for Assembly
Chairman and Secretary. Ballots were passed out for the election, with the following re-
sults:

Chairman Secretary
*Martha Hacherian (35) *Alice Hacherian (29)
Wanda Venditti (13) Anita Arpajian (19)

The reading of the Minutes of the 1982 Parish Assembly was dispensed with according
to a motion passed and were accepted as presented in the Annual Report Book.

Next on the agenda was the election of members to the Parish Council, Nominating Com-
mittee and Auditing Committee. The three outgoing Parish Council members are Nat Arslan-
ian, Alan Borazanian and George Sakian. Five names were presented by the Nominating Com-
mittee for Parish Council. Eileen Hacherian was nominated from the floor, increasing the
number of candidates to six. Following are results of the election by secret ballot:

Six candidates were presented for the Nominating Committee, with the following elec-
tion results:

*Mary Arslanian (24) Margaret Semarjian (13)

Three candidates were presented for the Auditing Committee. John Benneian, Martha
Hacherian and Jennie Kapoudjian were nominated from the floor. Election results were as
follows:

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As has been the practice in our parish, the Pastor's Report, the Parish Council Re-
port, the Diocesan Delegate's Report and the reports of the parish auxiliary organiza-
tions are published in the Annual Report Book for review by the members prior to the
Annual Parish Assembly.

Regarding the Pastor's Report, Kevork Arslanian requested information concerning
the status of Fr. Diran's assignment in our parish. Mr. Arslanian also requested a
status report of the search committee appointed by Parish Council to locate a new priest.
Fr. Diran responded, explaining to the Assembly that he had discussed this situation with
the Primate, Archbishop Torkom Manoogian, and since there was no real pressure for him to
leave the Cleveland parish, he agreed to remain until the appropriate time for the relo-
cation of his family. In response to a question as to whether this was in writing, Bob
Bagdasarian, Parish Council Chairman, advised that he had just received word from the
Primate that Fr. Diran would remain in Cleveland until probably June 1985.

Commenting on the Parish Council Report, Bob Bagdasarian noted that in 1982 a deficit
resulted in the financial report. Since our operating expenses increase each year, mem-
bers were urged to be more generous with their time and money to avoid a deficit in the
future.

Bob also pointed out that Fr. Diran had not only served our parish for 10 years, but
that he was to be congratulated on the anniversary of the 25th year of his ordination.
This anniversary will be observed in our parish in 1983 on a community-wide basis.

Concerning money-raising projects, Bob advised that plans were underway for a Reverse
Raffle in April and that the Parish Council had applied for a bingo license. The bingo
would be conducted at an outside party center and a $500 weekly profit could be realized
in addition to the profit from the concessions. This project will require volunteers.

The Parish Council Chairman then thanked Florence Goekjian, our Dicoesan Delegate,
for her participation at the Annual Diocesan Assembly and also her interest and contribu-
tions at Parish Council meetings. Kevork Arslanian suggested that the parish make an ef-
fort to increase the membership in our parish so that we may again have two Diocesan
Delegates.

The Parish Council's financial reports were discussed. A question was raised con-
cerning the $5,000 donation to the Tekeyan School in Beirut from the sale of the Odian
property. The financial report will reflect that this donation is from the sale of the
property. As a further clarification, Alan Borazanian advised that the property was ac-
tually sold for over $30,000, but that $26,975.58 was received during 1982. Kevork
Arslanian asked that the Parish Council consider the addition of Mr. Khoren Odian's name
to the list of benefactors of the church.

In an effort to clarify the financial report, a suggestion was made that in the fu-
ture the assets of the church and the interest drawn should be included as capital fund
separate from the operating income. Sam Mirakian made a motion, which was seconded by
Armen Asadourian, that we accept the Financial Report of the Parish Council as submitted.
This motion was passed by majority vote.

The next order of business was the Proposed Budget for 1983. Jennie Kapoudjian re-
quested an explanation of the disbursement of $1,800 for the salary of the Property Mana-
ger. Alan Borazanian, who serves as Property Manager, responded that it was his function
to perform the legal work involved with the service contracts for maintenance of the hall,
negotiation and renewal of contracts, scheduling of the hall with the caterer, hall re-
decorating terms, etc. The Parish Council has asked Alan to assume this responsibility
at a token salary of $1,800.
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Questions were also raised as to why the $2,730.64 from the Ladies Auxiliary for
the church door crosses and the $10,000 interest were not reflected as part of the pro-
posed income. This would bring the total income to approximately $84,000 rather than
$71,325 as reported. There was some discussion ragarding these entries. A motion fol-
lowed and was seconded that the projected budget for 1983 be accepted at $71,325. This
motion was passed by majority vote.

Continuing with the agenda, the Assembly Chairman provided an opportunity for the
Assembly to discuss matters reflected in the following reports:

1. Diocesan Delegate 5. ACYOA Juniors

2. Ladies Auxiliary 6. Armenian Church Choir
3. Armenian Women's Guild 7. Armenian Church School
4. ACYOA Seniors

Anna Karayan, Superintendent of the Church School, was commended for her efforts
to keep the Church School functioning. The school has experienced a drop in enrollment
of students this year. Church School graduates are encouraged to join the choir, serve
on the altar and in other capacities. Parent interest in the school was emphasized as
a necessary ingredient to increase the enrollment. Lucille Andonian suggested that the
Church School institute a study group for former students. The Superintendent requested
assistance in locating an appropriate individual and subject matter to start this project.

Cheryl Asadourian suggested that the parents assume the responsibility of taking
their children into church on religious holidays such as Easter and Christmas. |In this
way, the work of the school staff would be relieved and both the parents and children
would benefit from attending services together. The general consensus was that this ap-
peared to be an excellent suggestion for the Church School to consider.

No old business was presented by the Assembly.

Several matters were introduced under new business. Florence Goekjian requested in-
formation on the organization of a Men's Club. This suggestion was introduced by Fr.
Diran last year. Fr. Diran, Nat Arslanian, Armen Asadourian and Jack Hacherian outlined
the advantages of having such a group in our parish but they have not been successful in
organizing it as yet. Jack stated that financially our church is sound, but that we lack
the physical strength and should seriously follow through in that area. Parish Council
will again give consideration to the formation of a Men's Club.

" Anna Karayan inquired as to the status of the basketball equipment which was to be
installed for the use of the young people in our parish. |t appears that the project
was not completed due to a breakdown in communication. Bob Bagdasarian assured the As-
sembly that the equipment would be in place by June.

Thelma Bagdasarian asked about the dates of the downtown All Nations Festival and
whether our parish plans to participate. We had been previously informed that the Festi-
val was scheduled for June 15-17, 1983. Martha Hacherian will confirm these dates.

Lucine Mirakian asked if copies of the Lenten Sunrise Service could be provided -
since it is so beautiful. Fr. Diran indicated that this could be undertaken as a future

project.

A question concerning the use of weekly collection envelopes was raised by George
Sakian as over half the parishioners make lump-sum payments. To defrayprintingexpenses,
it was suggested that plain envelopes be used. Another suggestion was made to eliminate
the envelope system. After some discussion, a vote was taken and the majority felt that
the system should be modified next year. The Parish Council will take this into consid-

eration.
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George Sakian also commented on the current practice of distributing candles to the
members of the family requesting Requiem Services. He stated that occasionally it was
difficult to determine who the family members were. A motion was made by Armen Asadour-
ian, seconded by Wanda Venditti, that we completely discontinue the use of candles for
Requiem Services to avoid possible damage to the pews and floors as a result of wax build-
up. The motion was defeated by majority vote. The majority of those present favored the
current practice.

Kevork Arslanian acknowledged that the parish had many matters for discussion during
the Annual Assembly and perhaps should consider a mid-year meeting. The Parish Council
Chairman responded that a meeting was being planned for mid-term for the purpose of dis-
cussing the status of our parish house.

With the conclusion of the business of the Assembly, the Assembly Chairman requested
the Pastor's Message. Florence Karoghlanian suggested that the Pastor's Message be sched-
uled earlier on the agenda at future meetings so that more members would be in attendance
to hear it. Fr. Diran acknowledged that the Parish Assembly covered many business items
and that a mid-year meeting was advisable. He expressed thanks to the outgoing members
and congratulated the newly elected members of the Parish Council, Auditing Committee and
Nominating Committee. He expressed thanks to the Assembly Chairman and Secretary for the
fine job they performed during the course of the session. As expressed at past assemblies, |
Fr. Diran emphasized the need to serve the Church and the importance of church attendance.
He stated that the parishioners should be more patient and remain until the business of
the Assembly has been concluded and the meeting adjourned.

The Parish Assembly was adjourned at 5:50 p.m., following the Benediction by Fr.
Diran.

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PASTOR'S ANNUAL RFEPORT

- 1983 -

Dear Parishioners:

Once again the time has arrived when I'm required to submit my Annual Report to
you at our Annual Parish Meeting which gives us an opportunity to review and evaluate
together our activities of the past year, as well as to conduct elections and set new
goals for the coming year.

Last year at this time when I delivered my 10th Annual Report, I felt that it was
going to be my last one since my transfer was impending: however, God's ways are differ-
ent than man's ways and as the saying goes, '"man proposes and God disposes', and here
I am again to deliver this time my 1lth Annual Report.

Last year's Annual Assembly met on Sunday, February 27, 1983 according to our prac-
tice of convening it on the last Sunday of February in order to have enough time to com-
pile the annual reports of the Church organizations, audit the books of financial acti-
vities, print the Annual Reports Book and mail it to the parishioners in time for the
Annual Assembly.

Following the ratification of the election of the new Parish Council by the Dio-
cesan Primate with an official letter dated April 20, 1983, the Parish Council elected
its Tiven (officers) on its regular meeting day on May 9, 1983, and the new administra-
tion began its work.

Herewith I submit a brief resume of my pastoral activities in the year 1983:

WORSHIP

Divine Liturgy was celebrated and sermon was delivered every Sunday throughout
the year with some exceptions of several Sundays, either because of Pastor's vacation
or because of Pastor's absence from the parish on official duty. The pre-arranged
dates were all announced to the parishioners prior.

HOLIDAY OBSERVANCES

All five major feast days (Daghavar) and specially Armenian Christmas and FEaster
were celebrated with great solemnity and according to our liturgical traditions. Be-
side the major feast days, other religious observances also were held, such as Annual
Commemoration of Armenian Women's Saints Day on Meechink Day (Median of Lent) under
the sponsorship of the Armenian Women's Guild, Christmas Eve Service in English and
Holy Week ceremonies.

COMMEMORATIVE PROGRAMS

Our national-ecclesiastical holidays, such as Vartanantz (February or March),
Armenian Martyrs' Day (April), Armenian Cultural Month (October), all were observed
with public gatherings, and proved to be memorable events in the annals of our commu-
nity. Pastor was personally involved in all phases and aspects of each of these cele—
brations and insured their success with quality programs.

REQUIEM SERVICES (Hokehankist)

Memorial Mass was conducted both on special occasions according to the DNirectives
from the Diocese and our liturgical requirements, as well as in compliance with indi-
vidual requests in memory of their loved ones.

COFFEE HOURS

Coffee Hours were sponsored by the Parish Council on Five Major Feast Days and
also hosted by individuals on Memorial occasions which provided opportunities of
good fallowship.

SACRAMENTS & RITES:
During the year of 1983, the total number of Sacraments and Rites amounted to
11 which are duly recorded in our Parish Registry as follows:

Pastor performed or participated in six Funeral Services and three Wedding Ser-
vices both in and outside of our community as follows:

As for Funerals, Pastor participated in one Funeral Service in our community.
Also, he conducted one Funeral Service at Holy Shoghagat Armenian Church, Belleville,
I1linois. He conducted one Funeral Service in Detroit, Michigan and participated in
three other Funeral Services at St. John's Armenian Church in Southfield, Michigan.

As for Weddings, the Pastor participated in one Wedding in our community held
in a Roman Catholic Church. He performed one Wedding at Holy Shoghagat Church,
Belleville, Illinois and participated in one Wedding at St. John's Armenian Church,
Southfield, Michigan,

PASTORAL DUTIES

Beside sacerdotal duties, which are strictly priestly duties (such as perform-
ances of worship service, liturgy, sacraments and rites), Pastor's work encompasses
also pastoral duties (such as, sick calls, home visits, counseling, etc.). Pastor
always regarded sick calls, specially emergency calls, as first priority in his pas-
toral duties. He visits patients any time of the day or night whenever he was aware
of their hospitalization. Pastor also made home visitations on different occasions
whenever special situations called for.

Administrative tasks are another aspect of pastor's duties. He conducts the
office work on a day to day basis, maintains correspondence, prepares certificates,
keeps the records in the Parish Registry, impliments Diocesan Directives and writes
letters of recommendations upon requests.

PAROS

Paros is our parish review which is published bimonthly. The publication of
Paros is a time-consuming work, and is the Pastor's main burden. The Pastor strives
for excellence with each issue. Paros is much appreciated by our people, and their
generous financial support together with their expressions of occasional praise attest
to this fact. The people's contribution partially offsets the costly expenses of
publication and mailing, making it more or less self-sufficient. The PasFor considers

Paros as a vital link between the Church and the parishioners, and for this reason,
he doesn't spare his own time in order to make it a respectable paper in every way
and he does this as a hobby which makes the burden bearable.

ACYOA General Assembly and Sports Weekend in Scarborough, Canada (Toronto area),
while attending the annual event, the Pastor celebrated Holy Badarak for the benefit
of the Armenian youth at the Ramada Renaissance Hotel in Scarborough (Sept. 1-4).

Annual Assembly of Choir Association, in Evanston, Illinois, hosted by St. James
Armenian Church of Evanston, Illinois, where the pastor celebrated Badarak (Nov. 4-6).

EDUCATIONAL FUNCTIONS AT LARGE

The Pastor also participated, by special invitation in the 1983 Holocaust Con-
ference at Kent State University, Trumbull Campus (April 13-14)

Also the Pastor gave an Interview Over The Radio about the Armenian Apostolic
Faith on June 12th. The interview was part of the series of "Religion For Every Man,"
sponsored by the National Conference of Christians and Jews.

SPECIAL EVENTS

The special two events of the year were the Heritage Collection and 25th Anni-
versary of Pastor's Ordination.

The Heritage Collection was a tremendous undertaking under the sponsorship of
our Women's Guild, shown at the Haig Avedisian Gallery in downtown Cleveland's Play-
house Square (June 11). Mrs. Ilene Hacherian, the Guild Chairman, was the driving
force behind the project and she should be commended for her vigorous and inspiring
leadership.

The Observance of Pastor's 25th Anniversary of Ordination with Testimonial
Dinner-Program, under the auspices of the Diocese and sponsored by St. Gregory of
Narek Armenian Church was indeed an ever-memorable occasion. This celebration will
always inspire and encourage me throughout the coming years. With a special Gontag
(Encyclical) from His Holiness, Vasken I Catholicos of All Armenians, the Pastor was
conferred with the eccelesiastical title of Archpriest (Avak Kahanah).

EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMS FOR OUR YOUTH

This year fortunately, our youth could be benefited from the Diocesan Workshop
and Study Seminars. Three members from our youth group, Cheryl Arslanian, Nancy
Bagdasarian and John Mirakian, attended the St. Nersess Armenian Post High School
Religious Program Study Seminar at New Rochelle, N. Y. (Aug. 19-28). Also Anita

& Organist Workshop, sponsored by the Association of Armenian Church Choirs at St.

This year for the first time in our parish, we held a Religous Conference for
the Spiritual Renewal of our youth with a group from Detroit (Oct. 29). On this
occasion, Deacons Michael Ohanesian and John Kazanjian served at the Holy Altar
during Badarak, John Merigian, who is involved in the Christian Outreach at the Uni-
versity of Ann Arbor, Michigan, participated in Church Services and Yeretzgin Papazian
lectured to the Sunday Church School teachers and conducted the Assembly (Oct. 30).

GUEST CLERGY

We were honored with the visitation to our parish of His Grace the Most Rev.
Archbishop Tiran Nersoyan. He was our guest preacher on the first Sunday of the
year (Jan. 2).

The Rev. Fr. Nersess Jebejian, was guest celebrant in our church in replacement
of Fr. Diran during his absence from the parish for his Florida Mission (Feb. 20).
Fr. Nersess, formerly pastor of the Springfield, Mass. parish, is presently pastor
of St. Kevork Church in Houston, Texas where he was recently transferred.

The Rev. Fr. Karekin Kasparian, represented the Diocesan Primate Archbishop
Torkom Manoogian and Archbishop Tiran Nersoyan at Fr. Diran's Silver Jubilee (Sept. 18).

g8lst ANNUAL ASSEMBLY
of the

DIOCESE OF THE ARMENIAN CHURCH OF AMERICA

The Assembly, held May 5 - 7, 1983 was hosted by Sts. Joachim
and Anne Armenian Church of Palos Heights, Illinois. John
K. Najarian was elected chairman.

Other major elections were: Diosesan Bd. of Trustees, Alex
Manoogian; Diocesan Clergy members, Fr. Mampre' Kouzouian and
Fr. Vazken Keshishian; Diocesan lay members, Vincent Gurahian
and Ann Kasparian.

John K. Najarian, as Chairman of the Unity By-laws Committee
reported that there was no further progress on by-laws for a
Unified Church because the Diocesan and Prelacy committees
could not agree on proposals. Also, the position of the
Antelias Prelate on jurisdictional divisions was unclear. The
Primate announced that dialogue will continue but there are to
be no official functions with the separated brethren.

Sarkis Bedevian, treasurer of the Diocesan Council reported
that in April, 1982 the concept of a 36-40 story high rise
revenue-producing structure to be built on about 230,000 sqg.
ft. of the cathedral complex was presented to the Diocesan
Council. Three developers were reported interested. The
Assembly voted to allocate $15,000 in the budget for a High-
Rise Feasibility Study. Also voted was the adoption of the
recommended balanced budget for 1983 of $1,453,500.

By-Law Amendments passed were:

Article #62 (Passed second and final time.)
Diocesan Council will be composed of 11 members, 4 clergymen
and 7 laymen.

Article #65X (Passed first time.) Diocesan
Council to prepare and send budget for the current year to
Delegates and Parish Councils at least one month before the
Annual Assembly.

Proposals passed were:

#1 (Revised.) A fund to be established for the
theological education.of students preparing for the clergy.
Monies to be provided by adding $25,000. to the 1984 budget
through an increase in Parish dues.
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Annual Assembly of the Diocese
Armenian Church of America

#3 Diocesan Council to review present health
insurance programs for the clergy.

#5 Primate to request His Holiness to place on:
the agenda of the next Conference of Bishops the question of
allowing ordained priests 7 years before deciding on celibacy
or marriage. (Primate expressed his support for the proposal
to the Assembly.)

#6 Beginning in 1984 the Diocese is to establish
a 5-day (Mon. - Fri.) training program for clergy, parishes to
assume travel, lodging and meal expenses of their pastors.

#8 The nominating committee to prepare pertinent,
church-related biographies of candidates for Primate, Diocesan
Council and Board of Trustees.

#9  Assembly recommend to Board of Directors of
St. Nersess Armenian Seminary that it review the by-laws of
the school with the purpose of having the North American
Dioceses structurally involved in the Seminary organization.

Zarvin Kasparian of the Diocesan Council reminded the Assembly
that the Primate in his message believed that the time had
come to give serious consideration to the creation of sub-
dioceses and asked that this Assembly endorse the concept of a
sub-Diocese. A motion to that effect passed.

The 1984 Assembly will be held in Fair Lawn, New Jersey at St.

Leon Armenian Church.

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RULES AND REGULATIONS GOVERNING CHURCH MEMBERS
IN GOOD STANDING ;
RULES AND REGULATIONS CONCERNING
CHURCH MEMBERSHIP
“All persons who have been baptized and confirmed in the Armenian Church, who
accept its doctrine, canons and rites, and who fulfill their obligations to the church and
community, shall be members in' good standing of the Parish Church and shall constitute
. the Parish Assembly”. ;

Members in good standing of a Parish Church, who are 18 years of age or
over, may participate in the assemblies of the same Parish and may vote,
provided that at least six months have elapsed since the date of their

- registration as members of the parish and their dues have been paid. They
may be eligible for office one year after becoming members provided they
have attained the age of 21.

Every member of the Parish, 18 years of age or over, shall pay to his or
her church an annual due, the amount of which shall be determined by the
Diocesan Assembly. Such amount may be increased, but not decreased, by
the Parish Assembly. - Dues are payable in advance on January 1 of each year.

“*Members who fail to pay their dues for one or more years. automatically forfeit their
right to vote at Parish Assemblies, or to hold elective office within the Parish. Such
members may reinstate these rights by payment of their dues in arrears for at least the
previous two years’’.

RULES AND REGULATIONS GOVERNING
PARISH ASSEMBLY

“The agenda of the Parish Assembly shall be prepared by the Parish Priest and the
Parish Council. Other matters of new business may be added by majority vote of the
Parish Assembly”.

“At Parish Assemblies the presence of a minimum of one-third of the eligible voting
membership or fifty members shall constitute a quorum. Decisions shall be rendered by
majority vote of members present and voting™.

“In a Parish Assembly each member shall be entitled to one vote which is not
transferable and must be cast in person.™
