Jean Sakian and her committee gfor-preparing the Luncheon,

A noll call by Parish Council Treaswrer, Naz Yessayan, established that
54 members in good standing out of an eligible membership of 98 were present
and constituted a quorum,

The chainman then twwned the meeting over to Robernt Bagdasarian and George
Sakian of the Nominating Committee who passed out printed balloits for election
04 the Assembly ogficens. Elected by closed ballot were:

When infonmed that she held honorany membership, but without voting rnights, he
offered to pay hen dues 50 that she could vote.

gorn discussion at the assigned times, were added from the fLoox.

Jack Hachernian moved and Alice Hachenian seconded the acceptance of the
1985 minutes as written.

Parnish Council membens: David Andonian, Dr., Abraham AnsLanian, Florence Karoghlanian,
and James Nazarian., ALso to be elected were 3 members of the Nominating Committee
and 3 o4 the Auditing Committee.

The Paston's Annual Report was approved as writien as were the Parish Council
Repont and Auditing Committee Reports. UDavid Andonian moved and Karyl Aghajanian
seconded that these reports be accepted. Motion passed. The Parish Council Finan-
cial Report was accepted agter some discussion on the accounting system used and on
§inal balances. Jach Hachenian suggested that Parish accountants chreate a standand,
permanent format for a ginancial program to be used by the Treasurer. Grace Arnslanian
moved to accept the repont and Michelle Schwertnen seconded. Motion passed.

Under the discussion of the Projected Budget for 1986, Verngin Anslanian made a
motion that as many as possible the Annual Reports be distributed at church in the
future and only those not given out be mailed. Michelle Schwertner seconded.
Canied. Thelma Bagdasarian asked why there was no projection in the 1986 budget for
Paros., The neply was that a nise Ain postage hates 45 expected, and that the mailing
will increase from 356 to about 425, Therefor it 45 difficult to accurately perdict
costs, .

Acceptance o4 the Diocesan Delegate's repornt was moved by David Andonian,
seconded by Lucille Andonian. /

Dwuing the neponts of Parnish Auxiliany organizations, Martha Hacherian suggesited
that since the Ladies' Auxiliony is no Longern functioning, the Women's Guild might
plan a waum weather meeting to assist in dissolution of the group. In the (Women's
Guild repornt Lt was pointed out that there was no mention that Sandra Awwslanian was
vice~chainman on that Anahid Aghajanian and Louise Ohanian had arranged the Cultural
Day program. TIn the ACYOA repont, Chenyl Anslanian brought attention to the .omission
04 names of the onganization's officens. Jean Sakian moved and Sandra Awwslanian
seconded that neponts of all church onganizations be accepted. Cawried.

Discussion of Od Business began with the motion by Dr. Knikor Ghazarian that

- akl new non-emengency expenditures to improve the Parish Office be put on hold until
a study of plans and estimates of cost can be presented to and approved by the Mid-
Year Assembly. Seconded by Michelle Schwentner, the motion passed.

David Andonian moved that the names of alf memberns Ln good standing be Listed
in the Annual REport without dollan amounts aftern theirn names. Ara Bagdasarian
seconded, Passed. -

Martha Hachernian asked about the. Last Assembly's projected commitftees, namely:
Stewandship, Membership and Ways and Means. David Andonian said he would be sending
out notices and explaining Stewardship in the PAROS. Ara Bagdasarian will be conferring
with Father Tenenig about Membership and Sam Minakian has Ways and Means as a §ins8t
prionity on the 1986 Parnish Council agenda.
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Jack Hacherian suggested that previous Parnish Couneil chairmen comprise 0f a
Standing Advisorny Committee Zo be available for reference by cwurent Parnish Councils.
David Andonian moved that an official meeting between the Parnish Council and Advisonrs
be held during the 1986 fiscal year to discuss parish matters.. Seconded by Florence
Karoghlanian. Passed.

Thefma Bagdasarian inquired as to proghess on the sidewalk to the outside choin
doon. Naz Yessayan neponted that all walks are included in the overall paving plan.

Thelma Bagdasarian asked that all anticipated 0Ld Business be itemized in Zhe
printed agenda. . . .

Alice Bagdasarian inquined about Bingo. Robert Bagdasarian said that the Assembly
had authorized continued action on the project and Jack Hacherian plans to report on
progress at the Mid-Yearn Assembly. David Andonian suggested that there be a Standing
Committee on the phoject and a renewal of the License.

The §inst Ltem on the List of proposed profects necommended by the Parnish Council
was the parking Lot nepaving and extension. With $36,000 to $38,000 as §inst pro-
jections of cost, the Parish Council is waiting for more bids to come in.

As 2o nemodeling and additions to the chwich -- Der Hayn said it is not needed
at present, :

Parish Council plans to get estimates and suggestions for the plenic pavilion -
and nepont to the Mid-Year Assembly. 1t was suggested and approved by the Assembly
that nathen than consider a door canopy at this time, the present dooxrs should be
properly refinished and copper kickplates be installed where needed.

. Reganding altar wear cabinets in the vestry, Fathen Terenig said they wene
not needed,

Aban Bonazanian moved that the Assembly give the Parish Council authonity to
proceed with the work on the parking Lot. Grace Arslanian seconded the motion. Passed.

Ann Karnayan suggesited that when the paving of the Lot was being considered that
adequate Lighting all around the area be incorporated in the planning.

Dwuing the discussion of New BuALneM, Thefma Bagdasarian asked that the minutes
0§ Mid-Yean and special meetings be inconponrated with the Annual Parish Assembly
neponts.

David Andonian moved that a Mr, and Mns. Club be fonmed as a service group for
the chuwich nathen than the Men's CRub which had been considered. James Nazarian
seconded., The moition passed.

Janis Nazarnian and Yeretzgin Chrnistine asked that new keys be made for the chwich
school classnooms because they were being entered and Left in disorderly condition.
Naz Yessayan said that the Parish Council plans fo change all the Locks in the
Cultunal Hall.



Janis Nazarnian and Thelma Bagdasarian suggested that the agenda should be
§lexible enough to .include new ideas raised in the business of the day.

Geonge Sakian announced the nesults of the elections to Parish Council,
Nominating and Auditing Committees as previously recorded in these minutes.

Aftern a benediction by Father Tenenig, the Assembly was adjowwed by
Chainman Richard Awwslanian at 5:45 p.m.
