February 22~ 1987 

The Annual Assembly of St. Gregory of Narek Armenian Church 
was called to order at 1:35 P.M. Father Terenig Kondralian gave 
the invocation and presided over the meeting.

The Annual Reports of the Pastor, Parish Council and Auditing 
Committee were all approved by the membership as presented. 

Regarding., .. the 19 86 Financial Report, Parish Council members 
responded to ~estions which clarified some of the entries in the 
report. Jack Hacherian commended the Parish Council on the Christ­
mas tree project with Amerine Calandra, which yielded a profit of 
$2,480. 

Motion was made by George Sakian that the disbursements for 
all utilities be broken down for the three buildings. Sam Mirakian 
seconded the motion. Passed. 

So that parishioners might better understand net figures on the 
financial statement, Cheryl Arslanian Gideon suggested, and Ralph 
Chakerian {Budget Committee) concurred, .that footnotes should be in­
cluded where appropriate for clarification.

Following some discussion regarding the st~tus 
of the organization, Jack Hacherian moved that the Parish acknowledge 
the request of the Ladies Auxiliary to spend their treasury as they 
so wish. Motion was seconded by Vergin Arslanian and passed. 

There being no further discussion on the remaining organization 
reports, Dick Aurslanian moved and Sue Mirakian seconded that they 
be accepted as presented. Passed. 

Old Business was the next item on the agenda. Kevork Arslanian 
complimented the Parish Council on the fine job done on the parking 
lot, Parish House, furnishings, etc. Parish Council advised that 
the furnishings for the Parish Office are to be completed before 
summer.

At the request of the.Assembly, Sam Mirakian reported on the 
status of Bingo, advising that George Sakian is currently looking 
into the project and should have a proposal very shortly. 

The report on proposed projects recommended by Parish Council 
was presented by Krikor Ghazarian. After several queries as to what 
was actually necessary for restoration of.the outside doors of the 
Hall, John Borazanian moved that the Parish Council be given blanket 
authority for repair of the doors. Motion was seconded by Jeanne 
Sakian and passed. 

Dr. Ghazarian then brought up for consideration the project 
concerning the culvert on our property. During discussion, several 
questionable factors surfaced concerning the closing of the culvert. 
Ralph Chakerian suggested the Parish Council present their recommen­
dations at the Mid-Year Meeting. Jim Nazarian moved that we table 
discussion on this item. Second was by Harold Zahigian and motion 
was passed. 

The issues of new keys for the classrooms in the Hall and the 
picnic pavilion were also tabled for the next Assembly. 

The first item under New Business was aluminum siding for the 
Parish Office. Father Terenig advised he received two estimates -
$7,700 and $8,500. There was much discussion, both pro and con, 
after which Jim Nazarian moved that we proceed with the project and 
that Parish Council be given authority to spend a maximum of $10,000 
for aluminum siding. Second was by Thelma Bagdasarian. Passed. 

Concerning restoration of the second floor of the Parish Office, 
the Assembly agreed to table .this matter since Parish Council was 
unable to present sufficient details at this meeting. 

Next item of new business was Honorary Membership Status. John 
Benneian suggested that membership dues be waived for any parish­
ioners who are in financial straits so that they may vatu ut i'u.ri.::l• 
meetings.

MIDYEAR PARISH ASSEMBLY 

ST. GREGORY OF NAREK ARMENIAN CHURCH 

August 28, 1987 

The Midyear Parish Assembly of St. Gregory of Narek Armenian Church was 
called to order at 8 p.m. on August 28, 1987 in the Cultural Hall. Rev. Fr. 
Terenig Kondralian gave the invocation and presided over the meeting. 

Parish Council Chairman, Helen Atkian, welcomed all present. 

Roll call was taken by Parish Council Treasurer, Ralph Chakerian. It was 
established that 34 members in good standing were present. 

The minutes of the February 22, 1987 Parish Assembly were read by Parish 
Council Secretary, Krikor Ghazarian, and were approved with a motion by Harold 
Zahigian and seconded by Sue Mirakian. Motion passed. 

Alice Yessayan moved that all present members constitute a quorum. The 
motion was seconded by Carol Ghazarian. Motion passed. 

Ralph Chakerian presented the Parish Council Treasurer•s report. He re­
ported that there was a $4,908.00 positive cash balance as of August 3, 1987. 
The Cultural Hall rental-receipts exceeded projections by about $2,500. The 
Women •s Guild C.D. (Certificate of Deposit} was ea$he.d::for;·_:$S~l8G.'. ·•On- the dis­
bursements side, the Parish Car expenses were exceeded by $1,700. We had also 
exceeded our budget on CEI as well as the Water bill. Sam Mirakian made a motion 
to approve this report. The motion was seconded by Armen Arslanian. Motion 
passed. 

OLD BUSINESS: Fr. Terenig Kondralian reported that the interior of the Parish 
House Office was refurbished for a total cost of approximately $6,000. 

Matthew Hatchadorian has met with Amarino Callandro concerning Bingo. He 
has also spoken to other churches who operate Bingo. As a result of his research, 
Mr. Hatchadori an does not recommend that our church enter into a bingo _operation 
unless it is held on our premises. Mr. Hatchadorian observed that we would lose 
control if it is held elsewhere. 

Naz Yessayan noted that the Cultural Hall septic system is designed to handle 
only 70 people, and also he cited that there would be significant wear and tear 
to the Hall. 

Bob Koshkarian moved that the Church not enter into any bingo operation. The 
motion was seconded by Nat Mirakian. The motion was defeated with 10 in favor and 
21 opposing votes. 

Naz Yessayan reported that nothing was done about the doors of the Cultural 
Hall because of time and financial restrictions. 
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Midyear Parish Assembly Minutes (can't) 

Concerning the Culvert project, Naz Yessayan reported that we cannot do 
anything. Ralph Chakerian stated that only with Church originated funds can 
we close the culvert. He added that it is not possible to obtain any assistance 
from Richmond Mall or the City of Richmond Heights. Naz Yessayan moved to 
table the Culvert project. The motion was seconded by Margaret Zahigian. 
Motion passed. ' 

Naz Yessayan reported that the keys and tumblers had been purchased for the 
Sunday School classrooms. They simply need to be installed. 

The aluminum siding project for the Parish House was postponed because another 
emergency project came up. This subject will be discussed under New Business on 
the agenda. 

Thelma Bagdasarian made a proposal to make the election system more efficient. 
She will present her proposal to Parish Council in writing. Harold Zahigian made 
a motion to accept this proposal. The motion was seconded by Sam Mirakian. Motion 
passed. 

NEW BUSINESS: Armen Arslanian reported that the Hall roof drainage system does 
not work properly during a heavy rain.-- T~e-water accumulates in large volumes on 
the roof and it has leaked into the Women's Room. Sam Mirakian suggested that 
Parish Council take care of this project as soon as possible. 

Parish Council has taken action to repair the Parish House chimneys because 
of loose bricks. 

Martha Hacherian pointed out that the above two emergency developments were 
the reason for postponing the aluminum siding project. 

Thelma Bagdasarian thanked whoever had organized room #7. It was reported 
that Florence Karogh1anian and Helen Chekemian had done the job. 

Naz Yessayan made a motion that a study be made about expanding the Cultural 
Hall including its sewer system·. This study will be presented at the next 
Annual Assembly. 

In response to a question by Leslie Bagdasarian, Naz Yessayan clarified that 
our landscaper is responsible for only the grass and not for the shrub areas. 

Leslie Bagdasarian pointed out that she had seen on one occasion that the 
air conditioner of the Cultural Hall was running while the hall was empty and 
that it should be checked daily to prevent waste. Sam Mirakian agreed with her. 

Kevork Arslanian suggested that bushes be trimmed by parishioners. He also 
made a motion that Parish Council look into a canopy for the main entrance of the 
Church with Berdj Gumushdjian. Jeanne Sakian seconded the motion. The motion 
passed. 

Harold Zahigian reported that the telephone directory is 99% ready and there 
was $7,500 in its bank account. He was congratulated by the meeting for doing a 
successful job. 

Helen Atkian announced that Harold Zahigian had been appointed Superintendent 
of t~e Sunday School.

Florence Goekjian made a motion to adjourn the meeting. The motion was 
seconded by Sam Mirakian. 

Fr. Terenig ~ondralian made an important announcement. He said that as of 
September 6, 1987, he will be resigning from the priesthood and as the Pastor 
of St. Gregory of Narek. He stated that he had submitted his resignation to 
the Primate, Archbishop Torkom Manoogian, thirty days ago. 

The meeting was adjourned at 10:30 p.m. with a Closing Prayer.

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TRUSTEES OF MEMORIAL FUND OF THE ST. GREGORY OF NAREK ARMENIAN CHURCH 

With the approval and authorization of the Parish Council of the St. 
Gregory of Narek Armenian Church, the formation of the Memorial Fund 
Trustees was finalized and became effective beginning January 1, 1987. 

The trustees which were selected and appointed for three year terms 
are Kevork Arslanian, Florence Goekjian and George Sakian. 

The Pastor or Parish Council Chairman and Parish Council Treasurer 
will attend all meetings on a monthly basis. 

The major guidelines for the purpose of the Memorial Fund Trustees are: 

I. Jointly control and coordinate with the Parish Council the revenues 
and donations which are directed to the Fund. 

II. Inform parishioners of the existence of the Memorial Fund and encourage 
them to make contributions. 

III. To prepare a list of sacramental vessels, vestments, altar furnishings, 
religious paintings and other items or improvements needed for the 
proper maintenance of the church. 

IV. Supervise and assure the fulfillment of the wishes of the donors 
after careful consideration. 

After_a detailed and concise examination of the financial records of 
past donations, it was recommended unanimously that a starting date for 
the financial establishment of this Fund be January 1, 1982.and continue 
thereafter. Any person deceased prior to this date, upon request and 
qualifies as to the requirements will be added to the list of Benefactors. 

The approval by Parish Council of the following quidelines was 
authorized and became effective on October 27, 1987. 

To be eligible as a Benefactor, the deceased or the family members 
representing the deceased person must have donated in any one of the 
following items as listed below to the St. Gregory of Narek Armenian 
Church an amount to total or the equivalent of $500.00 or more. 

I. Family members of the deceased who have donated monies to the church 
for this specific purpose. (To be listed as a Benefactor)( 

II. The church when included as a beneficiary in the Last Will and Testament 
of the deceased. 

III. In lieu of flowers donations in the name of the deceased to be given 
to the church. 

IV. Physical, real property or negotiable investment securities as donated 
to the church by the deceased or family members in the name of the 
deceased. 

V. The church as being listed the beneficiary of any interest earned from 
monies donated to an endowment fund. 
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The names of all Benefactors will be permanently displayed in the 
church vestibule on brass name plates engraved and mounted on granite. 
To date there are forty-six (46) Benefactors whose names are on display. 

Annually, on the Sunday preceding Memorial Day, a special requiem 
service will be administered in our church in recognition for all Benefactors. 

It will be imperative that any request from the family or close relatives 
of the deceased be submitted to any trustee of the Memorial Fund in the 
form of a written note or letter, requesting the deceased be listed as a 
Benefactor of the church. 

In this manner, it is the desire of the Trustees and Council to 
memorialize officially those deceased members of our parish and community.
