The election agenda was changed with 2/3ds majority vote. The. chairman then

The chairman then proceeded on with the discussion of the annual reports. 

Garbis Meguerian read the treasurer's report. There were discussions by ·= 

Sarkis Boyajian, who wanted an explanation on the $20,000 under Budget Revenues 

1987 of the Women's guild. Liz Sahagian explained that the $10,000 was a carry over 

from the previous year. The budget is actually $10,000.not $20,000. 

Kegham Giragossian had several questions. He wanted explanations on the following: 

1-Budget expenses- $26,000 for building and grounds. Garbis explained that this 

amount covered the complete renovation o( the roof, improvement of the vantillation 

system of the kitchen, improvement of the heat~ng system of the church hall, trim­

ming of the trees, and finally sealing of the parking lot. 

2-Budget expense- $2,500 for delegate expense 1987, vs. $1,209 actual expense 

in 1986. Garbis explained that the amount alocated depends on 1. On the location 

(distance) where the Diocesan Assembly is held, and 2.If and when a delegate 

wants to tax dedupt the expense. 

3- Budget expense- office equipment $1,500. ·Garbis said that ·this covered part of 

the expense of the computer purchase. 

4- Paintings- The status. They are completed and will be consecrated in June. 

Dr. Aram Semerjian proposed to look into an A shape roof instead of flat roof. 

Andy Sahagian requested an explanation on alter fund under .i987 budget revenues. 

Garbis explained that the $1,500 is donated by ~reg Serabian to build a ·new Alter • . . 
This proposal has not been discuss~d or approved by the: Parish Cou~c~l yet.Neverthe 

less the$1,500 stays in the treasury e~en if the proposal fails to be approved. 

Marty Randall of the auditing committee explained thatthere is a $160 discrapancy. 

The budget at hand as of Dec. 1986 is $32,217.18. 

Raffy then moved to accept the treasurer's report as corrected, this was sec6nded 

by Aram Semerjian. All were in favor. 

Pastor's Report 

Sarkis Boya3ian proposed to have the names written under the sacraments and 

Funeral ser.rices.

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REPORT OF THE PARISH COUNCIL 

INTRODUCTION ---·--·--
The newly elected and in-office members of the Parish Council met briefly 
on February 10, 1987, to elect officers and .thereafter met at least once a 
month to plan, organize and oversee the variOuS projects and activities of 
the Church. The 1987 F'arish Council 'Consisted of: ·

1. The activities of the Parish Council continued to be run mainly through 
3 Committees: Membership (SUsan Boyajian- Chairlady}; Finance: {Meguerian 
- Cha!rman}; Buildings and Grounds {Karneg Boyajian - Chiarman}. Also, to 
better inform the Parish Council of the plans and activities of subordinate 
organizations, the following Liaisons were appointed : Sahagian -Women's 
Guild; Vander Meer - Sunday School; Doumanian -:- :Jr. ACYOA; Choir - SUsan 
Boyajian; Young Adults - Van Giragosian. •. 

2. The "Husband and Wife Sunday Greeters", which is well receieved by the 
parisheners, continued in 1987 but not on regular basis. 

3. In 1986 the Finance Committee had analyzed ·the Diocesan list of "1986 
Parish Assessment and Adjustment" and had found that our parish assessment 
was way out of line in comparison to the assessments of other parishes: 

' $85. 14 per member vs. an average of $62. 56 per member. Our Parish was 
assessed $8,344 for 1986, which was $2,894 greater than our 1985 assessment 
of $5450. We then informed the Diocese of our analyzis results and offered 
to increase our last year's assessment by $709 because we now had our own 
priest. Early in 1987 the Diocese rejected our offer. However, we continued 
paying monthly installments based on an annual assessment of $6160. ,, 

4. At the 1987 Diocesean Assembly in May of 1987 we proposed that the 
current formula for the diocesan assessment of parishes be replaced by ·a 
s:.mpler formula based on the number of voting members of each parish. 
Unfortt"-~ately, our proposal was not accepted. However, the Assembly decided 
to appoint a committee to study the matter. · · 

5. A special parish meeting was held ·on May 31, 1987 to hear the report of 
the parish delegate to the Diocesan Assemby, Dr: Raffy Hovanessian. Also, 
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some budgetary questions were discussed at the meeting. 

6. Buildings and Grounds Co~mittee took care of the necessary repairs to 
the buildings and equipment. Shrubs damaged by the fire were replaced; 
pa.rkir.g area t~.'a.S resurfaced and remarked, and the south perifery of the 
church lot was cleared; and the lan~caping in general was improved. Also, 
the heating system of the Church hall was modified to better distribute 
heat to the floor level. 

7. A display case was installed in the Church' lobby. The case .will display 
on plaques the names of past' and present officers of the parish 
organizations, financial supporters and· memorials. A committee is currently 
working on criteria. 

8. The third annual dinner-dance was held at the Palos Country Club on 
Febrt.I.a.ry 14, 1987. It 1 s theme again was "Puttin 1 On The Ritz". Because of 
variot~ activities in the Armenian community of Chicago the attendance was 
short of our expectation. However, those in attendance had a very good 
time. The 1988 annual dinner-dance is planned for February 13th at the 
Olympia Country Club. ..... 

9. O'.;.r Church cooperated with St. Gregory and St. James Churches in 
comreemorating the 71st Anniversary of the Armenian Genocide on Sunday, 
April 26, 1987, with Divine Liturgy at St. Gregory the Illuminator Church 
end an appropriate program after lunch. 

10. Our second an.'1ual golf outing took place again at Westgate Golf Club. 
More than forty people participated in this function of . good fellowship. 

11. The annual Church picnic was'held on Sunday, July 26, 1987, on the 
church grouno.s. It was very successful and netted about $5,500 thanks to 
the tireless efforts of the Picinic Committee headed by Marty Randall and 
to the support of our members and friends. 

12. A ~ew schedule for rents and fees was worked out. 

13. Since the side altar paintings by Mr. Mark Akgulian were not acceptable 
to the Parish members and Mr. Akgulian was not willing to redo them, the 
Parish Council commissioned Mrs.· Dorothy Kishibay to paint three paintings: 
one for each side altar and another one for the candles . niche. Mrs. 
Kishibay offerred to donate her labor to the Church and charge us only for 
materials and for incidental expenses. Mrs. Kishi bay has painted the 
beautiful side altar paintings of St. Mark Armenian Church in Sprinfield, 
Mass. 14. The fourth annual anniversary dinner celebrating the consecration 
of our new Church took place on November 22, 1987~ After Divine Liturgy and 
a lunch served by the Women's Guild a very appropriate program was 
presented with Mrs. Dorothy Kishi bay as guest speaker.
