II. Article 8 of the Diocesan Byla ws provides that "members 
·.:ho fui: tu 1--df L11eir dues tor one or more years" forfeit their 
voting and office-holding rights, but "may reinstate these rights 
by payment of their dues in arrears for at least the previous 
two years." 

We would like to know whether the situation addressed by Article 8 
occurs with any frequency among your members and, if so, the 
manner in which this article is enforced. Please explain. 

III. The present formula seems to have been intended to assess 
parishes on the basis of membership and ability to pay. Sixty per­
cent of the amount generated is allocated among the parishes on the 
basis of their membership , while another 25 percent is apportioned 
on the basis of plate collections , dues, pledges, and yughakin. The 
remaining 15 percent is determined on the basis of t.he numh~r of 
sacraments, presence of clergy , a nd n umber o f Diocesan delegates .
