1997 Pastor's Report 

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

With the close of 1997 I have completed my third year of service to the Sts. Joachim and 
Anne Armenian Apostolic Church community. I assumed this pastorate upon the 
appointment of His Eminence Archbishop .Khajag Barsamian effective January 1, 1995. 

Following is my third pastoral report to you covering the period of January 1, 1997 
through December 31, 1997. I will endeavor in the following pages to present a synopsis of 
my work during this last year and give thanks to some of the many of the dedicated members 
of our community. 

Worship and Liturgy 
I wish to express my thanks to all those who served before the holy table of our Lord this 

past year, particularly our regular altar servers: Dr. Norayr Madanyan, Arakel Arakelian, and 
Kevork Sultanian. In addition I would like to thank all those who have served so faithfully in 
the choir; and especially Sue Mardoian for directing the choir and Martha Auer for playing 
the organ. Thanks also to Annette Sultanian for 'pinch hitting' as choir director and playing 
the organ this year as well as to Joyce Michaels for helping out with the organ. Special 
thanks also to Bob Auer who faithfully served as reader of the lections. Also I would like to 
thank Greg Srabian for taking care of the candles and Hagop Hakalmazian for his many 
years of service in preparing the altar for the celebration of Divine liturgy. Lastly I would like 
to thank the Parish Council for their dedicated service as greeters throughout the year. 

The Lord directed the celebration ofthe Lord's Supper during the Thursday night dinner 
prior to His crucifixion. From the formative early Christian church until today the Badarak 
has been the central defining liturgical gathering of the Armenian Church. It is through the 
Badarak that we receive God's sacramental gift of spiritual nourishment and healing. In 
accordance with the teaching of our Lord and the Holy Tradition of the Armenian Church it 
has been my pleasure to preside over regular Sunday Badarak services. 

In addition to Badarak, other liturgical services were performed. These include special 
festal blessing services, hokeehankeests, the Holy Week services and Lenten Services. 

At each liturgical gathering I have endeavored to present a message to our faithful 
explaining the meaning of the day's gospel reading and how it applies to our daily lives. 
During the past year I prepared and presented approximately seventy sermons; including a 
special six part Lenten lecture series entitled "Journey through the Old Testament". In 
addition I have continued to present instructional Badaraks periodically. This year saw the 
development and inauguration of our first 'Children's Badarak' which was well received. 
Future Children's Badaraks will be forthcoming. 

On those occasions when I was unavailable to perform Badarak, I arranged for a visiting 
clergyman to preside over the liturgical services of the day.

Additional Pastoral Ministries 
In addition to church services, the priestly functions include ongoing visitations of 

members and potential members, sick calls at hospitals or homes, visitations of shut-ins and 
those in nursing homes, grave blessings at cemeteries, and home blessings. There are also any 
number of monthly church business meetings which take place outside the church facility; i.e. 
Midwest Regional Council, Midwest Clergy, and visitations to our sister parishes. In 1997 
visitations of parishioners and church related meetings totaled approximately 125. 1 00 being 
visitations to our parishioners and 25 others of related parish ministry. 

The sick have been visited as requested, and house blessings have been performed. I thank 
all those who contacted me with news of someone in need of a visitation. Please feel free to 
contact me to in order to schedule a house blessing/visitation, or to inform me of someone 
sick or in need of a visit. 

This year I offered one three session pre-cana (marriage preparation) program. I have also 
responded to requests for personal/family counseling as needed. 
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Office hours have been established so that the pastor may be made available to the 
parishioners at known hours throughout the week at the church. Office hours have been kept 
four days and one evening a week; during which time I speak with parishioners about a 
variety oftopics as needed. 

During office hour·s I also see to the many responsibilities of the office operation which 
include but are not limited to: Maintaining existing, and developing specified church mailing 
lists: reading. sorting, filing and responding to mail; visiting post office as needed; 
organizing artd doing mailings, maintaining/acquiring office equipment and supplies; 
corresponding with businesses on church related matters, corresponding with the diocese, 
preparing Sunday Bulletins and flyers, running off copies, collating and stapling, advertising 
for and typesetting the Parish Greeting Card, and Ani preparation (including data entry, 
article writing, page layout, taking and developing pictures and coordination with mailer and 
printer). My thanks to Sona Diorio, Lorene Skinner, Anna Giragosian, Gladys Avakian, Sue 
Semerdjian, and Ann Raptzian for their help with mailings this year. 

I also had the privilege of serving as a delegate to the 1997 Diocesan Clergy Conference 
and Diocesan Assembly. I prepared for and taught classes at Hye Camp as well. 

The Midwest Clergy met six times in 1997. I continue to serve as recording secretary. A 
highlight of the year included our collective planning of two regional ACYOA Junior Lock­
ins, one in Racine and one at Sts. Joachim and Anne. We have plans for another such retreat 
in Racine in March of 1998. In addition we developed a Patristic Seminar to offer to the area 
churches and began with a presentation to St. Gregory's. 

As Pastor and ex-officio president of the Parish Council I attended all Parish Council 
meetings during the course of 1997. I enjoyed working with each member of this Parish 
Council and wish to extend my appreciation to all those who dedicated their time for the 
maintenance and building up of God's holy church. As anyone knows who has served on 
Parish Council, the service required of Parish Council members is demanding as the needs of 
the church are on-going. Let us continue to encourage and pray for God to guide the 
decisions ofthe Parish Council in 1998. 

Church Auxiliary Organizations 

The Ani Newsletter 
The church newsletter was published six times in 1997. My thanks to Sona Diorio, 

Virginia Bogosian, Zareh Avedoumian and all those who submitted articles, flyers, 
announcements, or pictures for all their help this year. The Ani takes a great deal of 
preparation and their hours of dedication are greatly appreciated. My position was that of 
editor/columnist/page layout for the Ani. The Ani staff would like to remind everyone that 
submissions to the Ani are always welcome and encouraged. 

Armenian Church Youth Organization of America Juniors (ACYOA Jrs.) 
1997 saw the official formation of the Sts. Joachim and Anne Armenian Apostolic Church 
ACYOA Juniors. Elections were held and officers elected. The group participated in three 
regional lock -ins during the year and had three meetings. We have about 8-10 Juniors at this 
time. 
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Armenian Church Youth Organization of America Seniors (ACYOA Srs.) 
While we do not yet have a Senior ACYOA group with elected officers, two of our ACYOA 
Senior age parishioners took on the responsibility of organizing a dance for Feb. of 1998. 
There were six dance meetings held in 1997. My thanks to Shunt Madanyan and Carina 
Sawaya for their organizing our coming Poon Paregentan dance and for also organizing other 
ACYOA Senior aged parishioners to take an active role in its success. ACYOA Seniors 
begin at age 18. 

Bible Study 
We had nine Bible Studies offered during the year. Attendance in usually about six 

people .. The Bible is the word of God. Our Orthodox tradition encourages all those who 
wish to know God better to study the Bible. During the coming year the first six monthly 
Bible Studies will focus on the Sermon on the Mount (Matthew cps. 5-7). I welcome and 
encourage suggestions for Bible Study Topics from all parishioners. 

Children's Bible Story Hour 
Children's Bible Story Hour is a program designed to help parents initiate their children 

into the life of our church. 
This activity regularly draws together some of our preschoolers (and their mothers) for 

bible stories, religious crafts, and games on the first and third Fridays of each month. Held 
about 20 times during 1997,. Children's Bible Story Hour has an average attendance ofthree 
preschoolers and two mothers. We have had as many as 6 children attend the sessions. 
During the coming year we hope to increase publicity and subsequently participation in this 
activity. 

Choir/ Altar Servers 
During the year I participated in the on-going training of altar servers in preparing them 

to more fully participate in the churches various sa;::ramental services. I also coordinated 
services with the choir director and organist as needed. 

Cultural Committee 
1997 saw the formation of a much needed Cultural Committee in our parish. My special 

thanks to Sonya Harlan and Rosig Y eretsian for co-chairing the committee and organizing two 
wonderful programs. A Martyr's Day Program featuring Dr. Dennis Papzian and a lecture by Dr. 
Peter Cowe in June. 

Sunday School 
The Sunday School had another active year. I enjoyed working with Sunday School 

Chairlady and assembly director Alice Boyajian as well as all the Sunday School teachers in 
the many yearly Sunday School projects. My special thanks to Jill Soghomonian, and 
Elizabeth Williams for teaching the youngest class; Isabelle Gederian for the middle class, and 
Gary Mazian and Joyce Michaels for taking the oldest class. Special thanks also to Renee 
Gawron and all others who helped substituting. 

We had four staff meetings this year. This year we also had our first 'Children's 
Badarak' which was well received. The Halloween Party was the best attended Sunday 



School event of the year. Special thanks to Gary and Patty Mazian for their 
organizational efforts for the party. Attendance for the classes in general, however, is 
continually lower than desired. During visitations to the parents of the Sunday School 
children, I make it a point to discuss the issue oftheir children's attendance. I 
commend all those involved in the Sunday School for playing such a vital role in the 
spiritual education· of our children, and pray that we will all work to boost attendance 
by actively befriending those parishioners on the outskirts of the community. 

Vacation Bible School 
July 10-12 were the dates of this year's Vacation Bible School. We had our best 

response yet as aprox. 3 5 children enjoyed the program which ended with a party at 
Gregory and Peter Boyajian's house. My thanks to the many teachers who donated 
their valuable time to making this program the success it was. The children 
participating enjoyed themselves and we are looking forward to continuing this 
ministry to our church youth in 1998. 

Women's Guild 
The Women's Guild continues to work hard to support our church. Their 

dedicated service is offered to the Lord as their participation in the on-going mission 
ofHis church. I enjoyed attending women's guild meetings and events throughout 
the year. Let us keep the Women's Guild in our prayers and as we continue to seek 
out potential new members for this vital organization. My special thanks to Chairlady 
Sona Diorio for her help throughout this year, and to Alice Boyajian for her dedicated 
service in organizing so much of the cooking.

31 b. At Parish Council meetings the presence of a majority of the Parish Council 
membership shall constitute a quorum, and decisions shall be rendered by the majority 
of members present and voting. 

Rationale: 
While our by-laws state what constitutes a quorum for Parish Assemblies, our By-laws 
do not clearly state what constitutes a quorum for Parish Council meetings. This By­
law will clarify what constitutes a quorum at Parish Council meetings.
