PASTORAL REFLECTIONS t 
''LOVE-HALLMARK OF CHRISTIANITY"" 

Love is the supreme reality and the epitome of 
the Christian value system. Faith, Hope and Love 
constitute the three theo logic a 1 virtues, "but the 
greatest of these is love", as Apostle Paul 
ascertains. These three virtues are inseparable· 
if you don't have a 11 three, then you don't really' 
have any . Love being the greatest is the proof of 
faith and hope; without love the other two loose 
their quality of genuiness. 

Faith without love is cold, and hope without love 
is grim! Love is the fire which kindles faith and it 
is the light which turns hope into certainty . 

In his famous passage of First Corinthians . 
chapter 13, Apostle Paul in discussing Christia~ 
Love (charity), uses three illustrations to show 
that even the highest ·achievements in life are 
meaningless when they lack love.

Speech is our basic means of communication 
b_~t- if. it does not ser.ve. as a channel for th;

Men of vision and men of faith must be men of 
love first and foremost. It is not a question ·of

SflrVilflt. .. Gifts of God bestowed on us are 
intended to make us servants and not masters· 
the greater the gifts, the · greater must be th~ 
service.

This illustration presents an incredible picture. 
We are told that even benevolence and martyrdom 
can be worth less in the sight of God if they are 
void of love.

the1r deeds have become legends and inspired 
generations; monuments have been erected in 
their honor. Yes, men can do such great ·things 
and yet they amount to nothing in the sight of God 
if they are not motivated by love. . 

It is entirely possible for a man to be self­
centered in his self-denial and self~righteous in 
his self-sacrifice, and as such, be generous only 
to feed his vanity and pious only to feed his pride. 
The human heart can become so pervert that it 
can turn the nob lest virtue into' the lowest vice · 
thus, without true love benevolence· can becom; 
egotism and martyrdom hy pocricy . _ 

The most eloquent speakers, the most profound 
thinkers, the most pious believers the most .

LENTEN PERIOD IN THE ARMENIAN CHURCH 
February 14-March 26, 1994 

Our Lord Jesus Christ went mto the desert for 40 days for seclusion after His Baptism in the River 
Jordan to prepare Himself for His mission by praying and fasting . At the end of this period, the devil, 
disguis ed as an ange 1, came to Him and tempted Him with food, power and wealth . Each time Jesus 
rebuffed the "bad ange 1" and fin a 11y he left Jesus . The good angels came to Jesus and cared for Him . 
(Matthew 4 :1-11) Lent is des1gnated in commemoration of our Lord 's withdrawal into the wilderness . 

SIX-STEP PLAN FOR MEDZ BAHK 
The forty day period of Great Lent ( "Medz Bahk ") is a time of preparation for the events of Holy Week 
and Eas ter . Here are s ix suggestions for adequate observance for this year's Lent : 
1 F astlng - Church tradition says that we should abstain from a 11 meat and dairy products during 
Great Lent . Though difficu 1t , this is not impossible 1 especially with the wealth of cookbooks containing 
meatless recipes (both Armenian and non-Armen1an) available . If family members have favorite 
meatles s meals, be sure to include them in your menu planning . If traditional fasting is not possible, 
cons ider eating one mea 1 a day or less portions . 
2 . Bible Reading- Start with the Scriptures for each Sunday of Lent (see schedule below) . Read and 
discuss with family members . Aside from Sunday Gospel passages, set a goal to read through one of 
the Gas pe ls in its entirety . Try a chapter a night and pick a time when the whole family is together . 
3 . Attend lenten Se,-vices - Check parish calendar . Get involved in Lenten vigils and suppers . The 
Lenten Services consist of Psalms , Prayers and Hymns . Subdued and penitentia 1 in tone, the service 
sets the mood for drawing into ourselves for the soul-searching which we must do during Lent . 
4 . Penance - This is the t ime to make amends for the wrongs we 've done . Send notes of apology , do 
good deeds to make up for those to whom you have been less than loving, phone those with whom you 
mus t rebuild bridges of lo v e and friendship . Make an appointment with your priest for private 
couns eling and penance . 
5 . p,. aye,- - Gather favorite prayers, penitentia 1 pray e>rs, "With Faith I Confess" a set of 24 prayers 
( inte>nded for each hour of the day) by St . Nersess the Graceful, favorite Psalms (32 and 51 are good 
one>s) to read and meditate during Lent . Discuss the meaning and purpose of prayer and designat best 
times to pray . Try to arrange a family prayer time- . 
6 . Alms - Giving up something during Lent doesn 't refer to food a lone . It also means giving up 
fr ivolous entertainment and activities . The money that would have been spent on meat and frivolous 
entertainment could be giv en to a favorite charity, such as sponsoring an Armenian orphan; helping 
schoo 1 children in Armenia ; and assisting home land and Kar abagh liberation struggles .

SERVICES AND SACRAMENTS 
During Lent , the altar curtain in the Armenian Church is traditionally veiled in black . The black altar 

curtain and the solemnity of the Lenten Services make us realize how much we truly value our Badarak 
and li turgica 1 traditions . The absence of Holy Communion, the inability to see the priest in his rega 1 
vestments as he raises the chalice or signs "Peace unto a 11" (Khaghaghooty oon Amenetzoon "), and not 
pass mg the Kiss of Peace, a 11 work to remind us how b lE'ak and life less our existE>nce would be without 
the s plendor of the Divine Liturgy . 

The Lenten period heightens our awareness and evokes yearning in our souls for the Lord Jesus Christ 
in a more vivid way .
