As Mr. Kaz Kazarian, Chairman of the 19&£q;arish Assembly, was not present to call
the meeting to order, Mr. Walter Baronian called the meeting to order at 2:15 p.m.
on Sunday, January 27, 1985. Der Vahram Hazarian led in prayer. Mrs. Georgette
Mrofcza, Secretary of the 1983 Parish Assembly, was asked to take minutes until

a new secretary had been elected for this meeting. Mr. John Mrofcza, Treasurer,
conducted the verification of eligible voters. Mrs. Mrofcza said that 32
