BEEN TOO SUCCESSFUL. THE PRESCHOOL CLASSROOM, THEREFORE, 
IS BEING USED BY THE THIRD GRADE TO AVOID CLASS HELD IN 
THE SMALL HALL. 

KINDERGARTEN HAS 6 STUDENTS WHO ARE WELL TAUGHT BY 
Ms. SAHRON BATTLE. THIS GROUP IS VERY BRIGHT AND ATTEND 
SOMEWHAT REGULARLY. 

3RD GRADE HAS 8 STUDENT TAUGHT SKiLLFULLY BY Ms.CYNTHIA 
BARONIAN. THIS GROUP IS AN ACTIVE ONE WHE~ ALL ARE IN 
ATTENDANCE. SUCH IS THE CASE WITH THE 4TH GRADE. THERE 
ARE 5 BRIGHT' INQUISITIVE YOUNGSTERS IN CLASS. THEY ARE 
TAUGHT BY MRS. SANDY HITIK. TOTAL ENROLLMENT IS 28 STUDENTS. 

OUR AVERAGE ATTENDANCE IS BETWEEN 10- AND 13 WHICH IS QUITE 
GOOD COMPARED TO OTHER CHURCHES IN OUR REGION. THE WINTER 
MONTHS HAVE AFFECTED ATTENDANCE. 

IN AUGUST, CINDY BARONIAN AND SHARON BATTLE ATTENDED THE 
HELEN AND EDWARD MARDIGIAN INSTITUTE FOR SUNDAY SCHOOL 
TEACHERS IN ~EW YORK. THE INSTITUTE WAS GOOD TRAINING:
