The beginning of 1988, the Parish Council had much work ahead, however,
we were unable to achieve our goals alone. We were open for sugges-
tions, encouragement and guidance.

In March a Special Meeting was held with the Parish Council and a
group of concerned Armenians of our church. These people consisted
of former Parish Council members. We formed committees consisting of
Cultural, Maintenance, Finance, Membership, Communication, Youth
Activities and Hall Rental. We met three times during the year in
March, April and June.

The Cultural Committee held a dance in June, the Youth Activity
Committee began a basketball night on Wednesdays, the llall Rental
Committee kept up large and small hall rentals throughout the year,

and the Maintenance Committee repaired or replaced whatever needed
to be done.

In August, through the Maintenance Committee and the Parish Council,
Alderman George Hagopian was made aware of all the work to be done in
the church. Through his unselfish efforts he alone raised $17,000.00
to be earmarked towards the renovation of this church. Our church
will not be run down with faulty equipment or machinery. Since then,
the boiler and air conditioner has been overhauled, the electrical
power has been upgraded in the kitchen and large hall and the parking
lot repaved and striped. '

The Parish Council is proud of the work that has been done to this
point. We realize there are goals we still need to achieve but we now
have the confidence to move on, raising more money to renovate our
church and to give our parishioners a beautiful place to worship.

‘In conclusion, we are proud to have served our church another year.

We need ALL of our members to work together and keep our church strong.
