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PARISH COUNCIL

1969 has been another year of progress and growth in all areas
of our Church.

The influx, of new famllies in our area has added to our Church
attendance and also to our Sunday School and Armenian School.
Sunday School enrollment is now over 150 children and this number,
which we know will increase, is presently taxing our available
space for proper schooling of these children,

This year we mailed out 200 sets of weekly envelopes for use 1in .
1970. Of these approximately 150 families have been using them.
We earnestly urge all members of our Church to please put this
system into use as the administration of +the Church is very
difficult without knowing what income can be expected weekly.
Just as you could not manage your home and meet your financial
obligations without knowing what your weekly income would be,
your Church can not operate properly and budget itself without
knowing what its lncome is going to be. If any one has not
received his envelope set please see any member of the parish
Council and it willl be forwarded to you.

We have purchased this year 20 picnic tables and bench sets for
our grounds; a lawn mower for the care of the grass; a leaf
vacuum pickup; stocked the two planters in front of the Church
entrance with trees, flowers, shrubs and ground cover; -and many
other minor items.

‘The small house in back of the parish house is still rentend and
continues to return a small steady income to our treasury.

Our ACYOA is now quite well established through the efforts of
advisors Marge Tfank, Jerry Donabedian and John Amerkanian. We

have formed a basketball team of ACYOA boys and they now play
regularly in the Armenian-Inter-Church League on scheduled

Sunday afternoons. Coacht Jack Tarzlan and assistant Harold Sargisoff
spend many hours of practice wlth the boys and their efforts are
beginning to show in our team.

There are other reports in these pages concerning our parish
finances, such as parish bank balances, trustee account,
mortgage, etc. and they need not be repeated here. I will only
add that all our financial obligations have been met and still
our treasury has grown.

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I know many of you have been aware of the absence of Mr. Mehran
Noorigian from among the deacons at the altar. After many years
of faithful service to hls Church he has relinquished his duties
due to the strain on his health. We all thank him for his many
years of devoted service.

A sadder note this year was the passing away of Mr. Zaven
Marootlan, one of our members of the trustee committee. His
council, guidance and untiring service to his Church will be
missed by all. :
