The spiritual, cultural, educational, and soclal life of St, Leon's
and its parishioners showed continued progress and growth in 1971,

Several new familles Jolned-“our Church this past year, contlnuing
the strong trend towards growth of the past few years, Many of
our new families have chilldren as reflected in the registration
and attendance of record numbers in our Sunday School and Armenian
School, We can all derive great satisfaction from this growth

and the opportunity 1t affords St. Leon's to serve the Armenian-
American community in northern New Jersey. On the other hand,

it 1s apparent that the physical resources of the Church have been
taxed to the limilt, and further growth will be hampered by lack of
adequate facilitles. This lack is especially critical as regards
our Sunday School. New classrooms and adequate space are urgently
needed, .

The parishioners of St. Leon'!s two years ago recognized theilr
responsibility to their children as well as to themselves and
authorlized the Parish Council to study the feasibility of a new
Community Center, which will incorporate adequate educational
facilitles as well as a large hall for the enhanced enjoyment
of social activities. A special report on the results of this
study has been prepared by the Parish Councll and is presented
elsewhere., The conclusion is that a Community Center attached
to the present Church edifice and designed for maximum utility
and minimum cost is both feasible and very necessary. The Parish
Council urges all Parishlioners to support this project whole-
heartedly. ’

This Annual Report contains financial detalls of the Parish
and its various organizations. The financial health of the Parish
is excellent from every aspect. It 1s apparent, however, that the
continued generous financial support of the parishioners 1s vital

. so that the future growth of the Parish is built on a sound

financlial base, With this in mind, everyone is urged to support
the Parish through the use of the weekly offering envelopes,

The second five-year pledge ends in 1972. All those who have
pledged are urged to bring thelr pledge obligations up-to-date.
The assumption of a pledge is a moral commitment to God and one's
fellow parishioners.

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PARISH COUNCIL COMMUNITY CENTER
STUDY COMMITTEE REFPORT

The growth of the parish in recent years, as well as the growth
in number and scope of activities, is at a point where there

are serious limitations in physical facllities, Recognizing
this fact, the Parish Assembly in January 1969 authorized the
Parish Councll to organize a Community. Cénter Study Committee

to prepare a report on the proposed project. Assuming the need
for the Community Center was confirmed, a recommendation for the
preliminary design of the structure was also to be made. Progress
reports on the work of the Study Committee were made at sub-
sequent Parish Assembly meetings. The results of the complete
study are the subject of this report. The conclusions of the
Parish Council and the Study Committee are summarized below,

1. St. Leon's does urgently need a new Community Center.

2. A preliminary design of a structure has been completed,
which provides for the basic needs of the Church in the form
of a large hall and several additional classrooms for the Sunday
School., The structure was designed for maximum utility and
minimum cost,

3. It 1s within the financial means of St. Leon'!s to complete
this project. ’

The construction of a Community Center is a very major under-
taking which must be approved by the Parish Assembly. At the
Assembly meeting in January 1972, presentation and discussion
of the results of this study can be conducted. Approval or
disapproval of the proJject should come from a special Parish
Assembly subsequently. All the parishioners would thus have an
opportunity to discuss the matter thoroughly among themselves
and determine in their own hearts the proper way to proceed,

From its humble origins in Paterson, New Jersey, almost forty
years ago, St. Leon'!s Armenian Church has grown and prospered.

What are the present limitations of our Church facilities?

1. There are no classrooms for our Sunday School and
Armenian School students, Classes are conducted around tables
in the Church Hall with no privacy and ample opportunity for
distraction. The learning process inevitably suffers.

2. The Hall itself is too small for many of the functions
held there, many of which routinely attract 200-225 people.
The Bazaar, the annual Ladies Aid Fish and Chips Dinner, the
Armenian School Hantessare all affairs that already tax the
capaclty of the hall and kitchen area., As the parish grows, it
becomes obvious that the Hall will not comfortably accommodate
those who would wish to attend these affairs.
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‘3., There are no recreational facllities for our yoﬁng people,
4, Lack of storage space 1s a definite problem, |

A new community center would, of course, be designed to eliminate
the above problems, It should, in fact, provide services to the
parishioners and their church organizations on a scale which

St. Leon's has been unable to provide heretofore,

The Community Center Study Committee approached its task of
studying the feasibility of the Community Center by examining
alternative designs varying in complexity and cost, The features
of the design finally agreed upon are as follows.

1, A 12,000 f¢t, 2 -s8tructure of two stories attached to the
Church building.

2. Ten meeting rooms or Sunday School classrooms,
3. Provision for large youth recreational room,

4. Floor space in the 4,000 ft.2 hall for 350~uoo people in
a banquet seating arrangement

5. Kitchen facilities more than twice as large as in the
current Church Hall,

6. Coat room and 1obby.'
7. Storage room,

8. New parking facilities extending into the current picnic
area, -

A dlagram and rendering of the proposed center will be distributed
to all parishioners. It should be kept in mind that it is a
preliminary proposal and can be varled within reasonable 1imits
right up to the time of construction,

During the course of the study, the Committee consldered a free
standing building, a basketball court, and a stage as components
of the structure, These desirable features were rejected
primarily because of their cost. The detailed thinking that
went Into these decisions can be discussed with members.of the
Study Committee,
