Kapoian and was accepted with unanimous vote.

The Pastor's Report was read to the Assembly by Rev. Paree
Metjién.'-ﬁe dwelled upon the mission of the church and called upon
the meﬁbeis to uphold the church's spiritual and cultural mission.

Mirjan Kirien followed the Assembly Agenda. Organizational
reports were reviewed and accepted. |

The 198% Budget was then presented by Sarkis Soultanian. It
was proposed an addition of $2,000 Disbursement for St. Nerses
Seminary and balanced with a $#2,000 increase on Income from the
Community Center be made. Total proposed budget for 1983 $115,250.

A discussion was made with regard to the mortgage balance.

As of the close of 1982 St. Leon had a mortgage of $205,000.
