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PASTOR'S REPORT 
(January 1·- December 31, 1990) 

Greetings to all in the name of Our Lord Jesus·christ. 

It is with great pleasure and much spiritual satisfaction that 
I present to you this report of my activities as the Parish Priest 
and Pastor of St. Leon's Armenian Church. The past year was indeed 
a busy one for all of us and we accomplished a great deal in o4r 
efforts to bear witness to our Christian faith, in our committment 
to the Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ and ln keeping with the 
traditions of our Armenian Orthodox faith and cultural heritage. 
For the purpose ·of providing a comprehensive view of all my 
activities within the community, I have divided my report into 
four major categories as foll~~s: I. Liturgical; II. Pastoral; 
III. Administrative; and IV. Educational .• Here now is my report. 

I. LITURGICAL 
1. Sunday Liturgies 
The central and most important aspect of Christian Community 

life is the common worship and offering of the Divine Liturgy, in 
the sharin_g of the Holy Body and Blood of Our Lord. My first and 
f6remost" function as a pr~est is to preside over this community 
worship service· and through it to ~remote and proclaim the Goo~ 
News of the'Gospel of Our Lord Jesus Ch~ist. It has been my effort 
to encourage the real particip~tion of the congregation . in the 
Liturgy in accordance with the . customs ·and traditions ·of the 
Armenian Church. I have also tried, to the best of my abilities 
and with the help of God,·to make my homilies as ·real and as 
relevant to our daily experiences of life as possible. 

2.Sacraments 
During 1989 I have administered a total· of ,57 

the following breakdowns: 24 baptisms, 2 :adult 
weddings, and 16 funerals. Of this total 50 were 
our church and 7 in sister parishes i~ the area.

As in the past four years I continued to impliment the well 
received pre-sacramental ~ounseling programs occasioned ;by 
ba~tisms and weddings. Thus, according to a professionatly 
designed program, slightly adapted to meet the needs . of Armenian 
Church members, I meet.with the parents and godparent~ in the case 
of a baptism, and with the couple intending to get married in the 
case. of. weddings. The first session of our meeting covers the 
ritual, canonical and legal requirements for the sacraments. 
Subsequent sessions cover the importance of the "sacrament they are 
about to receive and the responsibility to live and share their 
christian life within and with the church community, in our case 

·The Armenian Chufch and St. Leon's parish. The last session 
usually covers the liturgy and the cu·stoms and tradi tic:ins 
connected to it. The families and couples ·involved are thus 
educated and prepared to live the sacramental iife of the church, 
and to enter into the mainstream of parish/community life thus 
allowing the graces of God imparted through ·the.sacr~ment to· grow 
and flourish in their personal and communal life. Pre-baptismal 
sacramental preparations are held usually in two sessions and 
pre~matrimonial preparations .(also called Pre-Cana preparations 
recalling our Lord's attendance of the wedding feast in Cana) are 



held over four to five sessions, of which two sessions are 
necessarily with myself. More sessions are scheduled if needed. 
Both of these programs are widely implimented in all other· 
christian denominations, a~d as far as I know we are the Only 
pa~ish in ·our Dioce~e where ~uch an extensive program. is 
implimented. I am·very happy and gratified to say that judging 
from the reaction of those ~ho have gone through the~e programs, 
both are very well received and appreciated. I intend to continue 
their implimentation, updating them wherever and whenever 
necessary by staying informed of any new developments in the 
field. 

In the case of funeral liturgies, cognizant of the fact that 
the death of a loved one is a time of grief and ·bereavement for 
the· family of the deceased, I make myself available to the family 
in an effort to be present td them in their time of special need. 
I make an effort also to make the ·liturgy and my funeral homilies 
a source of cbmfort and strength, an opportunity for growth in the 
Christian faith for all involved. 

3.Sacramentals 
Sacramental~ are liturgical services performed usually either 

at chu~ch or. in the home, sanctifying special moments and· 
occasions in one·~ life. The Betr6thal Service (Blessing of the 
Engagement Ring), Grave Blessings, ""Giragmoodk" services (a brief 
memorial sefVice.performed on the-first Saturday evening after ~ 
funeral at the home of a decea~ed person), wedding anniversaries 
etc. fall under this category. The occasion turns into a p•storal 
home visitation as well. During the past year I have officiated at 
47 such occasions. , 

4. Feast Dav and Special Occasion Liturgies 
Feast days or designated periods during the calendar year are 

en~iched by our Church· Father~ with special lit~rgie~. While we 
are somewhat limited ·in our resources and·social·circumstances to 
do all that is prescribed ~n our traditions, it has been my effort 
to do as much as possible and practical. Thus, The Feast of the 
Nativity of Our Lord, starting with the Advent Season and ending 
with the Nativity Oc~ave, The Lenten Season with its special 
liturgies, The Liturgies of Holy Week culminating in the 
celebration of Our Lord's glorious Resurrection and continuing 
into· the post-Easter season of Pentecost, The Feasts of 
Transfiguration, Assumption and Exaltation of the Cross :are 
occasions of liturgical celebration and spiritual growth. With 
that in mind,on sue~ occasions~and whenever possible, the English 

·translations of special liturgies (some of them my· own) along 
with the Armenian text are made available to the congregation.. In 
addition to these liturgies, whenever .there. is a ·need for a 
special liturgy to be offered, it has been my effort to prepar~ an 
appropriate liturgical text reflecting on. the special momeMts· in 
which we find ourselves in our relationship with the Lord. Such 
was the case, for ~xample, when the tragedy of the earthquake' 
occured in Armenia, or the marking of the New Year, etc. Before 
closing this segment of my report, I am very gratified to note 
that those who do attend our worship services affirm that they do 
leave spiritually uplifted and nourished. It is very encouraging 
and gratifying to hear the comments of many concerning the incease 
in the attendance at our regular Sunday services. It is also 
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worthwhile to note that many new faces are seen quite often at 
various liturgies and~church· functions~: I m~ntion these facts 
because I believe that they are.indications that generally people 
are feeling good in their identity with St. Leon's parish and that 
they are responding to the initia~ives taken in our .lit~rgical 
life. 

I wish here to· thank our deacons, our choir director George 
Paroonagian, organist Sirvart Galstian, choir members, acolytes 
and altar servers for their devoted participation in our 
liturgies. My special thanks also to Dr. Berdj Feredjian and 
Vasken Ohanyan for training new acolytes and· censors. Thanks· ·also 
to their parents ·for their cooperation •. We will repeat our 
training programs whenever there are enough candidates again. The 
list,of people I need to thank will not be complete without Grace 
Pinajian and her team of workers who regularly make the "Mah~", 
and Noubar Jessourian who donates our sacramental wine. ·To all of 
·them my special. thanks. 

II.PASTORAL- SPIRITUAL 
1. Visitations 
Visitations-are occasions for a pastor to meet the people· and 

to get acquainted with their daily life.·Most visitations are made 
in the_evening, although .there are cases when a daytime visit may 
also be feasable. During a pastoral· visit I try to observe the 
particular rieeds of.~ family/person- and attempt to respond to 
those n~ed~. In some·instances the visit may well turn into·a·sort 
6f a counseling;opportunity with the discussion concentrating on 
interpersonal/interfamily relations and dynamics. Almost always. a 
pastoral visit incl1,.tdes the blessing of the home. During the past 
year I have been able to make 29 home visitations. 

2. Visitations to the sick . 
The great majority of visitations to the sick are· in the 

hospital, and occasionally at home.• The purpose.of a pastoral call 
to the sick is to try to be present to the person by reflecting 
the healing presence of Christ in his/her time of need. In some 
cases the emotional stress exp•rienced by the family of the 
patient needs as muc~ pastoral attention as the condition of tHe 
patient ·him/herself. When the need calls for it follow up contact 
is maintained after the patient is discharged from the hospital. 
Dur~ng 1989 I have made 53 pastoral calls to .the sick. 

A very special part of my pastoral ministry to the· sick last 
year included the care of our brothers and sisters from Armenia, 
survivors of the earthquake, who were brought to our. country to 
receive medical treatments in various hospitals · and ··health ~are 

·institutions. I am also very gratified to note that many of our 
own parishioners were actively involved in various aspects of this 
most worthwhile and humanitarian proje~t. 

. . .. 
3." Pre-Sacramental Consultations and Counseling 

. A little above in this report I have alr~ady explained b~iefly 
the procedure that is followed when arrangeme~ts are b~ing -made 
for the sacraments of baptism and matrimony. Let me only add here 
that while the full benefits resulting from these worthwhile 
efforts will be reaped in the years to come, some positive results

can already be seen in the inc~eased presence of young families in 
our parish. Ultimately, these programs are intended to raise the 
level of consciousness among people concerning th~ir relations 
with God and their place within t~e Church. The programs only· 's6w 
the. seeds in individuals, and we who are already in the ~hurch, 
must also be more aware of our call to become the soil in which 
the planted seeds will grow and bear fruit. I am confident. that 
with our collective efforts 6n a continueous basis will further 
bear fruit for our parish in the future. In the 12 month perio~ 
covered by this report I had 30 marital and 16 baptismal 
counselings. 

4. Pastoral Counseling 
Pastoral Counseling is one of the most important and highly 

developed fields in Christian Ministry today. In my capacity as 
the Pastor of St. Leon's I have involved myself in pastoral 
counseling either by initiating a session when I have seen the 
need and evaluated ·the readiness of the person to face a certain 
situation, or when a person has him/herself come forward with a 
particular situation that he/she wished to· discuss. The subject 
matter~ may var~ from a personal emotional/spiritual problem to 
family situations, or anything that could cause undue pressure and 

.stress on a person. Occasionally the situation .may include some 
aspect of social work as well. Most cases handled by individual 
pastors re~tiire . ~hort-term· counseling. However, if and wh~n 
long-term attention is needed I help the person establish contact 
and make arrangements with a prefessional pastoral counselor. For 
that purpose I maintain contact with a few professional 
individuals and referal services in the general area where our 
parish families are located. During 1989 I have provided pastoral 
counseling services in more than 18 cases. Also ·during 1989 I 
attended a special six week refresher course on pastoral 
counseling, with the tuition provided by the Parish Council. My 
thanks. 

Before concluding this segment of my report I would like to 
bring to your attention a very import~nt ministry in which our 
parish is actively involved, that of caring for the evergrowing 
needs of the homele~s and th~ needy in our society. Through yo~r 
donations to our charity fund we have bee·n able to provide regular. 
meals to a men's and a family shelter in Paterson. · Also, in 
association with the churches of Fair Lawn we shared the 
responsibility of providing meals and served them in an emergency 
family sh~lter in Englewood for t~o seperate weeks. · It is 
extremely gratifying for me to see that many of our parishioners 
are gradually taking part in such endeavors. I b.eliev~ more of . us 

·will be involved in the future as our awareness of th~ problem is 
increased. In the meantime, however, I would like to thank all 
those who have anonymously contributed to our Charity ·Fund, to 
those who have helped in the preparation and serving of the meals, 
but m6st·importantly, on behalf of the entire parish, I. would' like 
to express my deep gratitude to Elsie Donigian and Cora Zadigian 
for their untiring and dedicated ~ork in this ministry in the name 
of our parish. ·

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III.ADMINISTRATIVE 
1.Church office ~· · · · 
The church office is running quite smoothly due to the 

organization and supervision of the work that is handled routin·eiy .·. 
by the office. The nature and the ·amount of the wed~ is evaluated 
whenever necessary and in consultation with the secretary changes 
are introduced for contin~ed smooth operation. I take this 
opportunity to offer my heartfelt thanks and appreciation to o~r 
secretary Mrs. Natalie Merten, whose dedicated efforts often have 
been above and beyond the call of duty. 

2. Custodial Work 
The custodial work is also running efficiently and is 

.responsive to our parish needs due to occasional reevaluation and 
necessary adjustments that are made according to the changing 

.character of the work load. Our buildings and equipment are kept 
clean and orderly and our grounds are sufficiently well cared for. 
I would like ~o express 'my thanks and appreciation .to our 
custodian Mr. Minas Arakelian who continues to s~rve with much 
dedication .• 

3. Parish Business and Related Work 
The conduct of the official business of the church, be it on 

pastoral, parish, diocesan, or business level is processed through 
the church o·ff ice.. Most of .. the . official correspondence is als'o 
handled by the office under my administrative supervision. 

4.0rganizations,. Functions, Committees 
a. On The Parish,Level 
In my capacity as the ex-officio president of all church 

orgariizations and committees I attend meetings and functions 
whenever the need arises and when such a meeting/function does not 
conflict with a more overriding need. I try to ·~lso attend key 
Executive Committee meetings, and in general maintain contact with 
an organization for the purpose of both staying informed and 
providing the necessary leadership and guidance. 

b. On The Diocesa~ Level 
There are o~~asions when I am called upon by the Primate to 

perform a particular task or serve on a committee. I 'have assumed 
these responsibilities .and tried to fulfill my assignement to the· 
best of my abilities. There are also occasions when clergy of the 

.. area are c~lled to attend a certain diocesan funtion. 

c. On The Community Level 
There are occasions when invitations are extended· to me to 

att~nd a funct~on or an affair in the .Armenian Community at large. 
These may be invitations to l~cture, to serve on a committee or to 
attend a. certain program. I ,try to respond positively to such 
invitations time aMd circumstances permitting. 

d. Ecumenical Affairs 
The Fellowship of Christian Ministers of Fair Lawn continued to 

hold monthly meetings to discuss issues of common concern and 
interest, and to impliment programs that will benefit the whole 
community. We have now jothtly sponsored ecumenical services on 
occasions that are common to all churches and which are in 
compliance with each denominations's established policies. I must

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say that the participation of our parishioners in these joint 
services are not at a desirable level, and I t~ke this opportunity 
to urge everyone to participate more fully in these ecumenical 
liturgies. 

During the course of the year I have 
functions, events, meetings etc. in my 
St. Leon's. 

IV.EDUCATIONAL

The educational needs of the church-going Armenian public is 
a recognized fact. Cognizant of this reality and in an effort to 
respond to the particular needs in our parish, I continue my 
efforts to create opportunities and to provide the means to 
educate ou~ people. Here are some of them. 

~. Weekly Bulletins 
Our weekly biling~al bulletins include not only the 

announcements but also appropriate. ·lesson~, informations and 
reading material for that particular Sunday. During· 1989 51 issues 
of. the b~\lletin ·were prepared. 

b. Lradoo 
10 issues of the Lradoo were prepared and mailed during 1989. 

The editor·ia1 responsibilities of the Lradoo were carried capably 
by Mr. Leon Varjian, to whom I express my thanks and appreciation 
for a job well done. 

c. The Church and Armenian Schools 
The Church School is the main vehicle of Christian education 

for our children. As such it must receive our contihuous attention 
and care. The same is true of 'the Armenian School where our 
children learn their ancestral language, history and culture. I am 
available to both schools for advice and guidance. In the case of 
the Church School I maintain close contact with the Superintendant 
to insure maximum benefit for our students. For the fourth year in 
a row I continued to teach the high school grades in a course 
de~igned with the pa~ticular needs of our teen~gers in mind. THe 
course, which is taught over a period of three years (6 semesters) 
covers Bible; Doctrine; Sacraments; Ethics; . Liturgy and Church 
History. I would like to say here that when this particular 
program was introduced over four year's ·ago, there were many who 
were skeptical about its effectiveness, or whether such a program 
could hold our young people's attention for thre~ years in a row. 
I am very happy to say now that after a seemingly shake~ beginhing 
the program is now solidly in place, with an average of 17-18 
students in the program every ~ear,· and most importantly, ~11 the 
.students, by their own admission, benefiting greatly from their 
classes. Personally, it was a great source of s~ti~faction when a 
graduate. of the program~ ·now attending college, · came to me and 
wi~h great joy related how helpful these class~~ have been in the 
courses in college. And that in itself is enough to .continue our 
efforts in this field. 

A new endeavor this year was our participation, along with six 
other churches of Fair Lawn, in the Community Vacation Bible 
Scho61, which we hosted in our parish. Out ~f the 135 total 
students 20 were from our parish with a few teachers and 
volunteers as well. This very succussful project will be r~peated 
next summer also, and possibl~ annually.

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I take this opportunity to thank Mrs. Maryanne Mozian, the 
Chairperson of the Armenian School and her Committee of dedicated 
members. My deep gratitude goes also to Mrs. Linda Paroonagian, 
last year's Superintendant and this year's ·Assista~t 
Sup~rintendant of our· Church ~chool, and to Mrs~ Barbara 
Hovsepian, this year's Superintendant, for their untiring efforts. 
My appreciation also goes to the staff and faculty of the Church 
School for their dedication to the noble cause of educating our. 
children. 

d. Adult Education Classes 
In the past I tried to organize at least one set of classes for 

adult• on a specific subject. However, after some initial interest 
attendance dropped, yet judging from the comments of many 
parishioners the interest was there. Therefore, in an effort to 
respond to this parti~ular need I offered a five Sunday series of 
sermon-lectures on the Divine Liturgy. Most everyone commented 
favourably about this ~pproach and about the presentations in 
general. I'll continue ~o explore new ways to meet the· often 
spoken need of ~dult education. 

e. Personal Education 
As you all know, I am enrolled at Fordham University as a PH.D. 

candidate in theology. It's been over three years now that I have 
finished all the . requir~d courses~ and getting re~dy for ~y 
comprehensive exams before I embark on writing my dissertation. 
With the responsibilities of a full size parish and the demands on 
my time ever increasing~ I am finding it more and more difficult 
to devote any time to my personal studies. At this point however, 
I must say quite sadly, that as of last semester I asked for and I 
was gra~ted one year's leave of absence to evaluate .mY situation 
concerning my doctoral studies. I do not know what the future of 
my education will be, but I have full trust in God. With His 
guidance and help I will be able to make a decision. 

I have come to the end of-my report. t would like to take this 
opportunity to offer my thanks and appreciation to Mr. Charl~~ 
Pinajian, for his d~dicated work as Chairman of the Parish Council 
and to all the members of the Parish Council. My thanks and 
appreciation also go to the chairpersons of all church 
organizations, committees and the members of the executive bodies. 
Allow me also to express my sincerest thanks and appreciation· to 
·my wife Yeretzgin Sirarpi for her constant support and 
encouragement, and fo~·her genuine sharing in my ministry. Last 
but not least my deep·gratitude to all the memb~rs of·· St. L~on"s 
parish~ with whose unde~standing, cooperation and support 1989 
turned out to·be a rewarding year despite the many difficulties 
that challenged our will and our resolve.
