Rex kachigian~ Parish Council Chairman, 'stated ~hat according·to Section 17-B of our 

By-laws; he hereby d~clared the nomination of Very Reverend Father Vah~m Hovhanessian to be 

ratified by the General Assembly.

Father Vahan tha!Jked everyone and expressed his happiness vis-a~vis the assignment to be 

the spiritual leader of this community and President of the Parish Council. As to a brief review of 

his term at St. Leon, the following were the focal points: 

1. LITURGICAL. This is a very important aspect of the Church mission. The existence 

of this church is baseciupon the fact that we are Armenians who come here for the 
worship· of God.

2. PASTORAL. Father Vahan stipulated how important it is for him to know the .. 
community, even each.and.every one of our families~ He.continued noting that even a 

simple hospital visit would be inuch more meaningful if he knew the person. So, in order 

to facilitate this type of personal interrelationships, Father Vahan has been emphasizing the 

ill).portance ofhoine visitations and active participation in the church services. The 

Lradoo and the Sunday bulletins have devoted numerous articles and announcements in 

regards to pastoral home visitations. 
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The second aspect w~uld be the hospital visitations. Father Vahan pointed out that he has 

to be notified about an ailment or a hospitalization in orde~ to provide the spiritual support . 

The third and last point of the pastoral services are the relations he has established with 
other Armenian organizations, especiallywith the Hovnanian Armenian School and the 

Armenian Home for the Aged in Emerson. Father Vahanmentioned his visits to both 

organizations on a timely basis. He also mentioned his role in the local Fair Lawn clergy 

organization. 

3. COUNSELING SESSIONS: Father Vahan mentioned that families with either 
. spiritual or other family oriented problems found refuge in the church and her teaching. 

He was satisfied that through biblical references and counseling these families were able 
to overco~e their respectiv~ pr~blems. . '· · · 

F~ther .Vahan enumerated the various other programs he has started. 

Bible Study - .This group meets twice a ~lOnth to discuss and study various topics related 
to the books of the Bible. 

Discussion Group - Fifty to sixty people attend the meetings once a month. Discussion 
topics include liturgy, history and our faith as Armenian Christians. 

Deacon Training- The.churchpeeds younger people to get involved in the choir or to 
become Deacons. Hayr Soorp noted he has 10 to 12 new members with whom he meets 

every Friday evening and for which he has prepared a set of new booklets to help them 
prepare for their services. 

Armenian Conversational Classes - Classes are held every Friday to help parents and 
young adults learn more about the culture and language. 
Choral Group- This group meets every other Tuesday and is a sister group of the Choir . 

. The main theme of the Choral Group is to boost our Armenian heritage through Armenian 
folk and popular songs 

Hayr Soorp also stated that he is also pursuing his doctorate at Fordham University. He 

had spent the last two weeks in ~orne at the Biblicum to continue his research studies 
towards the Ph.D. in Bibiical Studies. 

The Sunday Bulletin. is issued on a ~eekly basis and includes biblic~l readings, prayers in 

English and Armeruan, as well as church announcements. Hayr Soorp pointed out that no 

public announcement gets inserted in the bulletin without his· consent and approval. 
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The Lradoo is generally 10 to 12 pages, very didaCtic. Contents include articles about the 

Bible, Liturgy and Church traditions in both English and Armenian. 

Administration: There was a communications problem between the organizations and the 

office at the beginning, but Hayr Soorp is very optimistic about the future. He noted the 

addition of another secretary .who is also a parish member, Mrs. Mary Ann Mozian. The 
office also has a new computer. Hayr Soorp asked that all correspondence be addressed 
to him and to please feel free to call him in case of a question or any problems. 

Organizations: Hayr Soorp thanked all the organizations, starting with Parish Council. 

He noted that the last six months were very fruitful, and thanked Parish Council Ghairman, 

Rex Kachigian, and the other members for attending the meetings so diligently, despite the 

latest weather conditions. 

He thanked the ACYOA Seniors for their determination to keep this organization strong 
and active. He thanked the Women's Guild, the Choir, the executive bodies of all. 

organizations, the chairpersons, all the volunteers such as the Altar Guild members, the 

faithful women who prepare the Mahs, the Altar Servers, the senior Deacons, Charles 

Pinajian and Sarkis Soultanian, for their help. He thanked the choir directo~, George 
Paroonagian, and last but not least he .thanked the custodian, Minas Arakelian, for his 

services, his devotion and concern.

Sarkis Bedevian raised the issue of giving back so% of ~ny balarice the organizations 

carry by the end of the fiscal year versus giving back to Parish Council 80% of the net income 

after expenses ofa given fiscal year. Mr. Bedevian stated that the Parish Council had opted for

this new resolution. , He felt this took away th~ incentive for organizations to work since no funds

Rex Kachigian answered that the Auditing Committee was ·responsible in the collection of 

the 80% ofthe bidances and Palish Council had no say in this. Mr. lshkanian felt that he basically 
agrees that organizations give 80% of the balance to Parish Council but, .(1 )"there is no continuity 

among treasurers, o( organizations and.- (2) various people could be handling large sums. of money 

and after a certain number. of years the 20% will add up to a substantial amount. Therefore if it is 

given to. Paris~ .C'~U'~cil, in tum ~hen the organization needs any fund~ they should appro~ch 
Parish ~o~ncii.and get the needed funds. 

Mr. Bedevian reiterated that this came up two years ago when, Parish Council could 
not come ~th enough funds, they went ahead and decided to apply this new formula of getting 
80% of the total balance. · 

. Margaret Semonian confirmed that Parish Council asked for the Women's Guild savings 

account which was established some 4o· years ~go with the remaiiting 20% from··~~~h ¥ear. 

John Nakashian stated that Women's Guild had this secret fund ,:which ended up 
mushrooming ~nto thousands of dollars. 

Sarkis Soultanian answered that the organizations are not set ·up to play finances but 

instead those funds are for the welfare of the parish and that is exactly how they should be 

allocated . 

. .• 
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Linda Paroonagian, Sunday School Superintendent~ stated that this is going to create an 
immense problem. The school collects dues in September and in 1994 plans to have its major 

. . . . 

fund raiser which is the Christmas Pageant in December. Funds would be transferred to Parish 
Council at that time. This would create problems for the operation of the Sunday School. Mrs. 
Paroonagian asked if in such an instance a~ exception would be made and funds could be 
transferred to Parish Council in May by t~e end of the Sunday Sc~o?l year.

Robert Ishkanian replied that if need be, Parish Council would make an advance to the 

school. 

Mrs. Paroonagian said that in this case the advance would be reflected in the budget. 

Mr. Bedevian noted with more concrete examples that this percentage of the total balance 
. would leave an organization with no working capital. 

Chairman Joseph Basralian stated that the Parish Council will ~dvise the organizations 
about this matter. Since the system has been working for such a number of years he did not see a 
reason to impose another policy. 

Dr. Knarig Khatchadurian-Meyer noted this happened during her term as Parish Council 

Chairperson and at the time organizations had lots of funds and nothing was being done .. There 
was an instance when a treasurer of one organization had passed away leaving no clarifications. 
Therefore, based upon these factors the Parish Council, at the time, decided to adopt the 80% of 
the total balance decision. 

A motion was made to accept the budget. The motion was second~d and pas~ed. 

Memorial Accounts: Robert Ishkanian pointed out that these should have been broken 
down according to the families. This will be taken care of next year. Mr. Ishkanian thanked 
.Dennis Tarzian for the excellent analysis job he did on the Endo_wment Fund. 

Hayr Soorp wanted to clarify two aspects of the Memorial Fund: 

1. The Pastor and the Church Office must be informed of the wishes of the family before 
the "In Lieu ofFiowers" checks are received. 

2. "In Lieu of Flowers" cannot be channeled to different organizations through the 
Church Office. The church will receive and process only the checks iss:ued to St. Leon 
Armenian Church and her organizations. 
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Church Expansion: Sarkis Souitanian stated that this project was started some seven 
years ago. Plans were postponed, although Parish Council passed a resolution ·which provided 
that construction will not start until . 75% of the required funds were· pledged. · Due· to the .. 
extraordinary events in Armenia, mainly the earthquake, followed by the issue ofKarabagh, things 
wer~ postponed. Parish Co~ncil requested that Sarkis Gabrellian and he, Sarkis .Soultanian, 
co-chair this committee and revive the project. Mr: Soultanian mentioned they just assumed their 
new responsibilities and there is a great deal to be done, starting with getting permits, etc. 
Thomas Ashbahian is also assisting them. The blueprints were available for all to see and inquire 
about after the Assembly. Mr. Soultanian noted that four members have already pledged 
$180,000.00 and we have $20,000.00 in funds. 

John Demirdjian asked what was the total anticipated cost of this project. 

·Mr. Soultanian estimated , the cost to be s~mewhere between $400,000.00 and 
$450,000.00, but is confidant the project will receive a positive response from the entire 
community .. Mr. Soultanian said he would be glad to answer any questions and take pledges.

Linda Galgano noted that she is not familiar with the project and needed some 
. information. 

The expansion will include -A new dome in the Narthex. 
- A large dome in the center of the church (both sides of the 

church would be enlarged to accommodate the larger 
dome) 

- There will be an elevator for the handicapped. 
-Reorganization of Parish Council room, the offices, 

the attic as a conference room, etc. 
- The ramp for handicapped will be eliminated. 

Barbara Hovsepian· noted the Narthex would also include a coat room. 

Helen Mazoujian·n.oted the efficiency of the ramp compared to an elevator. 

Mr. Soultanian stated this elevator would have a large capacity and would be able to 
accommodate a wheel chair.

"The bread which we break. is it not the communion ofthe body of Christ? For we being many 

are one bread, and one body: for we are all partakers of that one bread."

"We," the members of St. Leon Armenian Church, "are all partakers ofthat one .. bread." 
Indeed the central mission ofany.parish with all its organizations MUST be the Holy Communion 
of the Life-giving body and blood of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. ALL the programs and 
activities of the Church MUST be geared to focus on this central theme in the mission of the 
Church. It is through and around the Chalice of our Lord that Christians all around the world 
come together as one family partaking from the one and same body and bloo~ of the Savior. All 
the other liturgical and social activities of the Church are consequences; celebrations, results and 
outcomes of the coming together of the one worshipping family of God. It was the above quoted 
saying of the apostle Paul that came to my mind as I was reflecting upon the blessed and 
successful year we enjoyed in 1994. Above all, I believe, our community grew up to understand 
the purpose of its existence as a worshipping family of God, enriched with a common religious 
and ethnic tradition. A better understanding of the meaning of the Divine Liturgy made us also 
understand and accept each other better. Despite the various differences among our families and 
members, we strived to come together every Sunday as one worshipping family and to partake 
from the same bread and wine. Indeed, it would make no sense to call God "Our Father" if the 
members of the same worshipping family, i.e. parish, do not accept their fellow Christians and 
members as their brothers and sisters. 
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Christianity is a life long journey. Every day we grow and mature more and more in our 
faith. As the pastor of this community I am convinced that we have already taken serious steps in 

·the path of this inspiring journey. Our Church services and various activities are indications and 
revelations of the. consequence of the spiritual growth that our community enjoyed during 1994. 
It is, therefore, with words of Thanksgiving to my Lord, and with great spiritual satisfaction ·that I 
present to you this report of our Church activities during the past year. ·

to the .tradition of the Armenian Orthodox Apostolic. Church. We extended our Morning Service 
.to 45 minutes, ~hich started at 9:45.- A typical .sunday service in our church began with· parts 
from the Armenian Nocturn' followedby parts from·the Matins. This was foliowed_by Badarak, 
Divine Liturgy. In· addition to the Sunday services, the liturgical activities included· also ·ather 

. servi~es such a~ t~e Res~ ~np Peace Servic~s during Great Lent, the services du,ring_Holy Week, 
Blessmg of the Field (Antasdan), Blessing of Grapes, Sunday School Communiori'_ Breakfast, 
Christmas Eve·& Day Service. · · 

2. Sacraments: Sacraments would have no meaning if the person or farillly requesting it has no 
. idea what it is about and what it means. I made sure that those who requested sacraments had a 

counseling session with me to discuss the sacrament, its Biblical foundation and its· litt.irgical 
meaiii~g ·as practiced in the Armenian Church. These Life-giving sacraments should NOT be 
reduced to mere rituals that people purchase whenever they want tol The total number of 
sacraments performed· in· St. Leon Church for. the year .1994 was 40 with the following 

· breakdown: 3 0 Baptisms and I 0 Weddings. There were also 19 funeral services. · 

3.. Special Services: Our community Witnessed two very inspiring elevation and ordination 
services. The first one was my elevation to the rank of Vartabed on March 20, 1994. And the 
second one was the consecration of six of our youth as Sub-Deacons on July 10, 1994. Both 
services were presided over by His Eminence Abp. Khajag Barsamian, the Primate of our 
Diocese. .. 

· I· would like to take this opportunity to thank Rev. Fr. · Carnig Hallajian and Rev. ·Fr. 
Arnak Kasparian who frequently joined and helped in our liturgical celebrations. I would like to 
also thank our two senior, Deacoris Charles Pinajian and Sarkis Soultanian for their .. devoted 
services· to· the Church. · Thanks to our Choir, its director Mr. George Paroonagian, and its 

· dedicated members. Many tharlks to Lucy Dabagian for making herself available for the Church 
services whenever needed. My special thanks to our altar servers, acolYtes and their parents. 

·:m Pastoral:::· . ;' . .. . . . . . 
This aspect .. of my ministry included home visitations which gave me· the opportunity to better 
kilow the community of St.·Leon. It allowed us also to share our concerns and questions about 
the ininistry and future of the Armenian Church.·· My pastoral ministrY ·also included .counseling 
sessions for members or families of our Church who were experiencing difficulties or problems, 

. and who found refuge in the larger family of the Church and her teachings. Visiting the various 
neighboring Anrienian institutions such as_ the Armenian Home ~~r. the _Aged in· Emerson and the 
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Hovnanian School in New Milford, continued to be a. part of. my· pastoral ministry. Another 
.. O,iniportant aspect of this ministry was hospital visitations. The names of the hospitalized members 
are listed weekly in the bulletin so thatthe whole community is infomied and may join the Church ·•' 

· in praying .for their speedy recovery and well being; . · • 

Dl) Education: 
1. Bible Study: We continued our bi-monthly gathering. The group finished the introductory

addition to our two senior Deacons, 'we have six Sub-Deacons, and four new participants,. in the 
training program. The group continued meeting every Friday evening; . '.Their presence .and 
contribution to the church services made these services even more inspiring. Thank you guys. 

· ·The group was honored by the end of the past year when· they were. invited to . be th~. honored 
guests ofHis Ermnence Abp. Khajag Barsamian in the Diocese. Following the dinner, the 10~tar 

. servers enjoyed an inspiring evening . Vespers which was presided over by· His Eminence the

· · 4. Badarak 101: This was a mini-course that we offered during the summer. It included five 
sessions which covered the following topics: the-Biblical origins ofBadarak, Badarak in.the first 
centuries of Christianity, the Development of the Armenian Church Badarak, Priest, Deacon, 

.,.. Choir and·. Congregation and their function in ·the Badarak, ·and the meaning ,of Badarak as
