The Toronto and Montreal.· 
parishes (each consisting of 350~members) wer~­
assessed on a $17,000 figure, but only reported 
$14,380, where St. Gregory's parish of 60 members 
was on a similar $17,000 figure and faithfully 
kept up in payments. Questions then arose con.:.;·.

This urgent need for more outside income was 
reiterated by Dr. Bagdasarian. He encouraged

Mr. Kachadourian 
stating that a good portion of our budget 
is in control by the Diocese and not us. 

F; Nishan Ketchoyian and John Eogdasarian·stated that 
pledges of some $2600 received in 1976 were not 
received in 1977. The last amount received was 
$1,000 from the Wome~'s Guild. 

G: As part of the budget this year at the Diocesan · 
Assemblyin Providence, it was passed that all clergy 
partic1pate in an IRA plan (proposed by. Connecticut 
General Life). The Diocese proposed that each parish 
allocate $750 for this IRA plan. The proposal was 
voted down by parish council. Our Parish Council 
would not participate until the matter was brought 
forth to the parishoners. 
1. Deacon Hrair stated-to his knowleoge that th(!re 

was no formal group retirement: plan among c+ergy 
2. Ralph Hatoonian thought that IRA was a goo1~plan 

and Dr. Fattal seconded it. (if not IRA then money 
should be set.aside for some retirement plan) 

3. Mrs. Alice Boyajian was for IRA plan and supported 
the Diocesan assessment plan. St. Gregory's could 
not survive without Diocese 

4. Henry Kachadour~an thought that with increas~.in · 
expenses for upcoming year that St. Gregory's 
could have problems ge~erating the $750 for IRA 
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5. Louise Kontos added th8.t Der Hayr along with St. 
Gregory's come up with the $750' annum for IRA. 

6. General discussion among parishioners concert)ing future 
of St. Gregory's included: 

a. Dr. Fattal thought that new Parish Council 
should discuss with.Diocese of assessment 
inequity. 

b. Der Hayr appealed to all members to pull and 
work together, to ra.ine funds as a WHOLE and

7. Dr. Rejebian made a motion to vote a maximum annual con­
tribution of $750 above ann beyond salary for Der Hayr's 
retirement plan (IRA) starting in 1978. Mr. Michael 
Medzigian seconded the motion-. ( It was previously 
oecided 1. that perish council would determine whether 
contributions to the IRA fund be kept separate from . 
pledge .. income and 2. a closed vote be teJren for. apprpva.ly· · · 
of IRA fund). _.:~ . . 
The formation of an IRA plan was passed by a 24 yes to· . 
13 no vote. · 

8. Mr. Nishan Ketchoyian continued with General Business. 
a. Port Crane Property Development-

included installation of septic tank, sewer lines, 
the la-nd was graded wi. th addition of top soil 
with future intention of refurbiohing picnic 
house (Bathroom installation, rerrigerator,etc.) 
Total cost of project was estimated at $2500. 
When question was brought up of renting picnic 
area to outsiders, Parish Council decided against 
proposal due to addition of liability insurance, 
etc. 

b. Church roof was repaired twice in 1977 plus 
the addition of new storage area amounted to 
a total cost of $7500.
