2. A parcel of medicine, twenty two pounds, was ship-
ped to beirut via Cyprus early in 1977. Since no acknow=-
ledpment was received from the addressee, we had to assume
that the package never reached its intended destination.

3. Ve appealed to the local American Red Cross for
assistance in sending overseas the quantity of supply on
hand. iir., Donsld Hanna, the head of the local chapter
contacted his headqguarters in seeking ways &nd means to
gccommodate us. Unfortunately, because of rules and
zuidelines of the ilational fmerican Red Cross regarding
such matters, no avenue could be found for shipment.

4, 'In view of shipment of supplies being impossible,
Mr. Hanna suggested that perhaps they could be of
sssitance 1f funds could be made available for transmittal
via the Red CUross to a hospitsl in Beirut.

5., Two crates of supplies - £50-300 1lbs.- are on hand
iIn storage awaiting the tine when shipment to Lebanon may
be pheasable .’
