The rea,l harm vTas done to the sacred tradition· or; our 
churcp. ~If they persist d:n disrep;aJ:?ding the age-old traditions, sooner· 
or later they will find themselves out of' touch 'Hith our church., I made 
up the difference by visiting the elderly, the widows, ,the widow~rs1 and. 
in re.turn I received their blessings,!:blessings that cannot be b/:mght, .

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. 1 :Hhe·n I took office, our churc}1 used to issue a circular vrhi.ch 
included mainly the religious calendar. of the month. 1ve did not hav'e a 
newsletter in the true· sense 6f th~ w6rd. There was the need of a news­
letter befi ttirig our connnuni ty. I took upon myself the re spons ib:ili;tY .. 
for it, 1knoHing full well the difficulties involved. It ·vras cons:idered . 
a real challene;e under r,iven circ~st·ances. Shortly, the first i'ssu'e of 
the newsletter came out 1rri th a promis:ing title SUJITRISE. \ve started ~is-

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;: ·,When I assumed past.o~al respohsibii:i.t·tos_, Armenian weekly classes 
· did· not~ exist. I considere'ci ·1 t necessary to···establish or re-establ~sh it 

provided that minimum three ·person's e'nroled in it. I did not waft for the 
·fall }season to start classes. I st~rt'ed off at the begimi.ing of jth~ sum­
mer season. My intention ·vJas to give opportunity to our youths to join. it 
s·ince; t~ey were· on school vacat_i~n~ Unfortu~ately the Armenian ~.la~ses 
had 11-0 ~ppeal fo,r them. Around f~f~~eh. persops participated in :L.t. Late. 
enrolment-considerably interfered w~th the pace of the work. Each time 
someone doined the classes, I fe1t,compelled to start from the obt~et.

' more or less in.his own native lang~age. The language is the mos~ effec-: 

tive Bond which-identifies one with;,_,hi1s people. How can we feel a sense ' 
. · of hel:on~ing to our beloved forefat~_.er·s_ when we have ceased spealt;ing the 
· srume language ... and lost even the desire\ to learn it. Those who stay away 

from Armenian classes making the excuse of not having time_, I can give 
them the :example of two ·doctors attending, the Armenian c·lasses despite 
being 1extremely tied up. Therefore_,\the thing which lacks is not the time 

.. but the w_illingness. To me_, to make f_the Armenian classes available fs a i 
matterl, of national conscience. Seven' months ago_, in my first sermon_,, I \
