Highlighted events were: a SUNY conference (2/91),
badarak with former St. Gregory pastor Fr. George
Arakelian, and annual church pienic (7/91), and 60th
Anniversary Banquet and Celebration of our church in
conjunction with the annual visit of Archbishop
Khajag Barsamian.

With regard to finances: Mr. Ketchoyian stated that
the church is. "holding its own with money in the bank."

B. Church Organization Reports

1. The Sunday School program has been discontinued due
to a lack of students.

2. The Women's Guild repori was prepared and read by
Virginia Terrell. (Financial report for 1991 is
enclosed)

3. Women's Guild hosted 12 events, shows a $3,530.94
current balance, and will donate $1,000. to the
Parish Council in January, 1992.

4. Women's Guild in the Binghamton area was organized
in March, 1924.

5. Highlights of this year's activities include
Armenian Christmas and Mid-~Lenten Dinners, Basterma
Breakfast, tribute to Mrs. Saterig Ketchoyian for
67 years of membership and service, retreat at the
Apalachin Methodist Church, bake sale for donation
to Armenian Relicf Sociely, and continuation of the
monthly Armenian cooking class sessions.

6. The Auditor's report was read by Mike Ketchoyian
(report of income and expenditures included). Liquid
assets have incréased by 8-9 thousand over 1991.

7. Memorial donations were high, interest items totaled
over $3,000., and the summation of isolated events in
1991 have brought in over $10,000. (Committee - Mike
Ketchoyian, John Bogdasarian, Ursula Findikyan).

1. The Financial report and proposed budget was

prepared and read by Treasurer Lucas Sarkisian.
There is $2,000- $3,000 to go from operating
account into Capital Reserve Account when money
can be accessed.

Income and expenditure flgures are proposed
similar to 1991 figures since inflation is rela-
tively low at present. A new item for 1992 is a
Refugee Resettlement category (shown with equal
amounts for income and expenses) to assist the
Armenian family from Baku, Azerbaijan who has
recently arrived, and other familics who may
also settle in the Binghamton area. Donations
for resettlement are figured for one month's
support per family.

A motion wag made to have donatLOns for Refugee
Resettlement made under a scparate fund. The
motion was made by Dr. George Rejebian, seconded
by Mike Ketchoyian, and passed.
