Assembly in Chicago, Illinois . 

In August, our parish hosted a historic visit by the Archbishops of the 
United States and Canada, Archbishop Khajag Barsamian and Archbishop Hovnan 
Derderian. This was a 1000 mile missionary tour of several cities of the North­
east for St. Nerses Armenian Seminary. The response of our community was most 
gratifying. 

At the end of August, our Primate, Archbishop Khajag Barsamian, visited our 
parish. The Parish Council had an extensive meeting with Serpazan and among 
other things, the concept of Binghamt on and Syracuse sharing a priest was dis­
cussed . The Primate told us to proceed with inquiries in this matter and in 
October the Parish Council met with the Syracu. Parish Council in Syracuse.
