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RULES AND REGULATIONS
CONCERNING CHURCH MEMBERSHIP

All persons who have been baptized and confirmed in the Armenian Church, who
accept its doctrine, canons and rites, and who fulfill their obligations to the church
and community, shall be members in good standing of the Parish Church and shall
constitute the Parish Assembly.

. Every member of the Parish, 18 years of age or over, shall pay to his (or her) church

an annual due, the amount of which shall be determined by the Diocesan Assembly.
Such amount may be increased, but not decreased by the Parish Assembly.

. Members in good standing of a Parish Church, who are 18 years of age or over, may

participate in the assemblies of the same parish and may vote, provided that at least
six months have elapsed since the date of their registration as members of the parish
and their dues have been paid. They may be eligible for office one year after
becoming members, provided they have attained the age of 21. 5

. Members who fail to pay their dues for one or more years, automatically forfeit

their right to vote at Parish Assemblies or to hold elective office within the parish.
Such members may reinstate these rights by payment of their dues in arrears for at
least the previous two years.

. No one may be a voting member in more than one parish at the same time.”

RULES AND REGULATIONS
GOVERNING PARISH ASSEMBLY

The Agenda of the Parish Assembly shall be prepared by the Parish Priest and the
Parish Council. Other matters of new business may be added by majority vote of
the Parish Assembly.

At Parish Assemblies the presence of a minimum of one-third of the eligible voting
membership or fifty members shall constitute a quorum, and decisions shall be
rendered by majority vote of members present and voting.

In a Parish Assembly each member shall be entitled to one vote which is not
transferable and must be cast in person. In case of a tie vote the presiding officer
shall cast the deciding vote or he shall authorize a second balloting upon the same
question.

The Parish Priest shall preside over the meeting of the Parish Council and the Parish
Assembly.”

PASTOR’S REPORT
Dear Parishioners:

With the grace and mercy of God we, the members of St. John’s Armenian Church
Community, have spent another year under the shadow of our Holy Mother Church. With
a clear conscience, I declare that I did my human utmost in providing pastoral care and
guidance to St. John’s and her members, without sparing the graces which the Lord God
has bestowed upon me. I am grateful to God for the opportunity to serve St. John’s
Armenian Church for another year.

WORSHIP SERVICES

In 1985, the Rev. Fr. Haik Donikian, Assistant Pastor, assisted me in the Church
Services and in attending to the needs of our Church and Community.

Divine Liturgy was celebrated, and Armenian and English sermons were delivered
every Sunday. Services were also offered during the week in accordance with the require-
ments of our Church traditions.

We also assisted our Sister Parishes during the year whenever the need arose. We
will continue to provide the services of a clergyman to our Sister Parishes in their times
of need.

SACRAMENTS AND RITES

During 1985, the following Sacraments and Rites were officiated: Baptism and
Confirmation of infants and adults, 72; Engagement Services, 8; Holy Matrimony, 38; and
Funeral Services, 65.

PASTORAL VISITATIONS

Hospital visitations, nursing home visitations to the sick and elderly, home visita-
tions for consolation, home blessings, visitations with families of the Parish in connection
with the Sacraments and for various other reasons have been attended to by myself and
Fr. Haik Donikian, conscientiously and to the utmost of our ability. I would like to
remind our parishioners to inform the Church Office directly when the services of a
clergyman are needed.



ADULT RELIGIOUS EDUCATION PROGRAMS

Under the sponsorship of St. John’s Armenian Church and the Church School, the
Adult Religious Education Program continued in 1985. Adult Religious Education
courses, featuring Armenian Church History as the subject, were continued under my
instruction. An Adult Religious Education course on the Divine Liturgy was offered by
Mr. Martin Cholakian.

Bible Study Classes were conducted in the Armenian language during the year by
Fr. Haik Donikian.

We urge our parishioners to avail themselves of these opportunities to learn more
about our Church and her teachings.

ADMINISTRATIVE DUTIES

My administrative responsibilities duririg the past year have included office work
and management, Parish Council and Church Auxiliary Organizations’ general body and
committee meetings, attendance and participation in organizational functions, promotion
of educational and cultural programs, identification and description of artifacts for
cataloguing purposes, coordination of Church organizations, fund-raising and involvement
in the various aspects of our Building Expansion Project.

PUBLICATIONS AND PUBLIC RELATIONS

I continued to follow closely and offer my time and advice to the Editor of our
Church Monthly Publication through the month of March. At that time Ms. Gloria
Bayekian, who had edited the Torch Bearer for exactly ten years, felt that the time had
come to relinquish this position. Since April, I have assumed the responsibility of Acting
Editor of the Torch Bearer. ,

Public relations during 1985, were generally confined to presence at, and offering
invocations and presenting lectures to various Armenian organizations, conducting
Church tours for religious, educational, and youth groups for the purpose of introducing
the Armenian Church, history, and cultural heritage.

Choirmaster; and Mrs. Michelle Medley who
worked diligently during the past year to make our services dignified and inspiring.



During the officiation of the Sacraments and Rites of our Church, Deacons Ara
Haig, Daniel Shahan, John Semizian, Michael Ohanesian, Mihran Hoplamazian, Richard
Norsigian, Hagop Asadurian, and John Kazanjian have assisted us as often as possible, and
we thank them for their concern for the dignity of our Sacramental Services. 1 also ex-
tend my appreciation to Mardig Hatcherian for conscientiously carrying out the duties of
the Sacristan, maintaining the beauty and decor of the sanctuary, both for our regular
Church Services and for the Sacramental Rites without remuneration.

ACKNOWLEDGMENT OF COMMITTEES

With deep gratitude, 1 would at this time like to extend my appreciation to the
following Committees and their Chairmen: 1000 Club Raffle Chairman, Jack Kazanjian;
Oriental Rug Chairman, Dr. Gary Zamanigian; Bazaar ’85 Chairmen, Frank and Desire
Pulice; and Bingo Committee Chairman, Sooren Yavruian and to every member of their
committees for their tireless efforts to improve the financial position of our Church.

We have come to rely upon all of the above annual fund-raising projects. It is a
concern of mine and of the Parish Council, as it should be the concern of each and every
parishioner, that without the efforts of these committees the resources of our Church
would have fallen short of her needs.

Once a year, I write to our parishioners asking if they can find it within their means
and their hearts to raise their yearly pledges, because obviously the minimum pledge set
by the Parish Assembly is not enough to operate our Church. We are all proud of our
Church, and we expect our Church to be there when we need it. The efforts of all the
above Fund Raising Committees have provided needed added revenue for our Church,
but if we could meet our budget through pledges we would not have to be dependent
upon fund-raising events. The minimum pledge of $100 per individual or $200 per couple
should be adhered to by all means. Making a pledge for less than the minimum is the
privilege of only full time students, retirees on a limited income, and those who are
unemployed. If you have children who are eighteen years of age or older, I am appealing
to you now to ask them to become pledged members of the Church, paying their pledges
themselves. By shielding them from their obligation to the Church now, you are denying
them the process of learning their responsibility to their Church, and also halting the
further growth of our Church membership.

SPECIAL FEATURES OF 1985

St. John’s officially commemorated the 70th Anniversary of the Genocide of the
Armenian People on Sunday, April 28 in a dramatic manner. It was a distinct honor to
have Governor James Blanchard and Senator Carl Levin participate in the Commemora-
tive Program following the Requiem Divine Liturgy. On this occasion, St. John’s solicited
donations for the starving peoples of Africa, for when our people faced starvation as a
result of the massacres, it was through the generosity of America and the European
Nations that the remnants of the Armenian people were saved. Our community, as usual,
adhered to the appeal and responded generously. The entire community also came forth
when asked to subsidize the publication of statements in the Detroit Free Press condemn-
ing the genocide and demanding recognition of the facts by both the United States and

" Turkish Governments. Extensive news coverage was given to the Armenians during the
entire week preceding our Commemoration, bringing the tragic events which befell our
people seventy years ago to the forefront. St. John’s received more coverage than any



community in the country for the Commemoration of the 70th Anniversary of the
Genocide. Our community can be extremely proud of this accomplishment, since today
our goal is to bring about an awareness in the non-Armenian community of the plight of
our people, and to awaken feelings of ethnic consiousness in those Armenians who are
wavering in their allegiance to their roots. We must continue in our efforts to educate the
public regarding the Genocide and achieve recognition of the facts throughout the world.

In June, 1985, construction of the third phase of our ambitious Building Expansion
Project was completed. The Museum, Library and a new Multi-Purpose Meeting Room has
been added to the south side of the Cultural Building. Only the interior finishes remain.

St. John’s Armenian Church celebrated the 25th Anniversary of my Ordination to
the Priesthood on Sunday, December 1, 1985. His Eminence, Archbishop Torkom
Manoogian, Primate of the Eastern Diocese of the Armenian Church was present to
preside over the day’s festivities. Following Church Services, 900 parishioners and friends
attended the elegant Banquet tendered in my honor. I take this opportunity to thank
each and every individual for their presence and for the tremendous outpouring of love
and respect extended me. I also wish to thank our parishioners for the beautiful gold
cross presented to me on this occasion. At this time, I extend my appreciation to the
Anniversary Committee for their efforts in making this important day, a very special one
for me.

CHALLENGES FACING US IN THE NEW YEAR

In 1986, the foremost challenge we face is the development of our Senior Citizens
Housing Complex. We have come to the realization, after years of applying to the govern-
ment, that financial subsidy will not be forthcoming from the Federal Government. How-
ever, we remain steadfast in our determination to construct housing for our elderly and
handicapped. St. John’s will fund the project through various means, relying upon our
own resources. We are presently considering the Church site for the location of these
facilities.

We must continue and reinforce the programs which keep our youth active in our
community. The need for a camp for our youth is urgent. It is important for us to
remember that we must provide an environment where we can strengthen the religious
and cultural values of the youth of our Church Community. We must bring our young
people together for extended periods of time, so that they will develop lasting friend-
ships. In 1986, we have made arrangements to use the facilities of Camp Ohiyesa in Holly,
Michigan for a two week period in August. We must encourage our young people to
participate, and hopefully, this will be the first step in filling the void which now exists.

Before the end of 1986, our community will witness the opening of our magnifi-
cent Museum and Library. Our rich cultural heritage will be focused upon through these
facilities, which cannot be rivaled anywhere in North America. St. John’s can be proud of
its determination and success in leaving a legacy to succeeding generations.

Again, a major challenge which faces us in 1986 is the financial security of our
Church. During the past year we made feeble attempts towards the goal of making St.
John’s financially self-sufficient through Project Integrity. We have already received small
perpetual funds from a few individuals and are assured of receiving additional ones in
1986. However, in order to achieve our ambitious goal, all of us should participate in this
project. Each of us ought to designate and contribute a certain sum for the Church to
utilize its proceeds for perpetuity. The intent is not necessarily to receive thousands of
dollars from each individual. A few hundred dollars could be a beginning in your name or
as a memorial donation in your family’s name. Everyone’s donations combined will meet



the goal of providing for the financial needs of our Church. Also, consider the Church in
your will, if you can afford; beyond the responsibility of your family. If you know of an
individual without a family, suggest that the Church become the beneficiary in their
will. These wise provisions will secure our own future, and that of our children and grand-
children. With financial independence, the benefits of fellowship will be the goal of the
various efforts presently undertaken, without making us lose sight of what constitutes the
proper projects for our Church.

On Sunday, November 30, 1986, St. John’s will celebrate its 55th Anniversary,
1931-1986. For the past 55 years St. John’s has played a significant role in our com-
munity and holds the distinction as the leading Parish in our Diocese. With God’s help
and guidance, we have attained accomplishments never dreamed of by our forefathers,
and we are known for these achievements throughout the world. We must join together to
celebrate this anniversary and to thank God for his bountiful blessings and to reaffirm our
faith and devotion to our Church.

APPRECIATION AND CONCLUSION

I take this opportunity to express my heartfelt gratitude and appreciation to Rev.
Fr. Haik Donikian, to the members of the Parish Council, and especially the Chairman of
the Parish Council, Mr. Arthur S. Mardigian, the Armenian Apostolic Society, Church
Auxiliary Organizations and their Executive Bodies, Church Standing Committees, as
well as to individual parishioners for their cooperation, services and sacrifices which
enabled our Church to conclude another fruitful year. The accomplishments and the
success of our Church are their pride and fulfiliment.

I pray that God will bless each and every one of us abundantly. May the Lord God
also give us guidance and perseverance to continue our good works.

PARISH COUNCIL CHAIRMAN’S MESSAGE

We have completed an eventful year in 1985 and we are looking forward with great
anticipation to our 55th Anniversary in 1986. The highlight of 1985 was our Observance
of the 70th Anniversary of the Armenian Genocide. This carefully planned and well
co-ordinated event received the maximum coverage in the news media. We must never
forget our Martyrs and we must all be involved for the recognition of the Armenian
Genocide in the annals of World History.

We have developed several new projects over the last 15 years to generate income to
meet our expenses, but the two main sources of our income are membership dues and the
Cultural Hall Operation. We are in the process of evaluating our entire operation so that
we can decide on our future plans. We are working on plans to generate more income
from the Hall Operation. Our overall financial position must be improved with endow-
ments and funds so that we can meet the rising costs in all phases of our daily operation.

We will be spending $180,000.00 in 1986 to repair the Church roof and carpet and
paint the Church Cultural Hall. These costs are necessary to keep our aging complex in
top condition for the Armenian Community. We are fortunate to have funds for these
items in our Future Building Maintenance Fund. We have also established a Kitchen
Maintenance Fund to help us meet expenses in that area.

We need the continued support and involvement of all the members of St. John’s

to meet our current needs and the future requirements that our Parish will be committed
to. In this way, we can strengthen the character of our Church.

PARISH COUNCIL PROPOSALS

These Proposals will be presented by the Parish Council at the Annual Parish
Assembly to be held on Friday, February 28, 1986.

Proposal No. 1 :

The policy of the Annual Parish Assembly of St. John’s Armenian Church will
allow voting for the elected positions of the Parish until 10:00 P.M., at the meeting. The
meeting will be scheduled to start at 8:00 P.M., and the scheduled starting time and the
time for the close of voting will be placed on the Invitation and Agenda of the Annual
Parish Assembly. This voting time policy will take effect beginning at the 1987 Annual
Parish Assembly.

Proposal No. 2

The policy of the Annual Parish Assembly of St. John’s Armenian Church will be
that all valid ballots for the elected positions of the Parish must have the correct total of
votes for the vacancies to be elected. For example, if 5 persons are to be elected for a
vacancy, the ballot in order to be valid must have 5 votes for that position. If the ballot
has more or less than 5 the ballot will be null and void and will not be counted for the
elections. This voting policy will take effect beginning at the 1987 Annual Parish
Assembly.

PARISH COUNCIL MEETINGS

The Parish Council held 25 regular meetings and 5 special meetings. The special
meetings were held for the election of the Parish Council Executive Body, building
policies and also with the Diocesan Delegates.

The Council also held meetings with various other committees concerning Church
projects and activities.

SPECIAL PARISH ASSEMBLIES

The Parish Council called for a Pre-Diocesan Assembly on Tuesday April 30, 1985.
The issues of the 1985 Diocesan Assembly were reviewed and discussed. There were 39
members present, therefore, this was an informative meeting only.

On Tuesday, May 28, 1985, a Post-Diocesan Assembly was called by the Parish
Council at which time the Diocesan Delegates reported on the decisions of the 83rd
Diocesan Assembly. There were 30 members present at this meeting.

25th ANNIVERSARY OF VERY REV. FR. PAREN AVEDIKIAN

St. John’s paid tribute to Very Rev. Fr. Paren Avedikian, Pastor of St. John’s
Armenian Church on the occasion of the 25th Anniversary of his Ordination to the
Priesthood with a full day of celebration on Sunday, December 1, 1985.

His Eminence, Archbishop Torkom Manoogian, Primate of the Eastern Diocese of
the Armenian Church was present to preside over the day’s festivities. Fr. Paren
celebrated the Divine Liturgy and delivered the sermon on that day. Later that same day,
900 parishioners and friends attended an elegant Banquet tendered in honor of Fr. Paren.
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On this occasion, Fr. Paren received a Catholical Encyclical from His Holiness,
Vasken I, Supreme Patriarch and Catholicos of All Armenians. On behalf of the Diocese,
Archbishop Torkom Manoogian presented Fr. Paren with a plaque of the Mother of God
and Christ Child, a replica of a bas relief from the Church of Aghtamar. A magnificent
gold cross studded with four diamonds and a garnet was presented to Fr. Paren on behalf
of the parishioners of St. John’s as a remembrance of the occasion.

Mr. Harry Terzian served as the Chairman of the 25th Anniversary Celebration.
Committee members were Richard Apkarian, Martin Cholakian, Mihran Hoplamazian,
Armen Hovnanian, Harry Keoleian, Daniel Shahan and Richard Vahratian.

ACTIVITIES PROGRAM

St. John’s Activities Programs were continued in 1985. Basketball for all ages,
Co-Ed Golf League, Summer Day Camp, Fitness Factory, Teen Thrillers, Fitnesscathalon,
Dance Classes for Youth, Lecture Series, Armenian Cooking Classes and a variety of
other programs were offered. The Senior Citizens’ programs involved many successful
special event trips. Senior Citizens’ luncheons every 2nd and 4th Tuesday of every month
there were special programs: bingo, films and guest speakers. For the third year, a
renewed tradition of an Awards Banquet brought together a large group to honor our
sport teams and volunteers.

In May, 1985 Janet Husaynu was hired as our Activities Director. We would like to
thank Ralph Dzovigian for the fine job he did as Acting Activities Director.

The Activities Advisory Board continues in their efforts to provide quality
programs and afford the opportunities for our parishioners to recreate together. The 1985
Board consisted of: Dr. Rose Berberian, Mr. Harry Couyoumjian, Dr. Paul Hovsepian,
Mr. Gary Reizian, Ms. Rose Samarian and Mr. Ron Godoshian, Parish Council Liaison
Officer.

PLEDGE REPORT

According to the decision of the 1984 Parish Assembly, the minimum pledge of
$100.00 per individual member and $200.00 per couple took effect in 1985. The year
1985 began with 1236 members and ended with a total membership of 1264, in spite of
deletions due to deaths or removal from membership due to non-payment of pledges for
three consecutive years. Out of the total membership, 734 pay the minimum pledge,
348 pay under the minimum and 182 pay over the minimum.

We would like to remind our parishioners that it is the privilege of only the limited
income senior citizens, students, and the unemployed to make less than the minimum
pledge to the Church. All those who are gainfully employed or can afford to, are
expected to abide by the minimum pledge decisions of the Parish Assembly.

St. John’s is assessed $53.60 a year by the Diocese for each pledge member. In
addition, the added costs related to membership privileges create an out-of-pocket
expense for our Church of $17.00 a year per member.

We hope that these costs are borne in mind when filling annual pledge cards for the
Church.
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THE TORCH BEARER, CHAHAGIR

Eleven issues of the Torch Bearer, Chahagir, were published during 1985 including
a combined July and August issue.

With the cooperation of the reporters, who assisted us in reporting the news and
coming events on a current basis, we were able to maintain the deadline for the monthly
publication.

After competently editing the Torch Bearer for exactly ten years, Ms. Gloria Bayek-
ian relinquished her responsibilities as Editor effective with thé April, 1985 issue.

The Pastors and Parish Council extend their gratitude to Ms. Bayekian for years of
dedicated service enabling us to maintain the quality of our Church publication.

SENIOR CITIZENS LUNCHEONS ‘

St. John’s continued to sponsor Senior Citizens’ Day on the second and fourth
Tuesdays of every month at the Church Cultural Hall until October, 1985 when the
luncheons began to be held on every Tuesday of the month. Since its inception in 1975,
the Senior Citizens’ Program has been subsidized by St. John’s, with only a minimal
amount charged to those who attend. As of the month of October, Mr, and Mrs. Edward
Mardigian graciously volunteered to subsidize two or three Senior Citizens Luncheons
per month in order to create additional opportunities for the Senior Citizens of our com-
munity to socialize. We thank Edward and Helen Mardigian for this thoughtful gesture.

Rev. Fr. Haik Donikian is present at the luncheons and usually presents food for
thought for the Senior Citizens. Leo Zamanigian is present at the luncheons to assist our
Senior Citizens in every way possible, and St. John’s Activities Director, Janet Husaynu,
coordinated the programs. '

SENIOR CITIZENS HOUSING COMPLEX

In 1985, the Alternate Financing Committee for Senior Citizens Housing had
several meetings. We have come to the realization that federal funding will not be avail-
able to us in the foreseeable future and that we must fund this project through private
means.

At one time we were considering the purchase of an existing building to serve as
senior citizens housing; however, we have relinquished that goal and are presently con-
centrating on developing housing on our Church grounds. We will curtail the number of
apartments to 70-90 units.

It is our hope that 1986 will prove to be fruitful in meeting this need in our
community.

GOMIDAS BADARAK SUNG AT ST. JOHN’S

On Sunday, December 22, 1985 on the occasion of the 50th anniversary of the
death of Gomidas Vartabed, the newly organized Gomidas Chorale sang the Gomidas
version of the music of the Divine Liturgy at St. John’s. The Gomidas Chorale comprised
of the Komitas Choir and volunteer parishioners rehearsed the four-part harmony for one
year, and beautifully sang the Gomidasian Badarak, a befitting tribute to the immortal
Gomidas Vartabed on the 50th anniversary of his death.
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ALTAR GUILD
We express our appreciation to Mrs. Sylvia Bjornstad of Royalty Cleaners who
graciously and voluntarily dry cleaned all vestments and altar cloths of our Church
throughout the year 1985.

COMPUTER SERVICES

Up until and including the year 1985, we utilized two different Computer Services,
one in connection with our mailing list and accounting; the other one in connection with
our pledge system. Both of these services were on a monthly fee or per use basis.

In 1985 we decided to consolidate all of these services into one major system. We
purchased a computer and the program to accommodate our needs.

In the beginning of the new year we probably will be slow in providing our dues
paying members with envelopes and statements. However, prior to the middle of this year
we should be able to have all of these systems working efficiently. As of January, 1987,
we will be able to provide each dues paying member with a total contribution summary
for tax purposes.

MARTYRS DAY OBSERVANCE

Over 1000 people gathered at St. John’s Armenian Church for the Commemoration
of the Genocide of the Armenian People on Sunday, April 28, 1985. The day’s observ-
ance commenced with the Requiem Divine Liturgy celebrated by Fr. Paren Avedikian in
memory of the 1% million martyrs who fell victim to the Turkish massacres during World
War L.

Governor James Blanchard and Senator Carl Levin were present to offer their
support on this solemn day of remembrance.

On this occasion St. John’s solicited donations for the Starving Peoples of Africa,
and as a result, $5,000.00 was donated to Food for the Hungry, Inc. to aid the suffering
in Africa.

St. John’s sponsored two full page statements in the Detroit Free Press demanding
recognition of the genocide. Our community rallied to this cause by contributing a total
of $13,147.00 to this effort.

On Maundy Thursday evening, twelve survivors of the massacres participated in the
Service of the Washing of Feet on the occasion of the 70th Anniversary of the Genocide.

The coverage of the press, television, and radio was sensitive and over-whelming.
Major television coverage was given to the observance by the three local television stations
and by the Detroit News, Detroit Free Press and WWIJ radio. Michigan Magazine, a supple-
ment of the Detroit News, devoted eight pages of excellent interviews of survivors.

EASTER SUNDAY TEA

St. John’s began a new tradition on Easter Sunday, 1985. Following Church
Services a Tea featuring Armenian Easter eggs, choreg, cheese and sweets, was sponsored
by our Church at the Church Cultural Hall. Hundreds of parishioners gathered to ex-
change Easter greetings with friends and acquaintances.

Because of the enormous success of the Tea, we have scheduled an Easter Sunday
Tea for 1986.

The Pastors and Parish Counci! extend their thanks to Mrs. Yvonne Korkoian, who
coordinated the Tea, and to her Committee of Women’s Guild members.
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SOCIAL CONCERN FUND

During 1985, St. John’s Social Concern Fund has helped various individuals or
families who either have sought assistance from the Church or of whose predicaments
the Church was made aware. Contributions to these individuals were $11,405.00.

In conjunction with the Commemoration of the 70th Anniversary of the Genocide
of the Armenian People, St. John’s parishioners and friends contributed $5000.00 to aid
the Starving Peoples of Africa.

Donations in the amount of $1,028.89 were transferred to the Diocese to aid the
earthquake victims of Mexico City and the survivors of the volcanic eruption in
Columbia,

The total contributions to recipients were $17,433.89 in 1985.

We appreciate the generous donations that were received during the year for the
Social Concern Fund.

BINGO COMMITTEE

The Bingo Commiitee, under the chairmanship of Sooren Yavruian, has transferred
$43,818.00 to St. John’s Armenian Church during the year 1985.

The Bingo operation is a tremendous undertaking and is held on a weekly basis
every Thursday (except on Church holy days) with attendance of approximately 200
persons. Without the volunteers who come on a weekly basis and those that give of their
time once or twice a month, we would not be able to operate this program which is a
great source of revenue to the Church. Those that gave of their time every week are: Paul
Bazigian, Michael Blakian, Tom Hanesian, Mardig Hatcherian, George Kouzoujian,
Jack Kavlakian, Frank Pulice, Mary Ryan, Sark Samarian, Lucille Sherman, Blanche
Swidersky, Souren Torossian, Sona and Sooren Yavruian.

St. John’s annual three day Bazaar on the weekend of October 18, 19, 20 created
an exciting atmosphere for our parishioners and the entire community.

In addition to the hundreds of items offered for sale, Bazaar 85 featured activities
for the whole family. Video games and clowns entertained the younger set. Live
Armenian music was provided throughout the weekend. A parade of youngsters in
Halloween costumes took place on Saturday afternoon, which was followed by a Pie-
Eating Contest for all age groups.

The tremendous success of this annual event was the result of months of prepara-
tion by St. John’s Church Organizations and through the dedicated efforts of hundreds of
parishioners. St. John’s realized a net profit of $41,031.00 from Bazaar ’85.

The Pastors and Parish Council extend their appreciation to General Co-Chairmen
Frank and Desire Pulice and to their entire Committee for their tireless efforts.
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ORIENTAL RUG SALE

St. John’s Armenian Church sponsored a very successful three day Oriental Rug
Sale in conjunction with Edward Bashian and Sons, Inc., importers from New York City.
The Church Recreation Center Gymnasium was the scene of the gigantic rug sale on the
weekend of October 18, 19, 20, coinciding with St. John’s Bazaar ’85. St. John’s realized
a net profit of $33,627.00 from the Oriental Rug Sale.

The Pastors and Parish Council extend their appreciation to General Chairman, Dr.
Gary Zamanigian along with all those who assisted in various capacities to insure the
success of this profitable project.

CHURCH PICNIC

The 26th Annual Picnic was held on Sunday, July 14, 1985 on the Church grounds
immediately following Church Services. Pleasant weather combined with good food and
entertainment provided an enjoyable day of fellowship for the over 600 persons who
attended.

The Women’s Guild Bakery Booth prepared an outstanding assortment of Armenian
and American delicacies, all of which were completely sold out. The Ladies’ Auxiliary,
Women’s Guild, Men’s Society, A.C.Y.0O.A. Seniors, A.C.Y.O. Juniors, Project Youth, and
Mr. and Mrs. Society all contributed their efforts in various capacities at the Picnic.

The net profit realized from the picnic was $3,075.00.

This year’s picnic was chaired by the Parish Council. We extend our thanks to all
who participated and helped to promote the success of this annual event.

NEW YEAR’S EVE AFFAIR

The Annual New Year’s Eve Affair, under the chairmanship of Mr. Kazar Terterian,
was enjoyed by 281 parishioners and friends.

Guests enjoyed hors d’oeuvres, a prime rib dinner and danced to Armenian music
by the Hachig Kazarian Ensemble and American music by the Gigue Band.

The gala event was concluded with breakfast in the early hours of New Year’s Day.

Helen Armoudlian single-handedly assumed the responsibility of reservations,
tickets and seating arrangements. Nick and Rose Evarian were in charge of decorations.
The Committee also included Kathy Mekjian, Michael Blakian, George Godoshian, Natalie
Papazian, Rose Mardigian and Kevork Terterian.

The net profit realized from the New Year’s Eve Affair was $172.95.

The Pastors and Parish Council extend their thanks to the entire committee who
made this event a most enjoyable evening for all who attended. We also thank the Sun
Medical Company for their generous donation.

THE THOUSAND CLUB RAFFLE

In 1985, the Thousand Club concluded its first full year of the raffle, and at the
same time embarked upon its first renewal of ticket sales. Within a thirteen month period,
through the efforts and support of our community, the Committee has transferred to St.
John’s Armenian Church and the A.G.B.U. Alex Manoogian School a total of forty-eight
thousand dollars.

ARMENIAN HERITAGE COLLECTION COMMITTEE

The Armenian Heritage Collection Committee is a joint project of St. John’s
Armmenian Church and the A.G.B.U. Metro Chapter of Detroit in its eighth year.

On March 13, 1985, the Ft. Lauderdale, Florida Chapter of the A.G.B.U. sponsored
a showing of the collection at Broward College. An enthusiastic audience, from many
parts of the country, wintering in Florida, expressed their appreciation of the colorful
presentation.

The entire collection, with the exception of the recently completed costumes, was
cleaned this summer. Sylvia Bjornstad (Royalty Cleaners) very generously undertook the
task as a donation.

The Committee remains as it began — Varsenick Apkarian, Margaret Derderian,
Rosemary Hoplamazian, Anoush Papelian, and Sona Yavruian. The Very Rev. Fr. Paren
Avedikian is the Honorary Chairman.

FINE ARTS COMMITTEE

An outstanding exhibition and sale of minature paintings by Vagharshak Elibekyan
and a beautiful array of hand-woven Armenian rugs was sponsored by the Fine Arts
Committee of St. John’s Armenian Church on August 16 through August 18 at the
Church Recreation Center. .

In conjunction with St. John’s Bazaar "85, the Fine Arts Committee sponsored a
four day exhibition and sale of the beautiful life-like drawings by master portraitist,
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Rudolph Khatchatrian from Armenia on the weekend of October 21. The exhibition
opened with a gala Champagne Reception on Thursday, October 17 at St. John’s Recrea-
tion Center. During his stay in the Detroit area, Rudolph, accepted commissions for
portraits from members of the community.

The Pastors and Parish Council extend their appreciation to Dr. Garabed Belian,
Chairman and to the members of the Fine Arts Committee: Mr. and Mrs. Edmond
Azadian, Mrs. Zabel Belian, Mr. & Mrs. Jack Kazanjian, and Dr. & Mrs. Jack Yagoobian.

ARMENIAN ARTIFACTS

During the year 1985, all of St. John’s artifacts were systematically catalogued and
are temporarily being housed in the new Museum Preparation Room. Upon the comple-
tion of the interior of our new Museum, selected articles of interest and ancient relics
from the Armenian past will be on exhibition for the viewing public.

In 1985, two hundred eighty nine artifacts enriched our Museum which has the
largest collection of Armenian artifacts in this country. The following is a list of new
acquisitions for the year 1985: a silver cup and plate belonging to King Levon I of Cilicia,
a 17th century liturgical collar, 200 Artaxid and Roupenian Dynasty coins, 13 paintings,
50 textiles and embroideries, 4 manuscripts, 16 old print books, 2 rugs, 2 silver belts, and
a silver tea set.

LIBRARY

In 1985, St. John’s Library was enriched by the acquisition of sixty volumes of rare
publications on Armenian subjects, printed in the English language, some of which date
back to the 17th Century. The Kegham Agegian Memorial Fund in the amount of $2,000.00
was designated towards the purchase of some of these quality books. Other donations in
the amount of $5,955.00 accounted for the balance of the cost of the new acquisitions; a
total cost of which was $7,955.00.

NEIGHBORHOOD DEVELOPMENT

During 1985, there was one request by a parishioner for financial assistance to
purchase a home in the Magnolia Subdivision. As of the year 1985, we have four parish-
ioners who have outstanding balances totaling $24,500.00. The amount paid back to the
Church during 1985 by parishioners totaled $9,500.00. A total of nine parishioners have
repaid the Church the full amount of the financial assistance that they have received.

We own a home on Winora Avenue immediately adjacent to the Church Complex.
As approved by the Parish Assembly, St. John’s is committed to purchase all homes on
Winora Avenue that go on sale, and in turn, attempt to resell or to rent these homes to
our own parishioners in order to preserve our community. Our tenant left in early 1985.
The Winora house needed repairs and renovations which were completed during the year.
Our intent is to sell the house to a parishioner. However, since it is our policy not to sell
to non-Armenians, we are trying to sell the house with limited publicity.

CHURCH OWNED PROPERTIES

In October, 1983 we sold the property that we owned in Sterling Heights on a

three-year land contract.
We are the one-fifth owner of a parcel of land in Romulus that was donated in

1982.
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BUILDING REPORT

During 1985, the Church Cultural Building continued to be used by the Church,
Church Organizations, non-Church Organizations of the community, and for rental
purposes by individual Church members and non-Church members. The Recreation
Center was used by the Church, Church Organizations, non-Church Organizations of the
community and by individual Church and non-Church members for rental purposes.

The major improvements for the year 1985 for the Church Cultural Hall and
Church grounds include: purchase of additional tables, dishes, flatware and glasses for the
Cultural Hall and landscaping the grounds of the Church Complex. We also awarded a
contract to a well known roofing contractor for the restoration of the sanctuary roof.
We extensively studied the problems of the Cultural Center roofing, and will be taking
care of these problems in the new year. We take this opportunity to thank Mr. George
Baylerian and Architects Associates, Inc. for the very generous and extensive assistance
that they have given to us in this area, as well as in the area of needed renovations to'the
Cultural Building.

We have received repeat and referral renters for the hall throughout 1985, but the
hall operating income decreased by 9.62% in comparison to the year 1984. We have
arrived at the conclusion that the need for a business-sales manager is more acute than
ever before. For this reason we are actively seeking a person with these qualifications.
We will shortly renovate the Cultural Hall to make it more attractive for potential renters.

The accompanying tables indicate that out of 156 Fridays, Saturdays, and Sundays,
the Hall was not in use 73 days, 46.8% during 1985. The Church Organizations used the
Hall 16.9% of the total weekend days used, while paying aside from their assessments
only 4.8% of the income. The Armenian Organizations used the Hall 9.6% of the total
weekend days used, while paying only 7% of the weekend income. The parishioners used
the Hall 27.7% of the total weekend days used, while paying 35.3% of the total income.
The outsiders used the Hall 45.8% of the total weekend days used and paid 52.9% of the
total income.

In 1985, we continued to put aside $1.00 per plate from the operation of the
Cultural Hall Kitchen in a Kitchen Major Maintenance Provision which totaled $15,000.00,
as reflected on our balance sheet. Church Organizations, Armenian Organizations and
Hokejashes were absolved from contributing to this major maintenance fund.

We would like to express our sincere appreciation to Mrs. Helen Armoudlian for
her total cooperation in the various aspects of the Management of the Church Cultural
Hall and Recreation Center facilities rentals.

Parish that has a minimum of two elected delegates.

Approved a proposal that the Diocese financially, educationally and religiously
support the Mid-West Council of Churches Summer Hye Camp in Wisconsin.
Received a report on the High Rise Project from the Project Committee.

Received the Annual Report of the Diocesan Council.

Received a report from the Armenian Church Endowment Fund.

Received a report from the Diocesan Unity Bylaws Committee.

Approved a balanced budget of $1,647,728.00 for 1985.

Accepted the reports of the Clergy Conference that was held on April 30, May 1,
and 2, 1985 in conjunction with the Diocesan Assembly. The Clergy Conference
and the Diocesan Assembly sent a letter to President Ronald Reagan urging him to
approve the resolutions in Congress concerning the designation of April 24th as a
national day of remembrance of man’s inhumanity to man, with particular
reference to the Armenian Genocide. A letter was also sent to the President of
Turkey for the release of Fr. Manual Yergatian who is serving a prison sentence in
Istanbul.

In his message to the delegates, Archbishop Torkom Manoogian emphasized that
“As a community in search of ways to preserve our religion, traditions, and
language, our most important concern is for tomorrow. What we plan to do from
now on will determine whether the Armenian Church and its faithful can weather
their obstacles and exist as a viable community.”

The Primate’s message urged the delegates to harness their faith and get started on
their mission of protecting, nourishing, and supporting Armenian faith and history,
“not only as a historical artifact, but as a living answer to the challenges of the 21st
century.” The Primate cited the “Armenian miracle,” which he said must be
fostered by spiritual renewal: ““This Diocese must go forward with a national pro-
gram of revival, even if it means re-examining and re-stating all the basics, discipline,
organization and the demands of Christian conscience.

Accepted the invitation of the St. Mesrob Armenian Church of Racine, Wisconsin
to host the 84th Annual Diocesan Assembly to be held May 1, 2, and 3, 1986.

The Assembly Banquet held on May 4, 1985 honored Mayor Edward Koch of
New York City with the Diocesan “Friend of the Armenian” Award.
