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RULES AND REGULATIONS
CONCERNING CHURCH MEMBERSHIP

All persons who have been baptized and confirmed in the Armenian Church, who accept
its doctrine, canons and rites, and who fullfill their obligations to the church and
community, shall be members in good standing of the Parish Church and shall constitute
the Parish Assembly.

Every member of the Parish, 18 years of age or over, shall pay to his (or her) church an
annual due, the amount of which shall be determined by the Diocesan Assembly. Such
amount may be increased, buy not decreased by the Parish Assembly.

Members in good standing of a Parish Church, who are 18 years of age or over, may
participate in the assemblies of the same parish and may vote, provided that at least six
months have elapsed since the date of their registration as members of the parish and
their dues have been paid. They may be eligible for office one year after becoming
members, provided they have attained the age of 21.

Members who fail their dues for one or more years, automatically forfeit their right to
vote at Parish Assemblies or to hold elective office within the parish. Such members may
reinstate these rights by payment of their dues in arrears for at least the previous two
years,

No one may be a voting member in more than one parish at the same time.”

RULES AND REGULATIONS
GOVERNING PARISH ASSEMBLY

The Agenda of the Parish Assembly shall be prepared by the Parish Priest and the Parish
Council. Other matters of new business may be added by majority vote of the Parish
Assembly.

At Parish Assemblies the presence of a minimum of one-third of the eligible voting
membership or fifty members shall constitute a quorum, and decisions shall be rendered
by majority vote of members present and voting.

In a Parish Assembly each member shall be entitled to one vote which is not transferable
and must be cast in person. In case of a tie vote the presiding officer shall cast the dec1d1ng
vote or he shall authorize a second balloting upon the same question.

The Parish Priest shall preside over the meeting of the Parish Council and the Pansh ?
Assembly.”

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PASTOR’S REPORT

Dear Parishioners:

With the grace and mercy of God, we the members of St. John’s Armenian Church
Community, have spent another year under the shadow of our Holy Mother Church. With a
clear conscience, I declare that I did my human utmost in providing pastoral care and guidance
to St. John’s and her members, without sparing the graces which the Lord God has bestowed
upon me. I am grateful to God for the opportunity to serve St. John’s Armenian Church for
another year.

WORSHIP SERVICES

In 1988, the Rev. Fr. Haik Donikian, Assistant Pastor, assisted me in the Church Services
and in attending to the needs of our Church and Community.

Divine Liturgy was celebrated, and Armenian and English sermons were delivered every
Sunday. Services were also offered during the week in accordance with the requirements of our
Church traditions.

SACRAMENTS AND RITES

During 1988, the following Sacraments and Rites were officiated: Baptism and Confirmation
of infants and adults, 91; Engagement Services, 10; Holy Matrimony, 47; Funeral Services, 60.

PASTORAL VISITATIONS

Hospital visitations, nursing home visitations to the sick and elderly, home visitations for
consolation, home blessings, visitations with families of the Parish in connection with
Sacraments and for various other reasons have been attended to by myself and Fr. Haik
Donikian, conscientiously and to the utmost of our ability. I would like to remind our
parishioners to inform the Church Office directly when the services of a clergyman are needed.

ADMINISTRATIVE DUTIES

My administrative responsibilities during the past year have included office work and
management, Parish Council and Church Auxiliary Organizations’ general body and
committee meetings, attendance and participation in organizational functions, promotion of
educational and cultural programs, identification and description of artifacts for cataloguing
purposes, coordination of Church organizations and fundraising.

Michele Medley, Organist, who worked diligently during the past year to make our
services dignified and inspiring.

During the officiation of the Sacraments and Rites of our Church, our Deacons and Altar
Servers have assisted us as often as possible, and we thank them for their concern for the dignity
of our Sacramental Services. I also extend my appreciation to Mr. Mardiros Hatcherian for
conscientiously carrying out the duties of the Sacristan, maintaining the beauty and decor of the
sanctuary, both for our regular Church Services and for the Sacramental Rites without
remuneration.

We have come to rely upon all of the above annual fundraising projects. It is a concern of
mine, as it should be the concern of each and every parishioner, that without the efforts of these
committees, the resources of our Church would have fallen short of her needs.

SPECIAL FEATURES OF 1988

The 73rd Anniversary of the Genocide of the Armenian People was observed at St. John’s
on Sunday, April 24, 1988 by the survivors, their children, and grandchildren with a full day of
prayer and dedication. Our goal this year was to aid our Armenian brothers and sisters in the
suffering community of Lebanon and the Children’s Hospital of Yerevan, Armenia. As always,
our parishioners rose to the occasion by responding generously to our appeal and donated &
total of $45,168.00. Contributions were divided equally, except in cases where a preference of -
the recipient was designated by the donor. We are pleased that $18,000 has been transferred to
aid the Armenians in Lebanon. The balance is earmarked for the Children’s Hospital of
Yerevan, and will be transferred at the appropriate time.

On the weekend of June 23-26, 1988, the A.G.B.U. held its 74th National Convention in-
Detroit and honored Mr. Alex Manoogian on his 35th anniversary as President of the A.G.B.U.
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As a special tribute to Mr. Manoogian, St. John’s arranged a preview of our new Museum on
Friday evening, June 24, for delegates, guests, and parishioners. For the next two Sundays, the
Museum was open for the viewing pleasure of our parishioners. In honor of Mr. Manoogian,
the Convention Committee presented a magnificent bronze sculpture, “Voyage to Crete” by
the master sculpture, Reuben Nakian to St. John’s Museum.

The Women’s Guild of St. John’s Armenian Church celebrated its 50th anniversary on
Saturday, September 24, at the Church Cultural Hall. For the past fifty years, St. John’s
Women'’s Guild has played and continues to play an important role in the life of our Church. I
extend my sincere appreciation to all past and present members of the Women’s Guild for their
untiring service and dedication to St. John’s.

St. John’s Men’s Society celebrated its 30th anniversary on Saturday, November 12, at the
Church Cultural Hall. I thank each and every member, past and present, for their active role in
the service of our Church.

EARTHQUAKE IN ARMENIA

As a result of the disastrous earthquake which devastated Armenia on December 7, 1988,
the following day, December 8, St. John’s formed a Committee to launch our relief efforts for
our brothers and sisters in Armenia who were overcome by the calamity along with the ensuing
turmoil and uncertainty. It was decided immediately to establish a separate fund under the
name “Armenia Earthquake Fund” c/o0. St. John’s Armenian Church. The spontaneous and
tremendous outpouring of love and support from our own community, both individually and
through organizations, as well as the unprecedented gesture of concern by non-Armenian
individuals, churches, synagogues, schools, businesses, and corporations was both over-
whelming and heartwarming and helped to alleviate some of the pressure we were under to
provide assistance to the grieving, the homeless, and the injured.

CHALLENGES FACING US IN THE NEW YEAR

I'had hoped that the past year would have been a time of rededication and commitment for
our parishioners to express their faith by regularly attending Church Services. However,
Church attendance was not what it should be. For this reason, December 4, 1988 was
designated as Family Worship Day at St. John’s. It was gratifying to witness the many parents
who accompanied their children to Church on that Sunday and partook of Holy Communion
together; but, is it necessary to designate a specified day for families to worship together? If this
is what it takes to see our parishioners in Church on Sundays, we will be obligated to create
such opportunities during the coming years. A telegram was sent to each of our parishioners
asking them to be in Church on December 11 to pray for the victims of the earthquake in
Armenia. Unfortunately, the telegram did not reach anyone on time; but many of our
parishioners and friends did come to Church to affirm their faith and to pray together for our
brothers and sisters in Armenia. Some may say that the telegram wasn’t needed after all, since
the Church was full. However, [ was dismayed that there were many parishioners who we
didn’t see in Church on that day. Even a major disaster in our homeland didn’t cause them to
want to be in God’s House to pray both for the deceased and for the living. Whatever
exemplary lifestyle and practices you may have; however devoted you are to your faith and
ancestral heritage; your absence from Church Services is a violation of a divine command to set
aside a day for God and his purposes in your life. After all, how many opportunities do we



otherwise have in our normal routine. A Christian community is a community that worships
and feels together, thus supporting each other for the common goal ahead. By your absence,
you diminish the resolve that we would otherwise have.

We must remain steadfast in our determination to bring our youth closer to our Church and
community. The Church School, the Activities Program, and the Recreation Center have
provided for some of the needs of our community’s youth, but parents must help us in
encouraging their sons and daughters to make congregating around the Church a priority. And,
a word of caution here in regard to the youth within the Church; Children and young people
should not have to pay for their parents’ social or economic standing; parents should not pass on
their reservations about others to their children because the social and economic standing of
parents should not be the criteria for friendships among children. There are so few of us, and
we’re all here to stay. We must learn to play and work with each other. We must look into our
hearts and determine how truly we are committed to our faith and identity. We must cultivate a
special kinship, particularly now when tragedy has befallen our people, both here and in our
motherland. We stand to gain from the talents, the experience, and the contribution of each and
every member of our youth. The challenge faces us together; we cannot afford to face it with
any degree of exclusiveness.

As we begin the new year, the 40th day hokehankist will be the culmination of our official
grieving period for the victims of the earthquake; but, regardless, the horrifying memory of the
thousands who perished and the thousands left suffering and homeless will not diminish until
we mobilize our resources to lend a hand in rebuilding our shattered homeland. The biggest
challenge which lies ahead is the reconstruction of the country. One sixth of the population of
Armenia needs food and housing. We must give of our substance in comparison to the need for
the next ten years, and we must make the rebuilding of Armenia a priority in our family
budgets. When we come into money; when we receive a big promotion; when we make good
on our investments; we must keep in mind that our motherland needs our help. If this disaster
had occurred ten years ago, possibly we would not even have been allowed to help, but today
because of the new openness in the Soviet Union, we can hear the cries of our people and can
respond. This is a privilege and it is the duty of every Armenian, and it is our collective
responsibility to make a long term commitment to our homeland.

In 1988, additional progress was made towards our goal of making St. John’s financially
self-sufficient through Project Integrity. Thanks to a motion passed by the 1988 Parish
Assembly, it was decided to provide parishioners an opportunity to voluntarily make
contributions towards a General Endowment Fund over and above their yearly pledges.
Donations in any amount can be made to this Fund. Only the interest from this Fund will be
used. However, those parishioners who wish, can make sizable contributions in their family’s
name. All these funds, general or individual, combined will provide for the financial needs of
our Church now and in the future. To date, through the thoughtfulness and foresight of a
number of parishioners, St. John’s has been enriched with $206,000 in the General Purpose
Endowments Fund. However, we still have a long way to go in order to make St. John’s
financially self-sufficient. All of us must participate in this project in order to achieve our goal.



APPRECIATION AND CONCLUSION

I take this opportunity to express my heartfelt gratitude and appreciation to Rev. Fr. Haik
Donikian, to the members of the Parish Council, and especially the Chairman of the Parish
Council, Mr. Edward Haic Korkoian, the Armenian Apostolic Society, Church Auxiliary
Organizations and their Executive Bodies, Church Standing Committees, as well as to the
individual parishioners for their cooperation, services and sacrifices which enabled our Church
to conclude another fruitful year. The accomplishments and the success of our Church are their
pride and fulfillment.

At this time, I also extend my sincere gratitude to all those who contributed to the Cultural
and Educational Endowment Fund established in my name on the occasion of the 25th
anniversary of my ordination to the priesthood in 1985. The total of these contributions is
$60,941.90, for which I am deeply indebted to the donors.

I pray that God will biess each and every one of us abundantly. May the Lord God also give
us guidance and perseverence to continue our good works.

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PARISH COUNCIL MEETINGS

The Parish Council held 27 regular meetings. Special meetings were held for the election of
the Parish Council Executive Body, building policies, combined Parish Council and Diocesan
Delegates, and Earthquake Committee.

The Council also held meetings with various other committees concerning Church projects
and activities.

SPECIAL PARISH ASSEMBLIES

The Parish Council called for a Pre-Diocesan Assembly on Tuesday, May 3, 1988. The
issues of the 1988 Diocesan Assembly were reviewed and discussed.

On Tuesday, May 31, 1988, a Post-Diocesan Assembly was called by the Parish Council at
which time the Diocesan Delegates reported on the decisions of the 86th Diocesan Assembly.

Monthly Monday meetings, which were open to parishioners, were held to discuss the
proposed Diocesan bylaws amendments. The meetings commenced in July and continued
through the month of November, 1988.

PLEDGE REPORT

In accordance with the decision of the 1984 Parish Assembly, the minimum pledge of
$100.00 per individual member and $200.00 per couple was in effect during 1988. The year
began with 1268 members and ended with a total membership of 1284, in spite of deletions due
to deaths or removal from membership due to non-payment of pledges for three consecutive
years. Out of the total membership, 765 pay the minimum pledge versus 719 last year, 309 pay
under the minimum versus 339 last year; and 210 pay over the minimum as last year.

We wish to remind our parishioners that it is the privilege of only the limited income senior
citizens, students, and the unemployed to make less than the minimum pledge to the Church.
All those who are gainfully employed or can afford to, are expected to abide by the minimum
pledge decisions of the Parish Assembly, and if they can find it within their means, to raise their
yearly pledges. Obviously, the minimum pledge set is not enough to operate our Church. If we
could meet our budget through pledges, we would not have to be dependent upon fund-raising
events.

St. John’s is assessed $62.08 a year by the Diocese for each pledge member. In addition, the
added costs related to membership privileges create an out-of pocket expense for our Church in
the amount of $22.00 per member.

We hope that these costs are borne in mind when filling out annual pledge cards for the
Church.
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SENIOR CITIZENS’ LUNCHEONS

St. John’s continued to sponsor Senior Citizens’ Luncheons every Tuesday of the month at
the Church Cultural Hall. The Senior Citizens’ Program, since its inception in 1975, has been
subsidized by St. John’s with only a minimal amount charged to those who attend. Again this
year, Mr. and Mrs. Edward Mardigian have graciously offered to subsidize two or three Senior
Citizens’ Luncheons per month creating additional opportunities for the Senior Citizens of our
community to gather and socialize.

Leo Zamanigian is present at the luncheons to assist our Senior Citizens in every way
possible.

ALTAR GUILD

We express our appreciation to Mrs. Sylvia Bjornstad of Royalty Cleaners and Mr. Harry
Kezelian of Seagle Cleaners who graciously and voluntarily dry cleaned all vestments and altar
cloths of our Church throughout the year 1988.

COMPUTER

We are in the final phase of developing a fully integrated computerized church accounting
and finance system and expect to be fully operational in mid-1989. At that time our in-house
computer system will not only accommodate the current finance and accounting requirements,
it will also provide cost accounting evaluations and assessments to identify major expense areas
so cost effective solutions can be implemented.

The current in-house computer system was expanded and programmed with a large scale
data base system to accommodate the massive information management requirements for our
earthquake fund-raising efforts and is fully operational.

MARTYRS’ DAY OBSERVANCE

Six hundred people gathered at St. John’s Armenian Church for the 73rd Commemoration
of the Genocide of the Armenian People on Sunday, April 24, 1988. The day’s observance
commenced with the Requiem Divine Liturgy celebrated by Fr. Paren Avedikian in memory
of the 12 million martyrs who fell victim to the Turkish massacres during World War 1.

Mr. Varteres Karaguezian, owner of Erebouni Publications, outlined the current health
problems facing the Armenian people in our motherland; and Mr. Garabed Chaderian from
Lebanon, spoke on the plight of the Armenians in that country. The Memorial Program
marked the kick-off of St. John’s Community’s fundraising campaign for the Children’s
Hospital of Yerevan and the Armenian Community of Lebanon. Our community responded
generously to the appeal by donating a total of $45,168.00.



TEAS

In 1988, St. John’s continued the tradition of an Easter Sunday Tea. Following Church
Services, a Tea featuring Armenian Easter eggs, bread, cheese, and sweets was sponsored by
our Church in the Church Cultural Hall. Hundreds of parishioners and friends gathered to
exchange Easter greetings with friends and acquaintances.

On Sunday, November 20, St. John’s sponsored a Tea following Church Services in honor
of His Grace, Bishop Kevork Seraydarian, Primate of the Diocese of the Armenian Church of
Georgia.

On Sunday, November 27, a Tea was sponsored by St. John’s following Church Services in
honor of His Grace, Bishop Karekin Nersesian, Legate of His Holiness to the Araradian
Diocese (Yerevan) of Armenia.

All of the above Teas were coordinated by Jean Sarkisian.

On Sunday, August 21, St. John’s A.C.Y.O.A. Seniors sponsored a Tea coordinated by Sara
Andonian following Church Services on the occasion of the Feast of the Assumption of the
Holy Mother of God.

The Pastors and Parish Council extend their appreciation to Jean Sarkisian and her
Committee from the Women’s Guild and to Sara Andonian and her Committee from the
A.C.Y.O.A. Seniors for coordinating the Teas.

SOCIAL CONCERN FUND

During 1988, St. John’s Social Concern Fund helped thirty-nine individuals or families who
either sought assistance from the Church, or of whose predicaments the Church was made
aware. Contributions to these individuals totaled $17, 575.00.

The funds in the Social Concern Account are generated from the following means:
Contributions from parishioners as a response to our appeals in the Sunday Bulletins; In-Lieu-
of Cards contributions made to send Christmas and New Year’s greetings to friends and
parishioners through a special Christmas Bulletin, and gifts given to Fr. Paren on the occasion
of the officiation of sacraments. Funds needed to supplement these sources of income are direct
contributions from St. John’s Armenian Church which are included in the line item,
“Contributions” on the Expense side of our Budget.

We appreciate the donations which were received during the year for the Social Concern
Fund.

BINGO COMMITTEE

The Bingo Committee has transferred $51,510.00 to St. John’s Church during the year
1988. The volunteers who offer their services on a weekly basis are: Sam Argnian, Michael
Blakian, Ohannes Boyajian, Mardig Hatcherian, George Kouzoujian, George Kudanian,
Frank Pulice, Mary Ryan, Lucille Sherman, Blanche Swidersky, Sona & Sooran Yavruian and
Leo Zamanigian. St. John’s is known to have one of the finest Bingo’s in Michigan. It is through
the efforts of these people, along with those who come once or twice a month to assist, that St.
John’s receives a significant portion of revenue for the church operation. Because of the
Earthquake in Armenia, the proceeds from December 15, December 22, and December 29,
totaling $2,887.00, were transferred directly to the Armenia Earthquake Fund.

St. John’s annual three-day Bazaar on the weekend of October 14, 15, 16, created an
exciting atmosphere for our parishioners and the entire community.

In addition to the hundreds of items offered for sale, Bazaar 88 featured activities for the

“entire family. Live Armenian music was provided throughout the weekend for the listening and
dancing pleasure of those who attended.

The success of this annual event was the result of months of preparation by St. John’s Church
organizations and through the dedicated efforts of hundreds of parishioners. St. John’s realized
a net profit of $37,479.00 from Bazaar "88.

The Pastors and Parish Council extend their appreciation to General Chairman, Gary
Gozmanian, and to the entire Committee for their tireless efforts.

ORIENTAL RUG SALE

St. John’s Armenian Church sponsored another very successful four-day Oriental Rug Sale
in conjunction with Edward Bashian and Sons, Inc., importers from New York City. The
gigantic Rug Sale on the weekend of October 13, 14, 15, 16, coinciding with St. John’s Bazaar
’88, took place in the Church Recreation Center. St. John’s realized a net profit of $49,402.00
from the Oriental Rug Sale.

The Pastors and Parish Council extend their appreciation to General Co-Chairmen, Richard
and Isabelle Vahratian, along with all those who assisted in various capacities to insure the
success of this very profitable project.

CHURCH PICNIC

Our 30th Annual Church Picnic was a tremendous success on Sunday, August 21, 1988.
Over 1000 people gathered under pleasant skies at the campgrounds of the Ukranian Catholic
Camp in Waterford, Michigan for a day of good food, entertainment and fellowship.

The Women’s Guild prepared an outstanding array of delicacies for the Bakery Booth which
was again completely sold out. The Ladies’ Auxiliary, Women’s Guild, Men’s Society, Mr. &
Mrs. Society and A.C.Y.O.A. Seniors all contributed their efforts at the Picnic.

The net profit realized from the Picnic was $2,319.00.

The Pastors and Parish Council extend their appreciation to Picnic Chairman, Greg
Boyajian, and to all who helped to promote the success of this annual event.

NEW YEAR’S EVE DINNER-DANCE

The annual New Year’s Eve Dinner Dance was cancelled due to the fact that St. John’s
Armenian Church observed a period of forty days of mourning in respect for the victims of the
earthquake which shattered Armenia in December.

We extend our sincere appreciation to the bands for releasing us from our contracts for New
Year’s Eve. Both contracts stipulated that full payment would be expected upon cancellation.
The “Hachig Kazarian Ensemble” received only the $100.00 deposit instead of the contract
sum of $1,375.00, and “Donna Marie and Motion” settled for $900.00 instead of the contract
sum of $1,900.00.



IN LIEU OF FLOWERS
FUTURE MAINTENANCE PROVISION OF ST. JOHN’S

Again, a noteworthy phenomenon which we would like to share with our parishioners is the
In Lieu of Flowers contributions which St. John’s received in 1988. We would like to believe
that this was no accident. We have been advising and encouraging friends to designate St.
John’s as the beneficiary of the In Lieu of Flowers donations for loved ones. After all, the
burden of maintenance, improvement, and renovation of St. John’s facilities are our
responsibilities, and ours alone. No outside organization will come to our aid when,
periodically, renovations are needed.

We draw the funds from the Major Maintenance Provision as reflected on the balance sheet.
This provision is realized solely from the In Lieu of Flowers donations of the last sixteen years.
Every ten or twenty years and possibly more often, we will need to renovate various areas of
our complex. These funds must be readily available to enable us to respond to the needs as they
occur.

We think and hope that these were the factors in the minds of parishioners and friends who
had the unfortunate responsibility of making decisions regarding the distribution of funds from
the In Lieu of Flowers donations made on behalf of their loved ones.

In 1988, St. John’s received $92,000.00 as a result of these wise and considerate decisions for
which we thank the families of the deceased and the donors. We pray that the Lord will show
special mercy on the souls of the departed.

THE THOUSAND CLUB RAFFLE

In 1988, the Thousand Club generated an income of $20,000.00 for St. John’s Armenian
Church. )

Chairman Jack Kavlakian resigned for personal reasons in September, and Richard
Apkarian assumed the responsibility as acting Chairman for the balance of the year. Committee
members are: Emma Betrosian, Judy Hovnan, Ed Jamian, Dyana Kezelian, Harry Kezelian,
Mary Ryan, and Margie Simonian.

Monthly dinners were held along with the drawings and proved to be very successful. We
thank everyone who has participated for their support and generosity.

The Pastors and Parish Council extend their appreciation to Jack Kavlakian and Richard
Apkarian along with the Committee for their diligent efforts to generate income for the Church.

ARMENIAN ARTIFACTS

During 1988, St. John’s artifacts continued to be systematically catalogued and are
temporarily housed in the Museum Preparation Room. Upon completion of the interior of our
Museum, selected articles of interest and ancient relics from the Armenian past will be on
exhibition for the viewing public.

In 1988, fourteen additional artifacts enriched our Museum,which has the largest collection
of Armenian artifacts in this country. The following is a list of new acquisitions: eight paintings,
two rugs, one eleventh century bronze cross, one eleventh century oil lamp, one 17th century
cup, and one Nakian bronze sculpture.
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NEIGHBORHOOD DEVELOPMENT

During 1988, there were two requests by parishioners for financial assistance to purchase a
home in the Magnolia Subdivision. As of the end of the year, 1988, we have eleven parishioners
who have outstanding balances totaling $80,500.00. A total of nine parishioners have repaid
the Church the full amount of the financial assistance that they have received.

We own a home on Winora Avenue immediately adjacent to the Church Complex which is
presently rented to a parishioner. As approved by the Parish Assembly, St. John’s is committed
to purchase all homes on Winora Avenue that go on sale, and in turn, attempt to resell or to rent
these homes to our own parishioners in order to preserve our community.

CHURCH OWNED PROPERTIES

We are one-fifth owner of a parcel of land in Romulus that was donated in 1982, In 1986,
together with our partners, we sold the Romulus property on a three year land contract.

BUILDING REPORT

During 1988, the Church Cultural Building continued to be used by the Church, Church
Organizations, non-Church Organizations of the community, and for rental purposes by
individual Church members and non-Church members. The Recreation Center was used by
the Church, Church Organizations, non-Church Organizations of the community, and by
individual Church and non-Church members for rental purposes.

The major improvements for the year 1988 for the Church, Cultural Hall, and Recreation
Center include the following: In the portico area of the Sanctuary, the two front columns were
disassembled, weather damage to the steel beams corrected, and then reassembled. The portico
travetine flooring was partially removed and damage to the foundation checked and repaired.
In the new year the flooring will be replaced. The complete exterior of the Sanctuary was
caulked. The lobby of the Cultural Building was completely refurbished, and the old furniture
was reupholstered or resurfaced and is being used in other areas of our complex. A new roof
was installed over the area of the Recreation Center which was previously the old Veteran’s
Building. New carpeting was installed in the Recreation Center Lobby and in the Veteran’s
Memorial Hall.

We have received repeat and referral renters for the hall throughout 1988. The hall operating
income remained the same, in spite of the fact that the total linen bill for the Church amounting
to $13,248. was absorbed by the building operation. In other words, otherwise it would have
registered an increase of 5.3% over 1987. The accompanying tables indicate that out of 158
Fridays, Saturdays and Sundays, the Hall was not in use 57 days during 1988. The Church
Organizations used the Hall 14.85% of the total weekend days used, while paying only 6.03% of
the income. The Armenian Organizations used the Hall 9.90% of the total weekend days used,
while paying only 4.27% of the weekend income. The parishioners used the Hall 14.85% of the
total weekend days used, while paying 14.45% of the total income. The outsiders used the Hall
60.40% of the total weekend days used and paid 75.25% of the total income.

In 1988, we continued to put aside $1.00 per plate from the operation of the Cultural Hall
Kitchen in a Kitchen Major Maintenance Provision which totaled $20,649, as reflected on our
balance sheet. Church Organizations, Armenian Organizations and Hokejashes were absolved
from contributing to this major maintenance fund.

In 1988, for the first time, the Hall Operations absorbed all costs for linens, as opposed to
previous years, when the Church budget was imburdened by this expense. As of 1989, the Hall
Operations will be carrying cost of advertising the availability of the Hall, both in the telephone
directory and other publications, thus lightening the Church budget.

We express our sincere appreciation to Mrs. Helen Armoudlian for her total cooperation in
the various aspects of the management of the Church Cultural Hall and Recreation Center
facilities rentals.

PROFESSIONAL SERVICES

On a number of occasions during 1988, we called upon parishioners for assistance in their
professional fields. We take this opportunity to thank Mr. Alex Jemal, Esquire, for his legal
services; Mr. Mike Kojaian, President of National Construction Co.; Mr. Garabed
Hoplamazian, engineer; and Mrs. Cynthia Ohanian, A.S.L.D., all of whom, when called upon,
rendered service to St. John’s without benefit of remuneration.

CULTURAL EVENT SPONSORED BY ST. JOHN’S

St. John’s Armenian Church sponsored the brilliant performance of the State Dance
Ensemble of Armenia on the evenings of Friday, October 21 and Saturday, October 22, 1988,
at Groves High School Auditorium in Birmingham, Michigan. A combined audience of 1200
people viewed the two performances of outstanding Armenian ethnographic dances presented
by the sixty-six dancers and musicians.

Interest income from the Fr. Paren Avedikian Cultural and Educational Fund reduced the
deficit incurred by St. John’s in sponsoring the performances.
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ANN ARBOR BADARAKS

Divine Liturgy was celebrated at St. Aidens Episcopal Church in Ann Arbor, Michigan,
under the auspices of St. John’s Armenian Church on a monthly basis beginning in December,
1987 and continued through November, 1988.

Deacons and Choir members of St. John’s accompanied the clergy on each of these
occasions.

FAMILY WORSHIP DAY

St. John’s sponsored its first official Family Worship Day on Sunday, December 4. Many
parents accompanied their children to Church School, and proceeded to the Sanctuary to
attend the Divine Liturgy and partook of the Holy Communion together. Other such occasions
will be scheduled in the future to encourage our parishioners to worship with their families in
God’s House.

DIVINE LITURGY VIDEO TAPED

The Divine Liturgy in its entirity was video taped at St. John’s Armenian Church on Sunday,
November 6, 1988. Two versions will be released in 1989. One will be suitable both for
instructional purposes as well as for general use, and the other version will be made available
for the shut-ins.

The video taping project was underwritten through a Special Fund established at St. John’s
by Mrs. Armene Keleshian and Miss Sirvart Mezian in memory of their parents, Armenag and
Myriene Mezian.

YOUTH COORDINATOR

St. John’s Armenian Church acquired the services of Mr. Jirair Hovsepian in October, 1988.
He will serve as our full time youth coordinator supervising all youth activities including
recruitment, social, sports and other church related projects that pertain to our youth. With the
hiring of Mr. Hovsepian, St. John’s Armenian Church is making a total commitment to
encouraging the participation of all our young people.
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EARTHQUAKE IN ARMENIA

On December 7, 1988, Armenia was devastated by a disastrous earthquake which took the
lives of tens of thousands of our brethren and left half a million people homeless, injured,
suffering and grieving.

‘The next day, December 8, Fr. Paren Avedikian together with the Parish Council called a
meeting of forty-five members of our community, both representing themselves and/or
organizations to which they belong, in order to organize our relief efforts. During the initial
meeting, various sub-committees were organized such as the Fund-Raising Committee,
Finance Committee, Publicity Committee, Public Relations Committee, and Political
Committee, which was formed for the specific purpose of contacting elected and appointed
public officials. Members of the aforementioned committees either volunteered or were
appointed. It was decided by the Committee to establish a separate fund under the name
“Armenia Earthquake Fund” c/o St. John’s Armenian Church.

On Sunday, December 11, Governor James J. Blanchard, representing the State of
Michigan, attended the Divine Liturgy at St. John’s, and along with extending his condolences
and official support, made a personal donation of $1,000.00 to St. John’s Armenia Earthquake
Fund.

St. John’s observed an official period of forty days of mourning for the victims of the tragedy,
and all social events within the Church were cancelled, with the exception of organizational
meetings. The Church and Cultural Center were appropriately draped in black. It was decided
to continue the operation of Bingo during the mourning period, with the proceeds from
December 15, 22, 29, Jan. 1 and 12 allocated directly to the Earthquake Fund.

The various members of the Armenia Earthquake Committee have been working since the
first meeting. Thousands of individual monetary donations, as well as medical supplies,
clothing and food have been received thus far.

faithful parishioners who, during the past year, gave unselfishly of their time and financial
resources for the life, the vitality and the improvement of our Church and Community for the
Glory of God.
