RULES AND REGULATIONS
CONCERNING CHURCH MEMBERSHIP

All persons who have been baptized and confirmed in the Armenian Church, who accept
its doctrine, canons and rites, and who fullfill their obligations to the church and
community, shall be members in good standing of the Parish Church and shall constitute
the Parish Assembly.

Every member of the Parish, 18 years of age or over, shall pay to his (or her) church an
annual due, the amount of which shall be determined by the Diocesan Assembly. Such
amount may be increased, but not decreased by the Parish Assembly.

Members in good standing of a Parish Church, who are 18 years of age or over, may
participate in the assemblies of the same parish and may vote, provided that at least six
months have elapsed since the date of their registration as members of the parish and
their dues have been paid. They may be eligible for office one year after becoming
members, provided they have attained the age of 21.

Members who fail their dues for one or more years, automatically forfeit their right to
vote at Parish Assemblies or to hold elective office within the parish. Such members may
reinstate these rights by payment of their dues in arrears for at least the previous two
years.

No one may be a voting member in more than one parish at the same time.”

~ RULES AND REGULATIONS
GOVERNING PARISH ASSEMBLY

The Agenda of the Parish Assembly shall be prepared by the Parish Priest and the Parish
Council. Other matters of new business may be added by majority vote of the Parish
Assembly.

At Parish Assemblies the presence of a minimum of one-third of the eligible voting
membership or fifty members shall constitute a quorum, and decisions shall be rendered
by majority vote of members present and voting.

In a Parish Assembly each member shall be entitled to one vote which is not transferable
and must be cast in person. In case of a tie vote the presiding officer shall cast the deciding
vote or he shall authorize a second balloting upon the same question.

The Parish Priest shall preside over the meeting of the Parish Council and the Parish
Assembly.”

WORSHIP SERVICES
Throughout the year 1992, the Very Rev. Fr. Samuel Aghoyan, Assistant
Pastor has helped me in attending to the needs of our Church Community.
Divine Liturgy was celebrated and Armenian and English sermons were
delivered every sunday. Services were also offered during the week in accor-
dance with our Church traditions.

SACRAMENTS AND RITES

During 1992, the following Sacraments and Rites were officiated: Bap-
tism and Confirmation of infants and adults, 83; Engagement Services, 9;
Holy Matrimony, 38; Funeral Services, 45.

PASTORAL VISITATIONS

Hospital visitations, nursing home visitation to the sick and elderly, home
visitations for consolation, home blessings, visitations with families of the
Parish in connection with Sacraments and for various other reasons have been
attended to by myself and Very Rev. Fr. Samuel Aghoyan.

My administrative responsibilities during the past year have included
office work and management, Parish Council and Church Auxiliary Organi-
zational functions, coordination of Church organizations, fund-raising, iden-

We have come to rely upon all of the above annual fund-raising projects.
It has been a concern of mine for some time, as it should be the concern of
each and every parishioner, that without the efforts of these committees, the
resources of our Church would fall far shorter than her needs.

THE PAST YEAR IN REVIEW

As I reflect on the past year, a few events and accomplishments come to
mind.

The first was' the visit of the youthful Primate of Artzakh, His Grace,
Bishop Barkev Mardirosian. In the past, I have had the opportunity to express
my impressions of the young clergyman, who probably under the most diffi-
cult circumstances throughout the Armenian church, is leading his flock, and
providing it with spiritual guidance and physical security, with deep faith and
a positive outlook. This second visit of Bishop Mardirosian to St. John’s last
March was the opportunity for rededication to the undying faith of our forefa-
thers, which characterizes both the shepherd and the flock of Artzakh today.
Only those who partook in the activities and the efforts surrounding the visit
of His Grace, can confidently claim to have been in communion with the
spirit of their ancestors.

The second event was the opportunity at St. John’s on April 5th to honor
two individuals whose combined services to St. John’s as Deacons was over
ninety years, and to the Armenian Church in general, surpasses one hundred
years. Ara Haig and Daniel Shahan with their love, dedication, devotion and
service have set a record at St. John’s for all the young men and women to
look up to and aspire for. Theirs was an unending and uninterrupted service,
in spite of and regardless of life’s circumstances.

The third was the Komitas String Quartet Concert at St. John’s Sanctuary.
The event was a sublime blending of the spiritual and the cultural, dedicated
to the memory of our Martyrs, where men and their instruments were in com-
munion with the spirits of the composers, of whom one was Gomidas, deter-
mined to catch the essence of the human soul at its finest, regardless of
whether it was in agony or ecstasy, since at that state the differences between
the two disappear, and the human soul in its defeat or its conquest stands
naked in the eyes of his Creator, presenting himself humbly as he is, desiring
approval and an uplift. St. John’s Sanctuary was the milieu to this spiritual
warmth brought to us by four of our countrymen from shivering Armenia.

The fourth is the renovation of St. John’s Cultural Center. As I look back
in my memory, the nostalgia of the brick walls and circumstances surround-
ing it make me think of once carefree children who now have grown up and
face responsibilities of providing for their own families. The old Cultural
Center served St. John’s well; however, only a new or renovated Cultural



Center is capable of shouldering today’s responsibilities. The investment of
the past ought to have been reinvested in order to keep pace with the chang-
ing times. In this effort, Cynthia Ohanian’s time and talent were most needed
and valuable. The passing generations of St. John’s, even in death, made the
project possible, for which we ask that the Lord God smile upon them.

The fifth was the Opening of the Alex and Marie Manoogian Museum at
St. John’s. Know thyself, is a goal worthy of pursuit, both of individuals and
nations. All our efforts of self-preservation as a nation are doomed to fail if
we do not know who we are. The Museum is neither a shrine nor monument.
The Museum is the tangible evidence of our identity as a nation, thus the
source of our spiritual, cultural and national sustenance. The Museum is the
fountain of pride in accomplishments, the means to communicate with suffer-
ing and deprivation, the taste of creative genius amidst devastation, the will
and determination to survive, the ability to rejuvenate by the infusion of new
knowledge and the soaring to new heights never before attained, characteriz-
ing at one time or another, the life of our ancestors. The Museum is the means
of our self-discovery. This opportunity was gifted magnanimously to St.
John’s Community by Alex and Marie Manoogian for which we humbly
express gratitude.

The sixth and the final was our sorrowful journey to our Motherland in a
humanitarian mission of aid with a group of four Parish Council members as
the emissaries of St. John’s. We have tried to suppress publicity on this mis-
sion in view of the fact that the need of our people in our homeland is
immense and our contribution seemed like a drop of water in the ocean. The
suffering and deprivation of our people is beyond words. Yet we came back
with hope and optimism, not as wishful thinking, but rather inspired from
their determination to survive and to overcome. Then it all made sense, these
were the circumstances prevailing throughout our people’s history, yet they
have survived and flourished in the past, and there is no force which will con-
vince us that it will not happen again. The amount of our help is not relevant,
it is not the quantity that matters, but rather our continued willingness to help
both financially and above all, morally. Our sisters and brothers in Armenia
are depending on us to stand up for them, to show our solidarity of purpose
with them. It is our duty to share our blessings with them and to raise our
voices now.

THE CHALLENGE OF THE FUTURE

At the end of 1992, in spite of another financial set back, St. John’s reached
a humble, yet important milestone. In 1985 at the time of the celebration of the
25th Anniversary of my ordination to the Priesthood, with a personal donation
of $5,000, I set the pace for this Parish to establish an Endowment Fund to
insure the ease of its financial operations. Concurrent to that, the Committee



heading the celebration of my anniversary set up an Educational and Cultural
Fund in my name. Gradually as people heard and inquired about the Funds,
they also established Funds in their own or their loved ones names. Thus, by
the end of 1992, total perpetual endowments for various purposes within St.
John’s had reached a respectable sum of $649,431.92. It is the obligation of
each parishioner to encourage others, or to set up themselves, endowments as a
means of securing the mission and the future of the Church.

APPRECIATION AND CONCLUSION

I take this opportunity to express my heartfelt appreciation to Very Rev.
Fr. Samuel Aghoyan, to the members of the Parish Council, and especially
the Chairman of the Parish Council, Mr. Vahram Fantazian, the Armenian
Apostolic Society, Church Auxiliary Organizations and their Executive Bod-
ies, Church Standing Committees, as well as to the individual parishioners
for their cooperation, services, and sacrifices.

At this time, I also extend my sincere gratitude to all those who contrib-
uted to the Cultural and Educational Endowment Fund established in my
name on the 25th anniversary of my ordination to the priesthood in 1985. the
total of these contributions is $113,426.90 for which I am deeply indebted to
the donors.

I pray that God will bless each and every one of us abundantly.

PARISH COUNCIL CHAIRMAN’S MESSAGE

Dear Parishoners,

This past year, 1992, marked another milestone in the history of St.
John’s Armenian Church. We celebrated our 61st anniversary and the past
thirty-one years right here at our present sight.

The members of the Parish Council decided to renovate the Cultural Hall
because of the wear and tear it has received over the years and more impor-
tantly to be able to compete with other major rental facilities by creating a
state of the art banquet hall. The Parish Council worked closely with interior
designer Sirarpie Ohanian in planning for the renovation. This was accom-
plished without a fund raising effort by utilizing monies from the future
building maintenance funds. Many parishioners have shown concern that the
funds were extracted from the annual budget. This was not the case. Some
years ago it was determined to use in lieu of flowers for future major building
maintenance. Therefore no funds from the budget were used nor was a fund
raising event necessary.

It is becoming increasingly difficult to meet the demands of operating
our church complex. One way to encrease revenue is to raise our annual dues.
Another is to have more fund raising events throughout the year by involving
our church organizations. I would hope at the parish assembly in 1993 our
membership would look favorably on increasing the annual dues.

An exciting occasion during the year was the dedication of the Alex and
Marie Manoogian Museum. Along with the Edward and Helen Mardigian
Library our church complex has truly become a cultural center. Our congratu-
lations and thanks to Alex and Marie Manoogian for selecting St. John’s as
the sight for this magnificent museum. Qur gratitude also goes to The Very
Reverand Father Paren Avedikian for his tireless work in procuring artifacts
and planning for the museum.

Using their own personal funds our Pastor and four members of the Par-
ish Council visited Armenia to oversee our parish’s Food for Armenia Project
and also to visit the farm that our Parish purchased which is located in a vil-
lage near the city of Spitak. While there they discussed with Armenian Gov-
ernment officials how the five hundred tons of flour (nearly one million
pounds) that we purchased would be distributed to the people. I am happy to
report that our purchased flour has provided bread for southern Armenia for
one entire month. Our farm is very successful and is providing much needed
milk for people in the nearby villages.

We are living in demanding times requiring us to have many interests.
However, we must not allow these to interfere with our obligation to raise our
children in the traditions of the Armenian Church. We should attend church
on a regular basis and let us also remember to love and respect each other. All
of us have thoughts on how to accomplish the needs of our Parish and some-
times we will disagree as to how to bring ideas to fruition. In these matters let
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us never forget that we are working for the same goal-- to help make our Par-
ish one we can continue to be proud of. Personal differences must not stand
in the way of our desire to serve this Parish and the Armenian Church.

I wish to acknowledge and thank a host of very vital people who contrib-
ute to the success of our church. They are our deacons; choirmaster and choir
members; church organists; Church School personnel; Ladies Auxiliary;
Women’s Guild; A.C.Y.0.A. Seniors and Juniors; Men’s Society; our secre-
tary Mrs. Helen Armoudlian and part time office help Mr. Michael Ohanesian
as well as all the dedicated individuals who chaired our Bingo, Picnic and the
1000 Club raffle.

I also wish to thank you the parishioners who have supported our parish
through the year.:

A note of thanks to our assistant pastor The Very Reverend Father Sam-
uel Aghoyan. We wish him well in his new position at Holy Martyrs Church
in Bayside, New York.

My special thanks to the members of the Parish Council who have served
our parish with the utmost dedication throughout the year.

Finally, I express to our pastor, The Very Reverend Father Paren
Avedikian, the gratitude of our parishoners and myself. As chairman of our
Parish Council, I have had the opportunity to work closely with Father Paren.
I must say that I witnessed the devoted and unselfish manner in which he
gives of himself for the spiritual and cultural needs of our parish. May
Almighty God give him the strength to continue to serve the Armenian
Church.

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PARISH COUNCIL MEETINGS
The Parish Council had 32 regular meetings. Throughout the year special
meetings were held for the election of the Parish Council Executive Body,
building policies and combined Parish Council and Diocesan Delegates.
The Parish Council chaired the New Year’s Eve Dance and the Ford Probe
Raffle and in those capacities held special meetings in November and
December of 1992.

PLEDGE REPORT
In accordance with the decision of the 1990 Parish Assembly, the mini-
mum pledge of $125.00 per individual member and $250 per couple was in
effect during 1992.
In 1992, St. John’s membership was 908. Of this number 738 paid the
minimum dues and 170 paid over the minimum.

SENIOR CITIZENS’ LUNCHEONS

St. John’s continued to sponsor Senior Citizens’ Luncheons every Tues-
day of the month. The Senior Citizens’ Program, since its inception in 1975,
has been subsidized by St. John’s with only a minimal amount charged to
those who attend. Mr. and Mrs. Edward Mardigian, again this year, have gra-
ciously offered to subsidize two to three Senior Citizens Luncheons per
month, creating additional opportunities for the Senior Citizens of our com-
munity to gather and socialize.

The Pastors and Parish Council extend their sincere gratitude to Mr. and
Mrs. Edward Mardigian for their thoughtfulness and generosity, and to Mr.
Leo Zamanigian who is present at the luncheons assisting our Senior Citizens
in every way possible.

VISIT OF THE PRIMATE OF KARABAGH

On Wednesday, Thursday and Friday, March 11-13, 1992, His Grace,
Bishop Barkev Mardirosian, the Primate of Karabagh visited St. John’s Par-
ish. Bishop Mardirosian had come to Detroit to present the plight of his flock
and ask for immediate assistance to enable them to endure the untold suffer-
ings experienced at the hands of the Azerbaijani Government. Even though
on short notice, about four hundred people reacted to our call and attended
the public gathering on Friday, March 13 at the Church Cultural Hall. Fol-
lowing the plea of the visiting Bishop, a fund-raising was held which resulted
in the total collection of $214,798.00. These funds, through the Diocese,
were immediately placed at the disposal of the Bishop of Karabagh.

Following the fund-raising, a tea was tendered in honor of His Grace,
Bishop Barkev Mardirosian.
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BUILDING REPORT

During 1992, the Church Cultural Building continued to be used by the
Church, Church Organizations, non-Church Organizations of the community,
and for rental purposes by individual Church and non-Church members.

The major renovations for the year 1992 are listed under Future Mainte-
nance Provision Expenses.

The hall operating income further decreased in 1992. The Hall continued
to incur the total linen bill amounting to $7,731.00 and advertising in the yel-
low pages amounting to $10,325.00 The accompanying tables indicate that
out of 156 Fridays, Saturdays and Sundays, the Hall was not in use 93 days
during 1992. The Church Organizations used the Hall 20.63% of the total
weekend days used, while paying only 10.50% of the income. The Armenian
Organizations used the Hall 6.35% of the total weekend days used, while
paying only 3.54% of the weekend income. The parishioners used the Hall
15.87% of the total weekend days used, while paying 13.34% of the total
income. The outsiders used the Hall 57.14% of the total weekend days used
and paid 72.63% of the total income.

In 1992 we continued to put aside $1.00 and $1.50 per plate from the
operation of the Cultural Hall in a Kitchen Major Maintenance Provision
which totaled $15,815.00, as reflected on our balance sheet. Hokejashes and
Recreation Center dinners were absolved from contributing to this major
maintenance fund.

We express our sincere appreciation to Mrs. Helen Armoudlian for han-
dling all aspects of management of the Church Cultural Hall and Recreation
Center rental facilities.

IN LIEU OF FLOWERS
FUTURE MAINTENANCE PROVISION OF ST. JOHN’S

For some time now, we have been advising and encouraging friends to
designate St. John’s as the beneficiary of the in Lieu of Flowers donations for
loved ones. After all, the burden of maintenance, improvment, and renovation
of St. John's facilities are our responsibilities, and ours alone. No outside
organization will come to our aid when periodically renovations are needed.
We draw the funds from the Future Maintenance Provision as reflected on the
balance sheet. This provision is realized solely from the In Lieu of Flowers
donations of the last twenty years. Every seven to ten years and possibly
more often we will need to renovate various areas of our complex. These
funds must be readily available to enable us to respond to the needs as they
occur.

We assume and we hope that these were factors in the minds of parishio-
ners and friends who had the unfortunate responsibility of making decisions
regarding the designation of funds for the In Lieu of Flowers donations made
on behalf of their loved ones.

In 1992, St. John’s receive $63,000.00 as a result of these wise and con-
siderate decisions for which we thank the families of the deceased and the
donors. We pray that the Lord will show special mercy on the souls of the
departed.
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FUTURE MAINTENANCE PROVISION EXPENSES

According to the resolution adopted by the 1991 Annual Assembly to
report the expenses incurred from the Future Maintenance Provision Funds,
we herewith report the following,

During 1992, in about a five month period, the Cultural Center at St.
John’s was completely renovated. The renovation included:

- Installation of new carpeting in the Cultural Hall.

-Wainscotting in the Cultural Hall.

-Installation of new parquet dance floor.

-Installation of fabric wall covering in Cultural Hall.

-Erecting a barrier wall in the in the Cultural Hall to conceal kitchen and muf-
fle noise from kitchen.

-Painting ceiling tiles.

-Resurfacing stage floor.

-Installation of new drapes and curtains on stage.

-Refurbishing Cultural Hall chandeliers.

-Installation of new carpeting in lobby, coat room, and corridor and marble
flooring in vestible of lobby.

-Installation of completely new ceiling tiles and lighting fixtures in the lobby,
coat room, east corridor.

-Installation of wall paper on east corridor walls.

-Installation of floor tiles in the west corridor.

-Installation of new ceiling tiles and lighting fixtures and wall paper in the
west corridor.

-Complete renovation of all four restrooms of the Cultural Center, including
all fixtures and stalls and refurbishing these areas.

-Adding a completely new unisex handicapped restroom to comply with fed-
eral and state regulations.

-Adding a sound system to the Chapel.

-Installation of a new telephone system throughout the Cultural Building.

-Refurbishing an old air handler unit and installing it in the Cultural Hall
basement for additional cooling of Cultural Hall.

-Reconfiguring furnace of lobby and adding cooling coil to provide air condi-
tioning to lobby.

-Fabricating and installing condensation drip pans for Cultural Hall air han-
dlers to eliminate leaks on the newly painted ceiling tiles.

The total cost of the above renovations amounted to 276,243.84 which
were derived from the Building Future Renovation Fund, in the amount of
$185,696.82 and the Kitchen Future Renovation Fund, in the amount of
$90,547.02. '
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YOUTH COORDINATOR

St. John’s Youth Coordinator, Lisa Mardigian, continued her responsibili-
ties in 1992 by assisting the Church School, ACYO Juniors, ACYOA
Seniors, and Mr.& Mrs. Society Organizations.

Lisa coordinated two Church School Lunches/Family Fun Days, and the
4th Annual Armenian Earthquake Walk-a-thon. She resumed the Super Sat-
urday Program this fall with a six week session of Armenian cooking, danc-
ing, language, arts & crafts, sports, and a field trip. She helped organize the
ACYO Project Youth efforts in sponsoring the Lenten Fish Dinners and fam-
ily dance “Moonstruck II”, and also arranged the Juniors Ski, Cedar Pointe,
and Canoe trips along with other local activities. She coordinated the ACYO
Juniors active participation in the Bazaar and Church Picnic. She assisted the
ACYOA Seniors in their annual November Dance, “A Night at the Oscars”,
and coordinated the Sport Teams for the 1992 ACYOA Sports Weekend in
Long Island, New York. She assisted the committees of the Mr. & Mrs. Bingo
Night and Halloween Party. She helped organize and coordinate the Youth
Basketball Program and was responsible for the concessions stand during
Sunday Basketball Games. Lisa also organized and supervised the 6 week
summer day camp, and one week overnight camp at Echo Grove Camp in
Leonard, Michigan.

F.A.C.E. Fellowship and Armenian Cultural Enrichments
and
SUPER SATURDAYS

winter of 1992. The adult program, FA.C.E. consisted of Evening Lectures
and cooking classes; The Super Saturday Program for children 5-12 took
place in our Recreation Center.

In the Fall of 1992, a second Super Saturday Program for children, ages 5-
12, took place at the Recreation Center.

CHURCH OWNED PROPERTY
The Winora Avenue home which was sold to a parishioner on a 10 year
land contract in 1990, continued to bring revenues to the Church according to
the contract.
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TEAS

In 1992, St. John’s continued the tradition of an Easter Sunday Tea. Fol-
lowing Church Services, a Tea featuring Armenian Easter eggs, bread and
cheese was sponsored by our Church in the Church Cultural Hall. Hundreds
of parishioners and friends gathered to exchange Easter greetings with
friends and aquaintances. The Women’s Guild coordinated the Tea.

On the occasions of the Transfiguration of Jesus Christ and the Exhalta-
tion of the Holy Cross, Teas were sponsored by St. John’s and coordinated by
the Women’s Guild.

The Pastors and Parish Council extend their appreciation to the Women’s
Guild for assuming this additional responsibility for the benefit of our parish-
ioners.

ORIENTAL RUG SALE

St. John’s Armenian Church sponsored another four-day Oriental Rug
Sale in conjunction with Edward Bashian and Sons, Inc., importers from New
York. The Rug Sale, coinciding with St. John’s Bazaar, took place on the
weekend of October 8,9,10, and 11 in the Church Recreation Center. St.
John’s realized a net profit of $11,529. 00 from the Rug Sale.

Since the first Rug Sale, the Bashian Family has annually donated a rug
for our Bazaar raffle, and has also participated in our fundraisings and has
supported St. John’s in a number of other ways.

The Pastors and Parish Council extend their appreciation to the Bashian
Family and to General Co-Chairmen, Richard and Isabelle Vahratian along
with all those who assisted in various capacities to insure the success of this
project.

77th ANNIVERSARY OF ARMENIAN GENOCIDE

On Sunday, April 25, 1992, St. John’s observed the 77th Anniversary of
the Armenian Genocide during the Divine Liturgy followed by a memorial
meal and a program attended by 700 parishioners and friends. The keynote
speakers were the Honorable John Engler, Governor of the State of Michigan
and Mr. Edmond Azadian.

At the conclusion of the program, a Memorial Concert was presented
in the Sanctuary by the Madrigal Chorale of Southfield, arrangements for
which were made by parishioner Margaret Benian, who also accompanied
the orchestra.

Members of the Women’s Guild and ACYOQA Seniors and Juniors coordi-
nated the preparation and the serving of the meal.
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FOOD FOR ARMENIA

In 1992, St. John’s continued fund raising for Food for Armenia. As it has
become a tradition, we solicited contributions on the occasion of the 77th
Anniversary of the Armenian Genocide and the Fourth Annual Walk-a-thon,
also from around the beginning of 1992, we solicited funds through our Sun-
day Bulletin. Aside from our efforts, parishioners and friends also responded
to the need by designating In Lieu of Gifts donations for birthdays and anni-
versaries, as well as, In Lieu of Flowers donations received on the occasion of
the demise of their loved ones. In 1992, we also received the proceeds from a
concert presented by a parishioner for the benefit of Food for Armenia.

Reports reaching us from Armenia in regard to food shortages towards the
end of 1992 prompted the Parish Council to respond to their need. Fr. Paren
Avedikian, together with Parish Council members, Elizabeth Aprahamian,
Peter Egigian, Harry Terzian and Richard Vahratian departed for Armenia on
December 15, 1992 to make arrangements for the delivery of 500 metric tons
of flour. St. John’s delegation worked with the Prime Minister of Armenia,
Mr. Khosrov Haroutunian, both for the transfer of $100,000.00, the cost of
the flour, and for its delivery to Armenia.

While in Armenia, St. John’s representatives paid a visit to Hartakugh in
the region of Spitak, in Northern Armenia, to inquire regarding the conditions
prevailing at St. John’s Farm. As you may recall, in 1991 St. John’s had made
arrangements to establish a farm in Armenia consisting of two barns, 276
cows, bulls and calves along with feed, an electric generator and a van at a
total cost of $65,000.00. St. John’s representatives, after their visit to the
farm, arrived at the conclusion that the barns, the feed supplies for winter, the
generator and the van were in more than satisfactory condition, however, they
noticed that because of the hardship prevailing in Armenia, the number of the
animals had decreased. The care of the farm is in the hands of a cooperative
named after St. John’s. The members of the cooperative assured St. John’s
representatives that they will do their utmost to maintain the quantity of the
animals and the quality of the farm since the existence and the well being of
the farm is the only means of their own sustenance.

St. John’s representatives returned home on December 24, 1992,

Every member of this delegation paid for all expenses related to their
visit.

NEIGHBORHOOD DEVELOPMENT
During 1992, there were no serious requests by parishioners for financial
assistance to purchase homes in Magnolia Subdivision. As of the end of the
year 1992, we had eleven parishioners who have outstanding balances total-
ing $83,900.00. Through the years a total of sixteen parishioners have repaid
the Church the full amount of financial assistance they have received.
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. SOCIAL CONCERN FUND

During 1992, St. John’s Social Concern Fund helped sixty families who
either sought assistance from the Church or of whose predicaments the
Church was made aware. Financial assistance to these families through St.
John’s Social Concern Fund amounted to $17,053.00 in 1992.

Again this year the funds in the Social Concern Fund were generated from
the following sources: Special contributions by concerned parishioners, con-
tributions from parishioners as a response to our appeals in the weekly Sun-
day Bulletins, In Lieu of Cards contributions made to send Christmas and
New Year’s greetings to friends and parishioners through a special Christmas
Bulletin, interest from an Endowment Fund at St. John’s, and from gifts given
to Fr. Paren on the occasion of the officiation of sacraments and rites. Funds
needed to supplement these sources of income were direct contributions from
St. John’s Armenian Church as reflected on the line item “Social Concern” on
the Expense side of our Budget.

We thank all who contributed directly or indirectly to the Social Concern
Fund of St. John’s.

FINE ARTS COMMITTEE

St. John’s Fine Arts Committee sponsored the exhibition and sale of Paul
Zenian’s paintings in conjunction with Bazaar ‘92 on October 9, 10, 11,
1992.

Dr. Gary Belian is Chairman of the Fine Arts Committee. Members are:
Edmond and Nora Azadian, Zabel Belian, Jack and Vera Kazanjian, and Dr.
Jack and Ruby Yagoobian.

The Pastors and Parish Council extend their appreciation to the Fine Arts
Committee for their efforts for the introduction and promotion of Armenian
Artists and their Art.

ARMENIAN ARTIFACTS

During 1992, St. John’s artifacts continued to be systematically cata-
logued. Many of the artifacts have been installed in the Museum display
cases; the remainder are temporarily housed in the Museum Preparation
Room.

In 1992, twenty-two additional artifacts enriched our Museum which
has the largest collection of Armenian artifacts in this country. Following
is a list of new acquisitions: Seven paintings, one rhyton, eight rugs, two
Urartian bracelets, two silver cross ornaments, one pantaloon, and one
night shirt.
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THE OPENING OF THE
ALEX AND MARIE MANOOGIAN MUSEUM AT ST. JOHN’S

After many years of anticipation, in 1992, finally the Opening of the Alex
and Marie Manoogian Museum at St. John’s took place in a manner befitting
the dedication of a new Cultural Center.

First, on the weekend of May 22, 23, and 24, a Symposium with the title,
“Armenian New Testament” was held at St. John’s, coordinated by Arch-
bishop Shahe Ajamian and Professor Michael Stone of Jerusalem. Ten schol-
ars from throughout the world participated in the symposium. At the
conclusion of both evening presentations, elaborate teas were tendered in
honor of the visiting scholars.

The second and final phase of the Opening and Dedication of the Museum
took place form December 2 through December 7, 1992 at St. John’s, under
the general heading of Festival of Armenian Arts, coordinated by Fr. Paren
Avedikian. This second phase consisted of a Concert on Wednesday, Decem-
ber 2, by professional Armenian and non-Armenian musicians. On Friday
and Saturday, December 4 and 5, a second symposium was held with the title
“Armenian Art and Manuscript Collections Throughout the World”, with the
participation of eleven scholars from throughout the world. Mr. Edmond
Azadian was the coordinator of the second symposium. On Saturday, Decem-
ber 5, a Celebration Dinner Reception was held at Masco World Headquarter-
5.0n Sunday, December 6, with the participation of the three Primates of the
Armenian Dioceses of North America, the Divine Liturgy was celebrated at
St. John’s. That same evening during a Champagne Dinner Reception, the
Opening and the Dedication of the Museum took place at St. John’s. On
Monday, December 7, on the fourth anniversary of the Earthquake in Arme-
nia, a two phased concert was presented: the first, a vocal concert in the Cul-
tural Hall by Sousanna Martirosian of Armenia and the second, an organ
concert in the Sanctuary by Berj Zamkochian of Boston. Following both the
Wednesday and Monday Concerts, elaborate teas were tendered in honor of
the artists.

Mr. & Mrs. Alex and Marie Manoogian, who contributed $2,200,000.00
for the construction and furbishing of the Museum also donated an additional
$225,000.00 to subsidize the total expenses related to the Opening and Dedi-
cation of the Museum in the year 1992.

In due time, the proceedings at both Symposia and a Catalogue of the
Alex and Marie Manoogian Museum will be published with the additional
donations of the benefactors.

The Pastors and the Parish Council congratulate Mr. & Mrs. Alex Manoo-
gian on their foresight and thank them for their generosity.
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NEW YEARS’S EVE DINNER DANCE

The 1992 annual New Year’s Eve Dinner Dance was under the chairman-
ship of the Parish Council and was attended by approximately 320 people.
The evening featured a mezza table, a lavish dinner, and continental break-
fast. The musical entertainment for the evening was provided by the Hachig
Kazarian Ensemble and Hot Ice.

A profit of approximately $1300.00 was realized.

The Pastors and Parish Council extend their thanks to all who put forth
their efforts to make this an enjoyable evening.

PROBE CAR RAFFLE

In 1992, instead of continuing with the 1000 Club Raffle, St. John’s
Armenian Church and A.G.B.U. Alex Manoogian School decided to raffle a
1993 Ford Probe car.

Through the efforts of the Parish Council members together with a few
parishioners, 295 tickets out of 500 were sold. The drawing was held at St.
John’s New Year’s Eve Dinner Dance. The winners were Mr. & Mrs. Manoo-
gian, who donated their winnings of approximately $16,000.00 to the spon-
soring institutions, who each realized about $12,560.00.
