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2. Church Enterprises 

Your Parish Council planned, organized, and conducted the fol­
lowing in the course of 1974: 

a) 33rd Anniversary Celebration 

The 33rd Anniversary Celebration was held on Sunday, Mar. 31, 
1974 in the Church Hall with Greg Abrahamian as Master of 
Ceremonies. Archbishop Torkom Manoogian and Mayor Stanley 
Pac joined us in this celebration. Total donations amounted 
to $3059. 

b) Annual Church·Picnic 

OUr annual picnic was sponsored jointly with the Hartford 
'Parish at Elks Field, East Hartford, on Sunday, August 25, 
1974. Arthur Simonian and Guy Bedrosian (Hartford) were. 
joint chairmen. Each church realized a profit of $547.49. 

Again, through a regrettable series of misunderstandings, 
our picnic date conflicted with St. Stephans. To circum­
vent a recurrence, we have this past October advised all 
area churches that our joint picnic will be held in 1975 
on Sunday, August 24; 

c) St. Nerses Celebration 

OUr Parish opened its hearts and homes to the group of 
seminarians that held its month-long pilgrimage the past 
summer. The dinner meeting and program were held the 
evening of May 21, 1974. 

d) Church Dance 

our Parish held a dance at Howard Johnson's Motel in South 
Windsor, Conn. on Saturday evening, September 7, 1974. ·,The 
effort was co-chaired by Greg Abrahamian and B. J. Hov­
hanessian. Total proceeds for our parish were $398.85. 

3. Maintenance 

As you are all aware, we are striving to maintain the condition 
of this church until such time as we are able to sell to the 
Redevelopment Agency. It.is very difficult to minimize this 
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expense while we try to hold up ·the value of the premises. In 
addition, we have had a particularly bad year in terms of dam­
age from vandalism-caused broken windows. 

a) We publicly thank Pete and Monty Bagdigian, Harry Azarigian, 
and Peter Egazarian for their continual help in making re­
pairs, cleaning up, and in general, doing more than their 
share toward upkeep of the church building and grounds. 

b) Ali;:hough·we have no oil shortage this year, with the cost 
of·oil doubled as compared to last year, we are maintain­
ing last year's policy of conservation to hold down cost. 
In general, we are holding church temperatures to 55°F 
when closed, and raising them to 68°F for services •. Church 
organization chairmen are responsible for raising and 
lowering temperatures for their respective meetings. 

4. Publications 

The "Looys" has been published three times this past year. 
"Looys" staff for the coming year is requesting volunteers for 
editing, cutting stencils, and publication to enable further 
issues of the."Looys" to be published. Contact Father Vartan.

We also present below a three-year summary of the pledge and 
rne~ership status of our Parish.

ress was made this year in the collecting of past-due pledges 
as well as 1974 pledges. The full credit for this effort goes 
to Hurach Azarigian, our·Pledge Custodian, who in a very con­
scientious and organized manner followed through to maximize 
our pl.edge returns this past year. Although we can see that 
pledge income for 1974 was the greatest ever, $7888, we still 
have outstanding pledges due in the amount of $1100 •. 

Hurach, as you are all aware, maintained contact with parish­
ioners using telephone, mail, and personal visits to impress 
upon them the importance of the pledge income for the opera-
tion of our Church. Pledge ·Income is the single largest source · 
of cash flow to the Church, and is the means for meeting our 
weekly operating expenses. Please keep your pledges up to date 
in 1975.
