MINUTE OF THE ANNUAL PARI H A EMBLY 
FEBR ARY 7, 1999 

The annual Pari h A embly wa opened at 1:00PM by parish council chairman Harry DerA sadourian. Deacon 
Hamlet Mehrabian, Deacon in harge, led u in prayer. 

Harr DerAs adourian a ked for nomination from the floor for chairman of thi year ' a embly. Harry 
Houga made a motion to nominate arki Yirigian and Ro e Mo e econded the motion. arkis Yirigian 
declined the nomination for chairman. George imonian made a motion to nominate Harry Hougas a chairman 
and Hurach Azarigian econded the motion. Harry Houga wa elected to the chairman hip. Harry 
Der adourian a ked for nominations for as embly ecretary. Margaret Bagdigian made a motion to nominate 
Ha mig Cannata. Arthur imonian r. seconded the motion to accept Ha mig annata a ecretary, the motion 
carried and he wa elected. 

Mary Abrahamian tated that the names of Ia t year' s decea ed were not remembered in the opening prayer as 
decided by the a embly many year back. Deacon Hamlet apologized and aid that being new he wa not aware 
of thi and would remember to read the name at next year' a embly. 

Yeretzgin Patricia Buttero, 1997 ecretary, read the 1997 Parish As embly minute . The minute stood a read. 

PA TORAL REPORT 1998 
hairman Harry Houga in ited Deacon Hamlet Mehrabian to pre ent hi report. Deacon Hamlet thanked all of 

the pari hioner who have upported the church and for the familie who have ho ted the vi iting clergy at their 
homes (report attached). 

Chairman Harry Houga a ked the assembly if there were any comments or que tion concerning the Pa toral 
Report. Adrienne Damian commented that the altar erver fall under the AA AP by-law . Deacon Hamlet 
tated that he would addre thi i sue. 

hairman Harry Houga commented that Deacon Hamlet' report wa e cellent and very detailed and through. 

Chairman Houga a ked for clarification on the i ter pari h program. Deacon Hamlet aid that at the Ia t 
Dioce an meeting it wa decided that each church would try to financially help a i ter church in Armenia if they 
wi bed to. The money would be ent to the dioce e and they would distribute it through the F.A.R. department to 
the church that ha been cho en by the pari h. They would al o end us a report, on reque t, on how our money 
wa u ed. The uggested monetary donation by the dioce e i $3,000, although at the discretion of the Pari h.

Hurach Azarigian pre en ted the report. He tated that we have a certificate of depo it at Web ter Bank with a 
balance of 33,475.00 a of Januar 1,1999. 

INVE TME T REPORT 
The report wa given by Harry Houga . Harry tated that there was an increa e of 7.39% . Balance i 38,273.12. 

CEMETARY CUSTODIANS 
Hurach Azarigian presented hi report. Hurach tated that there were 108 burial plot available with the 
po ibility of doubling the plot available if burial were placed on top of the other. Que tions were answered 
regarding rate for plot . 

All of the above report were accepted by the assembly. 

OLD BUSINESS 
Out tanding item from 1997: 

Yeretzgin Patricia Buttero had a ked for a motion light to be in tailed in the front entrance of the church. Harry 
DerA adourian tated that the pari h council is looking to in tall one but there are a few problem in wiring 
code that need to be addre ed. 

Enclo ure for the door coming into the Abrahamian Auditorium from the parking lot that Violet Galazan had 
ugge ted last year i till being analyzed. Harry Azarigian said that especially children are alway opening the 

door, and a lot of cold air i being let in. Lucy imonian ugge ted in tailing a creen door for the summertime. 
Harr DerAs adourian aid that all ugge tion wiU be con idered. 

Mary Abrahamian stated that there is one blank left on the memorial donation plaque. She suggested that Harry 
Azarigian' name hould be placed on the plaque, becau e of the donation he made memorializing the parking 
lot. Harry Der A adourian explained that a flu h plaque would al o be put next to the parking lot. 

Harry DerA adourian tated that the term of two individual who erved on the arab Yagoobian cholar hip 
Fund would be coming to an end. i han DerBagda arian and Harry Houga both agreed to tay on for another 
5 year . Thi year ' cholar hip were awarded to Jame Omartian, 500.00 for out tanding academic 
achievement and Tammy Bagdigian, 300.00 for her involvement in church activitie . 

Mark imonian thought that the rent for the community center wa very expen ive. Harry DerA sadourian 
tated that the Pari h ouncil ha a presentation under new bu iness regarding the community center. 

E WBUSINESS 
Chairman Harry Houga mentioned that the Men ' lub due was due on March 4, 1999. 

love tment committee - Harry Houga wa elected for another 2 year term to erve on the Inve tment 
Committee. John Maljanian made a motion to nominate Harry Hougas, which wa econded by Ytz. Patricia 
Buttero. 
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The 1999 budget wa pre ented by John Maljanian Jr. Chairman Harry Houga a ked for a motion to accept 
the report. Hurach Azarigian made the motion and Berj Kallajian econded it. The motion carried. 

Community Center - In 1998 we lo t only three month of rent which re ulted in u not having to tran fer fund 
from avings. We paid for heat and maintenance of the community center for three month and a new roof wa 
in tailed in 1998. The Boyajian , who did not charge the church, did the work, we only paid for the material . 
George imonian wanted to know why the in urance for the community center wa only 600.00. Harry 
Der ssadourian aid that we only insure the building, the tenants carry the liability insurance. 

Office upplie - There were no ignificant change . A new computer wa purcha ed to replace the old computer 
and a new copy machine wa purcha ed. 

Harry DerA adourian reviewed the honorarium fee chedule of our church a now carried in the Handbook, 
and the revision we have impo ed in the pa t few year - pecifically a referred to Clergy and Deacon in 

barge. The Pari h ouncil office bills the familie and di tribute the payment . It wa agreed that the 
handbook will be updated to reflect current practice. It wa noted that con ideration i given to hard hip ca e 
with corre ponding adju tment in fee schedule , under guidance of the Clergy and Parish Council. 

The 1999 Anniver ary Banquet will honor the unday school teachers and uperintendents. 

The 2000 Anniver ary Banquet will ob erve the 100tb year of the tart of the rmenian burch in New Britain. 

Harry DerAs adourian and the Pari h Council bowed a detailed overview of a po sible long term plan for 
purcha' ing land around our church ite, to one day po ibly building a new community center and add on to our 
e isting parking. Di cu ion wa held with member pre ent at the assembl . 

Harry DerAs adourian a ked for a motion to enter into a ale agreement to ell the community center. John 
Maljanian made the motion and Harry Azarigian econded it. Proposal: To authorize the pari b council to make 
available for sale the Bagdigian ommunity Center and to enter into a ale agreement for not less than 
$250,000. Proceed of the ale are to be held in a pecial fund till uch time another uitable memorial i found. 
Di cu ion followed. 
Harr DerA adourian tated that the building i old. It ha an up tairs and down tair imilar to our old church 
on Erwin Place. The building i in need of exten ive upgrading if we are to u e it a a community center. It wa 
also tated the property owned by the Scalise , that we were intere ted in buying, i no longer available. That 
piece of property i level but beyond the community center the property ha a teep slope. Harry Houga thought 
that we hould put our effort omewhere el e. 
Harry DerAs adourian told u that the current tenant would like to purcha e the property. The profit that 
would be obtained from the ale would be held in a bank account until we were able to acquire property that 
would become available on Blake Road. A new community center or a pavilion could be built on that property. A 
church member ba approached the parish council about donating money for the pavilion. Thi new center could 
erve a a Sunda chool and in ure our growth. 

Mar brahamian a ked about an addition to the exi ting building. Harry DerAs adourian tated that it would 
be complicated becau e of the ae thetics, certain ordinance a transformer, which would have to be moved, and 
grade and moi ture problem . 
Arthur imonian al o agreed with Mary Abrahamian and tated that it is not easy to operate a split facility. 
Arthur al o stated that mo t churche manage money poorly, we cannot afford to loo e money and cannot take 
ri ks. onverting the church to ca h, you mu t have ome kind of inve tment for that money. 
Harry DerAs adourian tated that we have to think about the future. ell the property, then we would have the 
cash and if an opportunity came along then we can act on it. 
Chairman Harry Hougas commented that it i fine to think of the future, but is oppo ed to elling the property 
now. He feels that we need a meeting with more member pre ent. 
Roxie Maljanian aid that we hould ell the building for a price, take the money and inve t with the Dioce e, 
which ha an intere t rate of at lea t 7%. Adrienne Damian and Alice Bagdigian made imilar comment and 
felt trongly that the property hould be old for the ugge ted price. 

Harry DerA adourian pre ented net income figure for the Ia t five year for the Community Center:

Barr Der adourian and John hiloyan worked together to ee what the property i worth. Barr tated that 
one pro pective church wa willing to purcha e the church for 240,000 but wa not able to view the church 
becau e he did not ha e member approval. The tenant that are now lea ing the property have al o hown 
intere t in purcha ing the building. Harry Der adourian aid that the building i worth appro imatel 
300,000. Barr al o tated that if the pari h council enter into negotiation with the tenant and both partie 

came to an agre able price he v ould like to call a meeting for approval. 
lice Bagdigian felt that if an offer wa made to go for it and ell. 

Ytz. Marie Der adourian aid that ~ emu t remember the Alice and Monty Bagdigian name on the new 
prop rt . 

rthur imonian tated that a committee hould be appointed independent of the pari h council. And, that the 
entire pari h hould be made aware of uch dealing before v e pa a motion. 

Following the di cu ion the motion wa withdrawn by John Maljanian. The Pari h ouncil will re tud thi 
i ue for appropriate action.
