ANNUAL REPORT 1961

DEAR PARISHIONERS:

Another year has passed and we are now embarking upon a new chapter in our
community life. Through the grace and guidance of God, the accomplishments of 1961
were unquestionably the fruit of your zealous and conscientious support of our church.
These achievements definitely stand out as enormous contributions.

There is justifiable reason for gratification with our program during the
past year, There has been an appreciable increase in our family membership; enthusias-
tic interest on the part of our young people is noteworthy; programs and activities
were truly outstanding and meaningful, We can definitely record a year of successful
efforts, Our goals must have no limitations, because there is no finality in the service
to God and to the life of our church, Spiritual satisfaction derived from this service
is unmeasurable and boundless, How gratifying it is to view the fruitful harvest of a
year's endeavors and to welcome the challenge and demands of the year ahead of us. I
shall now submit a brief summary of some of my activities during the past year,

CHURCH SERVICE = Church services were held regularly every Sunday and on special occa=-
sions, namely: Armenian Christmas on January 6th, the Feast of St, Vartan, Lenten
Services every Wednesday evening, the Feast of the Ascension. During each service an
appropriate Sermon and interpretation was given, All Services were conducted with
solemnity and dignity., Special thanks are due our Deacons, our Choir Master and Choir
members for their faithful participation in the Church Services.

SACRAMENTS - As a matter of record we had 35 Baptisms, 11 Marriages, and 31 funerals,
Necessary advice and counseling are always given at these occasions.

'VISITATIONS - This is a very important service for cementing good relationship between
the church and its members which I rendered to the very best of my ability with warmth
and understanding. During the year I made 460 calls in the following areas: 220 sick
calls; 45 calls to the homes of bereaved; 25 calls to the Homes for the Aged; 6 calls
pertaining to family difficulties; 10 visits to other communities for purposes of
church fellowship; 154 miscellaneous occasions,

MEETINGS - I attended 135 meetings connected with our church activities and gave advice
and guidance as needed.

THE MESSENGER - This paper is published every month by our church and mailed to the
entire membership and other parishes in our Diocese., Every effort is made to present
current and timely news and topics of interest to our membership. In addition, we
send out special announcements on numerous occasions.

QUTLYING COMMUNITIES - As in the past, our interest is actively maintained in every
possible way to meet the needs of our surrounding communities., The Fitchburg community
held monthly cultural programs and church services sponsored by the Armenian Education-
al Organization under the able guidance of the assistant to the Pastor, Deacon Hovhannes
Kasparian,




PERSONAL EDUCATIONAL ENRICHMENT - This year I attended the Theological School at Boston
University in order to broaden further my religious background, S§ix hours each week
were devoted to these courses at the University, and countless hours in addition were
spent in Study and activity. Next semester, I shall continue with this program on the
same basis,

VISITING CLERGYMEN TO OUR PARISH - We were privileged to have as guest clergymen in our
church on several occasions: The Rev. Dajad Davidian of Bergen County, New Jersey,
ruest celebrant; the Very Rev, Karekin Kazanjian of Washington, D.C., guest preacher;
and Very Rev. Mesrob Semerjian of Hartford, Conn., guest celebrant. xchange of Divine
Liturgy celebrants took place with Very Rev., Mesrob Semerjian, Rev. Dajad Davidian and
Rev., Garen Gdanian of New York.

CENTRAL COUNCIL OF THE ASSOCIATION OF ARMENTAN CHURCH CHOIRS - As advisor to this group,
I attended regular meetings where we discussed all matters pertaining to the activities
of this Association. In my capacity, I attended the Annual Convention of the Association
of Armenian Church Choirs which took place in Detroit over the July 4th weekend,

DIOCESAN CONVENTION AND CLERGY CONFERENCE - As a delegate, with other delegates from our
church, I attended the Diocesan Convention which was held in Boston, on April 29-30, at
Holy Trinity Armenian Church in Cambridge, Mass. I also shared the secretarial duties
with Dr. Ara Avakian at this convention. I also attended the Clergy conference, which
preceded the Diocesan Convention and at which I served as chairman.

SPECIAL ASSIGNMENT - His Grace Archbishop Sion Manoogian, Primate of our Diocese, has
assigned me to conduct services in Haverhill at St. Gregory the Illuminator Armenian
Church once a month, For the past 6 months I have visited this church as scheduled.

ARMENTIAN FOLK FESTIVAL -~ The climax of our church program for 1961 was reached on the
tremendous success of our Folk Festival which took place on April 23, 1961, at the
Worcester Municipal Auditorium, We will long remember this outstanding occasion. It
will go down in the history of our church as one of the glowing lights among our many
and varied successes. All of you.deserve a vote of praise and thanks for your zealous-
ness and magnificent cooperation.

MEMBERSHIP COMMITTEE

The 1961-62 Membershlp Campaign was organlzed in three phases-
A. Direct mail contact.
B. Individual contact with those persons who, in the past, have been members
of the church but of recent times have not actively supported the church,
Ce New members- Individuals who have just moked into the community who may
be potential members.

Our Direct Mail program was designed as an "Every lfember Canvass". Approximately
1000 letters were mailed to our parishioners outlining the needs of the Church and
urging them to increase their giving as much as possible. To date, the response has
been.mildly satisfactory, with 425 replies totaling approximately $10,000 in pledges.

In an attempt to resolve one of our more serious problems, that of regaining
the interest of those who in recent years have not actively supported the Church,
canvassing teams were formed of the various members of the Church organizations and
Parish Council members. Personal calls on some 200 Individuals are currently being
made. Barly indications are that this phase of our program is going to prove ex-
tremely worthwhile. »

A concentrated effert is being made to identify and contact new residents in
the community who may be potential members for our Church, This aspect of our work
is receiving attention and good progress is being made.

We are hopeful that, in an ever-increasing number, our parishioners will recog-
nize the vital need of their conscientious support of this type of campaign, and will
come forth with their pledges as soon as and in as large an amount as possible in order
to give the members of future canvassing teams a greater length of time to concentrate
on increasing the membership. We feel strongly in favor of this approach so that all
areas of membership stabilization can be effectively managed. '

It is hereby recommended that:

l. A permanent lMembership Commlttee be organized whose sole purpose would be
to concentrate, throughout the year, on this very important phase of our
work.

2. That all parishioners be made aware of the ever-creasing costs of operating
our Church in bringing to them the type of administration which they desire,
Every effort should be made to increase individual pledges each year. ‘

3. That each and every organization of the Church, at all times be charged with
the responsibility to inform the permanent Membership Committee or the Parish
Council of any new potential members or any other individuals who may need to
be contacted.

We wish to take this opportunity to express our sincere appreciation to everyone
who has worked with us up to this point, and who will continue to participate in bring-
ing to a fruitful conclusion this years program, and our grateful thanks to our parish-
ioners who have voluntarily and properly heeded to our call for their support.

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ARMENIAN CHURCH OF OUR SAVIOUR RADIO HOUR

The Armenian Radio Hour, sponsored by the Church of Qur Saviour and administered
by the A.C.Y.0.A. is in its fourth year of bcing transmitted every Sunday momning
over radio station WORC between 9:00 A.1M. to 9:30 A.M. The Radio Hour again presents
to a listening audience of nearly 15,000 Armenians throughout New Fngland, a program
of religious, cultural, educational subject matters and also to the presentation of
authentic Armenian music. These programs are conducted in both the Armenian and
English languages.

In late 1961, it was decided to advance the radio hour time from its previous
8230 AuMe to 9:00 AucMeya half hour increase to benefit a larger radio listening
audience. Results of this new time change has exceeded our expectations as many more
listeners are now able to tune in and have joined our growing listening radio audience.

We believe that the Armenian Radio Hour is the most vital source of information
to the Armenian community not only to the presentation of the above matters but also
to informative current and future events that will take place in the Armenian commun-
ities throughout New England. It may surprise many of our local listening audience to
discover that a prominent part of our listeners are from the Boston, Providence, Hart-
ford and Springfield areas, which we understand that reception is good in those areas.

The expense of this meaningful project runs to nearly 1L00 a year. As of this
date %500 has been realized, an additional {300 from committed sponsors will be trans-
acted and the remaining $600 will come from the proceeds of several fund raising
methods such as a Radio Hour Hantes, cake sale and an A.C.Y.0.A. spring dance. The
Radio Hour owes its existence to our generous contributing parishioners, our church
organizations, and to our many friends throughout the Armenian communities in New
England.

We are indebted to our parish priest, Very Rev. Yeghishe Gizirian, for contribut-
ing the spiritual messages for the Radio Hour and to our Diratzoo Hovhannes Kasparian
for promoting, presenting and directing these programs. Diratzoo, endowed with a
natural ability to skillfully present and contribute appropriate material for these
programs enables the program to become the focal center of the life of the Armenian
community in Worcester and surrounding communities.
