The Diocesan Delegates respectfully submit this ~ondensed report of 
their activities for 1966. 

PART I 
DIOCESAN ASSEMBLY 

The Assembly was held at the St. Thomas Church, Tenafly, New Jersey on 
April 29, 30 and May 1, 1966. The following Delegates from this Parish 
attended: Messrs. Harry Sogigian, George Shamgochian, Asbed Zak~rian, 
Gilbert Markarian and George Herosian, who was the alternate in the 
absence of Bartev D. Bagdasarian. 

The Convention opened with the reading of the message from His Holiness, 
vasken ~who sent his greetings and blessings and wished us· gratifying 
results for the Glory of our Holy Church. 

The Primate's message and report on the state of the Diocese and his 
office for the year was read zmd gratefully accepted. 

Reports from all the Auxiliary Dioce·san Organizations were read and 
accepted. A budget of $104,750 was approved. The Assembly resolved to 
recognize the 75th Anniversary of the Armenian Church of Our Saviour in 
Worcester by ex·tending its felicitations and approving the 1966 Christ­
mas Seals bearing the picture of the Church as well as the 1967 calen­
dars. Further, the Primate issued a Proclamation to all Churches in 
our Diocese directing their attention to the commemoration of this his.-
toric milestone. · 

The Assembly approved a new set of By-Laws and they will be official 
upon the approval of His Holiness Vasken I. 

Some of the highlights are: 

1. The Annual Parish Assembly date may bB set by the local parish. 

2. Nominating Committees wiil be elected on the official ballot and 
will serve for one year. 

3. The Quorum for a Hembership Heeting is 50, however, if a ()uorum is 
not present the meeting shall be held if other requirements are·met. 

4. The ·term of se:r·vice for Parish Council and Dioce~an Delegates :is 
li~ited to three consecutive terms after which a member must step 
out for at least one yearc This may be waived by the Diocesan 
Council if it creates a hardohip in any Parish. 

5. The Parish Council Executive ComTtlittee consists of the Chairman; 
Secretary and 'l'reasUJ:er along '"ith the Pastor as President. The 
new By-r .. a\·ls add the Vice Chairman to the Executive Committee to 
insure continuity of service by the Council if the ChaiJ."'Jllan were not 
able to continue in his duties.

6. The Parish Council has the authority to supervise and regulate the 
the administrative and-financial affairs of-the Church Auxiliary 
Organizations. 

7. Membership in the Parish Council may be increased to 15 and in the 
Diocesan Delegates to 7 .• 

Various elections of officers at Diocesan level·were conducted and Mr. 
_Harry Sogigian of Worcester was elected to. the Diocesan Board of 
Trustees for a term of nine (9) years. 

Your Delegates actively participated in all sessions and contributed 
to the success of the Convention by also serving on the following 
committee:

Messages were sent to His Holiness in Etchmiadzin,-to the President 
of the United States, to the Prime Minister of Canada, as well as 
other officials and dignataries. 

The Assembly elected Bishop Torkom Manoogian as Primate of the Diocese 
for the ensuing term and adjourned until 1967.

Sogigian as their Chairman and George Shamgochian as Vice Chairman

CULTURAL CENTER BUILDING COMMITTEE 

This has indeed-been a Jubilee Year for_the CUHDral Cente~ Building' Com­
mittee. In April, 1966, plans for the Cultural Center were approved by 
a Special Parish Assembly that·also authorized payment in full by the 
Parish Council of the mortgage on the Boynton Street property and auth­
orized the Building Committee to arrange a $130,·000 Blanket Mortgage 
for the Cultural Center project_. 

In May, 1966, we were able to complete the purchase of the property lo­
cated at 91 Salisbury Street. Approval of this purchase had been voted 
by the Parish Assembly in September, 1965. Acquisition of this proper­
ty provided the parish with adequate and appropriate administrative 
facilities which will be shared by all of our Church organ~zations~. 

In October Cultural Month was observed and a Committee under the Chair­
manship of George Shamgochian presented a dinner and concert in the 
Church Hall with Mr. ·Armen Guirag as Soloist. All who attended enjoyed 
a delicious d~nner and the beautiful singing by a great artist.

Administrative details having been cleared, the Parish.Council signed 
the Blanket Mortgage for $130,000 in November,· 1966. This mortgage is 
at 5!f/o interest and calls for utilization by May, 1967. ·Failure· to 
start-our project by that date could close the inortgage and limit it .to 
the $25,000 utilized to purchase the· Salisbury Street property. ~e , 

· cannot- afford to' lose this mortgage: present interest rates are at'·least 
6!flo and this additional one, per cent increase in rate alone would cost 
us over $18,000 in added interest charges over the life,of the mortgage. 

Helped by a group of volunteers, the Committee continued to solicit 
pledges during the months of November and Dec.ember. our sincere thanks 
to all who participated. This is a never ending task and needs the sup­
port and cooperation of all of our pa~ishioners. 

Attached and comprising a part of this report is the Auditor's Report of 
our account. This statement reflects our present cash status exclusive 
of any'monies available in our Blanket Mortg~ge. 

We have also started mailing a list of all pledges as of December 31, 1966. 
This mailing will be completed by January .31, 1967. we ask you all to 
review the list and note your own pledge. Remember, we have a-responsi­
bility to our youth, an obligation to our fathers and forefathers, and 
a duty to our Church. The problems we ·face are .. insignificant to the· 
problems faced by those who showed the way and as a final act in con­
cluding this Jubilee Year let us all rededicate ourselves to better 
serve our Community and Church and to'bring this project to a swift 
completion.
