CULTURAL CENTER BUILDING COMMITTEE

Your Cultural Center Building Committee could probably summarize
it's report best by simply saying "Come and See for Yourself",
However, to briefly review our act1v1t1es for this year, we wish
to report the follow1ng-

Your Committee has been meeting once every two weeks to review’
progress and to plan activities. Solicitations have been con-
ducted in Whitinsville, Milford and Fitchburg in that order; '
There are still some families in Fltchburg to be contacted as
well as some in Worcester.

On Sunday, Aprll 9, 1967, a dinner was held in the Church Hall

and the first offering of memorlal items was made. “Prior to thls,"

announcements were sent out to our parlshloners as well as a'
booklet detailing the floor plans and listing the memorial 1tems
and their amounts. The affalr was very successful and some
$18,000 was raised.

Oon Tuesday, April 18, 1967, after careful review of all bids, a
contract for construction was signed with Giranger Bros. Construc- -
tion Company. Immediately thereafter,. demolltlon of the old '
Parish House on Boynton Street started. -

On‘Sunday, May 21, 1967, groundbreaking ceremonies were held. -In' -
the forefront on this occasion were the children from Armenian .
School and Sunday -School. All who wished, were given an oppor- -
tunity to turn a shovel full of dirt on this memorable ‘day. S

Construction moved rapidly and on Sunday, October 15, 1967, the -
first of two cornerstones was put in place. This stone bears the
inscription 1967 designating the year construction started. Be-

Attached and comprising a part of this report, is a financial
statement audited by an independent concern. ‘We are making ex-
cellent progress but to finish' the job requlres the wholehearted
support of the entire Parish. All we ask of you 'is to do your

When the project was first approved, the Parisi Assembly approved
the recommendation of minimum pledges of $250 payable in 5 .years:
