The Annual Parish Assembly of the Armenian Church of Our Saviour I Worcester I 
Massachusetts convened on Sunday, February 16, 1986, in the Church Hall. The 
meeting was called to order at 11:00 a.m. with Rev. Fr. Aved Terzian presiding 
and Parish Council Chairman Asbed Zakarian. 

Following a prayer by Der Aved, the Chairman called upon Mrs. Marion Aha ron­
ian, Chairperson of the Nominating Committee, to announce the Chairperson and 
Secretary for the current assembly.

A question was asked by Mr. Arthur Elloian regarding the ir.surance coverage 
of the church property. Mr. Stepanian stated that we have currently a com­
prehensive package which includes all Fire and Liability in the amount of 
$2,100,000.00. ' 

A question was raised by Mr. Bartev Der Bagdasarian regarding the background 
for the donation of (2) two wooden doors to SL Matthew's United Methodist 
Church in Acton. Mr. George Migridichian and Mr. Asbed Zakarian. stated that 
this donation was unanimously approved by the Parish Council. 

The following corrections were noted and explained by Mr. Jerry Stepanian:

b. Capital Siding donation should read $500.00 not $400. 00 
as stated. 

c. Miss Berj~ohie Zakarian commented that the Parish Council report 
and other reports by the various organizations had not been 
signed. Der Aved explained 'delays in printing and contacting 
all persons concerned a difficult task to obtain all signatures.

According to Transfer Account (Schedule C) there appears to be a discrepancy 
of approximately $1,000. Mr. Bartev Der Bagdasarian and Mr. John Toroman­
ian explained the difference is due to a transfer of funds for purchasing 
supplies through the church. 
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10. Mr. Arthur Elloian questioned the Meal Tax Refund of $66.80 under Schedule 
"E". It was pointed out that this was an overcharge for one of the func­
tions; this amount was returned. 

11. Miss Bizer Simonian wanted 'further clarification on the Mary Manoogian 
Outreach Fund under Schedule "G". Mr. John Sagarian stated that this 
fund is to be used for needy people in. our parish. 

12~ Mr. Zarvin Kasparian moved that the interest accumulated under Schedule "H" 
be pro-rated and credited according to the various line item investments 
rather than in one lump sum.

Mr. John 
Sagarian reported that several proposals were considered which could 
cost $10,000- $20,000. It was agreed to drop this project. 

4. Mr. George Migridichian questioned whether improvements to the interior 
portion of the Parish House would be considered at this time. Mr. Zak­
arian stated that the Council is not planning on any due to expenses

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THE. 84TH DIOCESAN ASSEMBLY REPORT 

St. Mesrob Armenian· Church of Racine, Wisconsin was the host, during the 
first weekend of May 1986, for the 84th Dioce'san Assembly. The first sessions 
lasting all day were held on Friday and again· on Saturday. Saturday evening 
the gala banquet was held at the Sheraton Racine and the 11 Frierids of the 
Armenians 11 award for 1986 was presented to· Senator William Proxmire (D-Wisc.) 
and Wisconsin Congressman Les Aspin. 

Highlights from the agenda from the various sessions were as follows: 

A. Presentation of the proposed Diocesan budget for 1986· of 
1. 711 million dollars and for 1987: of 1. 788: inilliori dollars. 

B. Election of the Primate of the Eastern Diocese of the Armenian 
Church with an unprecedented reelection victory for Archbishop 
Torkom Manoogian to .his sixth four-year term. 

C. The Election of one of our own delegates, Mr. Seth Bilazarian, 
to the Nominating Committee. 

D. Discussion concerning· the lack of clergymen - at present time 
there are five parishes and numerous mission parishes without 
a pastor. Prospects for the future are dim for the simple 
reason that the .Theological Seminary of the Jerusalem Armenian 
Patriarchate has been unable to train· and educate young clergy­
men as of late. Coupled with the fact that the St. Nersess 
Seminary has been unable to fulfill the expectations of the 
community has led the Primate to announce in his opening message 
that 11 special classes will be created in· Etchmiadzin for theological 
students who would be selected by us and the St. Nersess 
Seminary Board, and who would follow the curriculum specially 
devised for their education. 11 

E. The Unity issue created prolonged discussion where this is 
probably the foremost problem facing the Church in North America. 
Considerable time was spent on this issue particularly in the light 
of developments of the past years. The Assembly chose to dele­
gate the Unity Committee and the Diocesan Council to continue 
their efforts towards finding a mutually acceptable formula that 
would eliminate the split in our Church and bring both together 
again under the spiritual leadership of the Mother See in 
Etchmiadzin. 

F. The Highrise Project was another issue that stirred considerable 
interest among the delegates. This project cals for the construc­
tion of an income-producing highrise building adjacent to St. 
Vartan Cathedral. In the past, the trustees of the Diocese had 
indicated their opposition to commercializing the headquarters of 
Diocese, but it appears such opposition is losing steam and there 
seems to be a growing concensus that the highrise building should 
be constructed and through it a steady and substantial revenue 
to the Diocesan operations would be ensured instead of continually 
taxing the Diocesan Churches. The Assembly chose to ask the 
Highrise Committee and the Trustees to further explore the issue.

House. 

Mr. Francis Najarian questioned the omission of a previously adopted budget 
item in 1985,---this being $10,000 for "Christian Education for Adult and 
Youth". Mr. Asbed Zakarian explained that the Parish Council was unable 
to find a qualified person to fill this position. 

Mr. Harry Sogigian stressed the importance of this program and 'would like to 
see continued effort to implement this much needed project. 

Mr. Asbed Zakarian further stated that the omission of $10,000 was an over­
sight, and that this correction will be amended in the 1986 Proposed Budget.

$204,000 vs. $206,000.

At the time the budget 
was generated, pledges were running substantially below· the final 
actual rate. 

Mr. Sogigian moved to change the pledge increase from $50,000 to 
$60,000. Motion seconded and carried. 

2. Mr. Jerry Stepanian noted that under the Disbursements column 
Salaries & Other Services should read Salaries. 

3. Mr. Francis Najarian reminded the Council to insert the $10,000 line 
item for Christian Education for Adult & Youth. 

4. A question was raised regarding Equipment· Purchases -- Mr. Stepanian, 
Mr. Zakarian and Chairman Bilzerian stated that this. money would be 
used for computers and a snowblower. 

5. A question was raised regarding the Church Car Replacement item. 
·Mr. Stepanian noted that the current car is donated by Atamian Motors • 
. The Council cannot anticipate that this will always occur, and is looking 
.down the road for replacement monies, therefore, funds are set aside 
for this purpose. 

A motion was made, se~onded and carried to accept the budget. 

General Information 

. A. Youth Minist.ry . 
Miss. Tara Stepanian gave a report stressing the importance of our 

youths' involvement in the community. She emphasized the need for 
Religious and Cultural Programs, as well as volunteers who are will­
ing to participate in various projects. Her recommendation was to 
search for an outside leader to instruct us to .set up appropriate 
programs. 

B. Commitment 
Mr. Asbed Zakarian reiterated the need for our people to commit 

themselves, by becoming more involved in the church's mission. 

C. Social Services . 
Miss Marilyn Markarian,· representing the Parish Council, reported 

a need ·to. provide services for the elderly and indigent of our commun­
ity. Ms. Sona Hargrove and Ms. Sonia Gabeshian, presently working 
as professionals in this field, were invited to assist us with this 
project.· Der Aved and the Parish Council are continuing to work on 
this project. 

D. Regionalization 
Mr. Stephen Panossian, from Cambridge, reviewed the concept of 

Regionalization--expressing the fact that the New England Parishes 



will unite together, and give us a· new identity. This will allow large 
and small parishes to interchange ideas, and build stronger ties. 

E. 1990 Dioce!?an Assembly 
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Mr. Asbed Zakarian announced that this will be the 1 OOth Anniversary 
of our Church, and we must make a definite committment for hotel 
accommodations.· 

Discussion followed from the floor, a motion was made, seconded and 
carried to charge the Parish Council to establish a committee to begin 
planning to host the 1990 Assembly. Der A ved reiterated that 1990 is 
the 100th Anniversary of the establishment of the Armenian Church, 
and 1991 the 1 OOth Anniversary of the consecration of the Armenian 
Church of Our Saviour in Worcester. 

Mr. Jerry Stepanian asked if there would be a limit in expenses -- the 
Assembly agreed that it would be the responsibility of the Assembly 
Committee. 

Mr. Harry Sogigian reported that he and Mr. Torkom Boyajian are work­
ing on compiling records for the history /background of our people and 
church. This group is searching for volunteers who can read Armenian 
to help with documentation. · 

Mr. Torkom Boyajian suggested that a book be published commerating the 
1 OOth Anniversary of our church. He reported that an Ad Hoc Committee 
is working on this, and a report will be submitted to the Parish Council· 

New Business 

1 •. Miss Berjoohie Zakarian brought up the fact· that signatures should be 
on all future reports. In addition, the Annual Report should be made 
available ( 2) two weeks prior to the Assembly if possible. 

Der Aved explained the difficult task of obtaining the signatures for all 
reports. He also pointed out that the 1985 Reports were available ( 1) . 
one week prior to the Assembly Meeting which was a substantial improve­
ment over the previous year. Every attempt will be made to comply with 
the ( 2) two week commitment. · 

2. Mr. Arthur Elloian, referring to the previous year's motion, asked for a 
status report regarding proposals made to make acoustical improvements 
in the Cultural Center Auditorium. Mrs. Zakarian responded that" the 
Council is working on the feasability and prices for such needed improve­
ments. 

3. Mr. John Tor.omanian referred to a study which was to have been made 
regarding a chair-lift in the Church Hall for the Avaks. Mr. John 
Sagarian reported that several proposals were considered which could 
cost $10,000 - $20,000. It was agreed to drop this project. 

4. Mr. George Migridichian questioned whether improvements to the interior 
portion of the Parish House would be considered at this time. Mr .. Zak­
arian stated that the Council is not planning on any due to expenses 
anticipated on exterior work on the Cultural Center 
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5. Mr. Zareh Markarian expressed his thanks to the Committee who worked 
on the Parish House renovations -- Mr. Nick Alexanian, Mr. George 
Migridichian and Mr. Jerry .Stepanian. · 

6. Mr. Stepanian expressed a necessity to establish a Needs Committee to 
look ahead for improvements/changes. 

7. Mrs. Dorothy Yagjian. brought to the attention of the Assembly that the 
interior of the church is peeling and needs to be painted. 

At this time, the Chair received the tabulated report from the Nominating Committee. 
Mrs. Marion Aharonian, Chairperson, read the results as. follows:

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THE 84TH DIOCESAN ASSEMBLY REPORT 

St. Mesrob Armenian Church of Racine, Wisconsin was the host, during the 
first weekend of May 1986, for the 84th Diocesan Assembly. The first sessions 
lasting all day were held on Friday and again· on Saturday. Saturday evening 
the gala banquet was held at the Sheraton Racine and the 11 Friends of the 
Armenians" award for 1986 was presented to·Senator William Proxmire (D-Wisc.) 
and Wisconsin Congressman Les Aspin. 

Highlights from the agenda from the various sessions· were as follows: 

A. Presentation of the proposed Diocesan budget for 1986· of 
1. 711 million dollars and for 1987: of 1. 788: million dollars. 

B. Election of the Primate of the Eastern Diocese of the Armenian 
Church with an unprecedented reelection victory for Archbishop 
Torkom Manoogian to his sixth four-year term. 

C. The Election of one of our own delegates, Mr. Seth Bilazarian, 
to the Nominating Committee. 

D. Discussion concerning· the lack of clergymen - at present time 
there are five parishes and numerous mission parishes without 
a pastor. Prospects for the future are dim for the simple 
reason that the Theological Seminary of the Jerusalem Armenian 
Patriarchate has been unable to train· and educate young clergy­
men as of late. Coupled with the fact that the St. Nersess 
Seminary has been unable to fulfill· the expectations of the 
community has led the Primate to announce in his opening message 
that 11 special classes will be created in· Etchmiadzin for theological 
students who would be selected by us and the St. Nersess 
Seminary Board, and who would follow the curriculum specially 
devised for their education. 11 

E. The Unity issue created prolonged discussion where this is 
probably the foremost problem facing the Church in North America. 
Considerable time was spent on this issue particularly in the light 
of developments of the past years. The Assembly chose to dele­
gate the Unity Committee and the Diocesan Council to continue 
their efforts towards finding a mutually acceptable formula that 
would eliminate the split in our Church and bring both together 
again under the spiritual leadership of the Mother See in 
Etchmiadzin. 

F. The Highrise Project was another issue that stirred considerable 
interest among the delegates. This project cals for the construc­
tion of an income-producing highrise building adjacent to St. 
Vartan Cathedral. ·In the past, the trustees of the Diocese had 
indicated their opposition to commercializing the headquarters of 
Diocese, but it appears such opposition is losing steam and there 
seems to be a growing concensus that the highrise building should 
be constructed and through it a steady and substantial revenue 
to the Diocesan operations would be ensured instead of continually 
taxing the Diocesan Churches. The Assembly chose to ask the 
Highrise Committee and the Trustees to further explore the issue. 



G. New England Regionalization: A printed program report distri­
buted to each delegate, outlined the major areas of activity 
in 1985, including a financial statement and an operating 
budget of $35,000.00 for 1986:. Of particular note were the 
short and long range plans now being . implemented by the 
Regional Youth Development· and Religious Education Depart­
ments; and current plans to· organize· the Regional Program­
ming and Social Services Departments.· As part of the · 
Diocesan budget· the Assembly approved a subsidy of 
$17,500.00 for the Regional budgeL The balance of the 
Regional budget· to be realized from the New England parishes· 
and from Regional activities·.·

On many 
occasions, I have been accompanied by Frances Elloian whose company I always 
welcome on these visitati.ons •. Mrs. Elloian also takes my regards to the nursing 
homes• inhabitants when she visits them on occasions that I .cannot join her. We 
thank her for her concern for the elde.rly and pray that she be blessed with the 
same love she has shown. 

On October 9 of this :year, The Very Reverend Father Nourhan Manougiari cele­
brated Divine. Liturgy at the Jamaica Plains Armenian Nursing Home. He and I 
were accompanied by Ha :z:el Eljanian, Irene Shoo-shan and members of the Church 
Choir. The nursing home guests were truly touched by our visit and asked us 
to please visit them every year. · 

I have also visited area cemeteries to bless the graves of departed loved ones, 
on Memorial Day I following hokehankist services, and at the special request of

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ARMENIAN LANGUAGE CLASSES 

Armenian Language classes were held for the children on. Saturday mornings 
at 10: 00 a.m. . Students were divided into three· grade levels. Classes were 
taught by Ani Donikian,, Anahid. Bogosian and Herman Purut, assisted by 
myself. ·Less than ten students came. on a regular basis ·which discouraged 
the teachers and caused us to· think of a new method of teaching the language, 
to our children. 

One s~ch method is under· consideration. at this :time.· ·It is 'the possibility of 
buying air time for a one-half hour television program ·on a local Worcester 
cable TV channel. . There is much to be considered if su·ch an endeavor is to 
be undertaken. 

During the summer of 1987·, however, we intend to introduce a two-week 
"crash-course" for .children to learn the Armenian language. The program 
was developed at the Diocese and we hope to put it to good use. 

In January of 19B6, a 10-week adult .language class was offered. The teachers 
were Herman Purut and Arpi Aprahamian for the beginners and I taught the. 
advanced class • 

.DEACONS' TRAINING· 

This y'ear I we continued to prepare our Sub-deacons for the ordination to the 
diaconate. Under the direction of Deacon Suney Kachadoorian, the Sub-:-deacons 
practiced reading the Gospel and parts of the morning service. The time that 
Suney and I have spent with. them has been' rewarding as each of.· their partici­
pation in our liturgy has increased. We are grateful for their dedication and 
zeal. 

LENTEN PROGRAMS · 

During ·the Lenten Season, we enjoyed a very good attendance at special edu­
cational lectures .which were held following a Lenten meal on Wednesday 
evenings after Church Services. · The guest speakers were well versed in· 
their respective fields and held the interest of all. The average attendance 
at each dinner was 100 people; It was encouraging to see an increase over 
last year's attendance and pray that it will. continue. 

SUNDAY SCHOOL 

Under the direction of Tara Stepanian, the Sunday School has made strides 
in improving its quality of education and increasing enrollment.

STAINED GLASS .cOMMITTEE REPORT 1986 ·ACTIVITY 

The Parish Council has had a standing committee to carry out the work of 
converting the remaining double hung windows .to stained glass images as is 
the case in the main part of the Church. After the .1986: Assembly elections, 
the Parish Council asked Gary Hovhanesian to· assume chairmanship· of this • 
committee. The other members of the committer were: Rev. Fr. Aved 
Terzian, Asbed Zakarian, Dr. Robert Anusbigian and Haroutune Kasparian 
who was an incumbent Parish Coundl Member· and chairman of the committee · 
up to that time.·. Haroutune served as liaison during the changeover. ·The · 
previous committee also had the 'responsibility of creating and updating the . 
"Needs and Wants" list of the Church. This was a list· wherein. the Parish 
Council tried to identify items which donors· inay wish to· contribute as 
memorials and which the Council in its· collective wisdom deemed proper and 
necessary. 

On May 20, 198.6, an orgamzmg meeting was held and ground rules were 
laid for proceeding· with the project on a timely basis. Leon Hovsepian was 
asked to serve on the committee,· both as a member and art consultant •. 
During the first organizing meeting the following was established: 

1. No work would be done on the dome or cupola windows until such time as 
a donor for all of the windows would be available and that event would or 
could coincide with the projected pain·~~ing of the inside of the Church. 

2. Bids from four vendors would be sought for the 10 narthex or vestibule 
windows and Parish Council room. 
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3. A list of persons who had previously expressed a desire to donate windows 
was priorized as best as documentation and other information would permit. 
Obviously, the purpose being to assure that no one who had expressed such 
a wish in the past had been overlooked. 

4. The windows would have to reflect in· image and artistry, ( 1) religiously 
relevant topics close to the Armenian Church history and culture; (2) the 
coloring and topical arrangement which would complement this· requirement; 
( 3) the work would be done by one vendor to assure that variances· in 
style and color and quality would not mar the artistic unity and religious· 
completeness. 

s. While our resident artist researched topics and history line, the rest of the 
committee was to actively seek bids and inverview vendors. 

6. Once the topics were listed, assent for these topics was to be sought from 
Fr. Aved and Archbishop Manoogian. 

7. Pursuant to this program, the committee met with 4 vendors assessing their 
past projects and the extent: that they would be able to add artistic value 
to the topics suggested. · 

8. Burnham Studios was selected and a ·completion date of Easter (April) 1987· 
was agreed upon. 
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9. The work is 'progressing on schedule .. The studio ·artist has submitted 
his first sketches· and minor modifiCations will· be made but, in· general, 
the committee was very pleased with the effort. 

1 o. Concurrently each identified prior potential donor has been contacted 
and· each individual case has had to be resolved before succeeding donors 
could be approached. Prices were· established to ·reflect size and location 
choices~ 

11. It was also decided that the names· of all. of the donors and their ·memorials 
would be available on a suitable ·plaque· in: the vestibule ·of the Chur·c:h.
