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MINUTES OF 1987 PARISH ASSEMBLY

The Annual Parish Assembly of the Armenian Church of Our Saviour, Worcester,
Massachusetts convened on Sunday, February 22, 1987, in the Church Hall. The .
'meeting was called to order at 11:20 a.m. with Rev. Fr. Aved Terzian presiding
and chaired by holdover Chairman Edward S. Bilzerian.

"Following a prayer by Der Aved, the Chairman called upon Mr. Barry Bilzerian,
Chairperson of the Nominating Committee, to announce the Chairperson and
Secretary for the current assembly.

The Nominating Committee placed the name of Mr. Edward S. Bilzerian for Chair-
man. Additional nominations were ordered from the floor. There being no
further nominations from the floor, nominations were closed. The assembly cast
(1) one vote for Mr. Bilzerian to serve as Chairman of this Assembly.

The Nominating Committee did not offer any candidates for the position of sec-
retary, therefore called for nominations from the floor. Mrs. Elizabeth
(Pilibosian) Sheehan was nominated. There being no other nominations, a motion
was made by Mr. Barry Bilzerian, and seconded to elect Mrs. Sheehan as Secre-
tary for the Assembly. Again, the assembly was asked to cast (1) vote for Mrs.
Sheehan to serve as secretary.

Mr. Barry Bilzerian, Chairman of the Nominating Committee presented the follow-
ing names as nominees for a seat on the Parish Council: :

There being no nominations from the floor, the nominations were closed and the
list accepted as presented

The Chairman presented the agenda as printed and asked for adoption by the

.Parish Assembly. It was so moved and voted.

The Assembly adjourned for lunch ahdAelections.
Balloting was closed at 12:30 p.m. and the second session of the Assembly began.
The Chairman thanked the ladies who prepared the delicious luncheon.

Ground rules for the benefit of the seeretary were that each persoh speaking
identify themselves first before making motions.

The counting of hands of members in good standing showed 127 present.

Mr. Bilzerian, Chairman, dispensed with the reading of the Annual Report since
the report had been available for over a week for review by the parishioners.
The Chairman reviewed the report on a page by page basis and the following
comments were made:

1. Minutes of the 1986 Parish Assembly stood with no corrections except
that on page seven under New Business - Mrs. Zakarian was changed to read as
Mr. Zakarian. A motion was made by Mr. Zareh Markarian and seconded by Miss
Berjoohie Zakarian that page seven be passed as corrected.

a. Berjoohie Zakarian commented that the report was out only one
week prior to the assembly and should have been out two weeks prior. It was
so noted. c

2. The Diocesan Assembly Report was read and a motion ‘was made by George
Krikorian, which was seconded, to accept it as read.

3. The Pastor's Report - The Der Hayr noted that "Young" from title of
the Women's Guild should be deleted. A correction on page eighteen should read,
Dr. Richard Bedrosian. Mr. George Krikorian suggested that on page eleven where
the visiting dignitaries were listed that the names of the baptized and married
for the year should also be listed. although there was no vote on this matter,
it was noted for future consideration.

A motion was made by Mr. Avedis Choolfaian which was seconded to accept the
Pastor's Report.

4. The Parish Council Report was accepted as presented.

Referring back to page seventeen, (in appreciation) Mrs. Kay Garabedian mentioned



that Mr. Peter DerKazarian had removed the snow all winter from around the
Church and that it should be added to the Pastor's Report. This comment was
noted and added to Parish Council's Report as Item 26A.

Vahan Pogharian asked for clarification of investments under'#19 on Page 20.
He was asked to save question for later. :

Page twenty-two - item {/3 regarding computer data input. John Sagarian asked
as to just who would be running the machines and what data would be stored. :
He was advised that this project was still in the adjustment stage and would
be decided at a later date when they were ‘more sure of what they were doing.

A motion was made by Berjoohie Zakarian and seconded by Barry Bilzerian to
accept the Parlsh Council Report.

The Chairman asked for a report by'the Auditing Committee. Vahaanogharlan
noted that the 1985 budget was $223,700. 00 and that actual income in 1986 was
$323,271.54.

On page twenty-five - Harry Sogigian asked what was meant by Memorial Biogra-
phies. Jerry Stepanian suggested they be called Memorial Pictures. Harry
Sogigian said that the pictures always referred to Benefactors. Harry Sogigian
moved that the phrase Memorial Biographies in Schedule A be changed to read
Memorial Benefactors of Church of Our Saviour. The motion was defeated by the
assembly.

Ms. Anne Hovenesian made a motion that the word pictures be changed to photo-
graphs in the pangal. It was asked by Scott Najarian as to just how the pic-
tures get placed in the pangal. A discussion ensued. Der Hayr mentioned that
those who wish to contribute a sum of $100.00 or more can have a picture put
there. Steve Migridichian stated that some people have no pictures available,
namely those who came through the massacre and their families wished to have
their memorial in the pangal, therefore, we should leave the word biographies.
Ms. Anne Hovenesian modified her motion to read Pictorial Blographies. The
motion was carried. :

Under Expenditures - Mr. Arsen Haroian stated that onpage 27, Schedule H,
should read Mr. and Mrs. Arsen Haroian and Lucine Haroian. The correction
was noted. ’

Pages 28 through 31 gave a detailed financial picture thru various schedules.
Goerge Krikorian stated that there was typographical error and that Schedule C
should read Schedule D.

Berjoohie Zakarian questioned Schedule C regarding fund for cemetery plot.
Der Hayr reported that these lots were donated to the church, and the lots are
to be used to bury Armenians who otherwise would go to paupers field.

Referring to Schedule C, Louis Mikitarian requested that under ACYOA the words

"Sports Weekend" be deleted from the report and the word Seniors should be
added.



.. Again -in Schedule C, Vahan Pogharian questioned the expense of the Ekma11an
" Choir for $345.60.. He was told that the donations from the Sunday plate

“collection were sent to the Choir Association.

'On Schedule D - the.cost of glass replacements was questioned. It was. stated
‘that the Sunday School windows get broken. Since they are double windows, .
. they are therefore expensive to replace. : ' '

. Nancy Hovhanesian questioned the $150. 00 listed as a donation under'the:transfer
. account. It was clarified that since it was donated money and was used for a

: plot therefore it was considered a donation.

* Under Schedule E - Asbed Zakarian stated that the Treasurer was not here to

make a clearer report. . Berjoohie Zakarian questioned the amount of only $10.00 '
for Easter flower donations.. Total donated was stated as correct by Chairman

»‘Bllzerian as that is how it was recorded and audited by the auditing committee.

.Under Schedule F - John Sagarian asked 1f a word processor was purchased or was

it a computer? The question was postponed for later discussion under the sys-

.,htems update. .

Page 30 - It was po1nted out that $402 016 58 available to’ the Church at the o
beginning of the year while a sum of $534, 680 08 1s available at the end of the
year. - A growth of $132,000.00. A

" Motion was made by Jerry Stepanian and’ seconded by Abraham Sivazlian to accept '
'this portion of the report. So moved and voted. - .

At this point ‘the assembly was referred to page 23 to review the Stained Glass

Committee's Report. - Gary Hovhanesian noted a correction to be made by elimin-
ating the numbers 9-10-11 but leaving the statements. Pictures were shown to
the assembly. Five windows are committed, one.is questionable, and four are _
uncommitted. A question was asked by Anne Hovenesian as to the cupola windows.
Gary said they were deferred at this time because of major structural work that
will be required to be done. The cost of the stained glass:is approximately
$250.00 per square foot. This was in response to a question by Mr. John -

' Sagarian. Mr. Hovhanesian stated that here will be a Bronze Memorial in an

appropriate place for donors. Each window will have the names of the donors
clearly visible beneath them. o : . - -

Committee Reports were then'reviewed

Mrs. Armenouhe Jardarian stated that s1nce the Sen1or Ladies have lasted ‘this
year: they will another year. : . .

i Hazel ElJanian and her choir members were complimented for the1r work. Hazel o

-extended an 1nv1tat10n to all to join, both men and women.

The Sunday School reported 70 children now registered in the school Asbed

-+ Zakarian - commended the work1ng staff of the Sunday School for 1ncreasing the

- membersh1p from 30 35 over rcent years to the present total.



The Cultural Organization was commended by Gary Hovhanesian for the fantastlc :
programs presented and wished the commlttee the best of luck. -

The Library Committee, namely Harry Sogigian, was asked by Edward S. Bilzerian
if outside groups were aware of the fact that the books were available. Harry -
stated that books availability was known to the Public Library; also Der Hayr
notifies students as he talks to them about the availability of the books.

Edward S. Bilzerian suggested making:'a list of books available to the members.

The Report of the Women's Guild had no changes and their Liasion, Steve
Krikorian, commended the members of the Guild for their efforts and for the
time which they have .given to the work of the Church.

ACYOA JRS. - Asbed Zakarian was encouraged by the efforts of the youth in re-
act1vat1ng the ACYOA Juniors.

Bingo - Asbed Zakarian said that Bart Bagdasarlan and John Toroman1an should
get a b1g hand for their efforts. .

Motion was made to accept this portlon of the report by Steve Kr1korian and -
seconded by Cecil Aslanian. .

The Budget was then presented. _
Income. $234,100.00 . Disbursements: $234 10 00

Paul Andonian questloned the Special Fund Ra1s1ng Project total of $35,000.00.
Asbed Zakarian clarified the question by stat1ng that it was for a project
'somethlng on the scale of -the rug sale.

Dorothy Yagjian questioned the Youth Ministry as to what it entailed. Asbed
said that they are trying to get someone to act as part or full -time Director
of Youth.. :

John Sagarian asked about the equipment purchase cost of $20,000.00. Asbed
Zakarian said that there are. pr10rit1es and an:alarm system is h1gh on the
list.

Edward J. Bilzerian wanted to know vwhy pledges are down. Asbed stated that at
the time the budgets.were prepared the pledge number was developed on the basis
of the actual results to date.

Motion to accept this portion of the report was presented by Abraham S1vazlian
and seconded by Jerry Stepanian.

,On the Agenda Sheet, Item #10 - under General Informatlon handlcap and elderly
access, Jerry Stepanian reported on behalf of the Council that some type of
equipment would be installed to aid the elderly and the handicap on the stairs.’
The investigation continues. A Chair-lift was discussed by Garaventa Industries.
It has been suggested the Dean Street entrance was the best location for one.

The cost being approximately $14,000.00. Paul Andonian stated that the liability
cost of such a piece of equipment could be enormous. Gary Hovhanesian suggested
we keep the item on the agenda since something will eventually have to be done
s1nce the need is important. An elevator option is also being considered. Hands



were in agreement by the assembly to keep the project active. Avedis Choolfaian

_suggested a temporary solution of a ramp outside right into the Sanctuary then a

ramp inside to church.

Second Item: Centennial Commemoration.  Der Hayr stated that in 1990 the parish
will host the Diocesan Assembly. The Assembly will coincide with the 100th
Anniversary of the establishment of the Armenian Church in America. We are work-

" ing on microfilming the existing documents.of the Church for this event. The

celebration of the Assembly in 1990 will last 6 months till January 1991.

Item #3 - Gary Hovhanesian said that the computer program must first have bits

.an pieces fed into it before it can be fully used. Right now it is being used by

the secretary and eventually it will be used for bookkeeping and accounting pur-
poses. Other systems will be initiated this year. Der Hayr noted that a Radio
Shack computer has been donated from John Sagarian. Gary Hovhanesian said that
Herb Alexander donated the accounting software for the Computer system. Robert
Shamgochian asked if various organizations will have access to the computer..

- Gary stated that right now all programs are processed by 1 or 2 persons. The

rules for usage are indefinite at this time.

A Report on the Endowment Fund was made by Asbed Zakarian. On behalf of the
Council, Asbed read the report and made the following motion: On December 10,
1986, the Parish Council voted to establish the Armenian Church of Our Saviour
Memorial Endowment Fund for the purpose of administering all bequests. To

-~ execute this action a set of by-laws is being prepared by our legal counsel

‘patterned after the Diocesan Endowment Fund. Therefore, the Parish Council -

moves that the creation of the Memorial Endowment Fund be approved by the parish
assembly. The motion was seconded. George Krikorian wanted to know who had been
handling the fund up till now. Arthur Yagjian reported that the Parish Council

- had been. Charlotte Calfaian asked for the difference in the Memorial Fund and

In Lieu of Flowers., There was a general discussion about the fund and it was
brought out that the Memorial Fund had nothing to do with In Lieu of Flowers.

“The motion was carried.

New Business: Vahan Pogharian stated that money is being invested in the stock
market rather than in a savings account. He was advised that 807 of the port-

folio is in Government Bonded Securities. He also stated that all church monies
(including those in the treasury of the various Church organizations). should be

. listed under funds available. Mr. Pogharian moved that the Parish Assembly

Church Treasurer's Report add an item under funds.available of organizations
and bingo funds available. Seconded. Der Hayr stated that bingo money becomes
church money only when it is turned over to the Church. Vahan withdrew the .
bingo portion from the original motion. The motion was defeated.

Gary Hovhanesian noted that the Parish Council has created an investment .
committee consisting of three Parish Council members. These members are
responsible, not a broker for investments.: ' ST

' Mark Mikitarian asked what efforts have been made in the search for a youth
-ministry person. He was told by Der Hayr that no one is available yet but he

is worklng with the Parish Council on a possible candidate.

Update on Regionalization: Robert Shamgochlan asked for an update on Regional- '
.ization. Der Hayr advised that they are continuing this work and the Reglonal
fCommlttee is meeting with the Prlmate on March 21st.



Arpi Migridichian made:a'recommehdation to establish a social service committee
to make some small gesture when a parishioner is ill such as flowers or basket
of fruit. The Guild has one and the Senior Ladies have one and feels the
"Church should have one.

A questioh was raised as to the Church needs. Gary Hovhanes1an stated that
there is a list in the office showing the needs of the Church.

Berjoohie Zakarian asked where the projectors are and why the Annual Report was
not ready two weeks in advance of the Assembly. Der Hayr said the projectors
were found. Asbed Zakarian responded that the printing of the booklets was
short by only 2 days.

Tony Barsamian wanted to know what could be done about the acoustics in the
cultural hall. Gary Hovhanesian said they tried to get an acoustics specialist
in to check it out and he himself did a study. If the assembly feels it is a
high priority, it can be moved up on the list. It will require a long study.

Asbed Zakarian said that the parish can speak out as to what the needs of the
Church are and the council will follow through. However, the Parish Assembly
should not set priorities for the Council. Zareh Markarian suggested that the
parishioners do some of the. leg work to help out the Parish Council

'BerJooh1e Zakarian said the air- cond1t1on1ng of the Church is important for the
seniors of the parlsh. :

Dorothy Yagjian said we should leave work of the priorities up to the Council.

Ann Najarian brought out the fact that the lower kitchen needs attentlon. Ovens
take too long to heat and boil water. Arthur said kitchen was just painted and
fixed up. Jean Merzigian asked how to go about refurbishing the kitchen. -
Asbed Zakarian responded that the Council will look into this.

The Chairman of the Assembly asked for a list of priorities with the estimated
amount of time and costs per item. Arthur Yagjian asked not to burden the
Council because much of the things requested are not practical. Asbed sugges-
ted that parishioners write on paper any requests and put them into the office..
Elizabeth Sheehan suggested that the Council delegate some of the work to
capable parishioners in the par1sh to relieve some of the burden.

Arsen Haroian requested that there be a no smoking sign posted in the hall at
the Avaks meeting. .

It was asked by Scott Najarian if the cultural center can be used for events
that use liquor. Arthur Yagjian stated that it was high risk today and that
only wine for a toast may be used at functions such as for dignitaries and
weddings. Currently there will be no more liquor or beer sales on the premises.



At this point the Chair received the tabulated report from the Nominat1ng
Committee. Mr. Barry Bllzer1an, Chairman of the Nominating Committee read
the results. :

DIOCESAN DELEGATES REPORT : T

-The 85th Diocesan Assembly convened from May. 7. through May 9 1987 at St.
Mark Armenian Church in Springfield, MA. His Eminence Archbishop Torkom

. Manoogian pre51ded at the meeting and was. chaired by Judge John NaJarian of
Providence, R T.

‘The item that presented'the most discussion on the Agenda was the unity issue
The Delegates unanimously voted in favor of continuing Church unity negotiations
with the Prelacy as soon as’ pOSSlble.

' The latest developments for the High Rise. PrOJect (a building of many stories
.to be erected on the Cathedral property.to generate income for the Diocese)

was presented to the Delegates by the Diocesan Council. A platform type struc-
ture will be necessary since the New York zoning laws do not permit a footprint
building. The new consultant hired by the Council does not agree with the
previous consultant's plans. As soon as new plans are available they will

be submitted to the Diocesan Council and Board of Trustees.

The Armenian Church Endowment Fund (ACEF) Report was presented to the Delegates
by Col. Victor Arzoomanian, Executive Director. The fund as 12/31/86 was in

" excess of $5,700,000. and earned $375,000 for the year. It was pointed out
‘the fund has 350 donors presently and is gaining donors steadily.

A message from His Holiness Vazken I Catholicos of All Armenians was read and

a letter of thanks and filial respect was sent to the Supreme Patriarch on
behalf of the clergy. The Supreme Patriarch stated that through Holy Etchmiadzin
and only through Holy Etchmiadzin the re- establishment of the unity of the
Armenian Church can be p0551ble.

Worcester's Tony Barsamian, as Acting Executive Secretary of The ACYOA, made

- an excellent case for the need to support the organization at the community

. and grass roots level. This call was also repeated by the Primate later. Tony's
presentation was a mature, though provoking and challenging call for everyone

. in the parishes to understand that our future leaders will come from the ACYOA.
Many delegates present were inculcated in our church leadership when they were
young adults in the ACYOA. We therefore cannot relegate the nurturing of the
ACYOA to a few hard working die-hards, the organization needs everyone's support
The Assembly lauded Tony for his efforts during the past year and delegates
regretted the prospect of losing him to his law studies.

His Eminence Archbishop Torkom Manoogian reported on issues and problems currently
facing the Armenian Church in America. - The Primate discussed unity, clergy,

. education and the family. He emphasized the importance of family life and

Armenian general education. Good family life is synonymous with the high Christian .
value savored by Armenians. .Our young are taught through Armenian Schools,

Sunday Schools and through the ACYOA. He is quite concerned by the decline

in all of these activities and feels there is no other way to augment the knowledge
~of Armenian Church traditions learned at home.

The 86th Diocesan Assembly will be hosted by the Holy Trinity Armenian Church
in Cambridge, MA convening on May 12, 1988.
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. The meeting was adjourned onﬁSaturday, May 9 andvfolldwed that evening with
" a Banquet honoring Mrs. Kitty Dukakis. Aftef,attending services on Sunday,
-the remaining delegates parted with memories of another successful convention.

PRIMATE'S VISITATION

~ Due to the visit of His Holiness the Catholicos, the Primate was not able to be
with us as planned for Soorp Badarak and our Annual Parish Recognition Day cel-
ebration. So as not to disappoint the youths that looked forward to and pre-
pared for his visit, His Eminence did make a special effort to visit our parish
on Friday, December 11, to elevate five young men to the rank of Tbir. They
are: Michael Arakelian, Malcolm Asadoorian, Ara Asadoorian, Marty Babaian and
James Bogosian. Following the service His Eminence was the honored guest of
the Women's Guild at their Christmas Party. The following day His Eminence
met with the New England Regional Council members and made several special hos-
pital visitations, before his return to New York.

We are always thankful to our beloved Primate for the fatherly iove and concern
he shows us. We pray for his continued good health and steadfastness.

VISITATIONS

As part of our ministry, I have made regular weekly visitations to all Worcester
area hospitals, and on several occasions, visitations to parishioners in Boston
area hospitals. Although special effort is made to find out when a parishioner
is hospitalized, we are not always informed on a timely basis. Also, the hospi-
tals cannot provide the name of a hospitalized parishioner unless they are
registered as an Armenian and identify themselves with the Armenian Church of
OQur Saviour. Sometimes it is at the request of the patient that the Church is
not notified. Under more extreme circumstances, in an emergency situation, one
may not think to notify the Church or pastor. We sincerely regret hearing that
a parishioner has been hospitalized and released without a visit from their
pastor, and request the assistance of each of our parishioners to rectify that
situation, so no one feels neglected in their time of need.

Over the past year we worked with several of the area hospitals on a new system
whereupon registration into the hospital, the.patient will provide the hospital
with a computer number which will immediately identify him with our parish. Al-
though not fully implemented, two hospitals have assigned codes for this purpose.

They are: Worcester Hahnemann Hospital - Code #607
' University of Massachusetts Medical Center - Code #0607
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I have visited the parishioners in all area nursing homes during the Christmas
and Easter seasons to offer them Holy Communion.

During the Christmas season, several Senior A.C.Y.0.A. members and I visited

15 residents in area nursing homes to sing Christmas carols and present pretty
plants to their Armenian inhabitants. Both the youth and the elderly were
enriched by the visit. :

In April I was invited to Goddard House to conduct a worshlp service in English
for its inhabitants.

In January, the Very Reverend Father Nourhan Manougian ahd I, accompanied by
Hazel Eljanian, our Choir Director, and Irene Shooshan, our Organist, and sev-
eral choir members went to the Jamaica Plain Armenian Nursing Home to celebrate
the Divine Liturgy. This was a good opportunlty to visit w1th some of our for-
mer Worcester residents.

On many occasions, I have gladly visited the homes of the sick or elderly (shut-

- ins) that are not able to come to Church, to offer comfort and Holy Communion.

However, my. schedule does not permit me to make these visitations unless they

- are requested. Please do not hesitate to make such requests known to me.

I have also visited area cemeteries to bless the graves ofAdeparted loved ones:
on Memorial Day, following Hokehankist Services, and at the speclal request of
bereaved fam111es.

In addition, I shared joyous evenings in the homes of many of our parishioners.
COUNSELING

Many of my evening hours are passed in counseling sessions. On various occasions,
I offered counseling assistance to individuals and families who were facing dif-
ficulties, including youths and college students. I consider this an integral
part of our ministry. I pray that with God's help they are comforted.

I feel strongly about the necessity for pre-nuptial and marital counseling,
pre-confirmation counseling, counseling of bereaved families and pre-baptismal
counseling of the godparents. And, to ensure that the participants are properly
prepared, many of my evenings are spent helping to educate and bring these indi-
viduals closer to their Church in anticipation of these sacraments We pray
that the Holy Sp1r1t grant them spir1tual growth : :

Further, I try to make myself available for the sick, the needy and the elderly
as they are in spiritual as well as physical pain. I pray that my visits
lighten their burdens and help ease their suffering.

PUBLICATIONS

Our Church monthly publication "The Messenger'" is mailed to all members of our
parish. Our sincere thanks and congratulations once again to Harold Gregory,

- his staff and contributors, for its increased distribution ‘and interest in "The

Messenger". It is not unusual to see Harold "the edltor", "the reporter", and
"the photographer'" at many of our Church functions. ‘He is a welcome sight at

‘any function. Our gratitude again, to Harold for hlS dedication.
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The Sunday Bulletins are prepared in our office by our Church Secretary Norma
Hohne and are distributed each Sunday to our congregation, informing them of
the day's requiem services, Bible readings and coming events. We have con-
tinued to include the English translation of the day's Gospel reading which -
has been well received. Also, special fliers and announcements for various
occasions are sent to our parishioners to inform them of parish activities.

ECUMENICAL RELATIONS

Our relations with all non-Armenian Churches throughout the Worcester area
are mainly through the”Ecumenical Council of Churches, in which we continue
our membership. We attended the Bi-Annual Assembly of the Council of Churches
in March.

In October, Parish Council Chairman Garabed Hovhanesian and I attended the
25th Anniversary Dinner of the Ecumenical Council.

.On several occasions, we have performed weddings with non-Armenian clergy,
giving us the opportunity to share the richness of our service with them, and
theirs with us.

NEW _ENGLAND REGIONAL COUNCIL

This year, the Assembly of New England Churches, elected a New England Regional
Council. Elected from our parish are: Zarvin Kasparian as Chairman, Asbed -
Zakarian, John Merzigian, and myself. As a member, I have attended many meet-
ings this year. held in Boston, Providence and Worcester.

VEHAPAR'S VISIT

We thank God that we had the great fortune to host His Holiness the Catholicos
in the United States, and the New England area. As members of the New England
Regional Council, -Zarvin Kasparian and I were assigned by the New England Region
Vicar General, the Very Reverend Father Baret Yeretzian, to serve in addition on
the Steering Committee for the visitation of His Holiness the Catholicos. Ser-
vice on this committee meant my attendance at countless meetings in Boston and
in New York in this regard. As members, John Merzigian and Gary Hovhanesian as
Parish Council Chairman served as representatives of our parish.

ARMENTAN LANGUAGE CLASSES

Armenian Language classes for children, taught by Herman Purut and assisted by
myself, began on Saturday, September 19 with one registrant. -The parents of
four children expressed .an interest in attending and of those only two sisters
came for more than one class. Understandably discouraged, after many appeals
and phone calls, we dissolved the class once again. After re-evaluation and
consideration and assistance from the Armenian Language Lab of the Diocese, we
hope to reinstitute the Armenian School. Its success can only be accomplished
with the encouragement of our children's parents.

In early 1987, however, we began offering a ten-week Armenian language course
for young adults, on two levels, taught by Herman Purut and Herman Eknoian.
Approximately 18 young adults registered, attended on a fairly regular basis,
and benefited from the experience. We plan to offer this course again in 1988.
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ALTAR SERVERS

This year, we prepared and trained five young men for Altar Service. Through
the efforts and inspiration of Sub-Deacon Michael Findikyan, over the summer,
and from September to December Sub-~Deacon David Tateosian: Michael Arakelian,
Malcolm Asadoorian, Ara Asadoorian, Marty Babaian and James Bogosian were
elevated to the rank of Tbir.

With the assistance of Deacon Suney kachadoorlan and Sub-Deacon Michael Findik-
yan, we offered continued Deacon's Training to our sub-deacons, which was most
beneficial for their knowledge and spiritual growth.

My apprec1ation and congratulatlons to the young men, who serve on the Holy
Altar, their parents and their instructors. May the Holy Spirit lead them all
to further service to His Holy Church.

LENTEN PROGRAMS

Durlng the Lenten Season, we enjoyed very good attendance at special educational
lectures which were held following a Lenten meal on Wednesday evenings after
Church Services. The guest speakers included: Leon Hovsepian; The Very Rever-
end Father Mesrob Semerjian; The Very Reverend Father Vicken A1kaz1an, Pastor
St. Hagop Armenian Church, Geneva; Harry Parsekian. .o

'The average attendance at each dinner was 100 people. We have scheduled inter-

esting and informative speakers for 1988 Lenten Season as ve. strive for contin-
ued success in this program.

SUNDAY SCHOOL

_Under the direction of Tara Stepanian, the Sunday School has made strides in

improving its quality of education and increasing enrollment. I have also in-
creased my personal contact with the Sunday School students ‘and teachers by
attending their meetings and visiting the classes in progress four times during
the year. It gives-me great pleasure to see the individual growth of many of
our students and through these visits I find the bond strengthening between us.

One definite improvement in our method of teaching is due to the new Armenian
Sunday School curriculum, prepared by the Department of Christian Education of
the Diocese. Both teachers and students have shown an increased enthusiasm
due to the more personalized texts.

The Christian Education of our children is of utmost importance, as is the
involvement of all our youth. They are our future Church leaders and it is
imperative that they are guided in the ways of the Lord. We urge the parents
of these children to get involved in the Sunday Church School and naturally,
continue to provide a good example at home.

Our gratitude to Tara, the Sunday School teachers and staff who give of them-
selves tirelessly each week. May God grant you strength, patience and plea-
sure as you watch "your children" grow.
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BABIES AND TODDLERS PROGRAM

Instituted in October of this year, through the efforts of Yeretzgin Vivian,
the Babies and Toddlers Program, operating independently from any other
organization, provides a place for the toddlers to experience their first -
sense of belonging within the Church structure.

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ANNUAL REPORT OF THE PARISH COUNCIL

At the beginning of 1987 several projects had been undertaken and were in the
process of completion. The status of these projects will be listed:

A. The stained glass window program had been started in September 1986 and
was completed in October 1987.

B. The resurfacing of the Cultural Center had started in summer of 1986 and
completed in the summer of 1987. After several problems were resolved, the
work was completed at a final total cost of $17,500. These surfaces must,
repeat, must be maintained properly to preclude the tremendous cost of
resurface.

C. The installation of new doors for the church had been an on going project
for the past three years. This work was completed in the summer of 1987. The
total cost including new bronze hardward and sealing the wood was $11,786.65.
These doors must, repeat, must be resealed on a regular basis to preserve them.

D. Installation of a total security system and fire alarm had been negotiated
during 1986. Installation and operation was completed in September 1987. This
system cost $11,085.

E. Plans had been undertaken to repair or replace the typewriter and copying
machine. This work was completed in 1987 with acquisition of an upgraded Mita
copier and a new memory IBM typewriter. In addition to that work, an older

IBM machine was repaired during the summer of 1987. The new typewriter cannot
make the addressograph cards. The cost of new equipment was: Copier $4,808.00,
Typewriter $1,295.00 .

F. The concept of a Memorial Endowment Fund was presented to the Annual Assem-
.bly. It was endorsed by the Assembly. Even though a first draft of by-laws
patterned after the ACEF was completed, it was deemed more prudent to turn the
project over to legal counsel.

During the Annual Assembly the following individuals were elected to the Parish

Activities, prdjects and programs were undertaken and carried out as described
below: ' ' 4

1. With the end of the current insurance contract, a new contract was negoti-
ated through a process of sealed bids. This procedure not only enabled the
acquisition of more coverage at less cost, it has hopefully set a precedence
for the future conduct in the acquisition of insurance and other services.

2. Maintenance service contractors were selected to provide on-call service
as needed in emergencies. It was also agreed by the contractors that no work
would be done without reviewing the problems and getting approval to proceed
with the work to solve the problems. Within this frame work the following
work was performed: ;

A. The main furnace was completely rebuilt, replacing a defective
hot water leg and adding suitable safety valves. New insulation was added.
All the main pipes have been identified and labelled as well as the switches
in the boiler room.

B. The original church furnace was repaired and put in operating
condition. This must be operated once each month until the shut off temper-
ature of the boiler has been reached during a circulating cycle. The asbestos:
insulation on this unit was beginning to loosen and become free. An insula-
tion contractor was called to encapsulate the asbestos. The total cost for
the boiler room work was $8,795.97. '

C. The front steps of the Church were refitted and repointed. The
cost for this work was $1,305.00.

D. The PA system in the Church was replaced with updated equipment.
The speakers were floated to minimize vibration of the floors and walls. The
cost for this work was $1,054.47. _ ‘

E. The heat control system in the cultural center was repaired.

F. The kitchen fan motor was rewound and made operational.

G. All of the cooking facilities were checked and repaired and an
auxilliary range was added in the church kitchen for "quick cooking".

: H. The electrical contractor has been requested to add light
switches for all the lights in the Church and in the cultural center so that
circuit breakers cannot be used as switches.

Organizationally, a Men's Club was initiated by Art Surabian and Dr. Robert
Anusbigian. This was deemed a major necessity in our grand community scheme
of things. S S

Gil Markarian has proposed and put into effect a major re-organization of the
financial operation of the Church. Concurrently an outside firm has been
engaged to maintain our financial records and is in the process of computer-
izing the whole system. Gil has also implemented plans to bring our financial
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operatién in line with the current DOR of Massachusetts and IRS rulings and
practices. All past discrepancies have been adjudicated.

The investment committee consists of Gary Hovhanesian, Gil Markarian and Dr.
Robert Anusbigian. The Council confirmed this committee.

During the past year, the Council ran the annual picnic, bazaar, and supported
the activities of all Church organizations including the basketball teams, rug
sale committee, beano committee, a family day dinner, recognition dinner, and
last but not least the tremendous effort during the visit of the Vehapar
especially by our pastor Fr. Aved Terzian.

The roof leaks in the Church were found to be caused by corroded gutters.
Barnard roofing has repaired the gutters and will replace the downspouts.

During the course of the year a request had been made to rent space to a pre-
school organization. Permission was withheld until such a time as our cus-
todial operation becomes more flexible and suitable for such service.

Serious consideration was given to air-condition the Church. It could not only
not be justified on a cost-benefit basis, but it would render irreparable harm

to the architecture and esthetics of the Church. The project was shelved.

The Parish Council as well as the Diocesan Delegates and the Worcester members

of the New England Regional Council all collaborated with the steering commit-

tee in planning for the Vehapar's visit.

A New Year's Eve Party was sponsored by the Parish Council.

Guidelines were issued regarding the co-operative use of the Church facilities
and services.

Similarly, guidelines were issued regarding the dispensation and use of alcoho-
lic beverages on Church property both by Church organizations as well as by
. persons to whom space is rented.

A clergy crown was donated by the Chakemian family of Fitchburg.

. The Parish Council accepted and acknowledged with thanks many donations and
contributions during the year.

8. Complete the formatting of the computerized bookkeeping operation and
implement its full time use.

The above summary represents many hours of co-operative effort on the part of
the Parish Council and the Pastor. :

With every passing year, it is a joy to see the Sunday Church School grow and
become more vital from the carlng and support of our children, parents and
teaching staff. :

It is only with the care of these individuals that the Sunday School can suc-
cessfully teach our faith -- as well as events like Christmas and Easter
Children's Communion, Closing Exercises and Graduation, Halloween, Christmas
& Poon Paregentan parties, the Fall Bazaar, and participation in the services
during Lenten Week.

Without question, the most exciting achievement has been the distribution
this past fall of the brand new "WE BELIEVE" Sunday School curriculum from
the Department of Religious Education of our Diocese. We are proud to have
a religious and cultural curriculum that can easily match any in the country.

The "WE BELIEVE" curriculum was developed to project the Armenian character

of the Christian faith through its liturgy, theology, spirituality, history,
art and music. Because the Armenian Church represents the central community
unit in the United States, these textbooks serve an additional purpose. Be-
sides their primary function of teaching the faith, history, and doctrine of
the Church, they serve to strengthen values and traditions in a bi-cultural

environment.

The curriculum was designed for use in Armenian Sunday Schools over a period-
of 32-weeks, for 15 grades, pre-school. through twelve. With the exception
of Grades 11 and 12, all are divided into eight units of four lessons each:
