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Following Church Services, the Annual Assembly of the Armenian Church of Our Saviour convened 
on Sunday, February 20, 1994 in the Cultural Center at 11:23 A.M. with Reverend Father Aved 
Terzian presiding. The meeting was called to order by Lutwig Stepanian, Chairman of the 1993 
Assembly. An opening prayer was offered by Der Aved. A quorum call counted 82 m mbers present. 

The Chair notified the Assembly th t the meeting was being recorded on audio tape and that notes 
were being recorded on a portable computer at the beginning of the meeting in lieu of the fact that 
last year's Secretary of the Assembly was not present. The Chair asked the Nominating Committee 
to present its recommendation for Assembly Officers. Jan Mikitarian, representing the Nominating 
Committee presented the name of Arthur Surabian for Chairman of the Assembly. The Chair asked 
for other nominations from the floor. Since no other nominations were received from the floor, 
motion was made and approved to close nominations for Chairman of the Assembl . Nominations 
were received from the floor for ecretary at the request of Chairman Stepanian. After five 
individuals declined, a motion was made and seconded to have Elizabeth Sheehan serve as Secretary. 
There being no other nominations from the floor, nominations were closed and th Secretary was 
asked to cast one vote for the election of the slate as offered. Chairman Stepanian thanked the 
Assembly for its confidence in having him Chair the Assembly the past two years. 

The newly elected officers took the · seats with the President, Pastor Der A ved and Deacon Randy 
Dagley, Assistant to the Pastor at the head table. Also seated adjacent to the head table were Louis 
Mikitarian, Parish Council Chairman; Jay Kapur, Parish Council Vice Chairman; and Michael 
Gulbankian and Alma Der Kazarian, Parish Council Treasurer and Assistant Treasurer respective! y. 
They were joined by other member of the Parish Council and were prepared to reply to questions 
from the Assembly. 

The Chairman called for the presentation of the ballot prepared by the Nominating Committee. Jan 
Mik:itarian of the Nominating Committee presented the following names:

Nominations for Parish Council were made from the floor and were declined by the individuals 
nominated. Motion wa made and seconded to close the nominations for Parish Council. Der Hayr 
explained the bylaws state that the number of names on the ballot must be double the number of 
candidates to be elected. Der Hayr added that as long as the Assembly approves the final ballot, the 
election can be held subject to the approval of the Primate and the Diocesan Council. 

The Chair asked for a motion to accept the ballot for Parish Council as presented. Motion was made, 
seconded and approved. 

Jan Mikitarian presented the names on the ballot for Nominating Committee, Auditing Committee 
and Endowment Committee. There were no other nominations made from the floor for those 
positions. Motions were made and seconded to close the nominations for each of these three 
Committees respectively. 

After the acceptance of the ballot, the Chair presented the Agenda for adoption by the Assembly. 
Edward Bilzerian proposed that Old and New Business be moved to the end of the Agenda. Motion 
was seconded by Marilyn Markarian. Parish Council Chairman Louis Mikitarian explained the 
rational for having the Agenda presented as it was. There being no further discussion, the Chair asked 
for a vote on the proposal. Motion was defeated. The Chair asked for any other items under New 
Business. Jay Kapur introduced a new item relating to Annual Dues. Assembly voted to include the 
item under New Business. A motion was made by Zaven Kasparian and seconded by Edward 
Bilzerian to accept the Agenda as amended. 

The Assembly adjourned for the elections and lunch at 11 :55 A.M. The Chair requested that the 
second session of the Assembly begin at 12:55 P.M. 
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The second session of the Parish Assembly convened at 1 :00 P.M. The Chair thanked the volunteers 
who prepared the lunch. A head count taken showed that 95 members were present. In light of the 
fact that 95 members were present, Edward Bilzerian raised a question regarding majority vote. The 
Olair explained that the number pre ent satisfied the quorum requirements of the bylaws and that a 
majority would be based on the 95 embers present. 

Thomas Garabedian moved to dispe se with the reading of the Minutes of the 1993 Annual Parish 
Assembly. Motion was seconded by Lutwig Stepanian. Motion was approved. A motion was then 
made by Lutwig Stepanian to accept the 1993 Assembly Minutes . Jenev Sanda seconded the motion. 
Motion was approved. 

Beijoohie Zakarian expressed her disappointment that the 1993 Annual Reports ere not made 
available two weeks prior to the Assembly. She stated that the one week advance distribution was 
not adequate time to review the reports. Parish Council Chairman Louis Mikitarian explained the 
reasons why the reports could not be made available two weeks prior to the As embly. Tom 
Garabedian suggested that the Parish Council investigate the costs of mailing the Reports to all dues 
paying members two weeks prior to the Assembly. Further discussion continued and Tom 
Garabedian made a motion that the Reports be mailed to all dues paying members t o weeks prior 
to the Assembly. Motion was seconded by Edward Bilzerian. Der Aved and the Parish Council 
Chairman reiterated the logistics and costs relating to this motion. After extensive discussion, the 
motion was defeated. In light of the fact that the "two week issue" has been a standing motion from 
previous assemblies, the Parish Council will make every effort to comply with this motion. At this 
time Der Hayr thanked the volunteers who braved the weather and came to help assemble this year's 
Report. Der Hayr also advised the Assembly that we should try to avoid scheduling next year's 
Assembly during the annual February school vacation. Berjoohie Zakarian further added that every 
effort should be made to have the reports completed by January 31st. Edward Bilzerian suggested 
that the Assembly date should be extended to allow for the two week availability of the Reports. 

A motion was made by Agnes Markarian and seconded by Stephen Sahagian to close Old Business. 
Motion was passed. 

NEW BUSINESS 

Under New Business, the Parish Co neil presented three separate proposals regardi g the reclassi­
fication of funds to the Memorial E dowment Fund. Gilbert Markarian, on behalf f the Parish 
Council, presented the proposals. After Lutwig Stepanian seconded that the motions be discussed, 
Mr. Markarian explained the extensive research involved in presenting these proposals. Before 
presenting the proposals, Mr. Markarian informed the Assembly that Mrs. Owen Paelian and Mrs. 
Margaret Zakarian were contacted and that it was their wishes that their respective R stricted Funds 
be transferred to the Memorial Endowment Fund. 

Mr. Markarian, on behalf of the Pari h Council made the following motion: Motion to transfer the 
following funds to the Memorial Endowment Fund with the interest to be used for the purposes 
designated: 
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Verkin Hooloian- Maintenance of Baptismal Font and Annenian School $4,176 
Nevart Bilzerian - Maintenance of the Altar $2,000 
Margaret Hagopian - Choir and Music Scholarships and Concerts $6,973.75 
Mary Manoogian - Outreach Program $1 ,205 

The motion was seconded by Lutwig Stepanian and was approved. 

Mr. Markarian then made a motion to combine the two Hoogasian Funds and that they be renamed 
the Hoogas and Nevart Hoogasian Fund and that the monies in these funds be transferred to the 
Memorial Endowment Fund. The interest from this fund is to be used to defray General Operating 
Expenses. The motion was seconded by Jerry Stepanian and was approved. 

The next motion made by Gilbert Markarian was to transfer the following funds to the Memorial 
Endowment Fund with the interest income to be designated to defray General Operating Expenses :

The motion was seconded by Jerry Stepanian and approved by the Assembly. 

Mr. Markarian then pointed out to the Assembly that the Memorials Pending had some adjustments 
that had to be made and that the Parish Council would take the necessary steps to correct them. He 
made the following motion: 

The Hagop Hintlian donation was made by Mr. and Mrs. Hintlian in memory of Mrs. Hintlian 's father, 
Hagop Haroutunian and that this fund should be set up as a Memorial Endowment Fund. 

The Mr. and Mrs. John Smith donation was made by Mrs . John Smith in memory of her family and 
should be recognized as the Michael and Makrouhi Mak:elian, Lucia and Garabed Fund. It was 
recommended that th is fund also be a Memorial Endowment Fund. Mr. Markarian stated that the 
Parish Council would take the necessary steps to properly reclassify these funds. 

The motion was seconded by Jerry Stepanian and approved by the Assembly. 

Mr. Markarian noted that the Parish Council had received a request to change the Satenig 
Hovagimian Fund to read the Satenig and Roxie Hovagimian Fund and that the fund be transferred 
to the Memorial Endowment Fund. Interest income from this fund will be designated to defray 
General Operating Expenses. Mr. Markarian noted that the Parish Council would take the necessary 
steps to carry out this request. 

The final proposal made by Gilbert Markarian, on behalf of the Parish Council was to transfer the 
following funds to the Memorial Endowment Fund with the interest income designated to defray 
General Operating Expenses:

The motion was seconded by Lutwig Stepanian and approved by the Assembly. 
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As a point of information, Zaven Kasparian pointed out that the principle of the funds hould not be 
reduced at anytime. Mr. Zakarian also stated that the restricted funds have not been earning interest 
income. Mark Pogharian reminded the Assembly that it was voted upon last year not to allocate 
interest to restricted funds other than the Memorial Endowment Funds. 

Regarding the transfers that Mr. Markarian proposed, Robert Shamgochian asked whether the 
families were contacted. Gilbert explained that those who had next of kin were contacted. 

A motion was made by Jay Kapur to increase the weekly dues for individuals from $2.00 weekly to 
$2.50. Motion was seconded by Edward Bilzerian. Jay emphasized that the increase w uld not apply 
to the elderly or those not able to pay. He also stated that he was making the proposal as a member 
of the Assembly and that he was not representing the Parish Council, of which Jay is Vice Chainnan, 
in making the motion. Jay stated statistics of the current dues soucture and noted th tat one time 
Dues Income accounted for 50% of the total budget. He added that this past year, Dues Income 
accounted for 17% of the total budget. Edward Bilzerian made a friendly amendment that Jay's .50 
increase be doubled to $1.00. Mr. Kapur thanked Mr. Bilzerian, but felt strongly not to amend the 
original motion. The motion was discussed in length, and after exhausting the subject matter and 
hearing all pros and cons, the Chair a ked for a vote on the motion. The vote was rec rded with 49 
voting in favor of the motion, and 19 against. Motion carried. 

AUDITING COMMITTEE REPORT 

The Chair recognized that the Treasurer and the Assistant Treasurer of the Parish Council and 
representatives of the Auditing Committee were present to answer and to clarify any questions 
pertaining to the finances of the Church. The Chair asked the Assembly to go throug the financial 
page by page. 

Zaven Kasparian inquired as to the status of the $10,000 earmarked for the Patriarchate of Jerusalem. 
The Parish Council Chairman, Louis Mikitarian, stated that the Parish Council is waiting to hear from 
the Patriarchate of Jerusalem for direction. Mark Pogharian, a member of the Auditing Committee, 
refreshed the Assembly's memory that thi s fund would not be earning interest per the decision of the 
1991 Assembly. 

Edward Bilzerian questioned whether the Investment Income which appeared in the Statement of 
Earnings on page 73 was accurate. lma Der Kazarian stated that the amounts in uestion were 
accurate. 

Zaven Kasparian questioned why the Comparative Statement of Expenses on page 75 showed an 
increase in the Diocesan Assessment, since the Diocesan Assembly of 1992 froze e assessment 
for 1993. Alma Der Kazarian stated that the increase reflected two years of Y uth Ministry 
Assessments. It was suggested that for future 
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years, the Youth Ministry Assessment should be shown separately. 

Edward Bilzerian questioned why the Health insurance for the Clergy and the Assistant to the Pastor 
had increased substantially. Louis Mikitarian, Parish Council Chairman, stated that the Parish 
Council recognized the problem, and with the help of the Insurance Committee (a sub-committee of 
the Parish Council) they found alternate carriers with lower premiums. However, due to pre-existing 
medical conditions, the change has been delayed. Michael Gulbankian, Treasurer of the Parish 
Council, assured the Assembly that the Parish Council would do everything possible to lower these 
costs. 

Vahan Pogharian asked if the Parish Council had investigated the Health Programs that the Diocese 
provides. Jerry Stepanian, a member of the Insurance Committee, stated that the Diocese's Insurance 
Plan was more expensive. 

The Chair asked Thomas Garabedian, a member of the Investment Committee, to explain the 
strategies and rationale of the Investment Committee. Mr. Garabedian outlined the change in 
strategies and explained how the direction changed from a strong position in Treasuries, to a strong 
Cash position. With low interest rates facing the Investment Committee, Mr. Garabedian explained 
that the current strategy was to begin investing in diverse, proven mutual funds . 

Jerry Stepanian asked if the Treasurer of the Parish Council was a member of the Investment 
Committee. Louis Mikitarian, Parish Council Chairman stated that he was and went on to say that 
the Investment Committee was made up of the Parish Council Chairman, Treasurer and three 
members of the parish who are elected by the Parish Council. He also stated that the Pastor was a 
ex-officiomemberofthe Investment Committee. Mr. Mikitarian further explained that the Chairman 
of the Parish Council reports to the Parish Council every action of the Investment Committee which 
are subject to the final approval of the Parish Council. 

Gilbert Markarian acknowledged the fact that the Investment Committee is made up of very qualified 
and knowledgeable individuals. 

Jerry Stepanian asked if the Memorial Endowment Fund Report on page 81 l.isted all the donations 
received for 1993. Alma DerKazarian responded that all funds that were received in 1993 were listed 
in the report. 

Thomas Garabedian questioned why the Proposed Budget showed a decrease vs. the Actual in the 
Telephone/Cable expense account. Herman Purutyan explained that the Parish Council is currently 
studying ways to reduce the expense in question. 

Lutwig Stepanian made a motion to accept the financial report. 
Motion was seconded by Agnes Sahagian. Motion passed. 
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The Parish Council presented to the Assembly an amended Proposed Budget and distributed copies 
to all present for their review. After the Assembly had an opportunity to review the amended Budget, 
Parish Council Chairman Louis M. · tarian explained the items that were amended. The proposed 
Budget showed an operating deficit for 1994. The deficit issue was discussed at great length. There 
were concerns for the current fiscal year and also the need to recognize long-term lutions to the 
deficit issue. The Assembly addressed specific cut-backs on certain expenditures i an attempt to 
reduce the deficit. 

Edward Bilzerian made a motion to eliminate the $4,125 that was budgeted for the Parish 
Appreciation Day. Ruth Haddon seconded the motion. It was suggested that the Paris Appreciation 
Day be held. However, the Parish Council was asked to develop a program that w uld incur any 
expense to the parish. Motion passed. 

Edward Bilzerian made a motion to eliminate the Estimated Transfer from Retained arnings in the 
amount of$55,900 from the Income side of the Proposed Budget. Motion was seconded and passed. 

Edward Bilzerian made a motion to eliminate the $2,500 expense allocation for e Pastor's car 
replacement. Thomas Garabedian seconded the motion and explained that with the aggressive lease 
options available today, building equity for the purchase of a car may not be necessary. The motion 
passed. 

There was concern regarding the $7,100 budgeted for the 1994 Diocesan Assembly scheduled for 
Houston, Texas. Cost-cutting options were discussed. Considering the extensive travel require­
ments, the Assembly voted to main in the $7,100 which was budgeted. 

A question was raised on the Youth Ministry Assessment. The Parish Council responded that they 
are concerned with this expenditure, nd that they will advise the Diocesan Delegate of the parish 
to present the matter to the Diocesan Assembly. 

At this juncture, Jay Kapur advised th Assembly that the Dues income should be increased by $6,500 
as a result of the passage of an earlier motion where the annual dues were increased by 50 cents a 
week. 

Edward Bilzerian pointed out that additional savings may be realized upon changes to the Clergy 
Health Insurance. The Parish Council will further look into this matter. 

Zaven Kasparian moved that the As embly accept the Budget as amended and afi rd the Parish 
Council the liberty to implement additional programs as may be deemed beneficial or necessary to 
the parish. Motion was seconded by Stephen Sahagian. The motion passed. 

Jay Kapur informed the Assembly that as a result of the adjustments made to the Proposed Budget, 
the income figure has been adjusted to $295,500. The expense side has been adjusted to $338,275. 
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PASTOR'S REPORT: Pages 24-37 

Marilyn Markarian made a motion to accept the Pastor's Report. The motion was seconded by Nori 
Soghomonian. The motion passed. 

Robert Shamgochian pointed out that the Choir Assembly should be listed as part of the Pastor's 
Report on page 28 under the heading of Annual Assemblies. 

DIOCESAN DELEGATE'S REPORT: Pages 21 -23 

Zaven Kasparian noted that the Delegates report did not address the proposal presented by our parish 
to the Diocesan Assembly concerning the term of office of the Primate. Mr. Kasparian also noted 
that the Diocesan Delegates Report did not mention the decision of the 1993 Diocesan Assembly 
which froze all 1993 Diocesan Assessments to the 1992 figure. 

Motion was made to accept the Diocesan Delegates Report as corrected by Berjoohie Zakarian. The 
motion was seconded by Agnes Markarian. The motion passed. 

Gilbert Markarian made a motion to reaffmn our support of last year's proposal concerning the term 
of office of the Primate. The motion was seconded and passed. 

Der Hayr explained that the reason our parish 's proposal was not discussed at the Diocesan Assembly 
in Chicago was due to the fact that the proposal was not submitted a minimum of 60 days prior to 
the Assembly as required by the Diocesan By-Laws. Der Hayr also stated that the proposal would 
be submitted in accordance with the By-Laws so that it will be on the agenda at the Diocesan 
Assembly in Houston, Texas this year.

Marilyn Markarian, 
Chairwoman of the Women's Guild, explained that it stood for Children of Annenia Sponsorship 
Program. Charlotte suggested that in the future abbreviations should not be used when initially 
presenting a title. She stated writing them out in full would be helpful. 

The motion passed.

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Diocesan Delegates Repon 

92nd Annual Assembly April 28 - May 1, 1994 

Delegates attending: Rev. Father Aved Terzian, Jay Kapur, Parish Council Chainnan, Seth 
Bilazarian, George Migridichian, Roben Shamgochian, Lutwig Stepanian, Suney Kachadoorian 
and Asbed Zakarian. Zaven Kasparian attended as Chainnan of the Diocesan Unity Committee 
and also as Chairman of the New England Regional Council. 

The 92nd Diocesan Assembly took place in Houston, Texas from April 28th to May 1st, 1994 and 

was hosted by Saint Kevork Armenian Church of Houston, TX. The 1st Plenary Session was opened 

with the invocation being given by His Eminence Archbishop Kahjag Barsamian after which a 

quorum of 121 delegates was conftrmed. The first order of business was the election of the Assembly 

Officers. The Assembly re-elected Dr. Garo Garibian as its Chainnan and Edward Chapian Esq. as 

its Vice-Chainnan. A message from His Holiness Vasken I to the Assembly was read, as well as the 

telegram from the Primate to His Holiness. The minutes of the 91 st Diocesan Assembly, as amended, 

were approved. A repon on the Clergy Conference was present by Father Nareg Berberian in which 

he summarized the various topics that had been debated during the Clergy Conference. The major 

topics included Moral Issues, AIDS, Abonion and Homosexuality with the hopes of publishing a text 

explaining the Armenian Church 's position on these issues. No set date for publication. Greetings 

was presented by Dn. Alan Zendian, representing the Western Diocese. He informed the Assembly 

that the Western Diocese currently consists of 17 Parishes and 5 Mission Churches, all with only 15 

Priests. Mr. Zaven Kasparian 's repon on the New England Region was presented to the Assembly 

Chairman and accepted by the delegates. A repon by Mrs. Sonia Derman Harlan, the Coordinator 

for the Mid-West Region was presented to the delegates. This region consists of 7 Mid-West 

Churches. Her foremost responsibility is programming activities that serve the Christian, cultural 

and educational needs of the Midwest parishes. She thus acts as a regional facilitator, promoter and 

sometimes implementor of programming and ministry that is developed by the various Diocese 

departments. 

The Second Plenary Session took place on Friday, April 29th. Some of the major repons presented 

were as follows: 

(1) A repon on the ACEF (Armenian Church Endowment Fund) was presented by its 

Executive Director, Col. Victor Arzoomanian in which he revealed that the Endowment Fund has 

total assets of $17.288,850 from which $1,440,440 was returned to designated beneficiaries 

from accured interest. 
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(2) Simon Balian Esq., Director of FAR (Fund for Armenian Relief)"informed the delegates 

that within the calendar year 1993, a separate organization, not affiliated with the Diocese, was 

established in order to better compete for U.S. Government grants which would be targeted to 

Armenia. He also stated that all the funds at the Diocese relative to the 1988 earthquake, have been 

transferred to FAR. These funds amounted to $2,370,669. 

(3) Zaven Kasparian gave the delegates a status repon on Unity in terms of the progress made 

by both the Prelacy and Diocesan Unity Committees. He stated that the 15 outstanding By-Law 

issues of one year ago have been di cussed and resolved, and that there are no longer any more open 

issues as far as the two Unity Committees are concerned. As of this reponing, a flrstdraftofthe fmal 

proposed By Laws document has been completed and it is expected that the Armenian-English 

versions of this document will be submitted to the Primate/Prelate and respective Councils by June 

1994 accompanied by a proposed outline for moving into the next stage of implementation. 

A significant stage is that the Diocese and Prelacy may schedule at least four joint informative 

regional meetings of Pastors, Chairman or a representative of the Parish Council/Board of Trustees 

and Delegates in September, October and November of 1994 for discussion or explanation of 

rationale on any items that may be questioned. Joint meetings of Diocesan and Prelacy Unity 

Committees to results of regional meetings and prepare the By-Laws document for presentation to 

respective 1995 assemblies. Following affirmative action of respective assemblies submit By-Laws 

to Catholicoi, Their Holinesses Vasken I and Karekin II seeking their approval. 

The Assembly was addressed by the Primate during this Session. Some of the key points of His 

address were as follows : 

(a) The 92nd Diocesan Assembly was meeting in our Diocesan Year of the Family. 

(b) The Assembly was a milestone for the Primate because it was four years ago in Worcester, 

MA that the Assembly had elect Him as Primate of the Eastern Diocese. 

(c) All of the projects we ndenake as a Church are in some measure a recognition of our 

family bond. The roots of this rec gnition lie in the feelings of love and loyalty which characterize 

our individual families - those same feelings are directed beyond our immediate relatives, to 

encompass all those who worship at the same altar and who sing the praises of God. 
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(d) The family of the Church must overcome problems and obstacles in the same fashion as 

every Christian family, that being a sense of concern and charity towards each other. 

(e) The mission of the Church is to promote a harmony of relationship between its members 

and pass on knowledge and wisdom from generation to generation based on the Church's vast 

experience. 

(f) Ministry and education can be equated in the form of a horizontal relationship, because 

they extend from one human being to another. As a Church, we are also aware of a vertical 

relationship- that being between man and God. God, Our Heavenly Father is above man, the way 

man is above the animals, accordingly we owe God a higher kind of honor, a higher order of love, 

respect and humility. 

(g) One of the highest priorities of this Diocese is the building up of the number of Armenian 

Clergymen, with an ultimate goal of having a clergyman serving every parish. To this end, within 

the last 20 months, our Diocese has seen 5 new clergymen ordained into the Armenian priesthood, 

with 5 more graduates from the Saint Nerses Seminary ready to be ordained in the near future . In 

addition , 2 funher candidates will graduate from the Seminary in May 1994 with several more 

currently as students. 

(h) Another chief priority involves the Church's mission to its youth. To aid in better serving 

our younger generation, the Department of Youth Ministry was created. This Department has been 

instrumental in informing the Diocese of the serious and complex concerns of our youth so that the 

Diocese and the Department of Youth Ministry can respond to their needs and concerns. 

(i) The Diocese has developed strong and beneficial links with our sister dioceses of 

Armenia, especially with the Diocese of Ansakh where we are helping to build a Christian ministry. 

The most important event during the Friday Session was the re-election by unanimous vote of Our 

Primate for a new four year term. As Primate, Archbishop Barsamian will continue to occupy the 

highest eccles tical seat in the Eastern Diocese, and whose jurisdiction extends over 55 organized and 

mission parishes. 

Also on Friday were elections for Diocesan Board of Trustees, Nominating Committee, Proposals 

Committee and Auditing Committee. Our Pastor Der A ved was nominated and elected to the 

Nominating Committee for a one year term.

The Third Plenary Session took place on Saturday, April 30th. During this session, the Assembly 

was fortunate to be addressed by Lady Baroness Cox. She had just returned that wee from Armenia 

and the battlefields in the adjoining regions. She related the current trying situation in Karabagh­

Azeri conflict. She stated how very important it was for Armenians in the U.S . and world-wide to 

continue to apply political pressure at all levels of government, in order to cease the horrific slaughter 

of innocent victims. If this conflict is perrni tted to continue, she felt that Armenia would be drawn 

in and once again we could face a possible genocide. 

The Diocesan Budget for 1994 was discussed in great detail. There was a $700,000 deficit in 1993 

due to actual revenues less than budgeted and actual expenditures more than budgeted. The delegates 

were assured by the Diocesan staff that they would oversee the 1994 budget more closely to insure 

that a deficit is avoided in 1994. The anticipated Diocesan budget for 1994 is $3,290,000 which is 

a $500,000 reduction from 1993. 

The following proposals for By-La changes were defeated by a majority vote of the delegates: 

1- Worcester's proposal to extend the term of the Primate from the current four year to seven years. 

2- Cambridge's proposal to limit the term of a Diocesan delegate to two consecuti e terms, which 

is eight years, and be ineligible to hold another term until at least four or more years have elapsed. 

The following proposals were tabled by the Assembly delegates: 

1- Proposal by the Very Rev. Father Mesrob V. Semerjian through the Diocesan Council asking for 

the establishment of a provisional working relationship between our Eastern U.S.A. Diocese and The 

Prelacy. 

2- Proposal by Saint James Armenian Church of Watertown to dissolve the New England Region 

and its organized structure as mandated by the 82nd Diocesan Assembly. 

The final order of business was the establishment of the site for the 93rd Diocesan Assembly which 

in this case will be hosted by Sts. Vananantz Armenian Church of Chelmsford, MA.

Conference and dioce an Assembly whkh was held, April 25 to May 2, hosted by the St. 
Kevork parish of Houston, Texas. I was elected to the Diocesan Nominating Committee . Thi 
committee was given the infrequent task of preparing a list of eligible candidates forth elec­
tion of delegates to repre ent our Dioce e in the election of a new Catholicos. 

A.C..Y.OA. Assembly: 

Due to the passing of our Catholicos, the traditional Sports Weekend festivitie were 
cancelled. The meeting were held in October in New York City. Scott Najarian was elected 
Chairman of the A embly, and very capably performed his duties.

The 48th Annual Assembly of the Armenian Church Choirs was held in Richmond, 
Virginia on in ovember.

VISITATIONS 

As part of our mini try, Deacon Randy and I have made regular weekly visitations to 
all Worcester area hospitals, and on many occasions, visitations to our parishioners in Boston­
area ho pitals. 

Although routine telephone call are made to each area hospital by our office, we 
sometime learn that a pari hioner ha been ho pitalized and released without a visit from 
me or my a sistant. Sometime we learn of the hospitalization and plan a visitation only to 
learn that the person wa di charged that morning. 

Again, we must remind our parishioner that hospitals do not notify the Church or 
pastor of a hospitalized parishioner. We request the assistance of each of our parishioner to 
rectify that situation, sot that no one feels neglected in their time of need . Names of hospital­
ized individuals may be withheld from the Church Bulletin upon upon request. 

We encourage families to notify us of all hospitalizations, even if they are out-of-town. 
if it is not possible for Deacon Randy or I to visit, I will request that another Armenian priest 
make the visitation, as we have done in the past, when parishioners of another Church are 
hospitalized in the Worcester area. 

We have also visited parishioners in all Worcester and Greater Worcester area nur ing 
homes, during the Christmas and Ea ter seasons, and as requested, to offer them Holy 
Communion. I have also attended meetings and luncheons of the Women's Welfare 
As ociation, when held in Worcester. 
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Once a month, we offer services at alisbury Nursing Horne. Armenians and non-Arrnenians 
have been attending our services. Along with our traditional Armenian h rnns, we have 
included a few in English for all to participate. We offer a message, also in English to make 
them feel welcome. When we began, we had only eight participants - in recent months, we 
have had approximately 20! In ad dition to a short service and message, we have shown the 
video of the Catholicos' funeral, and sang Christmas carols in December. 

On many occasions, I have gladly visited th.e homes of the sick or elderly (shut-ins) 
who are not able to come to ChurGh, to offer comfort and Holy Communion. In 1994, Deacon 
Randy and I have made over 100 s· ch visitations (in addition to hospital visitations). They are 
most beneficial to the elderly who have felt forgotten by the Church. As much as I enjoy these 
visits, my schedule does not usually permit me to make these visitations nless they are 
requested. Please) do not hesitate to · ake such requests known to me. 

We have also visited area cemeteries to bless the graves of departed loved ones: on 
Memorial Day,: following 40-day mass (karrasoonk) services, and at the special request of the 
bereaved families . · · 

In addition, when our sche ule allows, we have taken part in many family celebra­
tions: anniversaries, engagements, birthdays, retirements, achievements, t stimonials and 
social gatherings, at the request of our parishion~~· Please notify t1S in C):dvance, as we are 
often faced with scheduling difficulties. ·.· · ·.· · .. 

COUNSELING 

Most of my evening hours . re passed in coi.mseling sessions. On various occasions, I 
offered counseling assistance to individuals and fatnilies who were facing difficulties, includ­
ing youths and college students, some of whom are no-Armenian. I consider this an integral 
part of our ministry. I pray that wi God's help I offer .comfort to those whom I counsel. 

I feel strongly about the necessity for pr&nuptia:l and marital cou seling (creating 
stronger ties with the Church), pre~confirrnation counseling, counseling of b reaved families 
and pre-baptismal counseling of the parents and godparents. And, to ensure that the partici­
pants are properly prepared, man of my evenings are spent helping to ed cate and bring 
these individuals closer to their Church in anticipation ()f these sacraments. We pray that the 
Holy Spirit grant them spiritual gr wth. .· .. ·. 

Social Services: 

In recent years there has b en an increased number of parishioners, in need of atten­
tion, assistance and consolation. Due to changing laws and language limitatio , many are not 
aware of their benefits and recourse when faced with difficulty. More often than not, the need 
is greatest when the individual no longer has members of her family to rely upon. It is some­
times at the request of Social Service Agencies that I become involved with their personal 
lives, sometimes it is because there is no where else for them to tum. Their needs are often 
physical, psychological, emotional and becoming more frequent this year- financial. 
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At times we are faced with parishioners who are in desperate need of temporary 
financial assistance for food, rent or other necessities. They often do not qualify or cannot 
wait for public assistance - and come to their Church as a last resort. The assistance made to 
them is available through the Outreach Fund and Pastor 's Discretionary Fund- however, the 
need is greater than we can afford. I sincerely thank those who selflessly donated to these 
funds this year, so that we may continue to help those in need. I also thank the Parish 
Council for their support in this endeavor. 

Further, I try to make myself available for the sick, troubled and the needy of our com­
munity, as they are in spiritual as well as physical pain. I pray that my visits lighten their 
burdens and help ease their suffering.

Sahag Kaishian, Pastor St. Gregory the illuminator Armenian Church, 
Haverhill, MA. In addition, we were treated to a wonderful play presented by the ACYOA 
Juniors "An Evening with St. Gregory the illuminator" at our Mid Lenten Miching Dinner.

Alexander was to speak. 

We thank the member of each of our Church organizations who prepared and served 
an appropriate Lenten meal on their a signed day. A the Lenten period is a time for inner 
reflection, we strive to bring forth informative program to our parishioners and hope that 
many more of them will take part in the future . 

Sunday School 

We have seen noticeable growth in our Sunday School over the past year. In 1993, we 
had 107 students registered. I am most plea ed that in 1994 the registration wa up to 125 in 
grades K-10. 

New this year in the Sunday School is: Craft Assemblies and Music A emblie . In 
addition, to Parent Visitation Day and Field Trips. I am pleased that a Junior Choir has been 
established and ha already participated in the Christmas Eve services. 

Our deepest appreciation to Mary Shaw, and to all the teachers who have devoted 
their Sundays to giving the gift of Christian Education to the children of our parish. I cannot 
thank them enough. Although you may not see the fruits of your labor, know that you are 
helping to shape the lives of the children entrusted to your care. 

What we need in our Sunday School is continued support and encouragement of the 
parents. Parents, you ar the primary teacher of Christian Education for your children. The 
learning never stops, the Church and the home compliment one another- Be good examples 
to your children, in all that you do. This includes your attendance in Church, participation in 
Sunday School and in Church activities. I request that parents step forward and volunteer to 
be teachers in our Sunday School. Please contact me or Deacon Randy if you can be of assis­
tance. We need you all. 

Vacation Bible School 

Dn. Randy organized a week-long Vacation Bible School this summer and a two-day 
Christmas Vacation Bible School.

Rug Sale- We are grateful to Edward Atamian, Margaret Zakarian and their Committee for 
their efforts once again. Unfortunately, possibly due to economic reasons and new severe 
competition in the area, the Rug Sale profit was meager ($767.) this year. We thank the 
Committee, and Art Surabian who handled the aggressive advertising this year, for their 
efforts.

Parish Council Farewell Dinner 
On May 17th, the Pari h Council had a Farewell Dinner for the outgoing members of the 
Parish Council who so dutifully served the Church. The e were : Paul Avakian, Gilbert 
Markarian, Louis S. Mikitarian and Herman Purutyan. Each of them had served as officer 
during their terms. Many thanks to them for their dedicated service. 

Meetings 
During 1994, the Parish Council, under the pre idency of Rev. Father Aved Terzian, held 16 
regular meetings, two Armenian Festival meetings, one Open Parish Meeting, one meeting 
with the Diocesan Delegates, one meeting with members of the New England Region of the 
Dioce e, and one meeting with former Parish Council member . 
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At year end, there were 556 dues-paying members of our parish. This included 24 new dues­
p aying members for this year. The new dues minimum structure of $2.50 per week took 
effect this year. What amounts tone rly 67¢ out of every dollar collected in du s goes toward 
our current Assessment to the Diocese. 

The Parish Council is currently working on computerizing the entire dues and pledge system 
to minimize human error. A new pl dge card will also be sent out to all parishi ners in 1995. 

Financial: 
The Parish Council worked very hard over the past year to control the Church Operating 
Budget. Despite a deficit budget that was passed by the Assembly, the Parish Council was 
able to significantly reduce the deficit. Several changes were made, including the decision 
not to hire a new Bookkeeper after Martha Villani left in August. The overall bookkeeping 
and accounting functions were red fined , with added responsibilities given t the Treasurer, 
Assistant Treasurer, Parish Council and Auditing Committee. Choices like these are never 
easy to make, but through the commitment of these individuals, the Church will save over 
$8,500 annually. 

Cost savings were attained in several other budget line items including Outside Accounting, 
Health Insurance, Dental Insurance , Pastor ' s Housing Allowance, Telephones , and 
Maintenance, among others. The total estimated savings from these areas was approximately 
$6,000. The Parish Council will continue to investigate areas of cost savings throughout the 
upcoming year. 

The Parish Council feels confident that it can produce a balanced budget for 1995, with the 
help of improved returns from our investment accounts and fund-raising activities. One of 
the major issues concerning the attainment of this goal is a dramatically reduced role of the 
Parish Council in running regular events like the Picnic and Festival. The Parish Council 
needs increased assistance from a larger group of parishioners if it is to administer the affairs 
of the Church effectively. 

Cultural and Religious Programs 
The Church held many cultural and religious programs throughout the year. These were as 
follows: 

Martyrs Day Program 
Members of our Parish Council and Church, including our Pastor served on a city-wide com­
mittee to organize a Martyrs Day program. Parish Council member Herman Purutyan was 
one of the speakers at the program held at Trinity Lutheran Church. 
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Vacation Bible School 
Chaired by Deacon Randy Dagley, acation Bible School was held weekday morning for one 
week in Jul . The children heard Bible reading , did craft project and learned about our 
Church. 

Adult Armenian Language Class 
Clas e were h ld on Thur day evening. The cia ses taught by Marie Kooyomjian ran 
through June. 

President Levon Ter-Petrosian 
The Church organized a bu trip to the Bo ton area for the vi itation of Armenia ' Pre id nt. 
Bus transportation was donated by Michael Gulbankian. 

Divine Liturgy Explanation 
A tudy of our Soorp Badarak (Divine Liturgy) wa conducted by Deacon Randy, complete 
with ideo and commentary, held on three consecutive Sunday .

In an effort to foster and enhance communications between the Parish Council and our 
Church Community, the Parish Council continued with its policy to hold open parish meet­
ings. One such meeting was held on May 24th. The purpose of the meeting wa to generate 
interest, excitement, participation, and a sen e of togetherness for plan being pursued by the 
Parish Council, Church Auxiliary Organization , and other Church committee . The meeting 
al o acted as a forum for any other issues that our parishioners were interested in. Th meet­
ing wa attended by approximately 50 parishioners, and was well received. 
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During six different months in 1994, informal family dinners were held on Friday evenings. 
These dinners, which are held in the Cultural Center and Church Hall, and are open to the 
Worcester Armenian community, are served buffet style at a nominal charge. Occasional activ­
ities such as music, games, and ki 's programs accompanied many dinners. The intent of 
these dinners is to bring together our families in an informal atmosphere for an evening of 
food and socialsizing. The Parish Council will be presenting a "new look" to the Friday Night 
Dinners in 1995 to enhance greater participation. 

Youth Basketball 
With the financial assistance of the Men's Club, the church sponsored a co-ed youth basket­
ball team in the Greendale YMCA Church Basketball League. The team had nine regular play­
ers aged 10-15, and was coached by Jay Kapur and Darrin Migridichian. The team, despite 
being only its first year, played in the League Championship and finished second overall. A 
team has already been organized for 1995. 

Basketball 
In May, the Church sponsored a " pring Robin" basketball tournament in which the Men's 
Club, ACYOA Seniors and Juniors participated. In addition, a Fall league, comprised solely of 
parishioners and youth, was org nized with games played on Sunday evenings in our 
Cultural Center. 

Bingo 
Bart Bagdasarian and John Toromanian continued to serve as chairmen of the Bingo 
Committee. During 1995, Bingo will have generated over $1,000,000 for the Church in twenty 
years of service. In an effort to attract new volunteers, and to make the working air atmos­
phere more pleasant for the existing volunteers, new air I smoke cleaners were installed in the 
Cultural Center. The funds for their purchase carne from Bingo reserve funds . Many thanks to 
the Bingo committee for their cooperation and longtime financial support and commitment to 
the Church. 

Church Picnic 
The annual Church Picnic was held on Church grounds on Sunday, July 17 after services. 
The popular annual event was well attended, despite a late afternoon rain sh wer. Longtime 
raffle "king" Charlie Sharigian was presented with a special recognition award by the Parish 
Council for his many years of dedicated service. Many thanks go to Michael Gulbankian, who 
donated the cost of the band for the picnic. The band was the Greg Krikorian Ensemble, who 
also made a $50 donation back to the Church. The Parish Council also thanks the many vol­
unteers and attendees who helped make the event a success! 

First Parish Golf Tournament 
With the leadership of ACYOA Seniors Chairman Edward Kachajian, and Deacon Randy, the 
church co-sponsored a fund-raising golf tournament on October 6th. The tournament, held at 
Sterling Country Club, had over 40 participants, and was followed by a deluxe buffet dinner 
and door prizes. The tournament raised $3,000 for the Church, and will be aggressively con­
tinued in 1995. 
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Oriental Rug Sale 
The Church held its 9th Annual Oriental Rug Sale in the Cultural Center on October 22-23. 
Unfortunately, the Rug Sale realized only a $767. profit and was spar ely attended. Other 
parishe in New England experienced similar problems, and the Pari h Council is seriou ly 
considering not holding the event in 1995. Stiff local competition and widespread abundance 
of rug were cited as the main rea ons for its recent failure. Many thank to Edward Atamian 
for chairing the event, Arthur Surabian, for handling the advertising, and to the loyal taff of 
volunteer and rug flipper for their dedication in producing many years of income to the 
Church operating budget . 

Messenger 
The Church newsletter, The Messenger, was produced twice in 1994. A new editor, Marianne 
Dodakian was appointed in October. The Me senger is now scheduled to be produced on a 
quarterly basis. 

Armenian Festival 
The popular "main event" of the year, the Fe ti al, wa held on October 2 th and 29th . The 
newly-produced Fe tival handbook, a product of last year ' Fe tival Committee, with pecial 
appreciation to Arthur Surabian and Loui S. Mikitarian, wa a tremendou ly u eful tool in 
preparing for the 1994 Fe tival. Parish Council member Archie Torosian, Agne Sahagian, 
Gregory Donoian and Jene anda each chaired variou booth . The Kid 's Fair, headed by 
Kitty Dodakian, continued its new and exciting format and attraction . The Fe tival came 
clo e to it aggre ive financial goal, de pite competition with the opening of Worcester 's new 
Fa hion Outlet mall. A new addition to the fund rai ing wa the "Leg of Lamb Donation ", 
which raised nearly $1,900 toward the purchase of meat. Thi new concept will be continued 
in 1995. 

The Pari h Council would like to thank and acknowledge e eryone who contributed their 
time and re ource to make the Fe tival the tremendou ucce that it was. One of the most 
redeeming reward wa to ee the outpouring of volunteerism by our parishioner . Thi pirit 
of working together toward a common goal demonstrated what it take to achieve ucces 
both for the Festival and for the Church overall. 

Father Aved Terzian's lOth Anniversary 
On Sunday, November 27th, the Church honored Father Aved on the lOth Anniversary of hi 
ordination and service as pastor of our Church. A banquet was held following Church ser­
vices, with His Eminence, Archbishop Khajag Barsamian, the Primate, presiding. The ban­
quet, with nearly 400 in attendance in our Cultural Center, featured a presentation by the 
Sunday School children, a special message by Onnig and Raffi Terzian, a video depicting spe­
cial moments in Der Aved 's life, as well as messages from many guest clergy acquaint d with 
Der Aved . The Parish Council pre ented Der Aved with two $500 value saving bond for 
Onnig and Raffi . Many thanks to the dedicated volunteer who helped make thi day a suc­
cess, especially the core committee members Louis S. Mikitarian, Zarvin Kasparian, Arthur 
Surabian, Diratzoo Randy and Jay Kapur. 
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Based upon a policy approved last year, members of the Parish Council now attend and par­
ticipate in all Memorial Calling Hours of our parishioners who have passed away. Our heart­
felt condolences go out to the families who lost loved ones during the past year. 

Building Renovation 
The Church's need for extensive repairs and renovations was brought to light this year by the 
continued repairs necessary to th leaking Cultural Center roof. These leaks have caused 
damage to the ceiling, parquet floor, stage curtains, bathroom ceilings, and allpaper in the 
Cultural Center, not to mention causing a strain on our capital budget. Some of the damage 
may be covered by our insurance, however, there are many areas throughout the whole facili­
ty that need attention merely due to age or neglect. The current Cultural Cent r roof is nearly 
twenty years old, and many items such as the heating and air conditioning system are origi­
nal. 

The Parish Council plans to put together a detailed multi-year plan for a Building Renovation 
Fund Committee, the plans for which will be unveiled at a Special Parish Assembly shortly 
following this year's Annual Assembly. This exciting new program will involve many people 
in our Parish, and will give us rene ed pride in our Church. 

Personnel and Staff 
Reverend Father Aved Terzian served as our Church Pastor in 1994 for the lOth consecutive 
year. The Parish Council thanks D r Hayr for his service, devotion and spiri alleadership in 
this milestone year. The Parish Council has again enjoyed working with Der Hayr in its vari­
ous endeavors. 

Deacon Randy Dagley served as our Assistant to the Pastor during the past year. In 
September, the Primate directed Diratzoo to accelerate his studies toward the ministry and 
subsequently changed his work schedule. Diratzoo now works three days towards his studies 
(including travel to New York) and four days for the Parish. The Parish Council thanks 
Deacon Randy for enriching our Church's spiritual growth, especially among the youth and 
younger adults in our Church. 

June Jardarian was the Church Secretary during the year. Dennis Wilson ontinued as the 
Church's Custodian during the year. Gharib Gambari continued to serve as the Assistant 
Custodian during the year. Marth Villani served as Bookkeeper until August, at which time 
she left and was not replaced. 

Also during the year, the Church received other secretarial and administrative support from 
Elizabeth Avakian and Betty Sh ehan. The Parish Council thanks them for providing an 
essential service to our Church. 
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Standing Committees 
The Parish Council wa pleased and thankful to have the valuable assi tance of its Standing 
Committee . It is the Parish Council 's goal in 1995 to greater utilize and further "empower" 
the Standing Committees in an effort to reduce the burden of work on the Pari h Council a 
well as p roducing benefit for the entire pari h. The e committees enable the Parish Council 
to u tilize the resource and talent of a greater number of parish ioners. The Parish Council 
gladly welcome any pari hioner who wishe to contribute their talents to these committee . 

Building and Grounds Committee: 
The purpo e of this committe is to pur ue many avenue in order to review, maintain, and 
upgrade (where nece sary) our Church' major tructure and ystem . The Parish Council 
will be working especially close with this committee in the upcoming year in pur uing it 
aggressive Building Reno a tion Project. 

Facilities Committee: 
This committee has been responsible for reviewing the fees charged by the Church for u e of 
its facilities, as well a the policie and rules as ociated with such. Thi committe is al o 
responsible for periodically conducting a detailed inventory of the Church equipm nt and 
making recommendations for nece sary purchase 

Insurance Committee 
Thi committee i re ponsible for thoroughly reviewing and making recommendation on all 
of the Church' insurance coverages and policies . The e includ Automobile, Religiou 
Institu tion, Health and Workmen' Campen ation in urance . 

Investment Committee 
The Investment Committee i responsible for as isting the Parish Council in tracking and 
making recommendation on the purcha e and sale of the Church' investment . Edward S. 
Bilzerian of Dean Witter serves as the financial advisor to the Church. 

Media Relations Committee 
This committee, which was formed in December 1993, and has not been active, has the 
responsibility of facilitating publicity of our Church's activities with outside media organiza­
tions. 

Ways and Means Committee 
This new committee wa formed earlier this year to help the Parish Council addre s the 
future. In order to begin to achieve this goal, the Ways and Means Committee pr pared a sur­
vey to be sent out in 1995 to all of our parishioners in order to help keep the Pari h Council 
apprised of the talents and intere t of each and every member of our Church family. The 
Pastor and Parish Council urge all of our parishioners to promptly return this exciting new 
survey in order to allow the Church to better serve you.

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Babies' and Toddlers' Program Report 

We currently have 30 students registered in our Class (and counting ... )! The class 
meets every Sunday morning, during the School year, from 10:30 a.m . to 12:00 Noon. 
Parents are welcome to stay with their children, or attend Church Services, at any time 
during the Class. We often have grandparents, aunts and uncles join us too! 

The Toddler's Class is both a learning and fun experience for our "littlest 
Churchgoers"- and their parents. We strive for easy goals -learning the Sign of the Cross, 
hearing the name of Our Saviour Jesus, and simplified Bible stories. the parents are each 
scheduled to prepare a project or snack approximately 4 times a year. Most parents and 
children attend regularly. With babies and very young children illness is inevitable, and 
inclement weather prohibits weekly attendance, but that's okay! What we try to convey is 
that whenever they attend, they have a place, both in Church and in the Toddlers'
