Pledges
have been solicited among the initial group of 144 families and results have
been gratifying. Mailings to the second group of over 250 families has been
accomplished. This will be followed by mailings to the remaining group of 200
families residing in the area. The Council expresses gratitude to the Steward-
ship Committee, being chaired by Martha Gurahian and Ara Shimshidian for their
hardworking efforts in this drive, with the special assistance offered by
Anita Wolohojian. ‘
