The Diocesan Coun6il is charged with nominating· a slate of three 

persons from among the celibate clergy and for th~ election, the .Council 

nominated The Most Reverend Archpishop Ner.ses Bozabalian, Chancellor 

of the Holy See of Etchmiadzin; The Right ~everend Bish6p Avak 

·Assadourian, Primate of the Diocese of the Arme~ian Church in Iraq; 

and The Very Reverend Fr. Khaj ag Bars ami an,~ Vicar-General of· the 

Diocese of the Armenian Church in America. 

As you know, Fr. Khaj ag, w.ho has since been eleva ted to the rank 

of Bishop, was elected as Primate on the first ballot.
