Since then, however, there have been some slight changes in the above list
due to resignations, etc. )

It is most disheartening for us to report that the ACYOA during the past
year has had very little activity. As an example, the only thing that

we have actively carried out on the local level was the Fall Dance held

in October. Our participations in affairs on the national level was good
but not what it had been in previous years. We were represented at the
Anniversary Ball Committee meetings and sent delegates to the Annual
Assembly during the Labor Day Weekend which was held in New York City.

We can honestly say that the chapter is gradually receding into a state
of non-existence. There are very few members left to organize and carry
out the work effectively.

Financially we are stable. However, this by no meang is an indication
of strength. (attached is brief report)

It is indeed not a healthy condition to imagine that the "“youth" of today
will be the future leaders and workers of our beloved Armenian Church in
this parish, when upon examination we find no "youth" or may be a few
scattered here and there. Something must be done to revitalize and bring
the youth closer to the Church (and what we mean by this is not only
belonging to the ACYOA, but a thing just as simple as attending Church

on Sundays). Catering to the Church School is extremely important as

we all realize but this in itself is not enough. By the time these
youngsters reach the age when they will be our future, an entire genera-
tion will have passed.
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We can add a happy note by saying that we do have a Junior Group who we
feel under the guidance of our Hayr Soorp will eventually constitute the
nucleus of a rejuvenated ACYOA. But the same question always comes to
our minds, "Where are the other youth of the Parish?"

We have no immediate program planned for the year but do have some
suggestions to improve the situation slightly. An attempt must be made
by the entire Parish, working together, to initiate a program designed
mainly for the youth of the community. We must encourage our young
Juniors and make an effort to "dig out" potential members.

Perhaps it would be wise to appoint one member of the parish council to
act asg a liason between ACYOA and the parish and in this way strive for
results.

We, the Executive Committee of the ACYOA Union City Chapter, sincerely
hope that we have in no way offended the Parish Council or any of our
elders in giving our opinions and views on this situation. Our only
intent and wish in presenting a report of this type is that it will bring
to light the fact that we are faced with problems in trying to keep ACYOA
alive and healthy. '

We need your support and at the same time we offer our support to you so

that together we may eventually join the youth in earnest dedication
towards God and His Church.

The Choir, with the gracious guidance of our Hayr Soorp and the able
leadership of our Choirmaster, Hosrof Hamamjian, has strived to do its
utmost to better itself in serving the Soorp Badarak of our beloved
Armenian Church.

. During the last fiscal year our Choir has had a most successful and
memorable period. This was due to the fact that it participated in
numerous affairs, many of which were in coordination with the Diocese
of New York.

Participations:

1. First and foremost of these was the Choir's participation of the
Soorp Badarak officiated by our Supreme Patriarch and Catholicos of All
Armenlans, Vasken I, at St. John the Divine Cathedral.

2. The Choir sang the Soorp Badarak officiated by Bishop Gomidas which
took place at St. Mary'!'s Church in Elberon, N. J.

3. We joined with the Gomidas Chorus for a cultural program at Manhattan
