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MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL MEMBERSHIP MEETING
OF THE HOLY CROSS ARMENIAN CHURCH
FEBRUARY 3, 1963

The Annual Membership Meeting of the Holy Cross
Armenian Church was called to order by Mr. Harold Azmelian,
Chairman of the Parish Council, at 2:10 PM, and was onen-
ed with a prayer by the Very Rev. Vatche Hovsepian. Mr,
Azmelian, on behalf of the Parish Council and the member-
ship, thanked the Ladies Aid for the luncheon which they
prepared and served.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS - Mr. Nubar Dorian was elected
Chairman and Miss Ann Dadaian, Secretary, by a unanimous .
vote., HMr, Dorian thanked the membership for their confid-
ence in him and commented that the purpose of the meeting
was to discuss the Agenda which was prepared at the Pre-
liminary Membership Meeting. He commended the Parish
Council for their work during the past year and compli-
mented Father Vatche, on behalf of the Parish, for his
thorough compilation of the 1963 Annual Report Booklet,

1. REPORTS -

A, Mr, Philip Arp1ar1an Secretary of the Parish
Council, read the Minutes of the 1962 Annual Membership
Meeting. A motion was made and seconded that the minutes
be accepted as read. Motion was carried.

B, The Very Rev. Vatche Hovsepian, Pastor, read
the Pastor's Annual Report to the membershlp. A motion
~was made and seconded that Father Vatche's report be ac-
cepted with gratitude, filial love, and a prayerful wish
for his continued spiritual guidance for many years to
come. Motion was carried.

C. The Parish Council Report was read by Philip
Arpiarian. A motion was made and seconded that it be
accepted as read. Motion was carried. On behalf of the
membership, thanks were expressed to the Parish Council
for their untiring devotion during the past year toward
their work. Congratulations were expressed to the Very
Rev. Vatche Hovsepian upon the receipt of his degree,

A point of clarification was made by Mr. Armen
Kalbian with regard to the Parish Council Report under
the subject of the Altar Fund. HMr. Kalbian pointed out
that the plaque located in the Church vestibule which
lists names of donators to the Fund is only temporary
and will be replaced in the near future with a more
suitable plaque.
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D, The Ladies Aid Report was read. Motion was
made and seconded to accept this report as read. Motion
was carried.

E. The Church Center Report was read by Mr. Harry
Sabonjian. Motion was made and seconded that the report
be accepted as read. IHMotion was carried.

F. The Ladies Educational Report was read by Mr,
Nubar Dorian. Motion was made and seconded that the report
be accepted as read. Motion was carried.

G. The Sunday School Report was read by Miss Vir-
ginia Metjian., Motion was made and seconded that the
report be accepted as read. Motion was carried,

‘ H. The Men's Club Report was read by Mr. Paul
Takakjian, Motion was made and seconded that the report
be accepted as read. Motion was carried.

2, Zaven Hovsepian made a motion that the ballot

box for the elections of Parish Council Members, Diocesan
Delegates and Auditing Committee be closed at 3:00 PM,
The motion was seconded and carried.

The Nominating COmmittee, along with Mr. Vart
Sapah-Gulian, Mr. Nishan Stambolian, Mrs., Lucy Tomasian
and Mrs, Mary Ermoian, were appointed to count the ballots,

3. Mr. Lud Shahbazian, Chairman of the Auditing Com-
mittee, gave a thorough explanation of all the treasurers
books which he audited with the assistance of Dr. Harry
Shenloogian. He expressed his thanks to the treasurers

of all the organizations and complimented them for keeping
orderly books. Mr. Shahbazian also praised the Nominating
Committee for their outstanding work.

4, Mr. Nubar Dorian stated that all the reports were
very well-prepared and further commented that the Union
City Parish must always create an image of progressive-
ness and one way to do this is to prepare reports with
this idea in mind. :

5. SEMINARIAN SCHOLARSHIP FUND - A motion was made and
seconded that a Scholarship Fund be established for the
purpose of training an interested young man in the parish
for the vocation of the priesthood - amount to be $250,
per year. If the parish has no interested student, the
money will then be sent to the Etchmiadzin Seminary.
Motion was carried.
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6. DIRECTORY OF THE PARISH - A motion was made and
seconded that the Parish Council publish a directory of
parish members listing their names, addresses and tele-
phone numbers. Each family will receive a book for his
personal use, Motion was carried.

7. PLEDGE SYSTEM - A motion was made and seconded
that a pledge system be established, Mr. Philip Arpiar-
ian presented this motion and explained it in detail as
follows:

The Pledge System will establish the income to
the Church, which in turn will allow the Parish Council
to operate efficiently.

Maintenance and repairs are costly, knowing the
income potential, modernization and alterations can be
planned accordingly. To begin the year knowing that
the parishioners are in full support of the Church is
the first step to its successful operation.

The advantages to the parishioners:

a. A means of donating to the Church consistently
through the envelope system.

b. Verification of contributions to the Church for
income tax purposes,

c. The moral satisfaction of knowing that ybu have
provided toward the financial support of the Church,

Organization:

The Parish Council proposes to organize a number
of teams comprised of the members of the Parish Council,
the Diocesan Delegates and several volunteers from among
the parishioners.

Each team will consist of two members. To cover
the entire parish as quickly as possible between ten and
fifteen teams will be required. This is based on approx-
imately 350 families in the parish.

Each team will be required to canvas about twenty-
five families. A set of instructions, including inform-
ation on operating costs will be provided to each team.

Every family and individual throughout the parish
will be visited and asked to make a pledge. The amount
of money pledged will be confidential. Once the pledge
is made, it will be the responsibility of the Parish
Council to monitor the receipts during the year and to
inform the parishioner of any outstanding pledges due,
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i The monitoring can only be accurate through the
cooperation of the parishioners by making their donations
using:

a. The weekly offering envelopes which have been
distributed to each family or individual.

b. Special return address envelopes which will be
made available in Church or mailed upon request for those
who cannot attend Church regularly,

All Christmas and Easter donations will be credited
toward an individual's pledge. Donations for weddings,
funerals and baptisms will not be credited toward pledges.

One important point to remember, ten dollars per
person of the pledge will be considered as membership
dues., This entitles an individual to vote in the election
of Parish Council members.

Mr. Nubar Dorian translated the context of Mr,
Arpiarian's report into Armenian. A motion was made and
seconded that the voting on the Pledge System be done by
secret ballot. Motion was carried.

The original motion regarding the Pledge System was
carried - 37 affirmative votes, 28 negative.

8. PROPOSED BUDGET (Page 24 of 1962 Booklet) - A
motion was made and seconded that the proposed budget be
accepted as presented. !Motion was carried.

9. PUBLISHING OF CHURCH CALENDAR - Mrs. Ann Hacha-
doorian gave a very thorough report regarding the pub-
lishing of a Church calendar for the purpose of bringing
in additional revenue to the Church treasury.

iirs., Hachadoorian stated that manh other Churches
have adopted this idea of the Church calendar. Twelve
pictures are available for sale and these may be purchased
by Church organizations or individuals at a cost of $10,
per picture. The cost is 25¢ per entry for persons wish-
ing to have their birthdays, anniversaries or other im-
portant dates appear on the calendar. Church organizations
may also use the calendars for publicizing dates for reg-
ular meetings as well as other important functions, Ad-
vertising space is also provided for at the bottom of
the calendar at a cost of $20. for a portion of the bottom
or $10. for half of that portion.
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By adopting this new project the Church stands
to make a profit of $492. per year.

A motion was made and seconded to accept this
project as proposed by Mrs, Hachadoorian. Motion was
carried.

10. A motion was made by Mrs. Zabel Sahagian to
establish a General Scholarship Fund for a needy stu-
dent who cannot afford his or her college education.
This motion was not carried.

11, REPAIR OF PARISH HOUSE - A motion was made and
seconded that the Parish House be repaired. An estimate
of $1,000. was quoted. Motion was carried.

12, RESOLUTION TO BE SUBMITTED TO DIOCESAN ASSEMBLY -
A motion was made and seconded that it "be resolved

that the Union City Parish submit to the Diocesan Assem-
bly the following proposal:"

To 1limit the term of a Parish Council member to ‘\[
two terms of 2 years each. He must be off at least one
year before he can be eligible for re-election. Motion
was carried.

During the year 1963 we have made important renova-
tions on the Church properties as follows:

CHURCH PROPERTIES

CHURCH - The Parish Council members, under the
Chairmanship of Jack Sasoonian, painted the Sunday School
Assembly and Classroom areas during the summer. The two
‘most important accomplishments were the replacing of the
steps in front of the Church and the installation of new
railings.

PARISH HOUSE - Father Vatche Hovsepian's offices
were completely renovated and modernized by dropping the
ceiling and paneling the walls. Further repairs are going
to be made in the hallways and the two apartments during
the coming year.

CHURCH CENTER - At long last the heating problem in
the Church Center has been solved. We owe our thanks to
Mr. Zaven Hovsepian who undertook the repairs in a most
economical manner. Further changes are in the mill re-
garding the addition of a separate hot water heater and
repairs to the beiler., Those of us who were present on
New Year's Eve will appreciate the acquisition of the
round tables. They provide atmosphere as well as an
increase in the number of people comfortable accommodated.

PARISH PAPER

The Vision was published faithfully on a monthly
basis throughout the year through the untiring efforts of
Father Vatche Hovsepian and an editorial staff composed
of Mrs., Ann Hachadoorian, Miss Ann Dadaian and Mr. Nubar
Dorian.
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Ve owe‘our thanks and gratitude to Mr, Thomas
Bozoian and Mr., Edward Kasabian who so willingly make the
deadline in the printing department.

SEMINARIAN SCHOLARSHIP FUND

The last membership meeting approved the proposal
to establish a Seminarian Scholarship Fund for the purpose
of training an interested young man for the vocation of the
priesthood. Because no one has applied, the amount of
$250. will be donated to the Etchmiadzin Seminary.

PARISH DIRECTORY

This project was not undertaken this year because
of the overlap between the directory and the work of the
Pledge Committee. The final results of the Pledge Commi~-
ttee will be to review the information collected through
its activities and then proceed to publish the directory.

PARISH CALENDAR

Anything said regarding the efforts of Mrs. Ann
Hachadoorian in preparation of the calendar is an under-
statement, She devoted her time and untiring efforts in
soliciting and the preparation for printing of the calendar.

Everyone who has received or seen these calendars
is awed by the presentation. We sincerely believe that
this single effort will do much to bring our parishioners
closer together.

Father Vatche cannot be discounted for he success-
fully managed the calendar project. We had a great saving
in the printing cost through the efforts of Edward Kasabian
and Thomas Bozoian who did not charge for their labor,

Over 900 names are listed and 200 copies of the cal-
endar have been purchased. Additional calendars are avail-
able from the Parish Council members or Mrs. Ann Hachadoo-
rian,

PLEDGE SYSTEM

The Pledge System is slowly being borne in the Holy
Cross Armenian Church of Union City. As of this writing,
pledges have been received totaling $6,335. :

It is understandable that people are wary of any-
thing new and therefore the Parish Council takes heart at
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the response to date and feels that by the end of the
next year the number of pledges will have tripled.

Everyone can have a voice in the affairs of our
Church., We ask you all to leave the ranks of the looker-
ons and join the do-ers.

ENVELOPE SYSTEM

Closely allied with the Pledge System is the use
of the envelopes. During the past year, 112 parishioners
took advantage of the envelopes., All monies received in
envelopes are credited towards your Pledge.

PICNIC

The majority rules and as a result the Holy Cross
Armenian Churc h enjoyed one of its most social and fin-
ancial successes in this year's picnic.

We are grateful to the parishioners who attended
and enjoyed themselves., Our greatest reward is the sat-
isfaction in knowing that our efforts have provided the
parishioners with varied and successful activities such
as the picnic.



INSTALLATION OF NEW ALTAR

The climax of the year was the installation of
the new Altar. The credits for this effort go to Mr,
Hovhannes Bilzarian, the architect, to the Ipsen Company
who constructed the Altar and to the Altar Committee,
Father Vatche, Harold Azmelian, Richard Hachadoorian,
Deran Chopoorian and Lud Shahbazian, who so diligently
followed the progress of this project. The final pro-
duct speaks highly of the efforts of each and everyone
connected with the new Altar.

The Consecration and Fund Raising Dinner are sched-
uled for Palm Sunday, March 22, 1964, The parishioners
have donated thus far a total of $5,500. The goal of
the Altar Fund is $12,000. We are grateful to those who
have donated and now that the Altar is a reality invite
those who have not to make their donations.
