Rev. Bishop Vasken Kebreslian, Vicar General of the Diocese, presided
over the meeting as President and opened the meeting with a pravyer,

ELECTION OF OFFICERS - Mr. Nubar Dorian was elected Chairman and
“Miss Ann Dadaian, Secretary.

A motion was made and seconded that balloting be closed at 3:00 PM,
Motion passed. A motion was also made and seconded that the counting of
ballots start at 2:00 PM. Motion passed. Mr. Philip Arpiarian was designated
to aid the Nominating Committee in the counting of ballots.

1. The Minutes of the Annual Membership Meeting of 1966 were read and

REPORTS

A. Our former pastor, THE RT. REV. BISHOP VATCHE HOVSEPIAN'S
report was read by Nubar Dorian. A motion was made and seconded that Bishop
Vatche's report be accepted with filial love, heartfelt thanks and appreciation
for the unswerving and devoted leadership he gave us throughout the past 12
years in his duties as our beloved pastor. Motion passed. (pages 8-9A)

B. THE PARISH COUNCIL REPORT was read by Charles Genjian. The
following corrections were made: (pages 10-13)

Page 10: ADD - Paul Takakjian to the list of parishioners
elected to serve on the Parish Council,
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Page 10: ADD -~ Richard Hachadoorian and Deran Chopoorian
as Advisors for the officers elected to serve for the year.

Page 11: The Diocesan Assembly was held on May 7 instead of
May 11 as indicated in the report,

ADDITION: The Holy Cross Armenian Church Parish wishes to
thank all the visiting clergy who have been present and continue
to perform the Divine Liturgy on Sundays and take care of the
other needs of our Parish since the departure of our pastor,
Bishop Vatche Hovsepian, and in the absence of a permanent
pastor,

- A motion was made and seconded that the Parish Council Report be accepted
with corrections. Motion passed.

C. A motion was made and seconded that we dispense with the reading-
of the other auxiliary organization's reports. Motion passed.

Mr., Nubar Dorian thanked all the Organizations for the submission of
their thorough reports to the membership and urged the members to make it a
point to read through the reports.

2. MR, LUD SHAHBAZIAN, on behalf of the Auditing Committee, which
also included Armen Kalbian and Paul Bogosian, presented the Treasurers'
reports. He thanked all the treasurers for their conscientious and complete
handling of the books and especially thanked Serop Derderian, Parish Council
Treasurer and Mrs. Ardemis Koundakjian, Ladies Aid Treasurer,

Mr. ‘Shahbazian also thanked Philip Arpiarian for his agsistance to the
Auditing Committee ,

A motion was made and seconded that the Assembly gratefully thank the
Auditing Committee for their excellent work in presenting us with the financial
. records, and that their report be unanimously accepted. Motion passed.

3. PROPOSED ANNUAL BUDGET ~ Motion was made and seconded that the
Proposed Annual Budget (page 17) be accepted as presented, Motion passed,

4, COMPLETE RENOVATION OF INTERIOR OP CHURCH CENTER - After some
amount of discussion regarding costs, etc., a motion was made and seconded
that this matter be tabled until next year. Motion passed.

5. NEW HEATING SYSTEM - Mr. Deran Chopoorian presented a report
regarding the matter of our inadequacy of our heating system. A motion was
made and seconded that we authorize the Parish Council to spend up to $6,000
on a heating system. Motion passed.
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6. NEW CENTER RAILING AT MAIN ENTRANCE TO CHURCH - In lieu of the
fact that the Parish Council is already looking into this problem of building a
center railing, a motion was made and seconded that this matter be turned over
to the Parish Council for action, Motion passed,

7. NEW ROBES FOR THE CHOIR - Richard Hachadoorian presented a report on

prices of new robes and after some discussion, a motion was made and seconded
that new robes be purchased for the choir - expense to be up to $1,000. Motion
was passed.

8. PRELIMINARY MEETINGS HELD AFTER CHURCH SERVICES - Due to the fact
that attendance has been quite poor at the preliminary parish meetings, it was
suggested that we hold them immediately after church services. After lengthy
discussion, a motion was made and seconded that the preliminary parish
meetings be held immediately after church, This motion did not pass.

9. PANELING OF CHURCH ~ An estimated expense of $5,000 was given for
having the church paneled. A suggestion was made that the net proceeds
derived from the Calendar fund be used for this purpose., Because of the
expenditure already allocated for the church center annex, a motion was made
- and seconded that this project be tabled. Motion passed.

10. PARISH PRIEST - Realizing the concern of the parishioners over the fact
that we do not yet have a parish priest, the Parish Council has written several
letters to the Primate requesting action as soon as possible on this vital issue.
The Primate, Bishop Torkom Manoogian, advised that we would have a pastor
very shortly. :

PASTOR'S ANNUAL REPORT

1968

"I was glad when they said unto me,
Let us go into the House of the Lord. "

1t is difficult for me personally to assess and evaluate the parish activities and
the life in which I became involved since April 19, 1968, the day of my arrival
here to work with you, to serve the Armenian Church and its faithful, '

The reason is the fact that the last nine months were mostly a period of adjust-
ment and making acquaintances. The following months of summer to my arrival
delayed the process of these adjustments and acquaintances considerably, but
I can assuredly state that we are making progress in that direction. I must
express here and now my deep appreciation and gratefulness to all those kind
and cooperative souls who made it easier for me to know my people here and to
be known by them. The list of those individuals is a long one but allow me to
acknowledge the reception committee who on the very day of my arrival made
me feel at home and amongst friends, brothers and sisters. It was certainly

a memorable day for me the day when in the airport I first met Mr. Harold
Azmelian and Mr., Deran Chopoorian. I take this opportunity to thank them for
the warmth and kindness they reflected on behalf of you all and also for the
continuous and dedicated involvement they have shown during the past months,

Assuming my pastoral duties was a great challenge. First, this was an old
established parish with a long history behind it, with a long list of achievements;
therefore, more demanding than my previous parishes. Secondly, I was to follow
a spiritual leader who had served this parish for 12 years with energy and dyna-
mism that had brought this parish to new heights in many aspects. But again
thanks to your cooperation and understanding which made it easier for me to meet
this challenge with confidence and carry on the grateful work that the Rt, Rev.
Bishop Vatche Hovsepian had started. Once again on behalf of all of us I thank
him and wish him success in his service to the Armenian Church in higher posi-
tions.,

The Mission of the Church -~ If we need a theme for the oncoming year, 1
would suggest the following from the Book of Psalms,

*I was glad when they said unto me,
let us go into the House of the Lord." (Ch 122:1)

We have reached, I believe, respectably, a level of growth and maturity which
enables us to take up new challenges, to set up new goals and strive for more
achievements in social and spiritual fields. It is easy to lean back and feel
comfortable with the past achievements and it is very tempting too. But we know
that the more we advance, the more demanding becomes the task and the mission
of the Church.
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If the theme of our general concern is to be the above mentioned guotation

the password should be "involvement". "One must be able to find one
particular program in which his interest might be stronger and come out and
say ‘here I am Lord, I decided to get involved in your service.'" Thus, I
appealed to the readers of the VISION and I cannot emphasize it enough here
once more to bring about rejuvenated concern and revitalized dedication not
only within ourselves but in those who are not here with us while they should
have been. The mission of the Church, our mission, therefore, is to reach
out for those who are scattercd here and there and excluded themselves from
this fellowship. Second, our mission is to strengthen the Church so that it
may assume its role of an educational institution, The congregation is, in its
life and work, a powerful educational agency. Whatever it does is sanctified,
and therefore, becomes a style of life into which adults fit and children grow,
Let us be aware of this and take up the challenge accordingly,

Last but not the least, the mission of the church is to care for its youth, guide
them in their growth and assist them in their ventures in the community and in
the society at large. :

All of these in mind during the past nine months, I tried first, to get in touch
with most of our parishioners as often as I could; that is, I made approximately
90 home visitations, 37 visitations to the sick at home and in the hospitals and
administered Holy Communion at home and in the hospitals six times,

Second, for educational purposes we set up trial programs, The attendance

was not very encouraging; therefore, we decided to use the time of the organi-
zation meetings at which time 20 minutes are given for discussions and questions
and answers concerning the Church in general, - During the Lenten period, we
plan to have weekly lectures of which the details will soon be announced.

Third, we reorganized the ACYOA Junior Chapter which quite enthusiastically
has started planning social and educational programs. The basketball team
on the other hand has gathered around it a great bunch of young boys. These
boys and girls have great surprises in store for us so let us be watchful and
encouraging towards their efiorts. In connection with the youth, I am proud
to report that our boys participated in the track meet on September 7, 1968,
and came in second. I thank the track coach, Mike Megerdichian, who was
instrumental in forming the group and in training them for the challenge.

Pastoral Duties - The past nine months were very rich in many diverse ex-
periences that I had. My meetings with each organization at their regular
meetings were rewarding. At certain times we seemed to disagree on certain
issues, but the end result was as harmonious as it always should be, for the
betterment of our community life.

The Sacraments were administered according to the needs and the occasion.,
In 1968, we had 4 weddings, 16 baptisms and 22 funerals.
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As your pastor and representative of the Holy Cross Church, I represented
you in several clergy conferences and assemblies. With the clergymen in
this area, I also joined a delegation headed by our Primate to participate in
the Solidarity Day March which was held in Washington on June 19, 1968,

As your pastor again I extended my service to one of our sister parishes -
New Britain, Connecticut. As a chaplain to a group of ACYOA missionaries
we visited that community and held religious and educational programs and
visited the homes and the hospitals.

And, of course, we had Sunday Worship and Divine Liturgy celebrated every
Sunday. The Sermon was given both in Armenian and in English every Sunday.
The Choir did its best, under the leadership of Miss Ann Dadaian and Mrs.
Arpena Sbarbaro, to render those few hours of services more conducive to
meditation and spiritual satisfaction.

I thank everyone of the members of the Choir, its Chairman, Mr., Peter
Kapusuzian, and the rest of the officers. I don't know how to thank our two
deacons who continue to serve the church with an unexcelled dedication and
love. I pray for their health and happiness. I welcome, also, a new name as

a member of our Choir, Mr. Thomas Debaghian, who is serving on the altar
every Sunday. I mustregister here also our thanks and gratitude to Mr, Hosrof .
Hamamjian for his services rendered to our church during the past several years
as Choirmaster. As you know, already he has resigned from his duties since
June 1968. Last but not least, I thank Mrs. Kapusuzian and the ladies who
help her in preparing and providing the Mas on Sundays.

Religious Education and Scholarships -~ I already emphasized the role of the
Church as an educational institution. I am proud to report that the Sunday School
is carrying the major part of that responsibility efficiently and effectively under
the leadership of the superintendent, Mr. Alan Deroian, and with the dedication
of the teaching staff, For the same purpose, the Parish Council has set aside
a scholarship fund from which benefited six of our last year's Sunday School
graduates; four of them attended the Summer Religious Studies Program held in
Evanston, and the three of them participated in the “Cathedral Challenge"
program held in the Diocesan Cultural Center. The fact that all of them, plus
the two who couldn't make it for personal reasons, are teaching in the Sunday
School is heartening and rewarding. I am sure that this effort will continue and
the other organizations also will assist the Parish Council, as they did last
year, to defray the cost and provide the necessary funds.

I urge also the individual members to contribute to this fund. As I see it this
is the soundest investment that as a parish we can make to prepare the future
leaders of our church.

Holy Cross Day in the Cathedral - Indeed, it was a memorable day June 23,
1968, when our Parish held its services in the Cathedral for the first time. For
the first time, also, our Sunday School graduates received their diplomas in the
Cathedral during the services from the hand of our Primate, Archbishop Torkom -
Manoogian.
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Ladies Aid - It is said: “There is a woman behind a success story". In our
case we have the dedicated women of the Ladies Aid. I personally thank Mrs.
Zabelle Sahagian and the Executive Committee for their conscientious and con-
tinuous support of the Church, For personal reasons, Mrs. Sahagian has re-
signed her nomination of Chairman this year. I take this opportunity to give
special thanks and tribute to her past services in the organization. I pray for
her health and happiness and wish success to her successor. I must add that
the Ladies Aid recently transferred to the Parish Council another large amount
of a donation and I, on behalf of the Parish Council, thank the ladies for their
generosity.

‘Ladies Educational Society - A unique place has the Ladies Educational Society
“in the bosom of our Parish. The task that they have undertaken is indispensable
and a grateful one., No one could deny that the education~-givers in the Mesrobian
Armenian School on Saturdays is as essential as any kind of education, Because
of their sacrifice and support our children will continue to receive instruction in
the heritage they were born into. I express my gratitude to the teaching staff
which performs conscientiously under the leadership of Miss Anahid Bozoyan.

I congratulate the newly elected Chairlady, Mrs. Lucille Krikorian, and express
our gratitude and appreciation to Mrs. Surpouhie Yaldizjian the untiring and
dedicated chairlady of the organization for many years. May God bless them

all and grant them success in their endeavors.

Men's Club - One of the many things that impressed me most about our parish
when I first came here was this organization, the size of its membership, re-
gardless of how much they underestimate it themselves, and the quality and the
extent of their involvement in the Parish life. The youth is their major concern
and this alone is a task worth all the effort and care they can muster up. In

all of the major parish social events, we depend on their leadership and dedica-
tion and they have it abundantly. Our thanks to Mr, Bart Sarkisian the past
Chairman of the Men's Club and congratulations to the new Chairman, Mr, Jack
Takakjian.

Parish Council and Diocesan Delegates - There is nothing I can say about
these groups that you already don't know. During the past year the Council

met regularly twice a month to administer and guide the life and the activities

of our parish. It would be enough to say that it was the "shock absorber” within
the parish structure and this explains fully the manner with which they have met
challenging, delicate and tough responsibilities in coordinating the parish life
providing leadership and guidance. Mr., Zaven Hovsepian, please convey our
appreciation and gratitude to the members of the Board and to the members of

the Diocesan Delegation. May God bless you all.

Acknowledgements - I am fully aware that I will not be doing justice to all

by recognizing some individuals by name and by not mentioning here others.
Nevertheless, I do want to take the risk to give some names for their outstanding
performance. First, I thank the Parish Council for their tolerance, cooperation
and confidence with which I feel I was accepted. I hope, rather I am sure, we
will go further than these terms to serve our Church better and more efficiently.,
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I thank Mr. Harold Azmelian and Mr. Deran Chopoorian for their being always
around to help me personally and the Church whenever the need was there,

and most helpful,

Recommendations
