7. AIR CONDITIONING OF CHURCH: A motion was made and seconded that
we have air conditioning installed in the Church. Motion defeated.

b) Religious Education Committee - A committee be elected by the
Assembly to organize, initiate and sponsor within the parish, educational
programs both on an adult and youth level, Motion was made, seconded
and defeated,

c) Internal Missionary Committee - A committee be elected by the
Assembly to:

1) Review the Parish Mailing List

2) Review the Pledge System

3) Organize parish visitation program

4) Keep operating on internal missionary program

to review the Parish Mailing List, Motion carried, Josephine Shahbazian,
Haig Simsarian, Harry Sabonjian, Rose Sabonjian, Alice Najarian, Virginia

the facts which can be corrected, They will be given every effort with your

As a diocesan clergyman, I was called upon by our Primate to serve:

1. As a member of the Committee of Religious Education (CRE),
2. As a member of the Hayasdanyaytz Yegeghetzee editorial body.

3. As a member of the "Blue~Ribbon Committee" to investigate
problems which concern Armenian-American youth in general
and the ACYOA in particular,
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As a pastor, I represented our Parish in many of the regional and national
assemblies and meetings, On several occasions, I was also invited to speak

and lecture to different audiences including our own Parish.

The year 1970 starts another## . cir: ewith its challenges and responsibilities to
be met.

We hope that by learning from past experiences and utilizing the invaluable
wisdom gathered throughout the years, we will achieve more for the betterment
of our Church and for the greater Glory of God,.

Three times during the past year, the Parish Council met with other New Jersey
Parish Councils for an exchange of ideas and for close cooperation, The Parish
Council participated only once in a New York=-New Jersey Metropolitan area
regional Parish Councils® meeting at the Diocese for the same purpose,

COMMUNITY SERVICE

At the request of the Union City Board of Education and federally sponsored
Community Action Program, we made our Church Center available for recreational
programs. This prograim will be adequately supervised and all costs will be borne
by sponsors of the program, The Parish Council in giving its consent fully
appreciated the fact that our parish owes a responsibility towards the community
in which it functions.

PUBLICATIONS

Our Paris: newspapers and the means of communications and information is the
VISION which was published 10 times during the year., In addition, we mailed

out five bulletins and several anncuncements and invitations, Helping in the

Mrs. Anne Hachadoorian and Miss Ann Dadaian, Mr. John Hovsepian, who prepared

VISITATIONS.

Our Parish Preist made approximately 75 home visitations and administered to
the needs of the sick at various metropolitan hospitals over fifty times, Our
Parish Priest also was available for counseling service in connection with
marriage and rerscnal prcblems. He also was helpful in finding shelter, jobs
and legal help to half a dozen immigrant families.

ENVELOPE SYSTEM

There are 117 parishioners who are making weekly contributions through the
Envelcope Sysiem. In 1969, through this envelope system the church realized
the sum of $2,899.60,

RELIGIOUS AND CULTURAL ACTIVITIES

Immediately following Lenten Services, we had religious lectures, Deacon

The Ladies Aid and the Ladies Educational were represented by Mrs, M. Aramian
and Mrs. V. Tukmanian, Our thanks to these ladies and gentlemen and all their
co=-workers, A profit of $3,256,00 was realized on this year's Bazaar,

CHURCH ORGANIZATIONS
LADIES AID

Through several annual activities, this dedicated group of ladies have once again
proved its vitality, All the members and especially the executive board worked
untiringly for the service to the Church. Their financial assistance, in addition
to aiding the Church, included this year, four Armenian educational institutions
in the Middle East in addition to our Armenian School and Sunday School, Our
pastor gave special emphasis to @a new membership drive and with the help of the
executive board were able to recruit more than half a dozen new members,

LADIES EDUCATIONAL SOCIETY AND ARMENIAN SCHOOL

The Mesrobian Armenian School continued to give education to 40 students in the
Armenian language and culture. (Music, history, dance), Miss Sona Kradjian,
Madlene Assadourian, Arpi Tavitian and Lucy Bozoyan were on the teaching staff,
along with Yeretzgin and our Pastor, who, in addition to supervising the activities
and teaching songs and history, taught Armenian in one of the classes., The
Ladies Educational Society sponsored and financed all the needs of the Armenian
School under the dynamic leadership of the Executive Board,

Five of our Armenian School students went to Armenia to experience Armenian
culture in the Motherland, This trip was sponsored by the Cultural Committee
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of Yerevan and partly by the parents involved, As a teacher, Yeretzgin also

was invited along with many teachers from the USA to stay in Armenia and take

up some courses in educational and cultwural subjects, The whole program proved
to be an exciting experience for all who attended. We hope many more will follow,

SUNDAY SCHOOL

Our Sunday School opened this year in Septeinber under the guidance and super-
vision of Mr, Philip Arpiarian, Superintendent, Under his leadership he gathered
an excellent teaching staff of dedicated teachers.

In spite of some handicaps (parking facilities) the attendance has been satisfac=-
tory. However, it could be much improved with the help and cooperation of the
Parish,

MEN'S CLUB

A youth-oriented organization we have in the Men's Club. Thanks to their
efforts we have an ACYOA basketball team and cheerleaders, who are the pride
of the Men's Club as much as the entire Holy Cross Parish,

The Parish Council acknowledges the wonderful support of this organization
to all church activities and also to their financial aid.

ACYOA

Our young leaders of tomorrow, the ACYOA members have made themselves well~-
known in our community and church affairs this past year, as indicated by their
Annual Repert.

in whatever their endeavors may be.

A great deal of the success of our ACYOA is due to our Pastor's particular interest

Our activity, since the start of Sunday School, has been the Christmas Pageant
which was well received by those in attendance, As the weather warms up,

Although our attendance is averaging 85 students each week, the amount of
learning that takes place is scmewhat less, Parents of the Sunday School
children must realize that the tcachers are volunteers and not professional
teachers. They can only motivate your children in a limited way. For a child
to truly benefit from Sunday School, the parents must provide the proper at-
mosphere and attitude towards religion and religious education -thus giving
the child the motivation necessary to absorb what is being taught and recognize
the importance of what is being taught to their future,
