3, PROPOSED AMENDEMENTS TO THE BY-LAWS

A motion was made and seconded that the following proposals be submitted on
behalf of the Union City Parish to the Diocesan Council for consideration of presenta=-
tion to the Diocesan Annual Assembly. ¢

A, Proposed Amendment to the By-Laws - Article 51,

a) Delegates to be elected to a four (4) year term,

b) The first scheduled elections of delegates, after 1971 shall
be conducted as such that 50% or a majority in the event a
parish has an odd number of delegates shall be elected to a
two (2) year term,

¢) Thereafter, elections shall be conducted every two (2)
years to maintain the authorized number of delegates
representing the Parish.,

d) Parishes having only a single delegate shall conduct election
every four (4) years.

e) Method determining which delegates are to be elected for a
four (4) year period shall be left to the individual churches.,

B. Financial report of the Cathedral Project should be made part of the Dlocesan
Assembly's agenda and be given early consideration.

C. It is proposed that no election except the officers of the Assembly be held
before the budget consideration,

All of the above recommendations were approved for submission to the Diocesan
Council.

A motion was then made and seconded that a study committee be formed to study
the Sunday School situation - this committee to meet with the Parish Council, Sunday
School Superintendent and teachers, who shall also be a part of the committee, Motion
was passed.

B. Motion was made and seconded that copies of the minutes of this meeting be
mailed to parishioners, Motion carried.

C. Motion was made and seconded that a scriptural phrase or quotation in
Armenian be put above the altar to show that we are an Armenian Church. Motion
carried,

D, After lehgthy discussion, it was decided that the Parish basketball team shall
be known as the Holy Cross Basketball Team., Motion was so made and seconded and
Camed. . S,

E. Mrs, Artemis Koundakjian, Treasurer of the Ladies Aid, presented a check fo
the membership in the amount of $3,000 for renovation and improvements of the Church
and Center. Father Kalayjian accepted the check with thanks, (The amount was thp
60% of the Ladies Aid assets turned over to the Parish Council,) :

Before announcing the Parish Council and other election results, Father Kalayjian
made the following comments: ‘

He acknowledged the conscientious efforts of the Diocesan Delegates who attend
the Parish Council meetings and contribute a great deal towards the administration 6f
the Church. Father Vertanes also expressed his appreciation to the Parish Council
members for their cooperation and support.

Mesrob Semerjian, Rev, Carnig Hallajian and Rev. Arnak Kasparian, Our Der Ha
in turn visited St. Thomas, Tenafly; St. Leon's, Fair Lawn; St. Mary's, Elberon; '
and St. Illuminatorts, Binghamton, N.Y. and celebrated Divine Liturgy,.

Publications —~ Office Work - Our Parish newspaper was published 10 times during
the year, In addition, we have mailed out three bulletins and several announcements
and invitations, Helping Der Hayr in the editorial staff were Mr. and Mrs, Nubar .
Dorian, Miss Ann Dadaian and Yeretzgin Anahid Kalayjian. Mr. John Hovsepian
prepared the offsetting with the generosity of Mr. Edward Turnamian of Gotham
Graphics; Inc. ‘

Along with the preparation of all the news publications Der Hayr has spent office:
hours keeping correspondence both in English and Armenian and has kept contact:
with the parishioners by telephone. Preparing sermons both in English and in .

Armenian also has taken considerable time of office hours. Der Hayr also super-
vises and teaches in the Armenian School, '

Visitations ~ Throughout the year, Der Hayr has made an effort to visit parishion-
ers on different occasions and administered to the needs of the sick at the follow-
ing hospitals: Holy Name, Teaneck; Hackensack Hospital; Englewood Hospital; '
Christ Hospital; St, Mary*’s Hospital; North Hudson Hospital and Bergen Pines
Hospital, With visiting committees of Ladies Aid and Ladies Educational, Der
Hayr visited the sick at their homes, He also was helpful in finding shelter,

jobs and legal help for many local and immigrant families and young men,

Envelope System = There are now 136 parishioners who are making weekly
contributions through the Envelope System. In 1970 through this Envelope System
‘the church realized the sum of $2,860.05. We would like to bring to your attentjon
the fact that while the number of parishioners using the Envelope System 1ncreas'§ed
16% the contributions realized has slightly decreased. The conclusion is dis~
couraging and we need improvement in our stewardship responsibilities.

Religious and Cultural Activities - After several meetings and deliberations

the Community Workshop Committee temporarily stopped its activities since the -
response to its survey and appeal was not encouraging. However, the Lenten
Lecture Series held immediately following Lenten Services were accepted en-
thusiastically. The speakers were: His Grace Archbishop Torkom Manoogian,
Primate, (Christian Growth in Sacraments); Deacon H, Kasparian (Living the
Christian Year); Deacon K, Maksoudian (Living the Armenian Church Lenten);
Rev. B, Guekguezian (Holy Cross, Leading the Christian Way); His Grace Arch~
bishop Tiran Nersoyan (Who is Christian?). The youth, the ACYOA, also had an.
evening worship in English followed by a debate. We plan to continue this
worthy program and invite your participation.

Scholarship Program ~ As part of our Parish educational activities, the Parish
Council made scholarships available for those of our boys and girls who wanted
to attend Summer Religious Study Programs. Unfortunately, this year there was
no response for this opportunity.

Annual Picnic and Bazaar 1970 and New Year's Eve -~ Our aAnnual Picnic, held ;
on June 7, 1970 was successfully organized by the Men's Club, The ACYOA
provided games for our younger children,

The Bazaar also proved to be a success supported by the Men's Club Team under
the chairmanship of Mr. Jack Takakjianj; the Ladies Aid and the Ladies Educational
team under the chairmanship of Mrs, Ann Hagopian prepared the delicious food
and gourmet. A profit of $3,200 was realized on this year's Bazaar,

The New Year's Eve Celebration was held jointly with the St. Leon's Parish, It .
was a success. Approximately 250 people enjoyed the evening and $325. was
realized for each Parish, Representing our Parish were Mr, John Hovsepian and -
Mr, Richard Hachadoorian.

Our thanks to all the Ladies and Gentlemen who worked with dedicat ion to make
these social affairs enjoyable.

Renovations and Fund Raising = The installation of a new heating system was
completed last year, Mr, Deran Chopoorian again was at hand to spend many
hours to supervise the entire project.

Under the Maintenance Committee our facilities are better taken care of by our :'
new caretaker Mr, M. Perez, We thank Mr. Jack Takakjian and Mr, Bart
Sarkisian. Here again Mr, Deran Chopoorian also has rendered invaluable service.

Through the appeal made by the Fund Raising Committee we have realized over
$2,000 towards the Renovation Fund, We are still short of our final goal, We
urge our parishioners to encourage this drive to complete our Renovation Prograrp.

The Renovation Committee is continuing to receive estimates for the renovation
of the Church Hall ceiling and for other sections of the Hall, We expect to stagt
the work early this year, :

Patriarch's Visit - In December, 1970, we were honored by the presence of
His Beatitude Archbishop Shnork Kaloustian, accompanied by the Primate., After
a religious service in the Church, His Beatitude addressed the parishioners at -
the Church Center where a reception was held in his honor. A program and re-
freshments were part of the day's activities, As a response to Surpazan's
appeal, fund raising followed realizing $1,300 for the Holy Cross Seminary

in Istanbul, Turkey. It was a memorable day.
