4.‘ C. PARISH COUNCIL REPORT was read by Vice Chairman Harold Azmelian, .".
The report was accepted as reads Mr, Edward Turnamian added that this wasa.

2. The AUDITING COMMITTEE REPORT was presented by Mr., Lud Shahbazian, He
thanked the treasurers of all the Organizations for their complete and accurate reports,
particularly Mrs. Artemis Koundakjian, Ladies Aid; Armen Kalbian, Parish Council -
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. Treasurer, who discussed the proposed budget in detail, including full explanation
of the deficit of $8500., Mrs. Satenig Radoian, Ladies Educational and Mr. Icer
Atiyeh, Men's Club. Mr. Armen Kalbian also was thanked for his help to the
Auditing Committee,

Concerning the organizational budget, Rev, Kalayjian explained that each of the
Ladies groups had passed or were in the process of passing resolutions to include
several hundred dollars in their budgets, allocated for charitable and educational
institutions, Therefore, Der Hayr added, the parishioner should know that part of
their donations and support to these organizations will go to such contributions,

A motion was made and seconded that the Financial Reports of all the Church
organizations as presented by the Auditing Committee be accepted. Motion carried,

3, PROPOSED BUDGET OF 1971

After lengthy and full discussion which followed Mr. Armen Kalbian's presentation,
a motion was made and seconded that the 1971 Proposed Budget be accepted as
presented. Motion carried.

4, NEW BUSINESS
The proposals brought by the Parish Preliminary meeting were as follows:

A, That the Nominating and Auditing Committees be elected at the Annual
Assembly. Motion was made and carried. This means that the names of the
nominees for these Committees will not be placed on the ballot; instead, they will
be nominated and elected during the Assembly.

B. The proposal that we approach the Diocesan Council and/or the Diocesan
Assembly for permission to use the Church Center for bingo games was presented,
After lengthy discussions, the motion was rejected,

C. The proposal to install air-conditioning in the area of the Altar, the amount
of which was left to the discretion of the Parish Council, was accepted, Der Hayr
acknowledged the perseverance of Mr, Mardiros Katoonagian who had advocated
the project for several Assemblies,

D. Proposal that the Church Center of the Church Annex be made available to
the Senior Citizens of our Parish for use either on afternoons or evenings, two days
a week for socializing and recreation, was accepted, Motion made and carried.

E. An amount of $500.00 was allocated to the establishment of a Library in the
Church Annex. In connection with this project, Mr, John Jamgochian pledged to
donate thirty to fifty rare Armenian coins to the new Library,

Mr. Armen Kalbian, as a member of the Fund Raising Committee of the Center
Renovation Project reported on the progress of its activities. Presently, $3,400
has been received in pledges and $5,900 has been spent on said project, including
the new heating system. The Fund Raising Committee is planning to complete the

project during the next year, depending on the responses of the parishioner's
financial support.

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PASTOR'S ANNUAL MESSAGE - 1971

Dear Parishioners,

We have marked another milestone in our Parish by celebrating the 65th Anniversary
of the Consecration of the Holy Cross Armenian Apostolic Church., It is a great

. satisfaction to realize that we have the oldest standing Church that is still used to
worship the God of St, Illuminator, St. Sahag-St. Mesrob and a host of forefathers
who lived as saints and died as martyrs for freedom of religion as well as for the
survival of the Armenian people.

Once again we confirm the fact that we are the heirs and the executors of this heri-
tage and legacy. And as your pastor I tried to bring my humble share in this endeavor,
It was my duty and privilege to attend and preside over all of the organizational
meetings which produced the social, cultural and religious activities which served to
enrich the life of our parish, We have accomplished many things that we justly can
feel proud of, There are many parishioners who can justly and truly claim to have
this church made a spiritual home for us all, We bless their fruits of labor and
those departed from us we bless their memory, The accomplishments are recorded in
the following pages, and I hope you all read them through; therefore, I will not

dwell on them. What you won't see or read in these pages are our failures, They
may not be numerous but nonetheless important, and we would be less than honest
not to acknowledge them and try to correct them,

Four years ago as your new pastor, I came here to serve God in His Church, to serve
you. If I may quote myself, I said then: "A careful ‘inventory®’ also is in order to
determine our assets and liabilities in our parish life. As far as we could determine
we had a surplus of social activities in the past and & minimum of religious activities
especially in the educational field." Four years after that statement and after num~
erous attempts to contribute towards the intended goal, I will have to make the same
observation with full awareness that the church, we all together, are falling short of
fulfilling our mission, I believed then and I still hold the same to be true as ever
that "the congregation, in its life and work is a powerful educational agency.
Whatever it does is sanctified and therefore becomes a style of life into which adults
fit (or don't and therefore drop out) and children grow (or don't, followed to disil-
lusionments). The way the congregation spends its money and time is a clear
illustration of what it thinks is worthwhile,

Therefore, I come to you today to ask you to act upon by adopting as resolutions
and by allocating necessary funds, the following recommendations.

1, To sponsor and provide full scholarships to send our deserving and interested
youth to the Summer Study Programs sponsored by the St. Nersess Theological
School.

2. To sponsor and provide full scholarships to send our deserving and interested
youth to the Cathedral Challenge program sponsored directly by the Diocese,
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3. To sponsor and provide full scholarships to send at least three of our deserving
and interested youth to go to Armenian with the ACYOA sponsored educational tour,

4, Last but not the least, the Church Annex should be included in our beautifully
accomplished Renovation project. Last year we decided to have a small library there
and Mr. John Jamgochian pledged to donate rare Armenian coins to the new library.
The parish council failed to act on it partly because the Center absorbed all our
energies and funds. I hope that on our list of priorities we don't push this item
further away and out,

5. Somewhere on our agenda there is a proposal to allocate a percentage of our in-
come to a non-Armenian charity. It has Christian intentions and they are noble, and
I hope you act upon it favorably. Along with it, however, you should consider acting
similarly, allocating a percentage of our income for Armenian charity since we have
never made it; if passed this will be the first in its kind in any parish, regular per-
centage consideration for Armenian orphans, needy students and educational in-
stitutions, They have always been periodic, haphazard even though generous.

I express my thanks to all parishioners who closely worked with me and helped me to
perform my duties, and I ask God's blessing upon us all.

C. 90th Birthday Celebration - Our parish, in the first of its kind of activity, honored
one of our venerable parishioners, Mr. Haig Simsarian, by tendering a birthday party
on the occasion of his 90th birthday. Mr. Simsarian was his usual jovial and spry
self and his usual magnamimous self in that he pledged $1000 towards the Building
Renovation Fund.

D. Annual Bazaar - The Bazaar, which is a long standing tradition in our Church,
preved to be a very successful endeavor. The people most responsible, Mr. and Mrs.
Edward Kasabian, Mr. and Mrs. Richard Altounian, Mrs. Lucy Bozoian, the Ladies
Aid and Ladies Educational Societies, the ACYOA and Der Hayr should be commended
for their efforts in assuming the responsibility and leadership to make the Bazaar an
overwhelming success, Of course, the Ladies Aid food got rave notices. Innovation
Jbeing the "in thing", resulted in such things as the selling of gold fish, original
paintings and a very successful Armenian booth organized by Mrs. George Atamian.
Once again congratulations to the Committee, Thank you!

E. 65th Anniversary Dinner - As in the past when there is work to be done the workers
step forward to be counted, Under the Chairmanship of Mr., Ed Turnamian, the Diocesan
Delegates with an able assist from their wives and a supporting cast of John Hovsepian
and Ann Dadaian worked diligently to make this affair a success. A program was pre-
pared to do justice to the occasion. We were honored by the presence of Very Rt, Rev.
Archbishop Torkom Manoogian, Primate, who celebrated the Divine Liturgy and delivered
the sermon. A requiem service was held after the Badarak for the deceased parishioners
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. of Holy Cross. At a banquet following the services, a long standing debt was paid
" and a tribute to Messrs. Krikor Bendian, Mardiros Katoonagian and our past choir
master Mr. Hosrov Hamamjian. These men who are still serving each and every Sunday,
for the most part go unnoticed because their presence represents a normal Sunday and
is taken for granted. They have the undying gratitude of the entire Parish, Parish
Council and the Parish Priest. May God grant them strength to continue their service
to our Church.

F. Religious and Cultural Activities -~ We are happy to note that the Lenten Lecture
Series has become a tradition of a kind. Lectures and debates followed the Lenten

Kasparian ("Who is a Saint?"); Deacon H. Kaspariah ("Theology for Layman"); Rev.

("Division and Unity among Churches"). The youth, ACYOA, also had an evening wor-
ship conducted in English followed by a film presentation and discussion., In March
1972 we will have similar programs and invite your interest and participation. During
the month of October we also had two cultural programs - one on "The Armenian
Troubador Sayat Nova"” (by Rev. Arsen Ayvazian) and on "The Fifth Century Armenian
Awakening" (by Deacon Krikor Maksoudian), We thank all the speakers for their

fine presentations. These two lectiures were dedicated to the memory of the Late
Karekin Catholicos, the great man, clergyman, scientist and patriot, who at one time
was the Primate of our Diocese.

G. Worship - Church Services and Divine Liturgy was held every Sunday. During
Lent, evening services were held on Wednesdays, St. Vartan's Day was also celebrated
together with the New Jersey Armenians.

The sermons were delivered in both Armenian and English. Throughout the year, we
were honored by the presence of guest clergymen who on different occasions celebrated
Divine Liturgy: Rt. Rev, Bishop Vatche Hovsepian, Rev, Vertanes Papazian, Rev,., Ari
Kehiayan and Very Rev. Hoosig Baghdasian of Jerusalem. As exchange clergy we had
the Very Rev. Mesrob Semerjian, Rev. Garen Gdanian, Rev. Vartan Megherian, Our
Der Hayr in turn visited St. Mary's, Elberon; St, Illuminator's, Binghamton, N.Y;

and St. Peter's, Watervliet, N.Y., and celebrated Divine Liturgy.
