Due to the presence of many non-English speaking parishioners, Hayr Vazken explained 
the rules and voting procedures in Armenian. Hayr Soorp thanked Mr. Dorian and all the 
members of the Parish CoLmcil for their wisdom, knowledge and dedication. He later 
reported the acti ities of each church organization and praised the hard work and 
dedication of each chairperson and his/her group. 

Hayr Soorp expressed appreciation to all those who were instrumental in organizaing the 
banquet in honor of his ele ation to the degree of Dzayrakooyn V artabed. mcere 
gratitude was extended to His Beatitude Archbishop Torkom Manoogian Patriarch of 
Jerusalem fo r his approval for the elevation and His Eminence Archbishop ajag 
Barsamian Primate for bestowing the rank ofDzayrakooyn Vartabed. 

He attended all the meetings of the Women's Guild and brought encouragem nt to the 
members.

Continuing his report, he expressed words of appreciation to the Deacons, especially 
Hagop Hovsepian, Archdeacon, and Ann Dadaian, Choirmaster. This year the Choir has 
added two young members. 

Regarding the Armenian School Hayr Soorp contacts the parents by mail and phone 
reminding them of the importance of sending their children to Armenian School. 

The irregular 
service of the bus problem has been solved by having the parents fom1 a car pool. Hayr 
Soorp commended them for their dedicated service which also helps the school 
fLnancially .

ENDOWMENT FUND : As in pri or years th e Holy Cro Endowment Fund ommittee 
di stributed it detail ed ac tivity report to a ll members present. Mr. Harold Azm eli an the 

hairman of the F und , noted that during 1996 the interes t and dividend income ofth e 
Fund was $94 653 .24 o ut of w hi ch $50,000 as transferred to the Pari sh Council tr a ur 
to offse t the short fall in the church 's 1996 budget. He a lso read from the repo rt th at the 
tota l va lue o f the Fund wa $ 1,462,462.99 as of December 3 I, 1996, and asked that 
member review the report conta in ing the whol e li st of donors s ince the Fund 's inception 
a long w ith the lis t of C. D.'s, Mutual F unds, unit trus ts, corporate bonds, govemment 
s curiti es and stock which compri sed the Endowment Fund position as of Decemb r 3 1,

stressed that the original conditions of the Fund will remain. The same, namely the 
interest and dividends only would be availab le for church needs and the gen ral 
guidelines for investing would be 75% top quality bonds with maturity of 2 to 8 years; 
20% in long-term governme t maturity Bonds and only 5% in managed stocks for 
growth with Messrs. Azrnelian, Kalbian and Arpiarian as the three permane t members 
of the Trust.

Q. : Mrs. Alice Yigitkurt asked why the Trust membership could not be 
expected to have on or two more members added to the Trust and 
moved that the Assembly adopt this motion . 
Expanding the number of our Trust would cause some problems with 
regard to the decision making process on how best to proceed. All 
Trusts consult either a market specialist or a security ' s firm for making 
proper investment recommendations. Our Trust is fortunate to have 
such a specialist who charges almost nothing to the Trust - last year 
his fee was $150.00 - and as you note his recommendations on our 
prudent investments have been unprecedeotly fruitful. Besides, the 
Diocesan Endowment Fund which tops our by millions and millions have 
only a handful of members. For our Trust, the committee feels three 
is an adequate number of members. 

After Mr. zmelian' s presentation the Chairman of the Assembly entertained a motion to 
adopt the trust as presented by Mr. Azmelian. After it was moved and seconded with no 
more discussion the Chairman called for a vote. The results were as follows: 

31 in fa or of adoption 
11 against adoption 
14 abstentions 

The remaining members left the meeting prior to the discussion of the Endowment Fund. 

The hairman declared the motion passed and hereafter our Endowment Fund will 
become a Trust with the official name of Holy Cross Armenian Church Endowment 
Trust.
