Because of our forthcoming performance at Town Hall on Feb. 23, 1969, 
there have been many extra rehearsals. 

Finances: 
We charge other church organizations a nominal fee of $25.00 fer a 
performance. For out of town performances a fee of $75.00 is asked 
plus expenses. Of course, no fee was expected from the Emerson Old 
Age Home and the Diocese of our church. 

The group received an initial ~200 from the Parish Council. For 
our performances we have received an additional $270.00. Expenses 
to date total ~301.46, including boots, costumes, refreshments and 
incidentals. 
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
