THE 1980 PASTOR'S REPORT 

It has been nineteen years that I have had the privilege of serving· you as the Pastor 
of this Church. They have been 19 wonderful years for me and for my family. I thank 
God and my family of St. Thomas for that. 

I am happy to report that by the grace of God we have completed another fruitful 
year. Our thanks go to the Church auxiliary groups and special commendation goes to 
our Parish Council for their fine cooperation and worlt. Each group has submitted its 
report separately.

I will report to you mainly about the sacramental and pastoral activities 

of the past year. · 

WORSHIP SERVICES have been conducted every Sunday from 10:30 a.m. to noon, 
with the celebration of the Divine Liturgy and a sermon. 

During the year, we had as guest celebrant Archbishop Torkom Manoogian on Palm Sunday 
when we celebrated the anniversary of the consecration of the Church. I had invited the 
following to speak after our Badaralc:. Dr. Puzant Torigian, Louise Kalemkerian, Vasken 
Ohanyan, Charles Casale, and Father M. Simon. On Father's Day I had a dialogue with 
my daughter, Laurie, on "Family First". 

SACRAMENTAL \sERVICES: During the year, 23 ba~tisms were performed 
1 (compared to 24 last year); 21 marriages were 

blessed (16 the previous year); 19 funerals took place (12 last year). Of the 21 weddings, 
nine couples were Armenian, and mostly from the Middle East. 

At this time, let us remember our dear, departed members: Zabell Attarian, mother ~· 
of Edmund, Verkin Berberian and Eileen Barsamian. She was one of the organizers of the 
Avak. Society and remained active with them until her illness. She also assisted in pre-
paring our MaltS. Samuel Proodian, husband of Satenig Frances and father of Armen, 
Edward, and Linda Karalian. He was a former parish council meniber of Holy Cross Church 
of New York and a devoted member of St. Thomas. Ralph Stepanian, husband of Ann 
and father of Rosanne Saxenian and Richard. He was one of the charter members of 
the Avak Society. He was a deligent and conscientious worker for the Avalts. John Zoraian, 
husband of Betty. He was a devoted member of our Parish. George Shahinian, husband 
of Shaltae, father of Sheryl, Sandra, Sharon and Laura, and brother of Antranig. He was 
a charter member of St. Thomas and served two terms on the parish council. He was 
the founder of the Sevan Dance Group. George was the recipient of the 1979 "St. Thomas 
Armenian· Church Award". Vahram Parsekian, husband of Angel and father of Annette · 
Fahmian. Vahram was the first elected chairman of the Avalc Society and remained active 
with them until his illness.

I took part in the con­
secration of Holy Resurrection Church of New Britain, Conn., the dedication of St. Hagop 
Church of Westchester, N.Y., and celebrated Divine Liturgy at St. Joachim' & St. Anne, 
Palos Heights, ill. I participated in the program and services of the first Caspar Kasparian

Memorial Retreat. George Mekenian is Chairman of the Diocesan Budget Committee, and 
Victor Arzoomanian and I are serving on the committee. I am a representative from the 
Diocese to the National Council of Churches. and am serving on their ·governing board and 
nominating committee.

PARISH COUNCIL r~EETINGS AND COMMUNICATIONS 

The Padsh Council scheduled most of their meetings on the second 
and fourth Tuesday of each month at the Church Annex. · During the months 
of July and August, the council met only once per month. The meetings, 
presided over by Der Arnak, were held in a business-like manner. All areas 
of parish business were discussed, and action was taken where required. 

The members of the council devoted time, service, and conducted the 
affairs of the parish with a deep sense of the responsibility entrusted 
to them by the parish. The harmo·nious relationship of the members of the 
council towards each other, contributed to the efficient conduct of the 
business of the parish. 

The meetings of the Parish Council were open to the members of our 
parish upon their request. Leaders of various parish organizations, 
committee chairpersons, Delegates, and other members of our parish 
attended the meetings during the year to discuss matters of interest, 
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and to be briefed by the Parish Council~ The Parish Council also 
communicated with the membership through the church paper, The Bergen 
Beacon, where the Chairman of the Parish Council continued to write 
his monthly message to the members of the parish. 

Another.means of communication instituted this year, were the 
name plates that the members ofthecouncil wore on their lapels each 

·Sunday to.identify them as members of the Parish Council. Too often 
a member who is not familiar·with the members of the council, would be 
at a loss to find an individual council member during services or parish 
activities. Future councils are encouraged to continue·the custom of 
wearing the name plate so that members· of the parish will be able to 
readily communicate with the members of the Parish Council. 

PARISH COUNCIL ASSIGNMENTS AND RELATED ACTIVITIES 

MEMBERSHIP ~ Again this year, June Kashishian and members of her committee 
. continue to have a low key drive for members. The ass.ignment 

of greeters every Sunday morning during services continues to be an 
effective method of greeting members and meeti_ng. prospective new members: 
The Coffee Social after services is also a means to reinforce the greeting 
at the door of the church. Members who have not been with us for a long · 
~eriod of time can catch up and new faces can be made welcome to the_p.arish. 

This year there was a net gain of seven individual members in our 
parish for a total of 487. There was a net loss.: of one family for a total . 
of 266. The number of members that moved out of our parish area is for 
the most part responsible for the ~odest gain in membership. 

We thank June Kashishian and her committee for their continued 
efforts in the area of membership 

BUILDINGS AND GROUNDS • This year Moses Kazanjian was ass_igned buildings 
· and grounds as· his area of responsibility on the· 

Parish Council. Moses carded out his responsibilities in a very efficient 
and professional manner. The duties involved include proper maintenance 
of the total church complex. Below are.listed the improvements and repairs 
made during the year. 

a. The bridge that was badly in need of repair has been repaired . 
. The cinderblocks on either side of the brook have been anchored 

with cement and steel rods, and the blacktop around them has been 
resurfaced. The supports .of the bridge have been _replaced and 
worn planks have been·replaced. 

b. Grading, removal of rock, and seeding of area of church grounds 
adjacent to Clinton.Avenue. · 

c. Repair and remounting of St. Thomas Church s_ign that was damaged 
by vandals. 
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d. Repair and replacement of the front door of the parsonage that 
was damaged by,,~y~_nda 1 s. :;:: · ,{;Jf~;:· · 

e. Railing similar to that which is found at the entrance of the 
Church Annex is on order for placement at the front.steps of 
the church. 

f. New kitchen appliances-have b~en installed, including two 
confectioners ovens, new range and main oven·, new dishwasher 
and booster heater. Funds for the new additions to the kitchen 
have been provided by the Women's Guild. 

g.- Increased high intensity lighting on.the 9w side of the church 
complex hai been in~talled. This lighting· illuminates a side-

. of our church complex that is particularly vulnerable to vandals. 

h. Emergency lights.have been mounted in the auditorium, and the 
hall of the Church Annex. In the event of a power failure; 
these battery powered lights will automatically illuminate 
areas in which they are mounted • 

. Plans, programs and recommendations for the coming year include the 
following. · . · . 

a. Plans being drawn up for the enclosure of·the area outside the 
vestibule of the Church Annex. This would be a good heat 
conservation measure, and make the area of the ~estibule usable 
for various functions duri_ng the Winter season. · 

b. Resurfacing driveway to kitchen area and driveway to parsonage~ 

c. Grading of picnic area adjacent to brook, and landscaping of 
Fuhrmann Grove area ·of ~hurch grounds. · · 

d ... :The addi.tion of an auxiliary heati_ng system for the Church 
Annex. 

e. Installation of an alarm system for the church complex to 
include intrusion and fire alarms. 

·The problem of storage space and additional classroom space is still 
acute within our church complex, and various means of alleviating the 
situation are under disctission.-

We thank r~oses for the time and effort that··he has given to this 
very important area of Parish Council responsibility~ · 

SACRAMENTS AND NARTHEX - Samuel Demirjian is responsible for the coordination 
of items· necessary for religious services, church 

etiquette, memorial services, collection of monies for weddings, baptisms, 
etc. He continues to handle this very necessary area of responsibility 
with care and dedication. Sam is always there and on the job .on Sunday 
morning, and thanks to him things ·run smoothly and without a flaw. 
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SUPPLIES AND CUSTODIAL SERVICES - Virginia Parseghian. is in charge of our 
ho.usekeepi ng 'responsi bi 1 iti es·, and the 

ordering of various supplies both for housekeeping and food· services at 
the various affairs such as picnics and bazaars.· Virginia continues to 
administer this area in an excellent fashion. Virginia anticipates the 
requirements of all our church functions, and spe'cial needs are taken 
care of as soon as she is informed of their. nature. 

Assisting Vi~ginia on a full-iime basis again this year is our 
custodian, Garo Arakelian. The 'condition of o·ur-church has ·never been 
better when it comes to housekeeping, and that is a tribute to the 
dedication of Garo. Garo is respo'nsible for many repairs 'to the church . 

- complex, and has saved us hundreds of dollars in costs for outside 
contractors. 

We thank Virginia for the dedicated manner in which she has seen 
to the good appearance of our church complex. 

PLEDGES - Albe~t Papazian is again responsible for the ple_dge program 
of our church. This time consuming task has been refined 

by Albert to the extent that it is a smooth running and efficient 
operation.

RENTALS- Jack Hajinlian is responsible for coordinating the church·

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PROPOSED BY-LAWS FOR GEORGE SHAHINIAN MEMORIAL FUND 

PURPOSE OF THE FUND - To provide full or partial scholarships and 
other funding to primarily further the cul£ural 

education of the youth o~ St. Thomas, and in exceptional cases youth 
of St. James Armenian Church Parish of Watertown, Massachusetts. 

ADMINISTRATION - Shall be by a 5-member board of directors, consisting 
of the pastor (president;:;.'ex-officio) , chairman of the 

Parish Council or his or her .. designee, and three other members 
· appointed by the Parish Council. At least three. members of .. the board 
shall be current members in good standing. in the ·parish. The 
directors shall serve for a term of three (3) years upon appointment 
by the Parish Council. 

ASSETS - Shall consist of the donations and any earnings therefrom 
made in memory of George Shahinian and any future donations 

made, solicited, or raised by the parish or the board of directors. 
The board shall endeavor to preserve the principal to the greatest 
degree possible. This mandate, however, shall not deter assistance 
in an especially noteworthy or deserving case, with the approval of 

· the Parish Council. Income from principal may be reserved for 
scholarships or other funding, for no more than two calendar years 
before converting to principal. 

i . 
RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE BOARD OF,DIRECTORS 

1. To deposit or invest the funds in secure, responsible assets 
designed to provide a high rate of return with a commensurate 
potential for preservation of value 

2. To take measures to preserve the principal from inflationary

ST. THOMAS ARMENIAN CHURCH OF TENAFLY, N.J. 

Adopted at the Annual Parish Assembly, .Sunday, February 8, 1981 

A Charter to a Board to be known as the Board of Trustees is hereby 
granted for the following purposes and underthe following terms arid 
conditions: 

A. PURPOSE 

1. To act as trustee and manager of ·spe~ial·funds of the parisq. 

2. To. serve as a source of revenue for the ·const-ruction ··of major 
($5,000. or more) new facilities, construction of capital . 
improvements, and/or repair or replacement of major ($5,000 
or more) capital improvements to the existing building, 
equipment and grounds. 

3. To serVe as a repository of reserve funds not required for the 
annual operation of·the parish. 

4. To serve as a repository of special donations. 

B. COMPOSITION/ 

1. The Committee shall be composed of seven (7) members. In 
addition, the Parish Council President and Chairman shall 
be members ex-officio. Each member shall have an·equal vote. 
The Parish Council shall present .to the Parish Assembly 
nominees to the committee for their approval. 

2. The term of service of the members shall be seven (7). years •. · 
For the first term only, beginning in 1982 and each y·ear 
thereafter, one member's term of office shall expire. Each 
member's term shall initially be determined alphabetically 
from one (1) to seven (7) years. Beginning in .1982, each 
member appointed shall serve a full seven year term. 

3. The Committee shall elect its own officers for the purpose of 
expeditiously executing its functions. 

4. Meetings shall be held a minimus of once each quarter of 
the year. 

C. Pm'lER AND DUTIES 

1. The Committee is to maintain suitable and complete accounts of 
all its activitiei. 

2. The Committee is to manage the trust fund, investing, investing 
in savings accounts and United States Securities with a. 
maximum of 20% of the fund. in common stock of the highest 
quality only with a prohibition not to invest in new issues. 

3. The Committee shall provide an annual financial report to the 
Parish Assembly and Parish Council at such times as the Parish 
Council may. suggest.

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4. The Parish·Assembly may authorize the expenditure of these 
funds for buildings, equipment, and grounds, or for any 
other purposes in accordance with the diocesan by-laws.

. REPORT ON 1980 DIOCESAN ASSEMBLY 
(Submitted at Special Parish Assembly, June 20, 1980). 

The Diocese of the Armenian Church held its 78th Annual 
Diocesan Assembly during the weekend of May 29-31 in Washington, 
D.c., hosted by the St. Mary parish of that city. 

145 Delegates from throughout the Diocese were presemt. 
The St. Thomas Parish was represented,by Diocesan Delegates 
Arthur Azarick , Victor.·:Arzoomanian,. George Mekenian and 
Joseph Kalemkerian, Rev: Fr. Arnak Kasparian and Parish Council 
Chairman, Peter Jamgochian. · 

The delegates heard the message of His Holiness, Vasken I, 
who was unable to be present due to personal problems. The 
Diocesan Primate, His Grace Archbishop Torkom Manoogian delivered 
his Annual R~port, in which he stressed the need for more clergy­
men in.the Diocese, and presented his new plan for training 
young men for the priesthood. 

The delegates heard a report ·on the· proposed Diocese of 
Canada. The Diocesan Council indicated· that steps have been 
taken with plans to establish a separate Diocese of Canada in 
the near future. 

Time was spent discussing the Diocesan Endowment Fund and the 
estate of. the late Haik Kavookjian. Reports were also given on 
the ACYOA Summer Camp and· the St. Nersess Seminary. 

The subject of Armenian Church Unity was presented to the 
delegates and a resolution was approved which stated, " that 
the Assembly reaffirms its commitment to the unity of the ... 
Armenian Church in the United States and encourages further 
dialogue and communicat-ion between the By-Law committee of. the 
Diocese and the Separated Brethren." · · · 

The Annual Budget of $1,074,500.was submitted and approved. 
The St. Thomas Parish has been assessed $15,140 for 1980. This 
sum is the seventh highest amount out of thirty seven parishes. 

A proposal by the St. Thomas Church was approved, calling 
for the appointment of a clergy stipend review committee which 
should submit a comprehensive program for implementation at 
the 1981 assembly. 

In conjunction with the Diocesan Assembly, meetings were also 
held for Sunday School Teachers, Armenian School Teachers, ACYOA, 
and Ladies Guilds.

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CHRISTIAN EDUCATION - 1980 

A. CHURCH SCHOOL 

The Church School· began its academic year on September 14, with an enrollment· 
of approximately 120 students, divide~ into ten classes, (:!Ius Nurse.rx. Cl!!sses are held 
from 10:30 to noon on Sunday mornmg, concurrently w1th the. D1vme Liturgy. 'fhe 
students' courses of study inclu?e the Faith,, doctrine and .te~chm.g~ of the Armeman 
Church, Biblical history, Armeman Church h1story and Chnst1an llvmg. Regular church 
attendance and reception of the Sacraments is at the center of the Church School program . 

. . The special discussion/seminar for 11th-12th grades ~ontin~es to be an importa~t 
way to keep the interest of most of .our recent graduates m the1! Church. The Lendmg 
Library for students and parents provides books to enhance learnmg at home. ~nd help 
parents in their roles. To this end, our ·newsletter DAY BY DAY helps fam1hes. grow 
together in their Faith. The informal "Lunch with the Pastor" sessions have helped our 
students and Der Hayr come to know each other better. 

Teacher education sessions have been conducted individually with the staff members 
to help them increase their own knowledge about the Church, and provide suggestions 
for effective teaching. In January a group of students, teachers and parents made a 
pilgrimage to St. Vartan Cathedral in New York City, where they attended Divine Liturgy, 
received a tour of 'the Diocesan Complex and met the Primate. In April, several students 
from the Church School participated in the Martyrs' Day program conducted for the 
young people of the metropolitan area. 

As in previous years, the students bought gifts and foodstuffs for needy families 
at Christmas. This program helped our youngsters realize better the true spirit of 
Christmas giving. Also helped was an Armenian family in Weehawken, whose father was 
disabled in a holdup just before Christmas. . 

Annual events of the Church School include the Christmas Program and Luncheon, 
Christmas and Easter Communion breakfasts, a Paregentan Party, and Graduation and 
Reception. The Parents' Committee ably coordinated these activities.· We are thankful 
for the cooperation of the entire parish family which· ensures the success of ;these events. 

B. ADULT EDUCATION 

During this year several programs for the adults of our parish were undertaken. 
During the Lenten season, a six session Bible-exploration program was conducted, entitled 
"How the Bible Came to Be". Response was so favorable to the sessions that the group 
chose to pursue more in-depth Bible Study. - . · 

A study of St. Mark's Gospel began in April, intending to be completed by the end 
of June. The group is still reading and studying St. Mark, meeting every Thursday 
evening from 8:00 to 10:00 pm. The enthusiasm of the 12-15 members of the Bible 
Study is very high, and the group will continue to meet to study and learn more about 
the Bible after finishing St. Mark. 

Tyvo programs for parents were held during the year as well. In February, 
Dr. Glona Durka of the Graduate School of Religion of Fordham University, spoke to 
a ~roup of more .tha.n 60 me~bers on "The Christian Family in Crisis?" Her presen-
tation was enthusiaStically rece1ved. In October, another Christian educator Phyllis Contino 
spoke to parents on "Family Communication". Other similar programs are' planned for ' 
the future. ·
