Chairman Mekenian ' tated that all members present have 

received the Pastor's R port, the Parish Council Repor , and the 

Organization Reports o He suggested that we not read t ese reports-­

they are ready for peru al and are quite comprehensive. If any 

questions shoul d arise, they can be directed to the representative 

of' the organization. 

Last month, in Jan ary , the financial s t atement, he proposed 

budget, and the slate of committees were mai led to all members of 

the parish whether they were in good standing or not. 

Chairman Mekenian alled on Victor Arzoomanian, prior to the 

beginning of the session , to give a brief presentation on a matter 

of significant importance to us o,n diocesan and parish life. Vi ct or 

Arzoomanian introduced himself as Executive Director of the Armenian 

Church Endowment Fund. He stated that the monies the Fund earns go 

towards the diocesan ne ds, This year the Diocese will receive 

$88,000 from the fund. If this money is no t given to the Diocese, 

our Diocesan assessments would be higher, The Fund was established 

under the laws of the S t ate of New York in 1973. There was a ful l ­

time director until 1977, and from 1977 unti l August, 1980, there 

was no director. The fund has $1,500,000 i n it at this time. We 

currently have a pledge from Edward Bashian f or $1 0 ,000--5~ of the 

income earned from the monies would go to St. Thomas, and 5~ woul d 

go to the Diocese. The Fund' s goal is $10, 000 ,000, We must l et 

everyone know there is a Fund and what programs it supports o We 

want to publicize this Fund. We are trying to build a parish l eve l 

organization called the Parish Director. At this churc it is Leon 

Nigohosian. There are t wenty-eight churches who have gi ven Victor 
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Arzoomanian names of th Parish Director of their churc o Victor 

Arzoomanian is visiting them, talking to them, and send ng them 

letters o Wills are being made out to us so our fund wi 1 grow. 

When monie.s are given t o this fund, those monies are always 

invested, never spent, nd to a purpose that you want i n your name. 

Victor Arzoomanian has poken about the above to all th mid-west 

and eastern churches. He encouraged that we all give t this . fund. 

The secretary read excerpts from last year 's Assemb ly minutes. 

Chairman Mekenian tated that we have five members of this 

assembly who, engage~ i the conduct of their responsib lities, 

are missing a good portion of the assembly because they are carry­

ing out their duties as electors, in addition t o that o nominating 

committee finding suitable candidates and then securing their 

nomination for office. They are Victor Arzoomanian, Ant ranig 

Ouzoonian, Zaven Poosikian, Frank Avakian-Stoneson, and Rose Me kenian. 

Chairman Mekenian deferred item #2 on the agenda (verifi cation 

of eligible voters ) until we have the results of the el ction . He 

will then ask for formal verification. 

The minutes were accepted as read. 

Chairman Mekenian called on Der Hayr to speak to u relative to 

his annual report• 

"Y ou have my report. What I would like to do is t o make 

some commentsa and, if y ou have any questions or any 

comments from your side, I shall be ha ppy to r ece i ve them. 

About the worship services o We have some lay people 

speaking in the church giving a sermon . Probably, you 

will know that this is not the practice in the Arm nian 

church o Probably, this is the only church where w have 
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this practice, an I think it is quite beneficial. If 

you have any comm nts on that, I shall be very happy to 

receive them. We cannot always have another priest from 

outside1 and, ala , our lay people shoul d participate as 

much as possible ot only in their businesses bu also 

in their church s rvices. That is why I have also 

printed some flye s where the entire congregatio is 

partaking. This s done only in this churcho 

We had twen -four baptisims this year and wenty-

one marriages--hi e of which were Armenian with Armenian. 

But, actually, se en were people from Istanbul, and, even 

during the marri e ceremony, most of them did n t know 

Armenian. They w re from the interior provinces. If 

this is the case, we wonder what will happen to ur 

communities. Will we stay an Armenian community? What 

is the future? W have a cultural difference. ill the 

Armenian communi survive mixed marriages? New omers 

are not coming in big numbers o Newcomers do not like to 

hear the English language in the Armeni an church. We 

actually do not know how many have married outside the church 

and gone away o We should make the church a plac where 

they feel welcome and are at home. We have many people 

who are active in various organizations, and they are 

more active than their spouses ~oare Armenian. We should 

help them to feel at home and get something out of the services. 

Charles Casale was a Roman Catholic priest f or eleven 

years. He read about the Armenian church. He f els that the 

Armenian church answers his quest for spiritual ourishment 
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and growth. We h ve to make this a home for him nd also 

to those whose sp uses are not Armeni·an. This ma es it 

difficult for mem era who come from the mid-east. 

This morning, there was a.n archdeacon from I tanbul. 

I asked him if' he was planning to come every Sunday and 

that I would like to speak to him and · the other deacons. 

I told him that h would probably find that certain things 

that are being done here are different than what he is 

used too This young fellow does not know our ways. We 

have two cultures , two ways, but one home. We are going 

to worship God, Christ, do Badarak with a loving piri t. 

We belong to the arne familyo" 

During Der Hayr's report, he offered a prayer for all members 

of the parish who pass d away this year and also a pra er for the 

immediate members of t he family of pSrishioners of our church. 

The chair then requested that Parish Council Chairman, Peter 

Jamgochian, present hi reporto Peter Jamgochian thanked the 

members of the Parish Council for the privilege of serving this 

past year1 and, as Pari sh Council Chairman, he thoroughly enjoyed 

it, and that it was made so by the splendid cooperation by the 

members of the Parish Council's close-working relationship and 

harmony. He stated that St. Thomas has come a long way during its 

life materially• and that, one to another, we are very wealthy. We 

have l earned to work together as a family. We must not l ose sight 

of that facto Peter Jamgochian went on to state that we have had 

o~ difficulties, to b sure, and that some of us have been disap­

pointedo He stated th t we must not sit back and be satisfied 
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with things as they ar • Regarding the high points of his report,

membership campaign. Actually, there were new mem­

bersr but som people have moved, and some people 

have passed a ay. So, while we have gained, it 

remains the s e in numbero This should be 

priority for ext year with specialemphaeis on some

This will be placed at the front s teps of the 

church o New kitchen appliances have been i nsta lled 

including new confectioners ovens, new range and main 

oven, new dishwasher and booster heater. Li hting in 

the back has been added to the church ground • The 9W 

side is now lit up o Emergency lighting has been put in 

the building o Plans include the enclosure of the vesti­

bule in fron to save energy and to make it more bearable 

f or the wome who work there during the baza • The 

driveways in back have to be resurfaced . Gr ding has to 

be done in t e picnic area.

Parish Council Chairman, Peter Jamgochian, was called on for 

the presentation and approval of the proposed 1981 bu et, both 

income and expenseso W went above the budget in 1980, but ' the 

difference in the figur s refers to the difference in he cost of 

the new mortgage, so we had stayed below the budget fi urea but did 

not exceed the budget. 

Every year the cle gy salary is determined by the Stipend 

Committee of the Dioces o This was a resul t of action by the 

Diocesan Assembly in 1974 or 1975o This year, the fig res for the 

stipend did not come in on time, and we estimated the igure o How­

ever, the figure lid co e in1 and, in accordance with he results 

of the Diocesan Assembl at that time and the Stipend Committee, a 

motion was proposed to djust the figureso The motion was seconded. 

Chairman Mekenian sugge ted that we vote on all motion at one time, 

which will be done in a package. Therefore, the clergy salary was 

adjusted to $19,145o T is then adjusts the total f or he proposed 

1981 budget in column 1 on page 16 to $148,095o 

Puzant Torigian f eels that we are conservative in our figures o 

Although the water cost has doubled and gas and electric has been 

increased approximately $3,000, Puzant f eels that thea costs will 

be double the figures we have proposedo 

Arthur Otchy questioned the fact of whether the p ivilege of 

the use of the parsonag be included in the report o H stated that 
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we have salary and value of the rent, etco, and that w should bring 

it into the expense of the edifice. However, that cannot be consid­

ered as part of clergy expenseo We have the expense o . operating 

the church and the expense of operating the parsonage--aeating, 

lighting, gas, electric, water, and any repairs that a e done to the 

parsonage but does not include mortgage payments which are lumped 

into the mortgage payment in i tam Ill on page 16o Arth r Otchy • s 

point here is that if someone were to look at the budg t and look 

at the priest's salary, they would think of it as inad quate, because 

it looks meager1 but we should take into account other benefits that 

go along with it so that we can show that our ministry is not so 

poorly taken care of. 

It was then pointed out by Peter Jamgochian that epairs are 

not necessarily a clergy benefit. When we repair a driveway, it

is a capital expense. This matter could be further br ken down. 

Eileen Barsamian wanted to know if all benefits i addition 

to salary that are paid to a priest are noted such as ocial security, 

life insurance, etc. H r supposedc ern was the f act that if 

youngsters were interested in the clergy, all the facts could be 

presentedo 

George Mekenian sa d that these comments should be studied by 

the Parish Council and ould be presented in the 1982 annual report 

and budget. 

Yeretzgin stated that a letter is sent by the Diocese which 

states all of the above f acts, and this should be given t o the 

parishioners to reado This includes parsonage rentals, retirement 

plans, social security benefits. This l etter should be shown any 

parishioner, and then ea ch parish decides how to deal with r ental

Ronald Kenderian anted the Parish Council to ha e the 

authorization to make apital expenditures· up to $10, 000 without 

going back to a special assembly with the revocation f the .original 
' . 

by-laws of the Building Equipment and Grounds Committ e. This 

leaves a vacuum in the matter of capital improvements, and, to 

preclude ambiguity, .there should be a limitation that expenditures 

can be made to capital improvements. At the present time, there 

is no clear direction for the Parish Council to spend any money 

without going back to the Parish Assembly o Arthur Ot hy then 

pointed out that heating would be a capital improveme t, but this 

is also an emergency type thing. The intent of the m tion is to 

provide a stop-gap provision for the Parish Council t expend 

capital gains for improvements up to $10,000 f or capi t al expenditures . 

Motion is carriedo 

New Business - Recommendations 

Joseph Kalemkerian wanted to know why is it that we must know 

the outcome of the election right away.
