Under established policy. continuea Chairman Nigchosian.
anyone may receive a Membership List. The Third List. which
mcludes membership information as well as financial information is

.available for inspection in the chyrch office during business hours or
by special appointment. and i1s available now for anyone wishing 1o
review it during this meeting. This is in accordance with two
direciives ti. M the Diocese. ons of which says that anyone inspecting
‘that list must sign a statement that they will not use that information
for any gainful or commercial purposes.

Chairman Ni?ohosmn stated that the New Jersey statute
compels that we allow inspection of the list containing financial
information but are not obligated to provide !ists to be taken off the

- premises. There are many parishoners, continued the Chairman,

.who do not wish their pledges (which may be much higher than the
minimum dues) nor what portion of said pledges have been paid to
becoms public knowledge. which may occur if this type of list 1s
distributed.

Mr. John Bashian asked if this Third List is yearly or cumulative
to which Chairman Nigohosian answerad that the list is updated
yearly and is not cumulative

Mr. Ara Babigian stated that the list he saw and requested cnly
recorded pledge money and not other donations. Chairman
Nigohosian responded that the format of the iist Mr. Babigian had
previously requested contained ail the information as to how much a
member pledged and how much they paid He further stated that he
did not know where Mr Babigian obtained a copy of one page of said
ist dated 1994 as the church never gave out the voting list with
‘inancial information but had simply made it available to him for
nspection on the church premises

Mr Sabigian asked for the status of the request ke made at the
‘Irst session of the Parish Assembly (1/26/97) that he be given a copy
2t the voung list which contains financial information. Chairman
Nigohosian responded that Mr. Babigian had recelved a copy ot a
etter which had been immediately sent to Archbishop Khaja
3arsamian and the Honorable Vincent Gurahian. Diocesan Council
chairman He proceeded to read the ietter in its entirety 10 the
Assembly A copy of the letter is attached to these minutes.

The Chairman invited V. Rev. Fr. Papken Dz. V. Anoushian to
ive his report. Fr. Anoushian stated that as everyone had the written
opy he woulid not read it but would be happy to answer any
uestions. He thanked the Altar Guud for their care of the St Thomas
itar, Mrs. Laureen Karanfilian. CPA for preparing the St Thomas
ayroll taxes and Mr Hovhanness Baitaian for nis services to the
‘menian School

.

Chairman Nigohosian invited Parish Council Chairman. Dr.
Levon Capan to give his report. Dr Capan expressed his delight with
the surplus fund which is almost $100,000. He expressed his
appreciation for Fr. Papken and stated his pride in the fact that Fr.
Papken had been chosen staff bearer when Patriarch Torkoom
Manoogian visted the United States. He protusely thanked the entire
congregation for the huge success of St. Thomas's events and further
expressea appreciation toward all thcse who usec church tunds in
the most economic ways possible

Dr. Capan recognized Mrs. Mari Tashjan's efforts towards hall
rentals and went on to thank and introduce the following Parish
Council Members:

Dr. Capan apologized for his error in naming The Avak
Society's Chairman. Itis Mr. Charles Sarajian

Mr. Ara Babigian asked if there i1s a Parish Council person in
charge of mempership. Dr. Capan replied that aithough there is no
one Parish Council member in charge of membership, Mrs. Ani
Capan had been appointed recently.

Mrs. Mary Ann Saraydanan asked which member of the Parnish
Council was completing their six year term of office to which Dr
Capan replied. Mrs. Virginia Victonia

Chairman Nigohosian called upon Grace Hagopian to give the
financial summary  He compiimented Mrs. Hagopian on the
extraordinary job she has done as treasurer.

Beginning with the Income Statement. Mrs. Hagopian
responded to Mr. Victoria's question that the S5000 which had been
withdrawn trom The Board of Trustees Fund and pfaced in a non St
Thomas ACEF Fund had been recovered and was part ot general
Miscellaneous Income and not specifically identitied.

Betore accepting questions for the 1997 buaget. Mrs  Hagopian
profusely thanked assistant treasurer Maalen Setian for all her help
throughout the year. She commended the Women's Guild for
exceading their pledge and credited Women's GuilG chairpeison
Violet Quzoonian, for her leadership.

Mrs. Hagopian explained that the New Year's Eve celebrauon
haa in fact derived a net protit of $18, 051 but that this 1s not refiectea
in 1996 because the bulk of the monies were deposited in 1997

Mr Albert Victoria suggested looking Into short term treasury
pills or notes as these would yield a higher interest rate. Mrs.
Hagopian responded that it would be looked into.

Mrs. Hagopian clarified that net income from hall rentals is Sdc.
123 and net income from the bookstore 1s $4003  She explained that
Miscellaneous Donations were very high due to a $5000 aonation
from Dr. and Mrs. Capan when they won the car ratfle

Moving on to the Expense Statement. Mrs. Sonia Tashjian
questioned the insurance settlement. It was explained that the
monies came from the damages incurred !ast winter (1995/86).

Mrs. Hagopian announced that under Church Building
Expenses the 1997 proposed for Repairs. Church & Halls. the figure
should be $8,100 instead of $6.500. Theretore. the subtotal for
Church Building Expenses (page 12) should read $103.100 and Tota!
Expenses (page 12) shouid read $311,100.



As there were no turther questions. Chairman Nigohosian
proceeded to the 1997 budget

Dr. Capan proposed to accept the 1997 budget of $311 100
subject to a plus or minus 5% adjustment. Dr. Bedros Yavru-Sakuk
seconded

Mrs Ani Capan asked where the new roof expenses were
recorded Mrs. Hagopian responded that this expense is listea under
The Architectural & Facilities Management reort as the moniss are
being deducted from that fund

Mr Victona asked what mecnanics are in place in case of an
emergency that requires more than the allowed 5% expenditure over
the budget. He proposed that the motion be amended so that a 2/3
majonty of the Parish Council wili be able to immediatsly attend to
any extraordinary emergency situation and not be restrained by the
limitation of the budget or the 5% adjustment Dr. Capan accepted
the amendment and Dr. Yavru-Sakuk seccnded  The motion carned
unanimously.

Dr Capan asked for the floor to append his Parisn Council
report comments. He apologized for omitting to state that St. Thomas
Church had recsived $30.000 from the estate of the late Mr. Harry
Bostanpan. Pansh Council will display a plaque in his honor. He
further clarified the actual amount ot the surplus. While $81.000 of it
had come from our insurance claim, $36,000 haa already been paid
toward the new roof. So the tigure at this point is $100.00 plus
$36.000 less $81.000

Dr. Capan went on to thank Mr. Antranig Ouzoonian,
coordinator, Mr Haroutuin Diratzouan. and Mr. Jack Torosian for
ungertaking and conscientiously working on the roof project. He
invited Mr Quzoonian forward to give an overview of the project

Mr. Ouzoonian explained that the roof over Saadler Hall,
Mekhjian Atrium, the kitchen and classrooms was a rubber roof.
whnich was popular at one time but has proven to be very problematc
The roof at the rear of the church (the back classrooms and
lavatories) also needed replacement. They decided to go for a total
repiacement (rather than patches) at a contract price of $73.000.
While removing the old roof. large areas of rottead wood were
detected and neeced replacement. As work progressea, several
areas were found to be open and needed to be patched. Rusted air
conditioning ducts were detected and changed and insulation was
agded where needed. With all the additional work done. the cost
rose to approximately $100.000. We have a 20 year. no dollar fimit.
guarantee on labor and material with the contractor performing a!l the
labor the first 3 years and GAF (manutacturer of the roofing matenais)
taking over thereafter GAF has inspectea all the work done.

Charmam Nigohasian called upon the auditing committee
charrperson Sirvart Demirjian. Mrs. Demirjian stated that the auditing
committee examined all financial recoras of all church organizations
including the St. Thomas Church balance sheet and found no
discrepancies. The written report was submitted and signed by
herself. Talin Kupelian and Hovsep Taktajan.

Under Old Business. Yz Violet Kasparian commended Dr
Capazn on the concise Diocesan Assembly Report he had written and
pointed out that it should be signed Dr. Levon Capan. Delegate

Under New Business. Mr Victoria made a motion that we allow
$15.000 in the budgst to hire people to do the catch-up work on
maintenance and repairs that are being neglected now because we
have not budgeted for them Antramig Ouzoonian seconded. Madien
Setian commentad that the budget already inciudes montes for
several repairs. Mr. Victoria responded that there are many repairs
neeced which are not included in those categories. | ., refinishing
furniture. the entrance doors etc. Dr. Capan countered that $2.000 is
put aside each month toward building r .aintenance. Mr. Victona
responded that the purpose of the $2.000 per month is not intended
tor general repairs. Dr. Capan statec that the Parish Council Is aware
of what needs to be done and is completing the work on a prionty
basis Hayr Soorp explained that the Pansh Council is unsgecﬂng the
entire complex and that $15.000 in the budget might limit the Pansh
Council's ability to make needed repairs The motion was defeated.
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Mr. Ouzoonian made a motion that prior to future elections,
biographies of auditing committee nominees be included in the same
manner as Parish Council nominees. Richard Saraydarian seconded ,
and the motion carned. oo

Yz. Violet Kasparian suggested a committee be appointed 1o
inventory church equipment and make sure they are in working order
Cr. Capan responded that the church has an inventory list of ail our
equipment that is updated every year and that any piece of
equipment can break just prior to use

‘

There were no questions on Architectura! & Facilities
Management Committee (Albert Victoria commented that it is in effect
non-existent), Building Maintenance, Church Grounds-Landscaping,
ACEF Fund, Caspar M. Kasparian Memorial Fund. The Vahan
Barsamian Memorial Fund, The George Shahinian Memorial Fund,
the Martin "Sonny" Tashjian Memorial Fund or the Peter Ajemian
Memonial Fund.

Mrs. Sonia Tashjian pointed out that on page 14 Exhibit C-
Fund Balances. The Martin "Sonny" Tashjian Memorial Fund was not
listed Mrs. Hagopian apologized for the oversight

There were no guestions concerning the ACYQOA Jrs.. Avak
Society. Sunday School or Family Auxiiary of St. Thomas

On The Kirikian Armenian School report. Mary Ann Saraydarian
added thanks to Mr. Hovhaness Baltaian for teaching chess after
school and to Dr. Levon Capan for instructing the students on the
music of our Badarak

There were no questions about The Women's Guild. nor The
Men's Club

Chairman Nigohosian called for a motion specifying next year's
Parish Assembly meetings. Shake Shahinian made a motion that the
1998 Parish Assembly meseting first session be neld on the last
Sunday in January and that the second session be heid on the first
Sunday in February. The motion was seccnaed by Richard
Saraydarnan and it carrned.

Susan Shamamian commented that when our church was first
established. it was called The Armenian Church of Bergen County
and renamed St. Thomas several years later. This explains why next
year's Parnish Assembly i1s referred to as the 33rd Annuai Parnish
Assembly.

Mrs. Virginia Victoria asked that the councii reconsider
replacing the accordion room dividers in the back classrooms as they
are in deplorable condition

Chairman Nigohosian invited Mr. Hovseo Taktajian to announce
the results of the election. He stated that 137 ballots were cast. The
winners are: For Parish Council: Onnig Bozian. Mar Camcikyan
Leon Nigohosian. Richard Saraydarnan Madlen Setian Jack
Torosian, Alternate Gregory Amerkanian. For Nominating

PASTOR'S REPORT

It is with a great sense of pride and accomplishmentthat | report to you today that our spiritual and financial
aspects at St. Thomas Ari  =nian Church are indeed very strong.

Undoubtedly it has been a pleasure and privilege for me to have served as Pastor of St. Thomas Armenian
Church for more than six and a half years now. Ours is one of the largest parishes in the Diocese, with a multitude
of programs and endeavors. As your shepherd, | have welcomed the tremendous challenge presented by such a
growing and diversified flock, and thank God for the strength He has given me to carry out my pastoral and
leadership duties. Undoubtedly, we owe a great debt of a gratitude to Dr. Levon Capan, Parish Council Chairman,
and to our very capable Parish Council members for all their dedicated and effective efforts.

My heartfelt thanks go to our Parish Council Chairman, Dr. Levon Capan, the Parish Council members and
Diocesan Delegates, as well as to all our organizations and event chair-people for their devoted service to St.
Thomas this past year. Also, | wish to express deep appreciation to the countless volunteers who assisted in all
areas and made such a special contribution to our success.

Listed below are highlights of the activities, projects and efforts in which | was involved in 1997.
WORSHIP SERVICES: The Divine Liturgy was conducted regularly every Sunday, according to the traditions and
canons of the Armenian Church. | am pleasedto report that our Deacons, stole-bearers, altar servers and choir also
participated weekly with me in Morning Services prior to the Holy Liturgy and have steadily been increasing their
knowledge of church rituals. In addition, | am conducting a Deacons’ Program.

SACRAMENTAL SERVICES: All sacramenta! services were performed in accordance with the rites, rituals and canons
of the Armenian Church. During the past year, 24 baptisms, 10 marriages and 15 funerals took place.

SPECIAL SERVICES: Special services and feast days for the Nativity and Revelation of Christ and Lord (Armenian
Christmas Eve and Day), Palm Sunday, Holy Week, Easter Eve and Day, Transfiguration, Assumption of St. Mary,
the Mother of God, and Exaltation of the Holy Cross were all properly and conscientiously conducted as per our
Church Calendar. On December 24, a special service was held on the occasion of the feast of St. Stepanos
dedicated to all the Deacons of the Church, in addition to the traditional Christmas Eve services in English. On this
occasion as on Easter Sunday, the services were attended by overflow crowds. | am delightedthat the congregation
filled the church on all the other feast days as well.

HOSPITAL & OLD AGE/NURSING HOME VISITATIONS: Hospital visitations to the sick were done regularly,
whenever we had knowledge that someone was ill. | also visited the sick and elderly at the Emerson Old
Age/Nursing Home at least once a month. Services were held and Holy Communion was given there on Armenian
Christmas and Holy Thursday.

PUBLICATIONS: The NOR TAR, our monthly St. Thomas publication, has been well received and contains parish
news as well as educational and cultural material. Many thanks to all our writers for their contributions, and special
appreciation to my capable Editorial Board: Madlen E. Setian, Managing Editor, and Seta Yavru-Sakuk, Graphic
Arts/lllustrator.

PARISH COUNCIL REPORT

We closed 1997 with a surplus of approximately $86,600, and we are entering 1998 with a total fund of
approximately $419,000 ($83,000restricted and $336,000unrestricted). Our annual surplusincreased gradually over
the last several years: $23,308 in 1992, $37,775in 1993, $53,842 in 1994, $62,477 in 1995, $99,264 in 1996, and
$86,605 this year. As | have been stating for the past several years, our success is a direct result of the genuine
interest, dedication and hard work of the members who do not spare any effort to come forward with their invaluable
help. The Parish Council once again expressesits sincere and immense gratitude and appreciation to all those who
helped the church last year. Here, at the end of my sixth year and third term in the Council, | also would like to
express my sincere thanks and gratitude to each Parish Council member, and to the members of all church
committees for their help that, without a doubt, was a result of substantial sacrifices. During my years as a chairman,
they made my work as painless as possible. God Bless them all. This year again the Parish Council would like to
express its special thanks to the Pastor, Very Rev. Fr. Papken Dz. V. Anoushian, whose strong faith in Christianity,
honest and straightforward character, brave personality, sincere love for the Armenian nation, and countless efforts
to preservethe Armenian church tradition, have been a great influence and inspiration to us. Thank you, Hayr Sourp,
for being an excellent guiding light for us. With all your fine qualities, you continue to exemplify the model Armenian
clergyman.

| have the privilege to announce the recent sizeable donation of Mr. and Mrs. Harry and Mary Sanossian
toward the purchase of a new organ for the Sanctuary. As many of us know the existing organ, donated in memory
of Alan Attarian, who passed away at an early age, by his parents Monroe and Rose Attarian, is about 30 years old
and lacks the capabilities of currently available modern instruments. The Sanossians, noticing this fact, donated
in excess of $25,000 toward the purchase and all related expenses of the new organ in memory of their beloved
parents. Mr. Berj Zamkochian, world renowned Armenian concert organist, has been consulted, and with his help
the specifications of the new organ completed. The organ has already been ordered and is expected to be
installed within the next few months, followed by a consecration. Thanks to the Sanossians; God bless them and
the souls of their parents. Thanks also to Maestro Zamkochian for his invaluable help in this regard.

The repair of the roof of the halls and classrooms was completed shortly after the last assembly and the
balance is paid to the roofer. Although some minor leaks from a few areas occurred after the repair, the company
managed to stop them promptly. As we have been expecting, the roof of the Sanctuary, which is almost 30 years
old, showed some leakage and requires repair. The Parish Council recently asked for an estimate.

REPORT OF FUNCTIONS

Anniversary Dinner: The traditional Anniversary Dinner was held on Palm Sunday. This year the recipients of the
Saint Thomas Award were Mr. and Mrs. Hagop and Sylva Torosian. As we all know the Torosian couple have been
exemplary parishioners and have consistently helped our church. They have organized many *“Kef Nights® and
*Bazaars” with major successes. Hagop is also the force in our great success of the *Car Raffle." In addition
Hagop, as a Parish Council member, is an important factor in the management of building related issues. Sylva's
speech during the dinner was very inspiring and reflected the traditional values of the Armenian woman and the
family. God give them health and happiness. Like in the past several years, the affair was superbly organized by
Dr.and Mrs. Bedros and Seta Yavru-Sakuk. As usual, the A.C.Y.O.A. Juniors werked as servers; their enthusiastic
efforts were deeply appreciated by everyone. The Cake Sale for this event wa:s organized by Dr. and Mrs. Harout
and Shake Mekhjian. The total profit was $12,046. Thanks to Seta, Bedros, Shake and Harout, and everyone on
their committees.

Memorial Day Picnic: This year again Mr. and Mrs. Nerses and Sirvart Demirjian chaired the annual picnic. As
always it was a very successfuland enjoyable event owing to the concerted effort and hard work of the chairmen
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and members of the Picnic Committee. The total profit was $12,400. Thanks to the Demirjians and all those who
helpedthem. Also, special thanks to Dr. & Mrs. Harout Mekhjian, who once again donated all the fundsto underwrite
the picnic expenses. '
Car Raffle: As in the past several years Mr. and Mrs. Hagop and Sylva Torosian again organized the Car Raffle.
Hagop’s hard work again showed its impressive result. People from St. Thomas and other parishes supportedthe
project for the raffle of a JEEP Cherokee. This year Mr. and Mrs. Haig Varjian were the winners. We wish them
safe, happy and healthy usage of the car. The net profit from the car raffle was more than $23,000. Thanks to
Hagop and Sylva.

Kef Night: This year *Kef Night" was organized by Sylva and Hagop Torosian. The profit was $8052. Our heartfelt
thanks to Mr.and Mrs. Hagop Torosian.

Bazaar: Owing to the tremendous support of parishioners, friends and the public, this year again, the Bazaar was
a success. Hayr Sourp organized the Bazaar this year. The Cake Sale for this event was undertaken by Ani and
myself. The yield from the Bazaar was more than $30,000. Thank you so much Hayr Sourp and the Bazaar
Committee members.

New Year's Eve: This year again the two sisters, Ani and Seta, were the chairladies of the New Year's Eve
celebration. Despite of the fact that many local Armenian churches organized similar affairs, more than 200 people
were at Saint Thomas. The guests had a very pleasant and happy evening at this successful affair. The net profit
for the church was $9,200. Much thanks to Ani and Seta.

Administrative Events:

Personnel: A new custodian was hired in the beginning of the year. During subsequent months, the work,
especially that involving nights, increased necessitatingthe hiring of a second, part time, custodian. We have hired
another custodian in late summer to balance the workload and manpower. Currently we have two custodians. Of
course, the total number of hours these custodians work is more than what it used to be with one, but it has not
doubled. The church secretary has left in the summer. Two new secretaries were hired; they also left, each after
working for a short period of time.

Hall Rentals: The gross annual rental income was $ 102,000 this year, with a net income of more than $80,000.
Correspondingnumbers for last year were $55,000 and $35,000. This doubling effect is in no small part due to Mrs.
Mari Tashjian’s devoted work. Considering the intensity of the work the Parish Council voted to give a 10%
commission to Mrs. Tashjian, effective January 1997. We have also made some expensestoward the beautification
of the halls: installation of vertical blinds in the classrooms, directing stanchions for the hall entrance. China and
silverware also have been ordered for replacing lost, broken, or damaged items. Many thanks to Mrs. Mari
Camcikyan for arranging not only the purchase of these items, but also for managing building related needs of the
church on a daily basis; the help that Mari Camcikyan quietly gives to this church is invaluable.

As it has been established by the PC, a 20% discount is provided for Hall Rentals to those who have been dues-
paying members for the last 2 consecutive years.

Building Insurance: Compensationin the amount of $22,000 has been received as the final part of the payment for
various damages caused by the severe winters of the past few years.

Purchase Of A Printer: The office needed a printer because the existing device broke down. A laser printer was
purchased. Mr. Aram Setian, who very generously donates his time and effort in managing computer related
problems in the office, shopped around and bought us an excellent and relatively inexpensive printer. Thank you
so much, Aram. Here we also would like to extend our thanks to Madlen Setian who not only informs her husband
about the technological needs of the church, but also utilizes these devices at maximum efficiency to prepare the
Nor Tar with Seta, to perfect our computerized accounting system, and to help in the secretarial work of the Parish
Council. The latter work is also shared by Mrs. Grace Hagopian and Mr. Leon Nigohosian. Our heartfelt thanks to
them too.

Donation Of A Flagpole: The Church was in need of a second flagpole to that the Armenian and American flags
could each be flown separately. Our special thanks and gratitude are extended to the Kevork Seferian family, who
generously donated a second flagpole so that the flag of our independent Armenia could be flown properly.
Armenian Lanquage Classes: Through the initiative of Mr. Sam Demirjian, about three years ago, an Armenian
Language Class was started. Later, Mrs. Eileen Barsamian offered her help in organizing this class. With the
combined efforts of Mr. Demirjian and Mrs. Barsamian, and the help of accumulated money from the Barsamian
Fund, the class turned out to be a great success. This is the third active year of this class. We are confident that
the demand for the continuation of these classes will continue for many vears to come. Thank you, Sam and Eileen.
Bookstore: Last year, the annual profit of the bookstore increased from $700 to over $4000. This year, our profit was
almost $5000, with annual gross sales of $12,118. Sirvart Demirjian, whose help to the church is not only limited
to the bookstore, is responsible for this excellent result. Sirvart, in addition to her hard and responsiblework as an
accountant, has always worked hard and effectively for the church. Of course, Nerses and Vicken also bring their
help to Sirvart. Thank you so much Nerses Demirjian family and God bless you.

95TH ANNUAL DIOCESAN ASSEMBLY MEETING

This year the Diocesan Assembly was hosted by the Saint Gregory of Narek Armenian Church of Cleveland,
Ohio, between May 1 and 4, 1997. The Diocese has proclaimed 1997 “The Year of Mission and Outreach."
Consequently several discussions and panel presentations focused on this issue.

A report from the clergy conference was given by Deacon Devedjian. The subjects were:

1) The letter of His Holiness Karekin Catholicos, mentioning building of churches in Armenia in preparation
for the 1700th Anniversary of Armenians’ accepting Christianity.

2) Realization that, althoughthere is now an increased number of Armenian communities, there is a decrease
in the number of dues paying members.

3) Extensive presentation by Father Nerses Jebejian about the growing number of mission parishes.

4) The sudden death of Reverend Father Krikor Hairabedian was announced. Father Hairabedian was the
pastor of Holy Martyrs Armenian Church of Bayside, Queens, for several years and had made many contributions
to the Diocese and the Armenian Church.

A report of the Fund for Armenian Relief (F.A.R.) was given by Mr. Simon Balian. He stated that the
changingsituation in Armenia is now moving F.A.R. to change its direction in helping Armenia, so that the emphasis
is given more toward creating jobs and improving industrial developments.

The department of social services has been abolished and put underthe auspices of F.A.R. To the question
of what is the future of social services and how will we provide local social services, the Primate answered saying
that nothing has been changed in the activities of social services. If people coming from abroad need guidance or
help, they can still call for help.

The ACEF report by Col. Arzoomanian stated that the present assets of ACEF are over $ 35 million. In 1996,
there was more than $ 1.8 million donated by 806 donors. The fund returned 7% to the parishes, last year.

The auditing committee report stated that the quarterly revenue and expenditure report, sent to the
delegates, with analysis and the report accounting for the funds associated with the visit of His Holiness Karekin |,
begins the process of communicating Diocesan financial problems to the delegates on a regular basis. The report
emphasized that a significant number of restricted fund expenditures were used for purposes that did not appear
to be consistent with the donor’s intent. The debt to ACEF, restricted and custodial funds, exceeds $3.6 million.
The report suggestedthat efforts be made to repay this debt. Regarding parish dues, on April 21, 1997, 15 out of
43 parishes owed dues for periods prior to January 1, 1997. This represented 62% of the total accounts receivable
of $ 204,000.

During his address, the Primate stated that during the next several years the Armenian Church will reach
three milestones: 1) the 100th Anniversary of the establishment of the Diocese. Each of our Parishes will hold an
observance, and the Worcester, Massachusetts parish, as the first Armenian Church in America will hold a
celebration. 2) 1700th Anniversary of the entrance of Armenians into Christianity, and 3) 2000th Anniversary of the
birth of Christ. The Primate stated that an overview regarding the observance of these events has been designed
by the Diocese. Central to this plan are four goals: 1) To teach the word of God and good news of salvation; 2) To
actualize the word of Gospel; 3) To bring the awareness of liturgical importance to the faithful; 4) To renew faith and
increase membership in the Armenian Church. The Primate said that, "today the character of the Armenian
community is much more complex than before" and he mentioned various understandingsof church members about
the church. He emphasized that there should be one understandingand unification of all Armenians.

Several panel discussions were attended by groups of delegates describing Diocesan activities, addressing
their progress, and their existing, and potential difficulties. These panels were on Religious Education, AC.Y.0A,,
Diocesan finance, Armenian Language, Mission Parishes, CASP, and Choir Association. The panelon A.C.Y.O A. was
organized and co-chaired by Donna Barsamian, a young and promising member of our own Parish who emphasized
the importance of supportto A.C.Y.O.A.

This year, two by-law amendments and seven proposals were submitted.
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Both by-law amendments were defeated. The fi rst was about Diocesan By-law # 70, giving the Diocesan
Council power to utilize the principal of bequests and devises, with approval by the Diocesan Assembly by a 2/3
majority vote. The second was about article 61-E, eliminating the majority vote for the election of the Diocesan
Auditing Committee.

_ Proposal #1,was about recordlng years of service alongsideeach clergyman sname,in the Eastern Dlocese
annual Parish Directory. It passed.

Proposal #2, was about the Diocese assumrng responsrblllty for paymg the clergy longevity mcrements.

" It was defeated.
Proposals #3 and #5 were about a 1% Youth Ministry assessment The proposal submitted by the Holy
Trinity Armenian Church of Greater Boston, Cambridge, Massachusetts, was to rescind the assessment of all
Parishes in the Diocese, and add the Department of Youth Ministry to the Annual Operating Budget of the Diocese.
The proposal from the Diocesan Council was that the Diocesan Assembly make the Youth Ministry Assessmenta
regular part of the Parish Assessment so that it not be a special, or separate assessment. Both proposals were
amended, and all Parishes will be responsiblefor 1% of their assessmentto go toward Youth Ministry through 1997.
The proposals passed as amended.
Proposal #4 was about the Diocese receiving 33% of the net proceeds of the host pansh of the oncesan
Assembly, to apply toward the operating expenses of the Diocese. The proposal was defeated.
Proposal #6 was from Saint Mesrob Armenian Church, Racine, Wisconsin. This proposal wanted all
Diocesan Annual Reports, and Annual Minutes to be printed for distribution in English, only, and furthermore it
proposed that the Armenian translation be available for distribution when requested from the Diocese. However,
one copy of the Armenian minutes could be sent to each parish. Currently Diocesan Assembly minutes are
distributedto all delegatesin both Armenian and English. This proposal received a very strong opposition primarily
from the Saint Thomas delegation.. It was emphasized that a systematic elimination of the Armenian language from
every possibleactivity of the Eastern Diocese Armenian Church during the past several years, is the most damaging
- blow to the Armenian Church. The Assyrians were given as an example: once a great nation, they are now a silent
and a lost entity, mostly because they lost the ability to use their language. It was also emphasized that the
Diocesan Assembly meetings used to be conducted in Armenian up until a few decades ago. Within the last 20-30
years, not only not using the language, but not even tolerating the distribution of minutes in Armenian does not
promise much to the preservation of our identity. And the more the Church departs from its traditions, the faster
the decline of its membership.
This proposal was defeated.
Proposal #7, from the Saint James Armenian Church, Watertown, Massachusetts was about dissolvingthe
New England Region and its organizational structure as mandated by the 82nd Diocesan Assembly. This proposal
-was tabled.’

CASPAR KASPARIAN MEMORIAL FUND
1997 ANNUAL REPORT

The St. Thomas Armenian Church Caspar M. Kasparian Memorial Fund was establishedin 1979. The Charter
approved by the Annual Parish Assembly stated that the purpose of this fund is “To provide Full or partial
scholarships to primarily further the religious education for the youth of St. Thomas, and in exceptional cases full
time seminary student of the Diocese of the Armenian Church or youth of Holy Cross Parish of New York and St.
Mary parish of Washington, D.C. In addition, the Fund also provides financial assistance to the St. Thomas Christian
Education Department, sponsors retreats for Sunday School teachers and provides full or partial scholarships for
children to attend the Diocesan St. Vartan Summer Camp and St. Nersess Summer Programs.

This year the Board of Directors voted to provide financial assistance to St. Mary Armenian church in
Washington, D.C., for a Vacation Bible School for students ages 6 to 15, from June 16 through June 29. The
program met with great success.

KIRIKIAN ARMENIAN SCHOOL

Language is the ingredient which connects time past with time present and future. The knowledge of
language is a vital link to keeping a proud and noble culture alive for generations to come. Toward that end, the
Kirikian Armenian School strives to instill its students a love and pride of knowledge in their ethnic heritage.

We are proud to announce that the number of students has reached the high number of 99 this year.
Classes range from nursery to seventh grade. Due to a growing need, starting at the second grade, there are two
sections in each grade, one for students coming from Armenian speaking parents and another for students coming
from English speaking parents. The curriculum is the same in both sections; however, the non-Armenian section
teacher has the added responsibility to teach conversation, while the others have to dwell on their reading. Both
classes come together for religion, folk dance and music. We also have a special class for older students who have
just started to learn Armenian. Although this system adds an additional expenditure to the school, no expense is
spared so that every student can benefit from the program.

In addition to language, religion, folk dance and music, Armenian history, literature and geography of
Armenia is also taught in our school. Last year instruction in the Holy Armenian Badarak was added to the
curriculum for childrenin grades 4 to 7. This class is taught by Dr. Levon Capan. We are also very happy that our
students also benefit from the chess instruction lessons taught by Mr. Ohannes Baltayan, on Saturdays at 1:30 PM.
We thank both Dr. Capan and Mr. Baltayan for voluntarily devoting their precious time to educate our Armenian
children.

Also we are very proud to report that two of our students participated in the Esayan Getronagan Alumni
Association’s Poetry contest and one of them won the first place by receiving the highest score among the students
of all the Saturday Schools as well as Day School students.

All students must take a standardizedtest to go on to the next level. These tests are preparedand corrected
by the Language Lab and Resource Center of the Diocese of the Armenian Church. The seventh graders also have
to have answered at least 75% of a 100 question history test in addition to a comprehensive 3 hour test in order to
qualify for a diploma.

The following awards are given at the Annual Hantes and Graduation in June: George Shahinian Perfect
Attendance Award, Edward Bashian Armenian History Award, Rupen Saddler Armenian Reading Award and Dr.
Harout and Shake Mekhjian Spelling Award.

Special events of the past year included: Teacher's Assembly of teachers of all Saturday Schools in the area
at the Language Lab of the Diocese of the Armenian Church, opening of the school, celebration of Scorpotz
Tarkmantchatz at the Diocese, Trip to the United Nations, Trip to the Ellis Island, Hokehankisd and Fellowship
commemorating the anniversary of the earthquake in Armenia, participation during Christmas Eve Services, Armenian
Christmas Dinner on January 6, celebration of St. Vartanantz and Poon Paregentan in February, participation during
Easter Week Services, Easter Communion, Students with Hayr Soorp and Communion Breakfast, Commemoration
of Martyrs Day, Year-End Hantes.

The Kirikian Armenian School has a paid faculty and other expenses are as noted in our financial report.
Funds are raised entirely by the School. Most of these monies are derived through tuition. However, the Mother’s
Committee augmentsincome throughthe Bazaar Booth, Annual Armenian Christmas Dinner, Luncheons, End-of-the-
year Hantes, catalog sales for fund raising, raffles, the publications of our cookbook (750 cookbooks have already
been printed with a 3rd printing ordered), and many other events. We are also deeply grateful for the help our
benefactors continually give us.
